UNITED STATES CIRCUIT COURT.

The Whiikey Ring=—Legality of the
United Statcs Grand Jury=Denlal of the

Motion to Qunsh.

Judgea Woodruff and Blatohford held Court at
one o'clock yesterday, when they announced that
‘both concurred in the opinion that the motions to
guash the indictments against the “whiskey ring”
mnst be denfed. The following in substance are
the reasons:—

We are of the opinion that the provisions of the
Revised Statates of the State of New York (2 Rev,
Btat. 724, secs, 27-28), prescriblng the objections
that may be taken to the orgaunization of Grand
Juries are, by the Act of Congress of 1846 (6 1. S,
Btaf, at Large, ), made applicable to the federal
Courts, and, therciore, that no challenge to
the array of jurors or o any person
Summone to serve a4 a Grand  Juror
shall be allowed In any other cases than such as are
muiﬁml in the twenty-seventh section of the State

tate, There ts no allegation or clalm in the pres-
ent cusesd that the objectlons which may be made to
grand jurors, under the twenty-elghth seetion, are
or can be urged agninst the grand jurers by whom
theso indictments are found; no urging from preju-
dice has been shown or attempted Lo be shown., For
the reasons stated the motlons to quash the in-
dictments are denied,

The present aspeet of lnbor aMilrs augurs well for
the workingmen If it {8 an absolute and positive
fact that they will be benefited by thé movement
now so much in vogne—the eight-hour system, The
Fesull of the measures which laborers and artisans

Work I8 usually particularly slack at such
times, and a gentle hint to  the “bone
and sinew™ that they may find themselves suddenty
without employment during the bltter winter
manths may not prove to be entirely out of place.

THE GREAT METAL CONSPIRACY.

S e
Further Arrests Yesterday and More Develop-
ments Made—What Was Found in the Safe of
Admiral Nelson—The Prisoners Committed
in Default of Bail—Ths Conspiracy Be-
lioved to Have Extended to Europe.

The developments yesterday in the case of the
purloining of the private papera of Phelps, Dodae
& Co., by burglarions means, created considerable
excltement in the eity and suburbs, The detectives
and the court oficers of the Tombs were gues-
tloned by anxlous merchants as to the extent of
the alleged conspiracy, but they were very reticent,
and reluctantly consented to divulge any informa-
tion. The main facts of the case, stripped of all
specolations, appeared in yesterday's HeRaLDp, and
the singularity of the burglury attracted very gene-
ralnotice, Never before hasa parallel case oceurred
in this country, and only one of a similar cha-
racter i3 on record In Great Britaln, as far as can
be ascertained. That was In Liverpool or London,
nearly & quarter of & century ago, when the mang-
ger of 4 commerclal agency bribed the conflidentlal
clerks of & banking house to divulge the secrers of
the institutlon,

The detectives employed by the firm aud Captain
Wiard, and the specisl oMeers of the leekman
#treet slatlon house, were very active yesterday in
pushing thelr fovestigations further, with n view
of discoverlng other evidences of the jguilt of
Abram Nelson, the Pear] strect metal merehant,
and, If possible, running to thelr cover his con-
federates. They acted mainly apon information
suppiied to the frm and the detectives by Peterson
and Nelgon, who were committed foe trind on Son-
da[y. and one of the contldential clerks, who wis
it (8 alleged, o confederate, but who, ou aeeoant of

Was not progecutod,

Iuformation thus ohtainen pointed to other par-
ties than thoge arrested werticlponts (oo the
felony, and the firm applied through their connsel,

rants.  Among the search warrants graoted was
one empowering Captain Ward's oillcers to enter
the oMo of the chler of the accnsed prisoners ot
295 Pearl street. Thither detectives Melaughling
Nichows and Stillwell, of the Second precinet, pro-
ceedid yesterday morning, where they met the
head of the house, Mr. Admiral Nelson, who I8 the
father of the gentieman arrested. The especinl
object of this warrant was to ascortaln the con-
tents of o safe that the younger Nelson on Satur-

duy nlght duscd 1o permit  the  detoec-
lves to have access to, alleging  that it
wis  the private property of  his  father,

When the otlcers visited the premises of the Nel-
sons  yesterdany morning  they presented their
search warrunt to the senlor Nelson, who ot st
refused to open the safe, but after perosing the

wrmed he reluctantly complied with thelr demands
to see the iterior of the sale.  T6 was opened, and
Mr. James, of Phelps, Dodge & Co., who accompi-
nied the oficers, at once recognlzed n namber of
the papers found therein as the property of the
flrm. The warrant also suthorized the oficers 1o
procecd Lo the residence of the Nelsons in Newark
and examine the house. There were other pajpoers
and memoranda found that will be relerred to
further on.
