the government of the United States. Earl
Russell spoke at great length in  sup-
port of his omotlon. He reviewed the
events of the war In the Unlted BStates
and the circumstances of the eseape of the Ala-
bama, and dis 1the sut t negotiations.
The government, he said, shonld remember that
England never admifted the justice of the indirect
plaims, What was the meaning of this delay, this
mystery, this hesitation? The pation was
In the same state of wuncertalnty as when
the treaty was ratifed. The honor of the
government required that it should speak plalaly.
it should say to the United Btates, withdraw the In-
Qirect olaima or no arbitration. There wasno form
Bf extravagance which was not to be found in the
Américan case. He held the English negotlators
reapongible. Ho contrasted the conduct of the
British government In relinquishing the Fenlan
olaims with that of the Amerlcan government in
vancing it indirect claims. This country must
humiliated by the manner in which the nego-
tiators had mismanaged the business. He compll-
ented the Canadians on the loyal spirit in which
had acted on the treaty, and concluded ps fol-
lowsa:—*The Datlon must show, as it has before,
that it 18 Jealous of the honor of the British Crown.

WASHINGTON, June 4, 1874,
After the Cablnet meeting to-day a despatch
wont to Minlster Bchenck relterating the tele.
graphlc stntemonts of our positlon with respect to
the supplementary article, snd intimating that the

British snggestion for postpoming the business or
the Geneva Tribunal, with & view to a better under-
standing of the article, was not unreasonable, and
that our government is wiling to bring sbout
the adjournment of the arbitrators in either of
the two ways pointed out ﬂl Lord Granviile's com.
munication of Iast Saturday; that (s by a formm;
treaty concluded at Washington before our Senate
adjourns, or by & joint application to be presented
by the agents of the two parties to the arbitration.
An important polnt in this connectlon Is the wish
of our government to adjourn the arbitration
without first submitting the priuted or written ar-
gument required by the Afth article of the Treaty of
‘Washington, but the necessity of action on our side
to reserve our argument Wil & later meeting 18 ob-
viated by the pledge of the British Cabinet to
Parllament not to proceed any further at Geneva
till the indirect claimsare withdrawn,

As these clalms are not to be withdrawn till the
Benate's article becomes a treaty, and as that treaty
cannot be made till the article is discussed and ex-

piained by mail communication, the United States
already posscases the deslred privilege of withhold-
ing 1ts preliminary argument with a view to eventu-
alitioa,

It ts understood by oor government that If the
British government should fall to enforce upon ns
any change lu the proposed artlcle of the treaty, it
will at last consent to accept the new treaty in the
Senate's own words, and to agree upon {ta mean-
Ing by an exchange of notes, In connection with
the whole correspondence of the two governments,
both before uud after the Bupplemental Treaty.
These will supply the definition and lmitation that 4
Lord Granville 1s so anxious to impose upon the
broadly stated proposition of the SBenate.

Becretary Fish in his despatoh regrets that in the
conversations held between themselves, Sir Ed-
ward Thornton should have received from him any
impression gtrongly enough to transmit it to Lon-
don, there to be repeated to General Schenok.
that he was of opinion that the Benate's arsicle
Wae capable of Improvement. Hla position with
regard to that article s such that he could
not with any ahow of consisteney have
consented that the British representstive
should recelve from him any impression that he
was in the least dissatisfied with elther the lan-
guage or the spirit of the Benate resolution which
embodled the agreement the President was recom-
mended to make with Great Britaln. On the con-
trary, he is anxious to plaee himself squarely with
the Senate and the President In presenting
the modifled article a8 the uttermest com-
cesslon to save the material Interests that
have been  persistently wurged upon the
administration is entitled to regard, so far as they
conld be regarded without abatement of the dig-
nity and honor of the country. The friends of Mr.
Fish say that he standa as strongly as ever by our
firat case, but anxiety to save the treaty, to save
the example and establish a principle of
International arbitration, and to conceds some-
thing to the actusl commercial and financial
feellng of the country, induced him to seek
a falr equivalent for the original demand., Thia
equivalent he conslders to be galned to both sides
in the supplementary trealy proposed by Great
Britaln and amended by ourselves, and if it were
left to him he would not consent to any modifica-
tion of the intent and meaning placed here upon
the supplemental greicle. .

The pending diMcuityarises’ from the failure of
the gmended srticle to contaln Lord Granville's
definitlon’ of What constitutes indirect claims. and
the Britiah apprehenslon of the result of such an
omission is that some of our claims, that are
to be put to rest as Indirect may re-
appear a8 Wwithin the scops of direct
losses, or, falling that, that we may find It to our
Interest, in futore changes of circumstances, to so
enlarge the area of Indirect damages, In the ab-
gence of an acknowledged definition, a8 to make
the observance of neatral obligations of no pecuni-
ary consequence when measured pgainst the profita
of privateering and the supplanting of a rival's
maritime commerce.

TERRIBLE MURDER.

Captain Colvocoresses, of the Navy, Murdered
and Robbed in the Streets of Bridgeport.

ESCAPE OF THE MURDERERS.

Bripakrorr, Conn., June 4, 1672.

One of the most cold-blooded murders that have
ever taken place In this part of the country oo-
curred last night in this city. Captain George M.
Uolvoeoresaes, a retired naval oMeer, and member
of the Retiring Board of the United States Navy,
came down from his home, in Litchfleld, Conn., on
the Naugatuck traln last evening, reaching Bridge-
port at about nine o'clock. He went Immediately
down to the boat and secured a
for New York, taking his atateroom key with him.
He then came up town from the steamboat doek,
called at the Sterling House and inguired 1f (t was
too late for supper. He was told that It was, and
he went out, going, It I8 supposed, to some saloon
in the neighborhood. He subsequently returned to
the hotel and conversed with the landiord and
clerk, and finally left, at about half-past ten, on his

' way to the boat. He carried with him an umbrelln,

s cane and a small satchel, which latter he gnarded
with extreme oare, keeplng (It constantly
with him‘ and even taking (t to the water
closet Inatead of leaving It at the ofMce, ns |8 usual

Between hall-past ten and eleven the pollceman
detndled at the steamboat dock heard a platol shot
in the direction of Clinton street, which runs from
Maln street to Water, and through which Capiain
Colvecaresses pasacd on his way to the boat. Run-
ning o the direction of the sound, the polloemsen
cameé upon the unfortunste man just as he
bresthed his last. He had a fearful wound
from & bullet In the lower left breast, and
& out from some sharp instrument over the
right hip. Hia sword cane, which he had
evidently drawn, was bent nearly double, and the
case wus shattered In pleces, showing that he had
made an effort for his Hfe when aasailed. Near him
was found a large single-barrelied plstol, evidently
the instrument of the murder. His antchel waa

misaing and his watch was also. gone, showing that
robbory was the object of the muarder,

The body was lmmediately taken to the station
house and a jury of cltlzens empanelled, who ex-
amined into the Mmcts in the onse and brought in a
verdiet, at hall-past one, of murider by some person
or persons unknown. Mr, Jamnes E. Dunham, Coun-
climan Kiefer and other members of tho Common
