Wlnih and Lait Day'a Prwccdln^ii at the
General Synod.The Hrvlsrd Constitu¬
tion.The Proposal (11 inn wllli the
Presbyterian Church Sou 111.Mission
'Work In the West.Adjournment.
The attendance of delegates to tne Synod has

been decreasing the past few days, and yesterday,
when the session opened, hardly hair the number
Were present. President Klmcudorf presided.
After the usual opening exercises the Synod

voted to table the formularies in the appendix to
the eonstitutlon for the action of the next Synod.
Dr. i'Ki/rz moved that

TUB REVISED i ONSTITI TION
be submitted to the different classes for adoption.
With the exception of several sections which should

be separately submitted, with the recommendation
of the Synod that the repsective classes should adopt
the constitution as a whole.
General PauTH moved an ameudment providing a

method by which tho classes should register their
judgment.
Dr. Kelty's motion, as amended, was adopted.
Au hour of the session was consumed in reading

al! the minutes relating to the amended constitu¬
tion, which were adopted.

A PKOVOSKI) CHURCH UNION.
A resolution was offered by He v. Mr. Ganse that

a committee of five ministers and three laymen be
appointed to consider the desirability and feasi¬
bility of a union with the Presbyterian Church
South, the committee to report to the next Synod.
The resolution was adopted, and the following com¬
mittee was subsequently appointed Rev. Mr.
Ganse, Dr. Van Zanat, Dr. Van Cleef, Drs. Porter and
Corwin, and Elders Pruyn, Frclitighuysen and Hcw-
«on. President Elmendorf was added to the com¬
mittee.
The committee appointed to revise the report of

the Board of Domestic Missions presented their re¬
port. It contained the main facts of the Hoard's
report, the features of Which were published 111 the
1Ibrai.i> last week. The committee made an appealthat the debt of the Board should be considered a
personal obligation in some measure, as the na¬
tional debt was looked upou by the citizens of this
couutry.
Elder Schtefflin did not believe that the matter

should lie put In this light, and he thought that the
committee had no right to contract a debt indis¬
criminately and push it off on the Synod.
After a brief discussion the report was sent back

to the committee to have this language changed.
Tho Synod then, at noon, took a recess until half-

past two o'clock.
Afternoon Session.

The flrst business was the second reception of the
report of the Committee on Domestic Missions.
The committee, In their report, recommended sev¬
eral things, among which was the establishment of

a necessary security fund of $20,000. This was
adopted. A recommendation that missionary boxes,Similar to those of the toreign Missions, should be
distributed among the churches aud families, was
referred to the Board.
The venerable Elder Vielle, of Iowa, spoke of the

great work of the Church in the West, and said that
the Increase of the Church there, last year, was
six per cent, and over, while in the East the home
of tne Reformed Church, it had only been a little
over two per cent. The West was a mighty fleld,
and the time was not far distant when it would con¬
tain a population which would

that would legislate for you in Congress and put
your capital on wheels and roll it over the Alle-

f hany Mountains and plant it In the great valley of
he West, aud when the centre of population and
power would be found in that great valley. In order
to sustain this government.the best In the world.

Then
we could realize Indeed that we nad a nation
governed aud sustained by honest and well dis¬
posed people.

Dr. Wkkd, Secretary of the Board of Domestic
Missions, said that the continuance of the work of
the Board was vitally necessary to the continuance
of the denomination In the world, aud if they could
add from year to year to the number of their
churches by and by they would have so many that
they could carryall the burdens without groaning
aud feeliutf the crushing weight upou their shoul¬
ders.

Dr. Anderson hoped that the classes would ap-
polut the committee recommended in the report to

IIXTKND THK WORK OF THE CHURCH,
anil that the committee would go to work and lay
out the ground, and whenever there was a proper
occasion that they would occupy it.

The report of the committee was then adopted as
a whole.

Kev. Isaac Riley moved that alterations be made
In the constitution of tne Boards, oy which uo paid
oillc'-r should be a member of any of them. Carried.

Several other reports were received, and, after a
desultory debate, adopted.
The business of the Synod was then rapidly

brought to a close. The minutes or the nine days'
session were read iind approved, after which the
llnal adjournment took place, and the Synod of
187^ became a thing of the past. One of the last
acts of the Synod was to thank the pastor aud offi¬
cers of the Middle Heforined Church for the use of
their edifice and the families who hail eutertained
delegates dui iug the session for their hospitality.

Both sides having
closed their cases, counsel for the defence arose and
addressed the jury in behalf of Reavy and Thomas

Look at him, gentle¬
men, look at this old man, who was born three-quar¬
ters of a century ago, and who fought for the Inde¬
pendence of this country in 1812, and Is he one
who is on the verge of tba grave, likely to try and
defraud you or any one else No, gentlemen I My
sainted jiareut who was luld low under the green
sou some twelve months since, at the ripe old age
of seventv-four, and who also fought lor his coun¬
try, a man who was honored and revered by all,
old aud voting, (loil forbid Uittl he should be ac¬
cused Of trying or being t he means of defrauding
an.v one; aud 1 believe Mr. Taylor as guiltless as

my honored father, who is, I tru^t, In heaven. The
theory of the defence is to try und impeach the

so titled by the defendants; bnt In this t hey have
utterly failed. Mr. hulllvau hen briefly wmt over

the testimony given by the various witnesses for
aud against the defeuc \ and llulshed up one ot the
most brilliant oratorical displays over listened to,
and wlie h lasted lor over two hours and a bull, by
calling on the jury to couvtct hoth the defendants.

TUB DRY GOODS IMrORTH.
The Imports of foreign dry goods at thla port dur¬

ing the past week were $1,KM, 820. The amount
marketed wan only $1,023,005. The amounb-Ttent to
warehouse was $833,282, against $524,487 withdrawn.

MONEY MOKK ACTIVE.
The money market was quiet and steady at 4 a 5

per cent, until near the close, when it was un¬
settled by a sudden inquiry arising (torn the chang¬
ing of collaterals incident to the recent agitation In
the stock market. In these late dealings 6 per
cent, was paid freely by borrowers, but the rate Is
regarded as temporary and likely to subside agaiu
when the stock market becomes quiet.

and is in good request from parties seeking a tem¬
porary investment for their money during the idle¬
ness ol the Bummer season.

ANTICIPATING THE CENTENNIAL.
The Fourth of July falls this year ou Thursday.

A number of the brokets have started a movement
in favor of an adjournment of the Stock Exchange
from July 3 (Wednesday) to July 8 (the following
Monday). Last year, when the day fell on Tuesday,
the holiday included the previous Monday.

THE WIFE MURDER.

A Story of Jealousy and Des¬
peration.

The Coroner's Inmtigtttion.Thi» Pmoaur
Andre Committed for Trial.

Tho story of the murder of l.eonle Andre, hy Inf
husband, Kmi!n Andre, although brutal In detail, w
fraught with facts that U^v»< an extenuating bear¬
ing upon the action of the murderer. About nine
yearn ago Kmtle Andre was a charcoal burner In the
neighborhood of Harrebourg. Department of !.*
Mcurthe, France, and while engaged in that occu¬
pation tie became acquainted with and married
lieonle Preue, a uatiTH of th<- Maine place.
They Straggled together through the sconeit
of poverty and devastation caused Up
the late French war, and finally emi¬
grated, with their two chllflt-en, to thin country,
where tliey arrived some two yearn ago. Aftng
passing Home weeks in New York city Emfle fouiu#
lie eould uot obtain employment, and went to the
forest* of the neighborhood of Danhnry, Conn., ami
became onoe more engaged in the charcoal burning
business. During his absence he remitted hie
saving* for tiie support of his wife and children,
while the wife appears to have led rather * dis¬
sipated life ; but on his return bis love wn1* t.<*»
strong, and he forgave her sins, and they lived
together an man and wile. During his stay In Ne«*
York Andre made the acquaintance of one laic.lenne
A. Tartienne, a French Inventor of patent brick*,
and tilled with the ardent warmth .<
hia country, they bocntue Intimate Meada,
I.ast January Andre was attacked by the smallpox
and was removed to the hospital, where be under¬
went three months' suffering, and finally escape*!
with life, though badly marked by the loathesome
disease, to ilnd that during hia Incarceration hia
wife had proved unfaithful and he had lost a friend.
His whole liieiLS appear then to have been concen¬
trated in the ono hope of saving his children, and,
after some correspomlouco with his wife, he hail »
document drawn up providing for a separation
and giving him the custody of the chtN
dreu. jOn Thursday morning, with this
document in his possession, ho wen*
to the residence of his wife, iu Twenty-first street,
accompanied by a friend, and not finding her at
home they went to the residence of her friend,
F.uuna Vacker, in Fifteenth street, and there they
found the object of their search. TUo husband
nsked her to sign this document and she luughed at
the request, saying that the document was so muoh
waste paper, when the man, In his desperation,
threatened, and .-lie fled from the house, only to be
followed by the injured husband, who, seizing her
on the street, disc,barged a pistol In her neck and
she passed away Into another world. The mur¬
derer, for such he was In the strict, sense ot the law,
did not attempt, to escape, bat gave himself up ana
was confined in the Seventeenth precinct statiea
house.
An Inquest was held yesterday afternoon by

Coroner Herman at the Seventeenth preolact
station house, upon the remains of the murdered,
woman. Aftor the Jury had taken tholr seats and the
prisoner had been brought out the Coroner proceed*
ed with the examination of the witnesses. Mr. Hum¬
mel, of tho firm of Howe A Hummel, watched the
proceedings on behalf ot the prisoner. The first wit¬
ness examined was Mr. Kelly, who made »
straightforward statement as to his having been
walking on Fifteenth street, lrom avenue A
towards First avenue, and having seen the de¬
ceased run out of a house pursued by
tho prisoner, who finally caught her in)
seized her by the hair; fired a pistol In her
neck, when she instantly dropped, witness rushed
up to the spot and seized tne prisoner, and, with
the assistance of some others, they gave him lute
the hands of Officer Kennedy, who took the mur¬
derer and his victim on a cart to the Seventeenth
precinct station house.
Emma Vacher, of 416 West Fifteenth street, testi¬

fied that deceased came to her apartments at te»
o'clock A. M. on Thursday ; the prisoner and a friend
arrived at fifteen minutes past eleven o'clock A. M. ;
the children of F.mile and LConie AndrA were then
stopping with her, ou a visit,: the prisoner nsked
deceased to sign a document of separation, wbloh
he produced, and she refused: he asked
her irgain, and she again refused, saying
the document was worth so much waste
paper; the prisoner then turned to his friend and
stibl, "Let us go to dinner," and witness then said
she would dress herself and be In order by the time
they returned: witness then heard a scream and
saw witness following deceased with the pistol in
his hand, and they ran out of the house; witness
followed, but when sue came up the deed was done.
John Tucker, of 218 avenue B, stated that he wan

visiting a friend at 418 Fifteenth street, and beard
the shot, and when he looked out saw the smoke;
he ran up, and with the assistance of some others,arrested Andr£, who signified b.v motion that he had
done the deed; the prisoner and deceased were af¬
terwards taken in a cart to the Seventeenth prcclnot
station house.
Tlioinaa Cslaghey, or 4.'i5 Went .Sixteenth street

also witnessed and corroborated the testimony ol
Kolly. 'I'lio prisoner and deceased were carried oa
liis cart to the station house.
Muses Meinz, of 01 Pitt street; Jacob 1'otton-

helraer, of an Forsyth street, and Kate, of 400 Fast
Kifteentli street, also corroborated the above testi¬
mony.
Mr. Himmet here stated on behalf of his client

that they did not attempt to deny the shooting.Dr. John Heach then testified ns to the post¬
mortem examination of the deceased, and stated
that, they hail discovered an rigly wound about
three inches lotigou the side of the neck, behind
the car. Death had been caused by a wound on the
cerebellum. The.v had discovered two bullets
(whlcb were produced) and a piece of wadding la
the cavity of the brain.
The Coroner then churned thejnry, who retired,

hut returned In a couple of minutes, and rendered
a verdict tluit the deceased Had met with her destb

from the effects of a pistol shot wonnd received
from the hands of Kmlle AndrG, on June 13, 1872.
The prisoner, when put on the stand, stated

through an Interpreter that he had nothing to say,
| but left, the case In the hands of his counsel, M'-ssra.
| flowc A Hummel. In whose talent he had tho

most Implicit confidence.
The prisoner whs then removed to tho Tombs,

where he will await his trial.
Kmlle Andre is a short, thlelc-sct man of about

forty years of age. with a Ilice badly disfigured with
the smallpox. He is lti a very excited state of
mind and appears to court deut.ii an a relief front
his troubles. The shot was llred from a cheap-
looking single-barrelled pistol, which was taken
from the hands of Andr£ shortly after the wreakluic
Of liis lur.v. .Mr. Donamcau, to whom Andre wrote a
letter after his being placed in confinement, speaka
well of him, and states that the conduct of his wllb
kept him perpetually excited.
