A Grand Procession to t>c Formed To¬
morrow.

Boston, Juno 15, 1872.
Arrangements have been perfected for a grand

public reception of the German, English and Wash¬
ington Marine hands. At eight o'clock on Monduy
morning the Executive Committee of the Jnbilee,
the various German, English and Scottish societies,
with several military companies, will form a pro¬
cession, which will be reviewed by the Mayor at the
City llall.

Arrival of the German Band.
The Berlin Garde Grenadier Band, about forty In

number, arrived by the steamer Klicln at Iloboken
yesterday morning. The streets leading to Busch's
Hotel were hung with tlags and emblems of wel¬
come. The band halted outside the hotel and
played several airs, amid the cheers of an Immense
number of citizens. Speeches were made by Strauss
and several other gentlemen. Captain Bosch, on
obmlng forth to welcome the champion musi¬
cians, was onthusiastlc.filly cheered by the
band, whose members were struck with his
giant proportions. After playing several tunes
which the spectators colled for, and which
were acknowledged to be the best ever heard from
a brass band, the musicians retired to the dining
halls and were treated to a sumptuous repast.
Several Iloboken politicians assisted In making
away with the viands, in the afternoon they went
on board a revenue cutter, furnished by Collector
Arthur, and proceeded to the Boston bout, on
which they departed for the "Llub." It will be re¬
membered that this band was awarded the first
prize at the Paris Exhibition of 1S87, and is con¬
sidered the first of all German bands. There are
thirty-five more members belonging to the com¬
pany, who remained at home for various reasons.

THE 8AENGEBFEST IN ST. LOUIS.
St. Louis, June 15, 1872.

Ills famtlv and friends
have lost a husband, a father and a friend. The
luueral takes place to-day from his residence, No.
