There I8 a geniine feeling
in favor of the Clnclonati nominees throughout the
State, us evineed by the resolutions adopted at meet-
ings held in the townships and counties and Lo the

A PRISON BOILER EXPLOSION.

Nearly One Hundred Convicts
Blown Up.

NO ONE KILLED.

List of the Wounded---Miraculous
Escapes.

CoLumsud, Ohlo, June 21, 1872
At half-past aix o'clock this morning our citidena
were startled by & concussion which some at-
tributed to an earthquake, but enquiry proved it to
be the exploalon of a boller in the shops at the Ghio
Penitentlary, located about balf a mile from the
State Honse, and almost within the business partion

of the clty.

THE PRISON GROUNDS
comprise about twenty-five acres, of which the
northern half 18 encloaca by the administration
bullding, chapel, hospital and shops for manufac-
turing purposes. Beyond these, from the main en-
trance and within the pridon walls, are several

large boildings in  which conviet lsbor
I8 employed, hired from the BState hy
contractors, Two of  these  buildings,

esch about one hundred feet by forty, and two
stories high, running paralicl to each other, per-
haps twenty feet apart, were occupied by the Ohlo
Brush Company, Huffs & Manipenny’s cooperage,
Miller & Hess' plough manufsctory and G. W, Glil's

missile, and, though not seriously disabled, was
mouentarily stunned, The guard Platt, in an ad-
jololng reom, warned by some appearance of steam
from the boiler, escaped by a window, withons
serious injury. McAdoms appears to have been ous
of reach of danger.

The shock was terrifie, and yet no person was
killed outright, Several men were blown out the
windows, and fell with the débris from the fourtb
atory of the bullding,

THE WRECK OF THE MIDDLR SRCTION
of the brush factory for some forty feet in length was
complete in an instant. The boller {teelf waa torn

into a shapeles: mass, and many of the riven plates
