A FURIOUS FIRE.

TWENTY-THREE PERSONS INJURED.

SCENES IN THE CITY

List of the Wounded. Tbeir Injuries and the
Disposition Made of Them.

At a quarter to seven o'clock yesterday morning
» fire hroke out In the chemical manufacturing

establishment of George A. Erkenbraeh. No. 18 Lib¬
ert! street. The Are was <liscovereil by the police¬
man on duty In the street to have started on the
first floor. He gave an alarm, and in a few min¬
utes four engines (Nob. 4, 0, 32 and 29) and three
trucks (Nos. 1, 8 and 10) were on the spot. The
Uohc was attached to the hydrants, and in an in¬
credibly short space of time several streams of
water were playing upon the building. Notwith¬
standing this the flames spread rapidly, and in a
short time the entire lower part of the house was

WRAPPED IN KIKE.
The firemen worked unceasingly, and a Bplrlt of

daring seemed to have taken possession of them
that Is seldom seen on such occasions. They
Hashed into the burning building, rushed into all
the rooms where the Are appeared to be the
fiercest, and drove torrents of water into almost
every nook and corner. The people employed about
the place had not arrived at the time the Are broke
®ut, and consequently the firemen had the
matter all to themselves. This can only be re-

ranled as a dreadful misfortune; for, had the
clerks and others who usually worked in the place
been on the spot the firemen would have been in¬
formed of the dangers they were exposed to, and
no doubt nothing like the damage that afterwards
was done would have occurred. While the men
were swarming in the building, using every means
in their power and knowledge to stop the further
progress of the flames, jA TREMENDOfS EXPLOSION
occurred, and in an Instant a number of men were
covered with a burning fluid that stung like dag¬
gers. The first burst of the pent-up element ol de-
Htructlon was soon followed by another and an-

other, until it sounded as if Pandemonium were let
loose within the house. The shrieks and cries of
the wounded men were terrible to hear, as they
rushed from the flames Into the air, seek¬
ing in vain some relief from the sudden
suffering. Lees, arms, heads, feet, and, in fact, all
parts of the bodies of the victims, were blistered,
charred and burned by the biting liquid. For a
considerable time these ringing reports of the
bursting bottles of acids Kept on spreading the mad
fluid In all directions and scattering It over the
tolling firemen ; but the uninjured ones continued
to work on steadily, and seemed to take no
notice of the danger all around them. Like
the cracking of rifles the explosion sounded at a
distance, and each report was answered by a wild
shout of agony that was heartrending to listen to.
Very soon after the fire broke out

AN IMMENSE CONCOURSE OF PEOPLE
gathered in the street, and when the explosions
were taking place and the wounded men were

brought into the street everybody In the
crowd seemed to shrink, as if each felt
himself to some degree the awful agony of
the poor firemen. The police, who were on the spot
almost as soon as the alarm was given, did all In
their power to keep back the people from the burn¬
ing building, but so strong was the desire to render
some assistance to the firemen that the work ,of
the police was very difficult. When it was dis¬
covered that the heat of the flames in
the building was causing the huge not-
ties of nitrous ether to explode, and that
the firemen were being injured, a corps
of assistance, composed of citizens aud police, was
formed, and everything that possibly could be per¬
formed was done for the sufferers. Many of thein
were removed to the Centre Street Hospital, and
several were taken to store* in the neighborhood,
where such temporary relief us was at hand was
administered to tliein. The police in the
ity of the fire conducted themselves in
a mo«t creditable manner and did sig¬
nal service In keeping back the surging
crowds. Hut for their prompt action a number of
girls, who were passing at the time of the explo¬
sions, would have been terribly mangled. The
scene at the Centre Street Hospital while the nun
were being brought In was agonizing in the ex-
treme. Every bed In the place was taken up by
the poor fellows, and they seemed to be
doing all in their power to make as light as possible
of their injuries. The medical force of the in-
stitntion exerted all their efforts fuftlie
men, and everything that could be was done to
alleviate their sufferings. In an almost Incredibly
short short space ol time the news of the explos on
hsid spread and the friends of the firemen crowded
around the hospital, each one anxious to find out
who was hurt. Old and youni women, brothers.
lathers, hung around the hospital,

James Hnnter, of No. 8, Truck, had his arm broken

Company, was very seriously injured and sent, to
Bellevue Hospital.
James H. Heeuey, Assistant Foreman of No. 10

Hook and Ladder Company, was only slightly in¬
jured. He went home.

Patrick Callaghan, of the same company, went
home, slightly injured.
John Finn, of No. 1 truck, jumped out of the sec¬

ond story window and sprained his wrist. Ills inlu-
ries were atteuded to at the Park Hospital and He
went home. ,

Patrick Donohoe, fireman of Engine Company
No. 4, slightly Injured. Went home.
Thomas M. Flynn, fireman of Engine Company

No. 4, badly burned. Sent to Bellevue Hospital.
John Donohue, fireman No. 0 engine, was slightly

Injured and sent home.
Frank Winter was dangerously burned, and

was sent home in a carriage to No. 80 Bond street.
George W. Smith, foreman Engine Company No. 4,

slightly injured and was sent home.
Louis Eclemp, No. 10 truck, was Bllghtly injured

and sent home.
James Schwab, No. 10 truck, slightly Injured and

sent home.
The excitement throughout the city was intense.

Crowds of anxious relatives surrounded both Belle¬
vue and the Park hospitals, and the distress of the
poor people whose friends wete hurt was painful to
behold. One old lady, whose son was lying in
Bellevue and whose only support he was, seemed
to have lost all control of her mind at the picture
of her lonely home without the much-loved
son. Similar scenes were to bo witnessed at
the Centre Street Hospital, and, counting upon the
probable results, the disaster is undoubtedly the
most melancholy that has occurred for a long time
in New York. The city is justlv proud of its tire
department, and that the men who compose such a
model institution should be so

Is a source of general grief Indeed. The damage
done to the building, which was the property
of A. M. Lyons, who is in Europe, amonnts
to about $6<>o. Franz Winter, restaurant keeper,
sustained a loss of $1,000. He was insured for
$2,<K)0. Erkenbarck A Co. were injured to the ex¬
tent of $6,ooo. H. C. Pratorius. liquor dealer, sec¬
ond floor, rear, lost goods valued at $:too. other
losses are estimated at $500. The Fire Marshal will
hold a further investigation into the matter on
Monday.

TERRIFIC EXPLOSION IN SAN FRANCISCO.
San Francisco, June 22, 1872.

This city was shaken last evening by a tremen¬
dous explosion of 1,600 pounds of nitro-glycerlne in
the California Powder Works, a frame building near
Laguna Honda, four miles distant from the City
Hall. Six buildings were wrecKed. A hole twelve
feet deep and 125 feet in circumference was made in
the ground by the explosion. No person was In¬
jured.

A fire broke out, about two o'clock yesterday mornlnR,
in a restaurant on the lower floor of No. 12 South Water
street, Chicago. As several men entered the burning
building the tras meter exploded. David Donnelly anil J.
Patterson were burned to death, and three other patrol¬
men were badly but not fatally injured.
