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RACING IN ENGLAND.

THE ROYAL ASCOT MEETING.

Presence of Illustrions Personages—Great Attend-
ance of the Nobility—Appearance of Cremorne,
‘Winner of the Derby and Grand Prix de
Paris—Prince Charlis Winner of the
Two Thousand Gnineas—Defeat of

8terling, Harry Bassett's Would-
Be Rival—The Gold Vase—
The Royal Hunt Cup.

LONDON, June 13, 1872,

In the hurry of the great day of the Ascot meet-
‘aog 1have not time to describe the glores of the
place, the immense attendance of the aristocracy,
the royal proecession—including the Prince and
Princess of Wales, the Duke of Edinburg, Prince
Arthur and the Duke of Cambridge—or the splen-
dor of the tollets on the “lawn.’ All these things
Imust leave thl Saturday, and must content my-
salf at present with an account of the racing on the
first two days of perhaps the greatest meeting con-
mected with the English turf,  The value of the
prizes s unequalled; all the best’ animals in the
country appear for one or other of them, and the
sport crowded into each day’s programme I8 almost
fatiguing. Except on Tuesday, when the weather
was deplorable, the gathering has been o decided
Buccess, and the magnificence of the spectacle was
never surpassed,

The first day's racing was of the most interesting
kind and comprised several races of Yare import-
ance to English sport.  Among them wag the Prince
of Wales' Stakes for three-year-olds, which may be
regarded a8 a sort of supplement to the Derby, and
generally brings out the best horses of thelr age In
country. We were npot, however, to see Cremorne, the
the winuer of the Derby, in the field, for, though he
was on the spot, he huad only recently returned
from Paris, and it would have been croelty to run
him. He went over to the French capital on Tues-
day last, undergoing the sea voyage, which was a
very trylng one, without apparently the slightest
mjury. On Sunday he went down to the Hois de
Boulogne to start tor the Grund Prix de Paris, one
of the richgst racing prizes in the world, and he
won 1t with the greatest ease, Maidment, his
Jockey, having time to turn round in his saddle to
smile contemptuously on his opponents, none of
whom ever had the ghost of a chance. Cremorne
left Paris the same evening and again crossed
the channel, withont showing any symptoms
of uneasiness, amd arrived In  England
on Monday morning, Ie gota brief rest In London,
amd then was sent out at a very early hour for
Ascot, where he arrived on Tuesday, the day on
which the meeting commenced. There was pome
fear that Mr. Bavile, who does not, as a rule, spare
Ris horses, would send him out to run for the Prince
of Wales’ Stakes, and when his number was seen on
the telegraph board, and Maidment, the Jockey, ap-
peared in the well-known yellow and red cap, indig-
pation found vent in tones both loud and deep. As
It turned oat, however, the whole thing was a mis-
take ; the horse had been scratched some time pre-
viously, and Maldment, who was not aware of the
fact, had gone in to scale. The most notable of
the runners for the Prince of Wales' Stakes was
Lord Falmouth's horse, Queen's Messenger, who
won three races as & two.year-old, but thia sea-
#son was compelled to put up with third place both
In the Two Thousand Guineas and the Derby.

Almoner had won the Newmarket Blennlal, and
Xanthos ad been second: to him; but both haa
thoroughly disgraced themeselves in the two great
races referred to.  Khedive {8 the stable companion
to King Lud, who {Iinished c¢lose behind Queen's
Messenger In the Two Thousand, and was now said
10 be superior to him, and Wenlock had been an
ﬁu{‘llent tourth to Lord Falmouth's horse in the
rby.

The start was an excellent one, and the lot went
for scveral strides almost abreast, The first in
advance was the Heroine of Lucknow colt, bat he
Acon gave way to Drumochter, and the most promi-
ment of the others were Loumse Victoria (who, by
the way, was €econd in the Oaks), Khedive, Lord
Gough, anthus and Almoner, When half o mile
had heen got over Drumochter in turn retired
behind Louise Vietovia and the Herolne of Lucknow
colt, and in the Swinley Bottom Drumochter retired
sl further and was poassed by Khedive and Wen-
lock, while Almener droppea into the rear. Coming
fnto the old course the Heroine .of Lucknow coit
again nmed the command, attended hy Wenlook,
Loulse Victoria, Khedive and Drumochter; but
when fafrly in the straight run for home Queen's
Messenger, who had hitherto been lying in the
ruck, gradusally lmproved hia poaition, and, getting
on even terms with the leaders, of whom the Herolne
of Lucknow colt, Louise Victoria and Wenlock were
the first beaten, won after a good race by a neck from
Khedive, behind whom, at three lengths, came
Drumochter; Wenlock fonrth, and Louise Victorin
fifth. Time, 3m, 68, The resuit of the race wus thut
Queen's Messenger, who had previously been first
favorite for the great Doncaster St eger, the third
of the most importunt three-year-old races—in
which, unfortunately, Cremorne and Brother to
Flurry, the irst and:second in the Derby, are not
engaged—was in still greater demand for that race,
while King Lud, who was supposed to he his most
formidabie opponent, went back in the quotations.

He now
came ont over a two-mile track and met some cele-
brated stayers, such a# Dutch Skoter, Corisande
and Agl'ity, and it will be sepn that though he beat
all these he fadled to aceampliah the task, rolling all

The winner of the race wag once known as the
Black Crook, then owned by Mr. Gould, who sold
him to Norton, late Superintendent of the Money
Order Department of the New York Post Ofice, for
£4,000. To whom the horse belongs now no one
could tell yesterday, but Norton was there to en-
gineer the race and see that the horse won, prob-
ably for the purpose of gelling him for & good price,
Othello 18 a fine gelding, and for a gentleman’s
rond horse he ought to bring & large figure, for
will be difficult to find a better one,

Fanny Fern, the second in the race, is an honess
creature, and o her many races has always glven sul-
{sfaction tothe public. She became lame lase Tl and
herowner bred her toa good horse ; but not proving
in foal, she iz being trained and trotted again this
year. She 18 hard to beat when the heats are split,

Hank is a very pretty Hitle horse, and g fast one,
too: but he seemed yesterday to lose a great deal of
ground purposely at the start, He afterwards
held his own with the others, ana many who wit-
nessed the race are under the impression that he
coull have done better had his driver assisted him
“Yust o little.”

The second day of the meeting will be Toesday,
July 2, when the Hoperl Stakea will be run by two-
year olids, & hatf mile dasl. This will bring together
eight or ten youngsters of the drst guality, Then
will come a race of mile heats for a purse ; and ajter
that followa the great race of the meeting, the con-
test between the famous horses Longlellow and
Harry Bassett, for the Monmonth Cap. There will
be other horses in the race, but they 'will not be eon-
giderad ad contestants, When the two turf giants
are stripped for the strugele, there will probably be
more spectators than ever before withessed a raee
in this conntry. When the great mateh between
Eclipse ‘and Henry took plaee in 1823 it was estl-
mated that 0ty thousand people were on the Unjon
Course, and at that thne the population of New
York and its guburbs did not number over hall a
million in @& clreult of twenry miles, In
what proportlon shoulil we then estimate fthe
crowd that will be gathered at Monmouth
Park on July 2, when in the same radiug we have a
population of two milllons, a great proportion of
whom are lovers of fast horses, Betting is about
even on this great race, althongh the Bassett party
arg the *“eallers.” They, however, hesitate to
wager odds on the result at present, but it js
thonght that before the dram taps Harry Basset will
be the favorite at 100 to 70. John Harper and Colo-
nel MceDanlel, at the pregent time, procindm their
horsges’ condition as near perfection as it s possible
to get them; and should no unforeseen mishap oc-
cur betwern this and Tuesday next, the greatest
