JOEL STEVENS ON THE STAND.
Joel O. (Hevens was next called, sworn and ex¬

amined by Mr. Stii kney, of the counsel for the
prosecution, lie testified. I am the I'nder-Shertff;
have heard of the suit of Clark vs. Bitiinger; I saw
Judge McCunn at the Sheriff's oilice at about that
time: bo was there concerning an order in the case.
The witness was shown a paper, which, he suid,
was a copy of an order he refused to execute, and
counsel proposed to put it in as evidence. The

i counsel lor the respondent objected, and the oi>-
Jection was overruhd by the Senate. 'I he order

I was read, which was, In effect, an order of the
i Sheriff to take possession of the propertv and hold

it against the action of the United States authori¬
ties, who were also about to take possession. Only
one or two unimportant questions were asked this
witness In cross-examination.

MAN-FIELD COMPTON WAS SWORN
and examined by Mr. Stickney. Was counsel for
Clark; went to Judiro McCunn's house at mid¬
night, November 18. ist», to have hlin lssna an
injunction and appoint a receiver; Immediately on
the incoming of the lot'a presented my papers and
asked for the appointment ofllanrahau as receiver;
am not certain whether the receiver was appointed
that night. A copy of t he order was identified by
the w itness as being a siuiilai but not the original
copy.
Colonel Davis objected to the reception of a paper

which the witness could not recognize us an origi¬
nal document, but which he supposed to be a copy;
but the Senate overruled the objection und the pa¬
per was received in evidence.
Mr. Stickney asked the witness what conversa¬

tion he had with Hanrahan prior to the applica¬
tion to Judge McCunn to appoint a receiver. (Ob¬
jected to by respondent's counsel and the objection
overruled by the Senate.)
The witness stated that he went to Hanrahan's

otlice. and, being uu old acquaintance of his, told
him that he had a case for a receiver to be ap¬
pointed ; rianrahan told him to apply to the Superior

, Court and Judge McCunn would appoint him
(Hanrahan) ; did not know that McCunu had a desk
in the otlice of Hanrahan A Morgan.
Witness was shown the order issued by Judge

Flthlan laying an injunction on the action of Han¬
rahan us receiver, and recognized it. This was put
in evidence. Counsel produced a letter writ¬
ten by Hanrahan to witness informing him
that Judge McCunn had modified Judge
Fithian's order and requested witness to
jneet McCunn at his (Hanrahan's) otlice
Witness id entitled it, and respondent's counsel ob¬
jects! to Its iielng Introduced as evidence, but the
objection was overruled by the Senate. Witness
said Judge McCunn had said he would make an or¬
der for an allowance to him, but never said
anything about protecting his client, Clark;
when 1 applied to McCunn I did so be¬
cause I did not know where Fithian lived, and
did not know where McCunn lived; Hanrahan
promised me half of his commission also If he was
appointed, and I thought Judge Fithian would not
appoint him if I went to him, so I was anxious to
have Hanrahan appointed.
Cross-examined by Mr. Selden.Knew Hanrahan

In California; knew him to Vie a good business man
and was anxious to have him appointed. (The
order of Judge Fithian, sustaining the order of
Judire McCunn appointing a receiver, was sul>-
mitted to witness, identified and put in as evidence.)
In the mutter of the collision between the State
and federal Courts, witness said it was decided
finally that the proceedings instituted in the State
Courts had precedence; no uHowance was ever

f ranted tome by Judge McCunn; under the code
