ABOUT THE CONVENTION.

Meetings of the German and Iron Eight-Hoar
Leagues, Furniture Makers, Steam Fitters,

Carpenters, Consolidated Stonecutters
and "Central Progressive Barbers."

Little can be said concerning the development*!
of the strike yesterd iy which has not been said
before. No new organizations of unv strength have
or lute taken place, save tho stable men of the dif¬
ferent railroads, and as the huiii they demand in
adilition to their late pay is very small there is uo
doubt they will speedily an auge terms with tlieir
employers.

Tho Iron EigUl-lIour T.rngue.
The same dragging sort of llstlessness prevailed

at the Germania Rooms, in the Bowery yesterday,
that, has characterized the place for several days
past, foine secret is hanging Are in brooding
minds there, of which the possessors are chary,
and which is magnified into various shapes by
Bohemian reporters, determined to shake a sensa¬

tion out of It, no matter how lifeless it may be.
The usual number of men were assembled and

talk of payments was still In order, though no one

oculd astertain tve amountof the payments spoken
or further than has already been given in the
Hkbald,
A Mr. Calvin PEri-E't, purporting to represent

the "National Bureau of Migration" (which is the
Board of Emigration at lirst spoken of), appeared
and addressed the meeting. He stated that he had
been misrepresented by the evening papers, and
Wriously so. lie had, as the Heua ld reported, full
power to nrranae, In behalf of the bureau he
represented, for a convention of employers
and employes, and also hud been autho¬
rized to at-k the Citizens' Association
to appoint a committee to net wilh the committee
of the Bureau ol Emigration as a court of arbitra¬
tion. The workmen have cheerfully assented to the
plan, while, so far from disagreeing, the many
manufacturers spoken to had expressed the warm¬
est appioval of the proposition only expressing
fears that the worictngm n wou ii not listen to it.
These conversations, he was willing to admit, oc¬
curred previous to tho me t ng of employers in
which it was resolved to resist, without co npro-
mlse, the ehrht-hour movement. The resolutions
adopted on that occasion had tended to discourage
him in his plans; yet the lavorable mention made in
regard to them by the press and employes had em¬
boldened nlm to continue, lie had bei n assured in an
Indirect manner that, the Citizens' Association
would gladly support them and assist to carry the
matter through. lie had himself held no consulta¬
tion with Mr. Peter Cooper, whose name had been
used, but had no donbt that his associates had
already conferred with hiui in relation to the situa¬
tion.

In conclnslon, he stated that the resolution
adopted by the metal workers In relation to the
Convention and appointing delegates to attend the
Bame, placed them right on the record. As far as
ha could advise he would state that he did not be¬
lieve they should surrender unconditionally in any
event.
At the conclusion of the speech Mr. Repper was
eeted with applause, and a vote of thanks wus
tillered to the organization he represented.

A speaker addressed tho meeting, bitterly attack¬
ing the artlon of Roach, o the Mo.gan iron Works,
claiming that his persistent opposition to the work-
Ingmen was the principal c;iuse of their present
forlorn condition.

The German Right-Hour League.
The Teutonta Hall people assembled in much

larger force yesterday than at any lime (luring the
past two weeks. The causc of the great influx was
the return ot tnc men from a iter's factory
.ml from Maura's shop, in i'ank street,
uear Bleecker. The room was at, one
time filled, and when the news came in
that one of the men had ben assaulted and
aiterwards arrested by a policeman. The ex¬
citement was for the moment greater than at any
previous time during the strike.
The old icllng of a month ago was songht to he

recalled In the minds of the men in t he midst of ex¬
citement, but tiie wear and tear of mind and nerve
they have stitTered was too great, and they refused
to be again Inflated to any extent.

The Rnilroud Employes.
The stable men of the Second, Sixth and Seventh

Avenue llailroad lines have been In a state of fer¬
ment since Tuesday. Gatherings have been made
In the vicinity of the stables of all the different
lines, and not only those actively engaged In the
Movement are demonstrative, but those who are
m in at work ou other lines than those above men-
tton "d. ,
The excitement was crcatest during the day tu

and about the depot of the sixth aven.ie line. For
a time It was feared that a serious riot would occur,

and arrangements were privately made lor the ap¬
pearance of the police at a moment's warning. All
the reserve force which nas been on duty since the
strike began was marshalled at the station house,
ready for instant action, and every effort was made
on the part of the authorities to preserve the peace.

At the stables of all the other linen and at, the
upper terminus of eaeh gathering! assembled, but
no hostile effort was made at any time during the
day. There la scarcely a doubt that tbe strike will
become general among' the stablemen, and as they
only ask an advance of twenty-live cents per
day (from $1 76 to t'J) they will piohablv obtain nil
they demand without liny serious trouble. At this
Ume the men on the Third avenue line have not
st uck, and on the Eighth avenue new men have
been engaged as fast as the strikers left.

The Police Clubbing Affair*
A mass meeting of the furniture makers of the

Eight-liour league was lieid last evening in the
maJn hall of the Oermanla Assembly Rooms,
291 and 293 bowery, at which there were
about three huud.ed persons present, all Ger-
maus. Mr. Kobert Schlatter, the President,
presided. The object of the gathering was to dis¬
cuss the late dabbing affair in Forty-second street.

A great number ot persons spoke, and while some of
tin tu denounced the action oi the conuuitte which
recently waited ii| on the Police Commissioners
and Superintendent Kelso as foolish and untimely,
all were strong in tin lr denunciation oi Die con¬
duct of the police on the occasion of the dis¬
turbance. Several ol the speakers were particu¬
larly severe on Captain Ounner, whom they charged
Willi having strueiv the Ihst blow.

Alter ,i vast deal of talk all aiound had been in¬
dulged in, a resolution was dually passed providingfor the appointment of a committee of three front
eaeh Industrial branch of the league, which com¬
mittee shall combine for the purpose of determiningwhat further action should be taken in relation to
the affair.

The Mteum Kilters.
The steam fitters held a meeting at Putnam Ilall

last night. Mr. Samuel Roberts occupied the chair.
There was a large att ndance, yet little business of
Importance was done. The general feeling, how¬
ever, seemed to be that the employers would ac¬
cede to the demand or the men, who would have
everything their own way.

The Carpenteri.
This branch of the trade* held a secret meeting

at Demllt Hall last night. Mr. Michael Moss pre
sided. This organization have Just suniclent sense
to perceive that the carpenters cannot hope to
win by lighting the ''bosses." "Wood butchers"
we naturally ignorant and they do not know how
to properly "run the machine'' of relorm.

Consolidated Stone Cutters* I'nlon.
The granite, marble and brown stone cutters an

.bout to consolidate their different association)
Into one amalgamated I'nlon for tiie purpose ol
using their political Influence In the fall election
eerjig campaign In a manner specially benctlcla
to their trade and organization. They purpose
to cast their votes only on the side of tha'
party who have dealt iairiy with them In taking
into consideration the reasonableness of their re
»ine-ts during the recent strike. A meeting to put
their intentions into effect will be held by them to
morrow. They calculate on 7u,0u0 votes when th(
union is amalgamat' d, and express themselvef
hopeful or carrying out their designs to advantage.
Central Barbers' Progressive Society.
The members of the above society met at the

Teutonia Assembly Hail, on Third avenue, last even¬
ing. Upwards of Ave hundred Teutons, Frenchmen
and Celts, Indiscriminately, were present. They
looked a resuec table body when the nice ling was

called to order by the president, Mr. Simon Cori>et.
Augustus Heupel acting as secretary. Alter the
minutes of the last meeting were read, the Presi¬
dent announced Its special object. The boss
barbers, he Haid, had their trial on last Tues¬
day; now It was the journeymen's turn,
and what they purposed doing they would
bring to an effectual Issue. ThU platform was that
their time of work be lessened by one hourper day.
The demand was neither exorbitant nor extraordi¬
nary, and he saw no reason why they should not be
satisfied on the matter."
The Secretary, Mr. Heupal, then made a lengthy

speech, full of Teutonic Are, threatening immediate
action. On the 9th of June the boas barbers made
regulations for tlieiu, requiring their ser¬
vices each day from six o'clock A. M. to
nine o'clock r> M. This they would not
accept under any conditions. The proposition
he had to make was, that they work from seven
o'clock A. U. to eight o'clock P. M. on week days ;
on Saturdays until ten o'clock P. M., and on Sun¬
day*) until twelve o'clock noon. The first class
barbers or the city are reasonable enough to ac¬
quiesce to thlH trivial demand, but the little, cov¬
etous bosses, who had only a lew men In their
employ, were dissatisfied with the arrangement.
They would specify fifteen houre on week days, nix-
teen on Saturdays, and from six o'clock A. M. to
one o'clock P. M. on Sundays. Committees were
appointed in each district to lay before the employ¬
ers their demands and intentions. In some or the
shops strict adherence to the wishes and regula¬
tions of the society wan given; In others, itnd es¬
pecially where committees were not detailed, there
was no observance of the society's wishes.
Resolutions were then drawn up, read and unani¬

mously adopted, after which the President said the
eai nest endeavor or the society would be to put
them In practice, ir any ftoss barber refused to grant
these reasonable concessions the men employed
under him were commanded and bound as members
of the soclt ty to stilke on Saturday next. They
were not to be kept In continual torture ror men
who seemed regardless or their interests or wel¬
fare.
The meeting throughout was orderly. After Its

close the smoke or pure Havanas mingled with the
breathing of tue exhilarated Teutons, and zwei la¬
gers were the order of the evening.

THE PATEB30N STRIKE..
A number of Paterson mechanics, thrown out of

work by the boiler makers' strike, have left town
and obtained employment in other cities.
The Paterson boiler makers have been invited by

representatives or New York manuracturers, and
offered (3 a day.the price they are striking for.
but they Indignantly refused to accept any such off*"'
as long as there was a man of their trade out of
work in New York In consequence of the strike.
A meeting of the boiler makers was held yester¬

day in Woolly's Hall, Railroad avenue. They re¬
solved more emphatically than ever to hold out
and never resume work until their demand was
granted. Further than this, they received word
fiom the employes of the other departments of
the locomotive shops, who had no hand in the
original stilke, that having been locked out by the
bosses as they had thev were anxious to co-operatewith the boiler makers in not resuming work until
their Wages were increased twenty per cent.
Committees of conference were appointed ami a
mass meeting or all the men out or employ¬
ment will probably bo the result. Thus
the movement, which originally was thought
to be settled in a tew days, has assumed piopor-
tions that resolves it to the simple ques¬
tion as to which side is able to stick It out tho
longest.a contest in which capital has the manifest
advantage of labor. Hut the strikers now evidentlyI mean business, and the prospects are that it will be a
long time ere work is resumed In tho Paterson
locomotive shops. Meanwhile the city suffers the
loss or f7,0()i) a day, wages paid to the hands, while

an innumerable number or Auxiliary establishments,
dependent upon the locomotive works for subsist¬
ence, will have to shut down and close their works
if the stilke continues much longer.

NEW YORK CITY.

To-day Coroner Schlrmer will hold an inqnest on
the body of Frederick Looser, a German, twenty-
eight years or age, who died Irom the effects of In¬
juries. Deceased was in the alleyway of premises
corner of Nineteenth street and Broadway when a
crowbar fell from the top or the building and struck
h.'m on the head. Looser died in Uellevue Hos¬
pital.
Kmma Uarris, of 217 West Thirty-sixth street,

was arraigned at the Jefferson Market Police Court,
yesterday, upou complaint of Laura Adams, of 105
West Thirty-sixth street, who charges she stole a
wallet from her, containing a small sum of money
and pawn tickets representing property valued at
$40. The prisoner was reinaudud to the statlou
bouse for further evidence.

There was brought to the Morgue from the foot of
Cansevoort street, North River, last evening, the
body of an unknown man, aged about forty-live,
five feet seven Inches high, dark brown hair, bald
on top of head, dark whiskers, no mustache,
dressed in black corded coat, gray vest, dark cloth
pants, with white and gray stripes, two white
shirts, brown cotton socks, heavy boots, white
straw hat. Body placed on Morgue and photograph
taken.

Adolp Rosenthal, a Prussian, thirty years of
age, was arrested yesterday by a defective officer,
charged with procuring a small quantity of clothing
on false pretences. Rosenthal represented to a nnm-
berofNew York firms that he had been commissioned
by a house In \ icksburg to buy goods 'or them. Upou
these representations ho was trusted by a number
of firms. Captain Irving is now desirous or receiv¬
ing all the complaints that merchants In the city
may have against this man.

On Wednesday etening Maurice Casey, a laborer,
while going home from his work had his right leg
caught In the wheel of a stone truck he was driving
and terribly fractured. He was taken to the recep¬
tion hospital, Ninety-ninth street, where death
ensued yesterday morning. The accident occurred
corner of the Boulevard and 101st street. Deceased,
who lived at Eighty-third street and Tenth avenue,
wai a single man, thirty-six years of age and horn
in Ireland. Coroner Keenan was notified to hold
an Inquest.
Abraham Lilly, a colored man, was arraigned at

the Jeirerson Market Police Court yesterday morn¬

ing l»y Officer Duff, of the Twenty-ninth precinct,
who charges that on Wednesday night he
knocked down a colored man, named Wil¬
liam H. Halse.v, and broke Ids leg. The
prisoner stated ho was holplng Haisey home, lie
being intoxicated, when he stumbled, and, falling
on the pavement, broke his leg. The prisoner was
committed to await the result of the injuries, as
Halscy is at present contlned In Hellevue Hospital.

AN EMBEZZLING LAWYER.
A Dishonest New Yorlc Attorney Fol¬
lowed for Thirteen Montlis and Finally
Arreated In Tennessee for Embezzling
90,000.

Memphis, Tenn., June 27, 1872.
In January, 1871, William Stewart McCleilan was

a promising and comparatively well to do young
lawyer of Westchester, N. Y., and attorney In
that town for the New York and New Haven Kail-
road. It was customary for him to pay the State

A CHILD STOLEN.
A Child Six Week* Old Stolen From Ita
Mother and Pat In the Foundling
Asylum.
Mary Barbour, a pretty, modest young woman,

was married about eighteen months ago to a young
man named Taylor, and, leaving her homo In the
Eighth ward, commenced housekeeping with her
husband at No. 309 West Twenty-fifth street, one
door below the corner of Eighth avenue. .Mrs.
Taylor, previous to marrying her husband, had not
led a very happy life, on account of her father
bringing to their home a stepmother, when she was
scarcely two years old.
Six weeks ago Mary and her husband were the

recipients of a healthful, bright-looking child.a
girl.who was named after its mother, on which
they bestowed their affections most lavishly. Tues¬
day morning last Mrs. Taylor lcr> the little one on
the bed asleep lor a Bhort time while she went to
the grocery store on an errand. Iteturnlng in about
fifteen minutes she was horror-struck at finding
her child none, and made Inquiries of every person
in the house as to the manner of its mysterious dis¬
appearance. No one had seen or heard anythingof thb child, nor seen any person enter
or leave the house. She immediately started
down town to her husband's place of
business, and excitedly luformed hiin what
had taken place. The two visited their home, but
were unable to gain any satisfactory Information as
to the whereabouts of t heir lost one. They visited
nearly every station house on the west side of
town and Police Headquarters witli the same re¬
sult. They searched diligently all day Tuesday and
Wednesday, and being unable to find the least clue
gave up in despair, ami looked upon their child as
lost to them. Yesterday mor;.ing Mr. Taylor, with

a sail heart, returned to his work. About ten min¬
utes after he had gone Mrs. Taylor states that a
ragged, barefooted urchin rang the door
bell, ann asked for Mrs. lay lor, at the
same time forcing a letter into the hands of
the servant directed to Mrs. Taylor. He then ran
off the stoop and disappeared. Mis. Taylor ner¬
vously opened the letter, and found It to be in the
handwriting of a female, Informing her the child
was In the Foundling As>luin, In Waveriev place,where It had been placed for the purnose of annoy¬
ing her, and If she had any affection for It she
would go and take it out.
The mother immediately visited the Sixteenth

precinct station house, and securing the services of
Detective Perkins, lie accompanied her to the asy¬lum," where, the matron Informed them, tho child
had been deposited, and was at present, under their
charge, hut she could not allow them to sec it.
They Immediately visited Justice Cox at the Jefferson
Market Police Court, where Mrs. Taylor made an
affidavit to the above effect. The officer took the
affidavit and accompanied Mrs. Taylor to the asy¬lum, where It Is hoped her child will be delivered
up to her. Mr. Taylor last night knew nothing of
the facts which came into his wife's possessionduring the day, and will, no doubt, be agreeably sur¬
prised upon returning to his home at finding his
lost one.

STREET CLEAHINCh

Important Ceeuaunleation from Judge Hogan to
the Board of Polioe.The Vow .yatom and

Ita Practical Working.All Private
Street Cleaning Aboliihed.

In consequence of the number of complaints sent
to the Board of Police by amateur street Inspectors
of the practice of sweeping the streets into gutters,
and then turnlngo n the hydrants and sweeping the
refuse of the streets Into the culverts, the Commis¬
sioners of Police have determined to do away with
all private contracts from Monday next, and sweep
the entire surface of the city with their own men.
This practice his gained to such an extent
among the holders of private contracts that
numbers of citizens have been misled into the be¬
lief that it was the regular street sweepers who
were filling up the gutters, but It was only In pri¬
vate streets thut this wa& done, and the offence has
gained to such an extent that the Police commis¬
sioners have decided to cause the abolition of all
private contracts. As a secondary measure to as¬

sist in the accomplishment of this work the Hoard
has organized a lorce of skirmishing sweepers,
composed of two bodies of men, each containing
thirty five sweepers, wlio will e held in readiness
to start at any Riven moment lor any particular
spot that may be complained of and at once remove

TIIK 0P7BN8IVI DIRT.
Another use to which these flying brigades of the

broom and hoe are liable to be put will be the as¬
sistance of the ordluary sweepers in cases of extra
emergency, where the suuden accumulations of
111th are found to be greater than can be properly
removed within the giv n time by the ordinary
force. They will be held in waiting In the oillce of
the Street Cleaning Superintendent, and as soon as
one of the inspectors telegraphs to his Hurcau for
assistance, or a complaint, goes in from a citi¬
zen of some obnoxious dirt in his vicinity, they
will be instantly despatched to the desired district.
The Board are partlcuiaily anxious in this respect
that all citizens shall communicate to them directly
of any abuse of street cleaning, and inform them of
any Irregularity. In the work. To insure an entire
unity In the labors of the department President
Smith yesterday personally Instructed all the police
captains that they would be held responsible for the
condition of their districts, and whore they tailed
to carry out the ideas of the Board removal o> dis¬
missal from the department would be the result.
In accordance with these orders the Superintendent
of the Street Cleaning Bureau has been commis¬
sioned to at once report to the Board any negli¬
gence on the part of tin; captains that may come
under his knowledge either by personal supervision
or report. The lnspectois of districts have oeen
given to understand that their positions de¬
pend entirely upon the manner in which
the work they are engaged to overlook
sliull he properly performed. To make the working
ol the department more complete and avoid all tin
necessity of complaint of remissness on the pa.t of
the street cleaueis, an arrangement was yesterday
entered into with the Commissioner of Public
Works to immediately set in good order any dis¬
tricts that may be so out of condition tl.at scaven-
gering would be Impossible. Mr. Van Nort has ar¬
ranged with the Board of l'ollce to s ml men to put
the street pavings In thorough order whenever
they point out to him that such woi k is absolutely
nec ssary in a given locality. By this menus the
Board of Police expect to be able 10 overcome the
greatest difficulties at present In the way 01

A THOROUGH CLEANING OK ALL TIIK STHKKTS.
