Recrults
who now go In enlist for five years, and will gae
durlng that tlme service both on sea and
fand, There is perhaps something sttractive
in the ldea of traveliing to different parts of the
world and becoming acquaintad with men and man-
nerd in foreign countries. Mariues, during their
service, perform at least one crulse, consisting of
about three years; 'he remalnder of the term i
spent doing duty at the navy yards on shore.

at Annapoiis. In additlon to discharglng the

TOE STRIKES.

It was thought that the strilies that have taken

Ince in the great industriol centees would have
Rul the eilect ol bringing a consliderable number of
desirable men to the rendezvous, This has not
tarned out to be the case.

RECRUITS UBTAINED,

The recruits so far obtained wre abont equally
composed of Americans, Irish and Germans, The
ualltications required are somewhat greater than
n the army, The men must not be less than five

feet six inches high, unmairied, of good physical
appearance, and able 1 speak the En lan-
1 . They must be between the ages ol twenty-
one and o years, and po minor I8
enlisted without the consent of )!rw
rents or guardians, About twenty men offer
themselves dally in this city, Only a small
?oruun are accepted, as the medieal examination

s atrict and the officers in charge seem deter-
mined to sccept only the very best men to be
found. Formerly, when the Foglish government
muntained o jarge garrison In Canada, deserters
from that service frequently presented themselves
for enlistment in the army and navy of the United
States and were accepted. ‘These men, though
Laving the beneflt of good training, were found, as
a general thing, to prove bad soldiera. The oficers
could not ook with favor upon men who descrted
their colors, and, when lnsubordination and evil
example were thrown in, & prejudice has grown up
against this charactar of reernlts. Occas onally n
man offers to enlist at the Eruuunl. time who bears
upon hls person an indelllble mark, which, on
Lelng discovered, causes his lustant rejoction.

GERMAN VETERANS,

Of an entirely diferent class are the Germans
who desire to enter the Mavine Corps,  Scores of
goldlers who served nt Weigsenburg, Sedan, Paris,
Strasburg and Toul offer themselves, but, being un-
scqualnied with the English language, cannot be
accepted, Some of these men have bheen decornted
with the Iron Cross, and bear sears recelved durlng
the French war, Thelr regimental hooks evidence
tha time of entering the service and thelr :Ilncluar&o,
A small number conversaut with sudiclent English

ve been eniisted, and no doubt I8 entertaiued
that they will prove excellent soldlers. Seldom or
never doea a Frenchman seek for service, The
bualness of recrulting now deprnds solely on the
attractions of the service, No bountles are offered,

Wa find that the sald Frank and Kate Row came
to their deaths at No, 63 Devoe street, (n the ¢ty of
Brooklyn, on the Gth and ath days of July, reapect-
ively, from Injuries recelved on train No. 14 of the
Southside Raliroad of Long island, while the sald
train was standing oh the track of sald rallroad
at or pear Hibbara's atatlon, on the after-
noon of the 4th day of July Instant; and
that sald Injuries were cauged by a collision
between trains Nos. 156 and 16 of sald raflrond, at
or near sald stailon: and that eald colllsion was
cansed by John Rathbone, who was condactor, and
James Scott, who was engineer ot sald train No. 10,
of whilch they were in charge and control, starting
from the Hushwick depot after the proper
time and in culpable violatlon of the prin
rules, regulations and time tables of sald
rallroad, of which they were employés; and we fur-
ther find that the junction of the gingle aud double
tracks, where the colilsion occurred, i8, In our
opinion, injudicionsly located, being near a curve
and on & steep grade.
