Flles of Havana papers and cerrespondence to
the 12th inst. have been recelved.

The Diario publishes the particulara of a defeat
of the Spaniards on the 20th ult., near Holguin, and
acknowledges that the Spanish 1088 was very se-
vera.

The victoriout Cubans subsequently attacked and
burned a portion of the town of-Sama. The fight-
ing commenced at six A. M. and continued until
five P. M. The Cubans were unable to capture the
intrenchments, which were defended by 140 Span-
jards. The Cubans capiured over 100 horses,
200 cattle and other materials, The Spaniards lost
eleven killed, The Cuban loss is not given. The
Epanish Colonel Huerta pursued the Cubans, killing
several and recapturing forty-two horses and cattle
and some war material. Five Spanish battalions are
pursuing the Cubans,

Uolonel Yalera has arrived at Santiago de Cuba,
with 136 rifles, 200 boxes of ammunition, two pieces
of artiliery and a 0ag.

Correspondence of the Qflelal Bulletin announces
that twenty-nine members of the Fannie expedi-
tion have been killed. Many rumors are current as
to the fate of the expedition. The number of rifies
captured is out of all proportion to that shipped in
the Fannie.
