Before Judge ingraham arrived Stokes had been

walking np and down the room In a frenzied way,
talking to liia friends and sometimes walking by
himself. During tho last two days he must nave
walked at least fifteen miles In tho ante-room of
tho Oyer and Terminer Court. Ho nreserves his
manhood and his self-respect, bnt no man under his
circumstances can control a display of nervousness.
If he 18 acquitted he will never be the same man
again. A brute who could commit a murder out of
puro animal volition would sit down stolidly and
receive the consolations of roilgiop, and talk with
every one In a semi-conscious state; but this man,
Edward 9. Stokes, seema to have no alternative but
to walk like a champion pedestrian while waitingfor hlg verdict.
At Ave minutes before eleven o'clock Judge Ingrahamcame Into court and took his seat. Mr.

Valentino walked up to the Judgment seat, and
whiBpercd a moment tp Bis Honor, wh<> whispered
to htm In return for a second or two. Then Mr.
Valentine disappeared In the direction of the Jury
room. Then all the men and women rose, ana
stood looking at Stokes, who had taken his seat
belilnd his counsel, Tremaln.MoKeon, Townaend
and Dally.

It was a very exciting moment. Even the Erie
people were still. There was a deathlike silence In
Court as the Jurors, one by one, flled in and took
their seats in their accustomed places. Judge Ingrahamkeenly scanned each juryman's face.
The rustle of a lady's silk dress, as she shifted
nnoasily in her seat, was heard throughout s
the Court so great was the sllenco. It was the ^
moment of lire and death. Stokes leaned over
and looked with his plcrclug dark eyes

CRIME IN LONDON.
A Man Murders his Mistress, his Two Children

and then Attempts Suicide.

One of the Most Revolting Crimes of the Day.
Particulars of the Tragedy.A Tiger Man.
The Demon of Drink.Terrible Series

of Murders in the British Metropolis.

London, July 2,1872.
We have had a terribly realistic sensation tills

week.terribly reallstlo und at tho same time
terribly characteristic of English lire. Two men, by
namo Taylor and Israol, carried on business as

partners together; they were married to two
sisters. Israel, having got Into some trouble, had
to Icavo the country. Taylor then desorted
his own wife and took up with the wife
Israel; while Israel, on his part, on his
return, took up with the wife of Taylor. Tlys result
of thJs change appears In tho following report,
published in all the morning papers yesterday, ami
which, I think, surpasses In horror almost everythingI ever read

HISTORV OF TnE CRIME.
Yesterday one of the most dreadful tragedies

that has for many years occurred in Bcrmondsoy
took place In that locality, und some excitement
has been created throughout the district In consequenceof tho horrible manner In which tho death
Injuries were Indicted. The perpetrator of the
crime is a man named William Edward Taylor, a
wholesale dealer in old metal. For several years
bo ban carried on an extensive business in ttie
Grange road. BemODdNj. He Is t.hlrty-uino years
of age, and of great muscular power. He hears the
character or helng a drunken and violent man, and
has been more than onco In cUHtodjr for sorlous assaults.He was married and had live children, but
be and his wife never lived happily together: ho
frequently threatened to murder nor, and dnrInghln Imprisonment for seriously assaulting her
she went to reside with her friends, taking with
her one of tho children, and has sluco refused
to return to him. He, however, mn>lo the acquaintanceof another woman, Susannah Ilebden,
whom he Induced to live with hliu and pass as li.s
wife, and flvo years ago she boro him a daughter,
named Trances, the girl who was yesterday killed.
They some short time ago removed to No. 12 Webb
street, Bermondsey New Koart and let a part of tho
bouse to a man and his wire. Owing to the fact
that they wero both very deaf, they state that

1 have stabbed her; 1 have murdered her." ne
was then under the Influcnoo of drink, and ho had
a large table knife in his hand. The policeman enteredthe houso and found the woman lying on the
floor of tho flrst floor back room In an Insensible
condition, but she had not been stabbed. She had
been rendered Insensible by a blow on the head
which Taylor had given her. Taylor was arrested,
mi inc woman, naving oeen auemiea uy a qcctor,
recovered. The man was taken before the $outhwarkI'o'.lce Conrt magistrate on Friday, and flued
f>8. for being drunk and then discharged. and lie
returned to the house iu Webb street. On that
evening lie was sober, and the woman Induced
him to remain at home with her and (he live childrenwhile she read three chapters of the Bible to
them. No row took place, and u.l the family retired
to rest In quietude.

A 8AT1RIUY NIOtlT T1U0FDY.
On Saturday Taylor dratik three half-pints of

rum, and then he became furious. During the night
the neighborhood became alarmed, and at one
o'clock yesterday morning loud screams were heard
Issuing from the house, and a boy's voice was heard
to cry out, "0 don't, lather, don't; tou have ncmly
killed me already." The cry was followed ky tho
sound of dull, heavy blows. In a few minutes all
the cries ceaued, and the street door opr'in'd, and
Taylor ran up to a policeman and a costermongcr
who were fltauujnjj near. uih inroai wa* cur iu a
iviyhtftil manner, and Mood was flowing hom It. He
wait unablo to epealt, bnt pointed lowarda the
itotue, and the pollcunian referred to and another
man entered It.

CRIMES HAD BEEN COMMITTED,
and they found two weapons.ono a bar of Iron ten
inches In length and more than four pounds to
weight and smeared with blood and brains, and a
clasp knife stained with blood, with which, apparently,the man had out his own throat. Tho Doctor
then examined tho wound in tho throat of Taylor,Hid found that he had cut the wlndblpe completelythrough and some of the small arteries in such a
uanner that he could not speak, and he Is not expectedto live. Ho was Instantly conveyed to Guy'sHospital. Dr. Cuolahan then careftilly examined
the body of the dead girl, and gave it as his opinion
ihat she mnst have recelvod the Injuries on the top)f her skull while she was sitting up In bet). On the
loor, near the bed and in a poof of blood, lay an
jpen Bible. The table and chairs in the room had
Ken upset, and tho wholo room presented an appearanceat) ir a fearful struggle had taken place.

THE MURD&KBR.
It Is stated that on being brought to the hospital

10 was unable to speak, though he made a great effort.lie afterwards made signs for wilting materials,and on being supplied with slate and pencil,

A BROTH Bit's STATEMENT.
The brother mado the following strange stateaent:."Hewas a very quiet man at times, but ho
requently became violent. I have to caution youhat he Is a man of great strength, and that he has
old ine that he would kill a man whom ho has
tamed, if he gets the slightest chance ho
rill, I believe. Kill more people. 1 wish
hat he should oe carefully watched. It will be
letter for lilm to dlo than to be executed. On last
llonday lie was very quiet, and he took Mrs. Taylor
unl the children to P.oanervillc Hardens, where
hey spent the day.

cry precarious state.

ANOTHER MURDER IN BERMONDSEY.
But a few days previous to this murder, and in
ho same district of Bermondsey, a biu-ber had
nurdered his wile and then attempted to cut his
wn throat. In fact, we arc told by an English
iaper.the Mallard.that

.pponra to nave set in. hast weeic it was our painulduty to report Ave, and this week lias comiienceuterribly. We mentioned yesterday the
hocking murder of a woman and child In JJornondsoy,and to-r,ay news reaches us of another
uurdor on Sunday, whlcn took place at Chatham.
Vu unlucky drummer lad In Ine Marines, Aged
icventeen, was vending In the barrack newsroom,
when James Tooth, aged forty-two, a privuto, camo
jehlnd him, and with a razor cut his throat. Thore
lad beeu some slight previous difference between
hem. The murderer was taken before the magis;ratesyesterday and committed for trial.''

PKESd COMMENTS ON THE TAYLOR TRAfJEDT.
The Times, which very rarely comments upon

mil der cases, ilnds the circumstances of Taylor's
irimo so horrible that it Is obliged to devote tho
oilowlng observations to the subject:.
Tills extraordinary sceno Indicates, no doubt,
hat Taylor was under a paroxysm of delirium
remens, and tho crime seems the final issue or a
arcer oi'druukenness. The polloe have twice had
lim in custody l'or violent assaults, and be was once
iontcnced to Imprisonment for beating his wife on
,ho head with his lists. She refused afterwards to
eturu to him, and lie persuaded the unhappy
ivoman he has now murdered to live with him.
they have had constant quarrels, and only
last Thursday he rushed out of the house drunk,
exclaiming that he hud stabbed his wife. The
woman was found InsensPjlo from a blow on the
head which Taylor had given her, but siio was not
stabbed. Taylor was then taken to tho police
court, where the magistrate lined him live shillings
for being drunk, and discharged him. One cannot
but wonder whether tins magistrate acted on the
principle lately laid down by a Judge, that the law
ought not to be too hard on men for beating their
wives provided ihey abstain from the use of deadly
weapons. At all events, If Taylor had been punishedas he deserved for the brutality of Thursday
he would not have been able to commit the crime
of Sunday. Ou Friday he was sober, but on Saturdayhe Is said to liavo drunk a pint and
a half of ruin, Ho then became furious,
and the murders were probably committed In a
paroxysm of rage. He must have beaten his wife
und his two children to deal Irwith a bar of iron.
The strangest circumstance is that his owikskull Is
said to be fractured by a blow which must havo
been given with some wcapou like an Iron bar. .In
his rage he may have endeavored to kill himself
bv a blow before he resorted to the clasp-knife with
which he cut Ills throat. Or, slnco the room presentedthe appearance of a struggle. It may be that
the unhappy woman tried to defend herself. Taylorvolunteered a statement in tho hospital that he
had had a struggle with a men named Coe; and it is
possible this may be oue of the delusions which are
characteristic of delirium tremens. This, however,
was the tragedy which was being perpetrated In
Taylor's houso while two policemen were standing
outside listening to screams, and doubting whether
they had any right to prevent a mau nom "cnastisinghis own boy," and while neighbors could
overhear piteous appeals lor mercy. Tliere wore
two deaf people up stairs in the very house where
the crime was being committed, who Heard
nothing, and three of Taylor's children, "hearing
the row,'' had run uu stairs and looked themselves
iu another room, we would not condemn conduct
which has not yet been explained, but, in any
case, it Is drcadru! to thluft that a man may commit
this wholesale and furious butchery within the very

MARSHAL CONCHA REPUDIATED.

Bloody Encounters Between Spanish Troops
and Insurgents.

A Dncl Between Havana
Journalists.

ITavama, July 0, 1873.
The following telegram, published In the bulletins

Thursday evening, created much sensation in politicalcircles here:.
Nnw York, Jane 80, 1872.

A sneclal telearam to the Herald of this citv savs
that General Valmascda has resigned the command
Of the inland or Ouba, and that General Oeballoa
will take command act interim. Ill* successor will
probably be General Cordoba.
Another telegram dated at Madrid July 1,

conilrmed the foregoing. The antfc-ValmasediBts
were Jubilant over this long-expected result,
and Immediately circulated the rumor that the
Count had that same morning delivered bis
command to General Ceballoa the Sogundo Cabo. I
have bcon informed by the beat authority
that this has not taken place as yet, Valmasedanot having received any orders
from the home government, nor having
been notified of the acceptance of his resignation,
liut, acting upon the general information, he had
sent a telegram to Madrid Insisting In his desire to
deliver over his command immediately, and asking
for permission to leave the Island In the Spanish
mail steamer on the 15th proximo.
Tho contemplated removal of the doughty Count

has long been predicted by your correspondent,
and only his promises of a speedy suppression of
the Insurrection have maintained him In powor up
to the nresant. Verv little is known here about
General Cordoba, his probable successor, except
that he Is one of the leaders of the party at present
In power In Spain. Whatever his qualities may bo,
lils position when In command ol this island
will not be an enviable ono. He will have
to contend with men and circumstances foreboding
no easy task, and, witii Ihe exception or enriching
himself allu Mg fl|vori^s^ he Is likely to mako as ingloriousan exit as lils predecessors lor the last
four years. However, the majority of the Spaniards
in this Island and all the Cubans have beta longing
for tho relief of Valmaseda, both V^,.v3 atlgurlng a
changc for the better^ tnoIrl'Sspectlve political
f^^P^thl^s>nd ftinhltions; and whether a capable
portjua (jr*a pole-cat is sent out here to govern, It
makes but a slight difference to either as long as
the result Is the removal of General Valmaseda.

UAKSIIAI. CONCHA NOT WANTED.
Whatever intrigues there may have been formerlyin favor of Marshal Concha, his return as

Captain General of the Island is no longer desired
bv nnv one. Even the nnrtv which onen a<lvn.

oatecl his reappointment has thrown him overboard.
Tho reason la obvious. His namo is so intimately
associated with tho maintenance and propagation
of slavery that even such men of pro-slavery tendenciesas Zuiucta, Calvo, Olano, Pia, Sotolongo,
Pulldo, Troncoso, Valdlvielso and others repudiate
him. These pcntlcmen do not want to have the
slavery question at all agitated, and the advent of
an avowed supporter of negro bondage llko Marshal
Concha wonld lead precisely to what they
strlvo to avoid. They are well aware that his
restoration to power would provoke angry remonstrances,perhaps open hostilities, on the part
of tho United states and Great Britain. For those
two Powers could not construo such an appointmentotherwise than as an act of bad faith and a
violation of the repeated promises of the Spanish
government to abate, not to aggravate, tho evil of
slavery. And they aro equally well aware that
the United States and Great Britain, however they
may differ on other matters of policy, have bnt one

opinion regarding the slavery question In the
West Indies. The return of Concha, they argno,
would give a JuBt excuse for tho Interference of the
United States in Cuba on the broad international

ground of humanity, a step which would be the
eath blow to their chcrished Institution of slavery.

purposes they carried it to the residence of EbenezorW. Hayward, the cashier, some fifty yards distant,and, placlDg it in position, five of the
masked gang quietly entered the house through
an open window of tho second story. Havingthus obtained access to the dwelling tho
party silently entered the various Bleeping apartmentsand stood ready for action by the side of tho
unconscious sleepers. Simultaneously the sleepers
wore awakened by feeling a hand grasping their
throats and hearing a low voice ordering them to
be quiet, and assuring them that they should not
be hnrt.
