®hemselves and marched to the Governor's house,
‘uraing several cottages on their way and plun-
«<doring, snd compeliing all they met to join them,
The Governor raiged a force of volunteera to put
them down, but was unsuccessful, the rioters cap-
“turing two of the prineipal oMcers amd wounding
several others, Ald was requested from the cen-
tral government and an army of 7,000 men was
sent against the Insurgents. An engagement took
place and the insargents ded in disorder, leaving
several of thelr leaders in the hands of the govern-
ment troops, Many capturcs have been made.

THE PRIEETHOOD,

Formerly all the priests of the Budduist and
Benteo falths were enjolned to cellbacy, were not
allowed to eat meat and shaved thelr heads. By a
recent order of the Department of Religion these
restrictions have been taken off, and all priests are
henceforth allowed to marry, to eat what they
please, to dress as they plense and to wear their
hair a8 they may sce fit. A conference has glso
been called to take place in Jeddo some time next
month, of the principal priests of both religions, to
take into conslderation certaln measures of reform
and to deliberate on & plan of amalgamating the
two forms of worship.

THE MINES,

AS the government In now taking steps to de-
wvelop the mines of Japan, the followlng regulations
have been officlally promnigated :—The government
claims the positive ownership of all mineral lanus;
leases of mines are to be granted to natives only;
the royaity is to be fifteen per cent of the out-
turn; full statistics to be handed into the govern-
ment every slx months; in case of breach of con-
tract or false returns being made the machlnery
and sll stock connected with the undertaking to be
forfeited. Lessees of mines will be allowed to cm-
pioy foreign engineers—but these will have to re-
oelve the approval of the government,
