All Spaln {8 now talking about the rumored de.
mand upon France for the extradition of Mont-
pensler a8 an sccomplice in the death of Prim.,
Thie I8, in & remarXable degree, & confirmation of
the news which wase telegraphed at the time of the
murder to the HERaLD by your Madrid corre-
pondent, and was published at a time when the
English newspapers were afrald to say anything
about it My Lord of Montpensier was too
high a dignitary to be In any way acoused
of an offence a8 grave a8 that of pssasslnn-
tion. A son of Louis Philippe, uncle and father-
in-law to the Count de Parls, brotherin-law
10 Isabella of Bpain—he was not be mentioned with
suspicion. You will remember that when poor
Prim was ambuscaded in the narrow, gloomy street
epposite the War OfMoe, no one wns suspected
of the murder but republicans. There was never a
more deliberate, brutal assassination. Berrano
imitated the first. Napoleon In his actions, When
Napoleon was hustled by the infernal machine near
the Opera House, although he knew perfectly well
who had planned the crime, that they were the
friends and agents of the Count d'Artols, he af-
feoted a sudden rage against the Jacobins, and lald
violent handé upon their leaders and drove them
into exile and lmprisonment. Jacobinlsm hap-

peped to be the element most danger-
ous to his dynasty, the Irreconcilable ele-
ment, and he struck It under pretence of

avenging an outrage to his person. So when Prim
was struck down the government of Serrano raised
the ¢ry that the republicans had done it; that they
were enemles of soclety ; and that, falling to induce
Prim to ordain n republie, they killed Prim.
Bo republican deputies were arrested on
suspleion  und thrown into  prisen; but
Investigation could not convict them of even
& suspicion of complicity with the crime, and
they were released. In the meantime the investl-
gations were pursued under the direction of a wise
and eminent jurist. While the Sagasta Minlstry
was In power every attempt was made to
interrupt the Investigation. BSuspliclons were
cast upon the integrity of the Judge,
Efforta were made to obtaln the evidence
and deatroy it; and finally the Judge, in violation
of law, was promoted to & higher statiom, to the
end that the Inquiry might be given to a creature
of SBagasta. But public opinion resented this out-
rage, and the inquiry continued. When Sagasta
fell, and with him Berrano, the Judge felt that there
was & Ministry in power to which he might appeal
with confidence, He made hia report, setting forth
that the evidence in his poseession clearly affected
my Lord of Montpensier as an socomplice in the
death of Prim, and asking that & cemand be made
upon France for his extradition that he might sub-
mit to trial.
WILL MONTPENSIER BE SURRENDERED BY FRANCE?
The conchisions arrived at by this jurist are in
harmony with public opinion here, and certatnly
are loglcal. Montpensler was the most directly
concerned in the succession to the throne. He took
part In the conspiracy against Isabella, was sent
out of the country as & malcontent by Her Majesty,
and wad a candidate for the succeasion, am his
father was when Charles X, was hurried over the
French frontier. When Prim declared for the Duke
of Aosta many doubts were expressed a8 (o
whether he would accept. He had no elements of
popularity, and there wus that ever-present shade
of Maximilian to deter royal fthers from sending
thelr sons to Spanish thrones. If he were to decline
the throne or leave Spain in a panic then my Lord
of Montpensier would be the inevitable. Anyhow
Prim would be out of the way, would be punished
for his fallnre to exalt Montpensicr, and the new
dynasty without the aid of a powerful and gallant
mubject would be worthless and fruiticss, Prim
was sirunck down when Amadeus was on the sea.

CANOE DOLLY VARDEN.
Paddling Down the Missis-
sippi River.

A Mystery of the Itasea Country—The ‘‘Bloody
Sioux” and Lake Taw-pe-ne-de-ning—Canoce
Life Ashore—Marqguette River and Lake
Pemidji—Primitive Life on Its Banks.

With an open river before us of suMclent slze to
float the canoes without dlﬂonm. the voyage now
became oné of renewed Interest. Camp was
broken up early on yesterday morning and the de-
soent of the river resumed. The Misslesippi
pushed itself through the valley of meadow, alter-
nately approaching forests of pine on the eastern
and of tamarac on the western side. Through
just such scenery as this the Dolly passed until
dinner time, the river becoming more tortuous with
every mile. The first tributary to the Mirslesippl 18
o brook which enters it from the westward, about
twenty-five miles below Itasca. Likeé the great
majority of the smaller lakes and rivers of the
1tasca region, it 1 without & name.

Early in the afternoon, in a bend of the river, a
canoe was discovered, bottom upwards, under n
mass of ariftwood. This was an evidence of life in
the past tense, and the crew resolved “the mystery
to explore.” Afer much labor, all dlsembarking,
the canoe was extricated and hauled npon ihe

shore,
A MYSTERY OF THE ITASCA COUNTRY.

It was of this year's manufacture, The guide,
after a thorough examination, said:—"An Indlan
has been up here trapping. 1Kknow that he was
alone, for there is only oné seat, that in the middle
of the boat. The sides of the canoe, hlackened as
you see them, indleate elther that his gun has
bursted or that his powder horn hasa exploded.
The latter {s most probable, for the Indians [re
quently have a smudge burning on a plece of sod
in the bow of their canoes to smoke out the mos-
quitoes, A spark from this may have fallen into
the Indian’s hand as he poured out his powder,
That there has been an explosion of powder in this
boat there can be no doubt. The pain and sur-
prise has cansed the Indian to epring up 80 sud-
denly as vo capsize the boat, and gun, Ammunition
and proviglons have gone to the bottom. The In-
dlan could scarcely have been drowned, unléss he
wad very badly wounded; but If hia eyea were
blown out, he has crawled out upon the shore only
to dle of starvation. This I think very probable,
for an Indian will never abandon his canoe while
living, under any circumstances, It never could
have got away from him, for they are always drawn
far ont on the bank. The accldent may have hap-
pened miles above this place. 1tell you again no
man should ever come aloue into the Itasea coun-
try."

” PROVISIONS ALL WET.

The gmide cnt a large plece of birch-bark from the
canoe for repatring his own boat. This was fortu-
nate, for In shooting some raplda encountered

The Advance of Civilization
in the Territories.

The Iron Horse Making Way for Commerce—
The Railroad Projects on Foot and Towns and
Villages Cropping Up on All Bides—What
Sheuld Be Done with Foor Lo—Con-
gremmen Among the Indians—
Railroad Extension Through
the Indian Territory—
mlnﬂ.lnﬂulﬁu.

Bouay Deror, Choctaw conntry, July 4, 1874

The Congressional Sub-Committee on Indian
Affairs has got thus far, near the heart of the Choe-
taw couutry, in the pursuit of its investigations.

FORT BOOTT, KANSAB,

Although not unfamiliar with the extraordinary
rapldity of the growthof towns and citiea in the
Western States and Territories, 1 waa surprised to
find Fort Scott, which, a few years back, was but a
military poat and then an insignificant settlement,
now presenting all the evidences of a fonrishing
and prosperous town, with numerous echurches,
large publlo schools, three or four newspapers (one
of them dally), several banking houses, half &
dozen hotels, large stores and handsome suburban
residences. A flno fouring mill and elevator have
been recently ereoted here, as well a8 a
fonndry aod machine shop for one of
the rallronds, and a good deal of ecapital
and industry has beem directea to the bullding
up of a large trade in cement and pailnts, manu-
factured out of rock excavated In the vicinity, Of
course much of the prosperity, present and
prospective, of Fort Scott Is and will be due to the
fact that It 18 an Important station of two great
linea of railroad—the Missourl, Kansas and Texas,
and the Kansas, Fort Scott and Gulf Railways,
which are, to some extent, competing and parallel
lines, and which give » new direction to the cattie

trade of Texas,
A RAILROAD RACK.

These two raflroad companies have had an ex-
clting race for the right of way through the Indian
‘Perritory, in which struggle the first named road,
although the latest In entering the field, came out
the winner., It seems that In one of the Indian
treaties, made in 1866, it was stipulated that there
should be & right of way through the Indian Ter-
ritory for two lines of railroad, one running north
and south and the other east and west, and

that the company which should first reach
the Indian Territory, by way of the
Neosho Valley, should be entitled to the

privilege, North and South. The Gulf line, being
first o the fleld, would have carried off the prize,
but for a sllght mistake in the calculations of ita
projectors, who construed the words “‘the Valley of
the Neosho" In thelr broad sense, such as Is gener-
ally applied tophrase “the Mississippl Valley," “the
Ohto Valley," &e¢. The other company, howeaver,
which ls oMoered by very energetic, practical men,
which I8 financlered by August Belmont and the
bonds and stock of which are largely owned by the
Rothachilds, kept driving away at a rapid pace,
completing half & mile a day for every working
day sinoce the operationa were commenced, and
sometimes three and four miles a day, reached the
lower llne very soon after its rival, and did mso by
way of the Neosho Valley, ln the strictest, narrow-
