While It wascoiiflned to the interior of the Russianempire there was little doubt but it^ progress

could be stayed; but the same despatch uniiouucea
that a few cas.s have made their appearance at bt,
Petersburg, whore tho authorities are actively at
work to prevent Its further spread. As the scourge
has readied the it&ltlc Sea, between which and
this country there is an immouse passenger trade,
and a large Polish emigration Is setting this way,
it behooves our lieoith authorities tu set their house
In order In expectation of a visit from the cholera,
which Is unusually malignant, if the reports from
Moscow, where the proportion of deaths to recoveriesis as eight to one, be true.

the lll nois, the uninoctilared quarantined on tho
receiving vessels Albany and Delaware, and the
chances of the dlseuse reaching tho city rendered
almost impossible. Dr. McCarthy, an experienced
physii lan, is stationed at the West Dank Hospital
ready to combat vigorously any contagion that may
appear in the waters ol New vorlt.
