fbe deaths ol John Ornell and Horatio Seymour,
both Inmates of the Insane Asylum on Ward's
Wand, and wlio died, as was alleged, through violencereceived at the hands of Thomas Farrell, one
OX the keepers of Ward M. A considerable number
of curious spectators gathered In tho office of the
Coroner, and before the hour for the opening of the
proceedings a large number of people were

loonglng about the benches In the City Hall Park,
Heeding upon the suspense which precedes the first
climax in a sensation.

TOE PRISONER.
A few momeuts before eleven o'clock the

prisoner was brought into the room by a policeman,and took a seat In the corner, near the desk
of the Coroner. He had been in the Tombs since
his arrest, yet, although he wore a look of slight
pallor, his expression was quite bright and buoyant.He is not a person of very prepossesstingappcarance, and has a large lump over
fait left eye, which will add to his evil look.
There is a vestige or sinister motive In his eyes,
ond the whole contour of his face Is of the determined,unscrupulous type, which never conveys a
very pleasing Impression. On several occasions
daring the investigation he betrayed some excitement,rising cxcitcdly In his scat and
caking to be heard. But each time he
was silenced. When the verdict was at
lenirth iriven a sudden flush oversnrend his flea.

tores, and be looked about the room with nervous

perturbation. Apart from these incidents bis
demeanor was stolid and lndlit'ercnt, and he frequentlygave play to a canning smile, Intended to
create a profound Impression on the jnry.

TESTIMONY OP EDWARD BURKE.
In answer to questions he saidI am a warden in

the Lunatic Asylum on Ward's Island; I know very
little about this case, as I was absent at the time of
III occurrence; Dr. Echeverria had inquired Into
It, and on Monday, on returning from Philadelphia,
1 understood that some patients had been abused
by an attendant whose name was Thomas Farrell:
the patient who was In'ured was John Ornell; I
was told that he died In consequence of abuse.
Q. Did you take any action in the matter ? A. No;

the resident physician took all the action and had
already taken the depositions of the keopers in tlio
cue; I had Farrell arrested and locked up In the
Twelfth precinct station house; 1 notified the Coronerthat evening that It was a case for his Investigation,and stated the supposed cause of death.

THE DEATH OK SEYMOUR.
Q. Have you heard or any other death since ? A.

Yes; that of Horatio Seymour.
Q. When was that T A. It was the evening beforelast.Monday evening.
Q. Did you know anything about the cause of

his death ? A. I supposed it to be the same as that
of the other patient, that Is from Injuries Indicted
bj Thomas Farroll; Ornell wus admitted to the
aaylnm May 28, 1S"2, and he died September l*.:;
Biymour was admitted July 31, and he died dopmber16.

O. Who made the complaint* A. I made the complaint,but it was ou circumstantial evidence; one

of the patients reported it tome; Faulkner said

by other inmates; sometimes a black eye or a
cratch on the face.
Q. You have not been able to trace by whom the

wounds were inflicted? A. No, sir.
What is the dutv of the attendant? A. To

ee that patients are kept clean; attend to their
meals; regulate the hour of tlielr retiring, Ac.
They are all on duty at the same time; we have two
keepers In each ward, and three in ward M, which
Is tne hardest ward to take care of, and where tho
filthiest patients are confined; the keepers must i»e
on duty In the hall, and arc not permitted in the
ward; they arc on duty one at a tuue.
y. Do they have any directions iu regard to

restraining tub patients?
A. The* most always report first to the resident
physician, and, wltuout instructions, patients cannotbe restrained; they have no power to puuIshor to strike them, except in the most extreme
cases of self-defence.
Q. Is it left to them to determine when they shall

dm violence? A. Well, it is left to be judged alterwards;If wo think tlic.v have done wrong we reportthem to the resident physician, and they arc
dismissed If guilty.The Jury did not wish to ask this witness any
questions and he was sent away. Their foromuu
was reading a copy of yesterday's hkrai.u during
tbe foregoing testimony.
The witness said further, before leaving the

Post-mortem examination of Horatio Seymour, a negro,

made about twenty-lour hours alter death, September 17,
1872
The body was not emaciated; had well-marked musoulardevelopment; cadaverous il.'idity was manifest

Them was a cut on the top of the head, a little to the
right side, and close to it a mark of another cut, t'ully
henl'd. An abscess of old duration was opened in the
right ear. There were two abra>ions ovir the rfelit
shoulder. One of them wag entirely lua' d. On the
bnc.K of this right shoulder there were two superficial,longitudinal dark marks, one inch and a half long and
one-eighth of an Inch wide. There was a very
slight hui crftdul and diffuse discoloration of the
bkin on the lower part of the right sidi of the chest. An
abiHslonwas also found on left leg. Just below the knee,
midway between the knee and foot There was a largo
supnurating ulcer on the external part ot the rignt heel.
Under the skiu, and iu the middle of the Irontof the
chest, on a line with the third rib, there was n very reccutextravasation of blood, of oval shape, about tho
sue ot a silver dollar. The fourth lett rib was fractured
about one inch Iroin tho cartilage, the fragments being
disunited and surrounded by suppuration. The eighth
and ninth ribs of the left side were also broken, about
three inchcsfrom the cartilage, both fractures appearing
of recent occurrence. On the right side the sixth and seventhribs were fractured, the sixth about one Inch and a
halfirom the cartilage and the seventh two Inches from tho
cartilage. The ends of the trugmcnLi of tho sixth rir-lit
rib were surrounded by a thick gluUuouaserositv- There
were slight adhesions extending over the whole of both
lungs, which otherwise api.euie.1 healtuy, w ith the ex.
(.option of a very dlstiuut circumscribed spot ol Inflammationbeneath the fractured ribs, on the right side, correspondingto the upper portion of the lower lole of tho
right lung. 'I he heart was rather large, but health v. Tho
liver, stomach and spleen were natural. The intestines,
distended hv gas. did not seem Inflamed. The kidney*
were pale and enlarged and looked as though in an early
sta.'e of futty degeneration, with a few small, supcrllciul
transparent cysts. A receut extravasation of blood,
the size of a silver half-dollar, existed under the skin of
the forehead, over the lltht eye. There was a large,
doubtful sub-culancous mark also en tlii lelt side ol tlie
back ol the head. On opening the skull the blood gushed
out from the right side and a Aim of recently cxtrava-a'edblood covered almost the whole brain. This blood was

Echeverria consulted in un under tone with Dr.
Beach. At forty minutes past one the Jury returned,walked quickly to their seats and handed
the written verdict in each case to the Coroner,
which was read aloud.

MARINE COURT.PART I.
A Case of Careless Driving.

Before Jadge Shea.
Lonls Guipe, Jr., by his Guardian, vs. Isaao Rodman..InJanuary last the plaintiff, a boy, returnluglrom school, was crossing Third avenue at Seventy-ninthstreet, and while waiting for a car to

pass was run down by a butcher cart belonging to
the defendant, driven by one Francis McCuen, and
seriously injured about the face ami head. Damages
to the e.xtcnt of the Court's Jurisdiction were
claimed. Defendant's counsel sought to prove that
the accident was brought about by the boy's negligence,but the principal ground of defence was that
while McCuen wax doing business for the defendant
under a contract he w as n»t engaged as a driver,
and on this occasion hud taken the wagou without
permission, to go upon private business. This was
testified to boll) r>\ the defendant and McCuen. No
evidence of wclKht being offered by plaintiff's counselon this point, the Court rendered a Judgment ol
dismissal, on the ground that sufficient evidence
had not been offered to show that the relation of
master and servant existed between the defendant
and driver at the time the accident occurred.

"A New Way to Pay Old Debts."
Before Judge Joaclilmsen.

Myndcrt P. Van Cordt vs. Mary G. Frazer..The
plaintiff did about one hundred and fifty dollars'
worth of plumblug work In tlio house occupied by
the defendant and her husband and owned by one
of them.
