LrceeNE, Bwitzerland, August 31, 1872

Mra. Bonville, formerly of Newburyport, Moss,, be-
longing to an old and wealthy New England family,
12 a widow lady, who had once a happy home at
Boston, but lately exchanged her residence for
Brooklyn, N. Y, Bome six months ago that lady
sent her second dsughter, Miss Julictta Bonville,
about slxteen years of age, n company with several
other young American girls, and In charge of what
she belicved Lo be

‘A COMPETENT GOVERNESE,"

to Burope., The city ot Zurich, the Athens of
Bwitzerland, was chosen ns a residence to have the
ladies' education completed. At about the same
period, when they reached Zurich, there appeared
Ramon Zabriskle, the son'of a wealthy Pollsh
Jew, residing in the city of Warsaw. He came to
Zurich from Vienna for the purpose of pursulng
“medical studiea™ and intending to graduate at
the Swiss university.

ROMBO AND JULIET STUDYING TUE LANGUAGES,

But it appeara that, having made the apqnadnt-
ance of the lovely Ameriean girl, instead of study-
Ing anatomy Zabriskie forsook partly his books
and the lectures on materia medica and studied
English under the tultion of Miss Julletta, while he
gave her lessons o German. These leasons his pu-
pll is said to have learned remarkably well. But it
15 not lor me to speak of the nature or extent of
theae “‘studies in etymology.” Rather let me give
you what Byron says of young men and young
lovers teaching each other languages ;—

THUE CRUEL MOTHER INTERVENES,

The “etymological studies' which, as 1t secms,
find become fascinating in their atiractions, were
Interrupted by the arrivel of Mrs. Bonville, with her
three other daughtars, at Zurich, who, on July 13
took all Ler family to the Penslon Mueller, at Ger-
Rii, Bliunated on the beantiful Lake of Lucerne.
Gersau 1s one of the most romantic points on the
northern shore of the lake, otherwise known as the
Lake of the Four Cantons. Almost every inch of
ground in the neighborhood has historieal
assoclationa; the scepery of the lake 18
unsurpassed In  Switzerland, and the village
of Gersau 18 pleturesquely situsted at the foot of
Rig-Scheldeck, balf way between Viznam, the sta-
tion of the Riga Railroad, and Brunnen, another
most beautiflly eltuated village on the lake. Near
it ia the romantic spot where, In the year 1307, met
the three confederates from Url, Schwyz- and
Unterwalden, where the traditional oath was taken
Dot to rest until the oppressors had been ejected
from the soil.

THE STUDIES OF LANGUAGES INTERRUPTED,

Mrs. Bonville, upon her arrival [rom America, had
discovered that there was something besides
etymology and the languages in the studies pur-
sued by her daughter, She thercfore directed the
‘yl tlons with Zahriskle to cease, and forbade her
[ htor, Miga Juliotta, to reeelve any attention
frofn him or to have any relations with him what-
soever.  Zabrigkle, however, had gone too far
lnto the Niagara current to think of swimming
back again, 8o he came to Gersan and took lodg-
Inga at the Hotel of the Sun, npear the #teamboat
wharf, When reaching Gersan the Pole wore a
false beard and a wig and endeavored to observe a
certain incogmfto, He communiested to the pro-
prietor, of the hotel that o love afalr had called him
thither, but that the parents on both sides, the
mother of the “beloved,” as well as his own father,
Ll forbldden rnd were opposcd Lo 4 unlon.

LOVE LAUGHS AT LOCKSMITHS,

Nevertheleas the two young lovers had frequant
clandesting meetings durlng their stay st Cer-
sa.  The road which leads from the latter place to
the village of Brunnen recals lo many respocts the
beantles of the “Cornlche road,"” between Nice
and Genoa. That road was chosen aa a favorite
promenade, and & meore roiantic opportunity
could not have bean desired for the meeting place
of lovers. It was here, on the rocks over-
hanging the shores of the lake, where they
are known to have soJourned often, and for hours,
Whether from fear of being interrupted In these
interviews or what other designs Zabriskle had
in contemplation has still to be revealed—suffice
it to know that the Pole went (o his rendezvous
armed with a small pocket revolver. This fact
has been substantiated by o little boy—a goat-
herd—belonging to Gersan. While watching his
flock on the roadside the boy was wont to pick
hazel nuts. Being thus engaged he found & re-
volver In the grass on two different occasions. I
have Interrogated the littie fellow and learned from
him that he had frequently seen Miss Julletta and
her eompauion, and that, knowing the pistol must
have dropped from the pocket of the latter, he had
redtored It to the rightful owner,

MADAME MOTIIHR RESOLVRS TO FLY.

Mra. Bonville, & very handsome and Jady-like
widow, of commanding, maternal appearance, had,
ns already observed, perceived the faselnation which
the letters and visita of Zabrigkie exerted over her
daughter. Learning, moreover, that her vigl-
lance had not prevented hla  attentions,
Mra, Bouville decided to break up the acquaint-
ance finally and eMectually. Preparations were
made to leave Bwitzerland, and  even
Enrope, if nesded, in order to gaparate the youth.
ful lovers. The decision was communicated to
Zabriskle on Satarday, August the 34. On the very
day bie naked for his bHI at the hotel and left for
Zurieh,  On the day following, Sanday, August
4, Zabriskie returned to Goersan by the mid-
day boat, Inquiring st the hotel whether
o letor  or message had  beon  recelved
fop him duriog the day's absonce, Recelving
anegative nugwer, he hastencd to uls room, where,
later In the day, an untinished letter was found ad-
dreased to Miss Julletta, This letter, {nall probabll-
ity, biss bean the last ever weltien by bim while en-
oying his eyesight. While peaniug that letter he
wnst have seen Miss Julletta pass under s window
incompany with her elder sister and three young
gontigmon, one of them anp American, a student of
the Polytechnle Bohool. The other two were Eng-
lishmen, engaged In business at Zucich,

ROMED RESOLVES ON MUNDER AND SUICIDR,

Zabriskle was seen to leave LS room apparently
in & very excited state. o the mesntie o Utile

rose-colored note had been reccived for im at the
Rotel; but it did not reach him. It has been ascer-
tained sinoce that in this note &fiss Julietta luformed
Zabriskie of the unexpected srrival of friends of
the Mmmlly; that she was compelled to accompany
them and her elder aister on & walk,
but, willing to ‘explain, would meet him on
the eveming. Zabriskis had followed the lUttle
party in s hurried, exclbed manner, and on mest-
Ing, or rather coming up with them, he addressed
#ome apgry words to Mr. Delmar, the young Poly-
technio etudent, Mr., Delmar anawered that,
although he was not afraid .to fight, he folt con-
strained from scoepting & challenge from ‘‘so
worthieas a fellow,” or words to that effect.
Thereupon Zabriakie fourished a revolver, intima-
ting that he had them all in hia power, and by way
of proving It fired a shot into the lake. Notwith-
standing the hubbub thns created he uttered a re-
queat to have a few words alone with Miss Julietta.
The request waa at first peremplorlly refused by
all, locluding Mjss Julietta. Finally, however, it
was acceded to, and Mr. Delmar added that they
would allow Zabriskle twenty minutes.
THE ATTEMPTED MURDHR AND SUIOIDE,

All continued on the road towards Brunnen,
Zabriskle and Miss Juletts slowly following. The
road along the lake describes many curves, and on
reaching the last turming point of the winding
patn all were startled by the report of a phtol
shot, soon followed by another. Retracing thelr
ateps im  all haste the little party—t. e,
Julletta’s.  slster and the thvee gentle-
men—beheld the young lady Iying on
her face in the middle of the road, bleeding
from & wound fn the loft temple, while Zabriskie
Wwua stretched close by, likewlse shot in the
left temple and apparently in & dslog stato. Mr.
Delmar ran towards Brunnen for sssistance, Freah
water was procared throuzh the garden of a nelgh-
boring chalet, while the elder Miss Bonville and the
two gentlemen ran towards Gersau to aporise Mra,
Bonville what had ocourred and to caH Dr.
Makewell, ome of the physiclans resident
at Gersau. Mr, Delmar had In  the mean-
time returned with help and attended the wounded
persons, Hoth had lost a good deal of blood and
vomited freely, but the coel erystal water had
soon & refreshing Influence. Zabriskie was en-
abled to walk, with assistance, to a wayside Inn,
known sa the Kindll. A bed was prepared
for him there, and two Sisters of Oharlcy
from the nelghboring hospital at Schwys
undertook the nursing, wihile the anthorities
detalled two gendarmes ns & watch over the sup-
posed murderer. The physiclan, Dr. Makewell,
found Miss Julietta still on the road, atretelied on a

harriedly Improvisod bed of moss and grass,
and the authorities, who had arrived to make
4 legal Investigation, found two large pools
of blopd abont four feet apart, a cllgnon,
& lady's hat, a necktie and pockethandkor-
chief, all more or less saturated with blood,
Miss Julietta had somewhat recoversd when Dr,
Mukewell arrived. He probed for the ball, but ex-
tracted only a few splinters of bone. No ball could
be found, neither could its course be ascertained
nor & connter opening be discovered. The eflect of
the wound had produced a shock on the “‘sensort-
um." There waa likewlse a slight atfectlon of the
museles of the left eyolld and of the left hand, hip
and foot. The wound healed by ‘“irst intontion.'
THE YOUNG LADY TBLLY THE STORY,

At the first oMelal interrogatory the suthoritles
elicited from Misa Julletta n depositien in presence
of Judge Ulman, of Schwyz, and his Secretary,
Dr. H. von Luta. Miss Julletta stated that having
been left alone with Zabriskie, the latter
asked her whether she was afrald lo die, With
much agitntion end laboring under Lodlly fear,
the young girl protested that ahe was not afraid to
die, whereupon Zabriskie produced agaln the re-
volver, Belng greatly excited she grasped the
revolver with the intention to take it from him,
when suddenly the pistol exploded, lodgzing the con-
tents of one barrel In her face, Sle fell to the
ground and remained unconscious uatll the arrival
of the Doctor, o8 above stated.

“QUT OF DANGER."

Miss Julietta Bonviile has been attended likowise
by two Sisters of Charity fron Schwyz, and hns now
80 far recovered aa to be able to rise dally, and
even to take a walk, under the favor of warm and
sunny weather. Her attemding physiclan pro-
nonuelng her out of dauger, the ball, though not
yet found, it |a confidently hoped will not be the
caus: of any vital or serious lesions in her system.

ROMEO HOPELESSLY BLIND.

As for Zabriskie, he also is dolng well. He was,
forty hours after the accident, transported to the
prison hospital at Schwyz., His eyesight scems Ir.
retrievably loat, the ball having penetrated the
craninm in the temporal reglon, near the left eye.
The course of the ball could not be ascertalned and
no exit of the same be found. His case 18 lesa
hopefnl than that of the young lady, and yet
Ifonnd him in a cheerful mood, apparently not
reallzing the fact that a criminal charge Is pending
over him and that the case will be brought to trial.
1f found guilty the laws of the Canton Schwyz may
send him to the gallows. I found him stretched

oo & bed, with BSister Verona beside
him, in a Ittle room overlooking the
lake, with a beautiful landacape spread

before him. His appearance denotes & young and
wild patient—pale, yet nealthy looking. He speaka
German remarkably well, and has a sweot voice,
His profila I8 well defined, ltke that of all sons of
Abtraham's race, He conducted himself gt the
hotel In Zurich 1o an  orderly and quiet
manner, but showing signs of high temper
when alluding to the obstacles thrown in the way
of seeing Misa Julietta. On his table were found an
English grammar, several novels, but no medical
or surgical texi books,
LEGAL PROCEEDINGS DEFERRED,

The presiding Judge of Sehwyz, Mr. Ulman, has
decided to defer further legal proceedings until both
Miss Julleita as well as the principal actor in the
tragedy have 8o far recovered that no further danger
may be apprehended. The wounds, as already
stated, healed remarkably well by first Intention,
and no slarming symptoms are apparent, except
the losa of eyesight in  Zabriskie's case.
He will probably romain blind for the rest of his
life. Tt may rub hard with the Pole in the face of
the laws of Canton Schiwyz. Unless evidence is
forthcoming which admits extenuating ciroum-
Atances he will be severely punished. The mother
of the young Iady has handed me a statement in
writing of the occurrence, of wiich the following
I8 8 0Opy:—

Charles XV., King of Eweden aud Nor-
way.

A Dbrief cabls despateh receivad yeaterday after-
noon anaonnced the death of Onarles XV, Lould
Eugene, King of Sweden and Morway, which
took placo at Malmo, & small port on the
Cuttogat, at the southern oxtremity of Sweden,
on Wednesday, He was born on the 8d
of May, 1520, marrled on the 10th of
June, 1800, to Wilhemina-Fredrigne Alexandrine-
Anne-Louise, daughter of Frederick Prince of
Orange, and ascended to the throne on the deatn
of his father, King Osocar L, on the 8th of July, 1858,
He was crowned at Stockholm, Sweden, May 3, and
at Dronthelm, Norway, August 6, 1860. His reign
of twelve years hsa not been disturbed
by woar and has been malnly devoled to deo-
veloping the Industrlal and commercial resources
of the oonsolidated kingdom and in oontracting
alllances calculated to cement and perpetuate tho
tenure of his. dynasty; of which he was the third
Bsoverelgn, being the' grandson of Bernadotte, one
of Napoleon's marahals, who was choson by the
Bwedish 8tates General, and adopted by the chlld«
less King, Charles XIII., as Crown Prince in 1510,
and succceded to the crown on the death of Klng
Charles in 1818, having in the meantime been the
actual head of the government from the day of his
arrival at the capital, The mother of the King just
decéhsed wad plilne  Bugdnie, daughter of
Eugene Beanharnals, Duke of Leuchtenberg, and
cousin to Louls Napoieon, late Emperor of France.
The only child of Charlea XV. ia Prinoess Loulsa
Josephine Eugdnle, married three ycars ago to’
Ohristian Frederick, Prince Royal and heir appar-
ent of Denmark. Queen Wilhelmina died in March,
1871,

For the last twenty-five yeara thera has been
deep and growlng sentiment in the populationaof
Norway, Sweden and Donmark for the unification
of the three kingdoms and the consolidation of the
entire Scandinavian race. To pave the way for
this result, which wonld assure the control of one
ol the most important atraits in the world—the
