Tho night at Altoona parsed quietly, Uncle Horace
retiring to hi* couch almost as soon as old speech
of the evening had been delivered, lie was tired
and weary with the long ride of the day before,
though he expressed himself as well pleased with
the receptions along; the route.

were not considered ruindent oflfoet to the stupidityand dulness of the "episode." There wusan
evident leeling of relief amoug the audience when
the curtain dropped and the heavy sermon
came to an end. The feeling of oppression and
sartiios* produced by this foolish expression of patriotismwas only relieved by the appearance
of Mr. Fechter in his celebrated rule as Frederic do
Marsan. When he entered on the stage the audienceawoke from their apathetic llstlessneasand tenderedhim a really warm reception. Tune lias dealt
with lilm not severely, but soinowhat unkindly, lie
looks older, and more tleshy, but as the play
advanced ho proved that the ravages of time had
not deprived him of any of his old ncrnc. His
