During tbe stirring scenes of the late war this
locality saw ita fall Bhare of that conflict and was
disputed ground between the two armies for along
time. It ia directly across the Potomac from tbe
toattle ground of Antletam, and saw a great deal
<of that famous fight, as well as of many minor
ones nearer its own limits. It is a good place to
«ross the Potomac by ferry, and, therefore, was

generally selected by both armies as an available
point from wl^ch to operate.
During the summer or 1863 It was In the thickest

«f the commotion of tho retreat of our army to
Gettysburg and subsequent retreat of the shatteredarmy of Lee and of the future of that Summer'soperation of our army in this scction.

«ors In and about the littlo town, and during
the Gettysburg campaign much confusion and excitementprevailed. After thin waa all quieted by
the furtner removal of the army and everything
settled to almost a peace standard, it became rumoredabout that during the Gettysburg campaign
a quartermaster of our army had burled In this vicinitya large amount of money, variously estimated
at from fifty to one hundred thousand dollars.
From various circumstances connected with the
report much credenco was given to the rumor ana

many attempts made by people to lind the treasure,
fcnt without avalL Just after the war had closed
and the report as to

THE HIDDEN WEALTH
tiad been almost forgotten, a young man made his
appearance In this vicinity, claiming to have been
ABoldier in a New York regiment of cavalry (my
informant thinks It the Fifth). lie remained
about for some time without any apparent
object, except to visit the battle delds over
wnich he had marched aud fought, &nd even
stated that this was his only purpose here. Every
«lay he would take long walks, first in one directionand then another, and uniformly carried a dlgingImplement with him. This excited some suspicion,und

IIE WAS WATCHED
>y a gentleman who had the story of the buried
cash revived by his appearance and action. He was
found to walk up and down the different roads in
the vicinity scanning anxiously every treo that
tood near the roadside, evincing such an Interest

In bis search as was inconsistent with his story of
Interest only In the war scenes In which he had
nurticinftted. For more than a week he kent nn his
visits to tho adjoining country, and toward the
close grew

GI.OOMY AND MEI.ANCIIOI.Y.
One evening about ten days from the t4mc of Ms
arrival he returned later than usual from his walk s
and declared his intention of leaving on the next
day for his Northern home. After he had eaten his
supper he called the gentleman with whom lie was
staying aside, and told him that the olviect of his
visit to this country was not solely to viBlt old army

AN AMOUNT OF MONEY TIIAT ITAD BEEN BlTRIED
In this vicinity during the Hummer of 1863 by a
quartermaster of a New York brigade, w ho was an
intimate friend of his. He said that he had been
the clem or this olllcer who secrcted the money,
and that

$62,000 WAS BURIED
nmid the roots of a large tree somewhere In this
vicinity. He stated that the officer who hid the
money v:as then serving out a term in the penitentiaryfor embezzlement, and if the money was not
found before It expired he (the officer) would
himself

RETURN FOR ni9 HIDDEN 1'LUNDER.
He Beemed much chagrined at his tallure to discoverthe spot where his defaulting friend had
necreted his Ill-gotten cash, and declared his fear
that If the money was not found before his friend
got out 01 prison It would be worthless, lie said
the money was in greenbacks and gold, in a tin
box, and when buried wus encased in a wooden
tox.

1113 STATEMENTS
were so clear and positive as to all the details of
burial that not the slightest shadow of doubt was
lelt upon the mind of my informant that £02,000 lio
burled perhaps within a stone's throw of his own
home; but where no one could tell save the one
who hid it. The vounp man who ti ns gave posi-
tive assertion and assurance as to the truth of tho
rnmor or the money burial Is represented as being
young and gentlemanly in appearance, well ami
neatly dressed, sober and deliberate in action, intelligentIn conversation, and generally correct in
tiabit and deportment. He left for his nome on the
next morning after imparting tho above information,and since that date until a few days ago no
knowledge as to hts whereat>outB or history has
been possessed by any one here. »

HE RETURNS WITH A COMTANIOW,
A short time since two weli-flyeesed. gentlemanlylooking and acting met*, stepped off the cars

at Keedysvllle, a little town a few miles distant
Irotn here, directly across the river in Maryland.They secured a horse and buggy with the statement
that they were from New York, had been soldiers
In the late war and desired to revisit the battlefield

A DI8COVBKY AND SENSATION.
Hardly had the morning fairly dawned ere Mr.

Myers,who lives about two miles Irom this place, on

Their Display In the City YesterdayEnRoute for Newark, Thence to tbe
State Fair at WaTcrly.The Parade of
I.<a«t Evening,
The city yesterday was much enlivened by

the unusually grand display of the Connecticutregiment, escorted by tbe Heventyiirstregiment N. G. 8. N. Y. Thenationalflags and civic banners waved from the
cupolas ol the public buildings during the day,

President Grant wus In the city earlier than he
actually arrived. The City Ilall entrance, where
the regiment was expected to be reviewed, was

thronged with spectators. The boulevard across
the Park was also densely crowded.

Adjutant J. S. A. IJuker and Surgeon Jud-
son. The appearance, order and parade of the
Sevcnty-flrst wan, to Hay the leant, Imposing, while
the bold military mien of tho Connecticut in
parade and on stand elicited enthusiastic applause.
During the visit of the regiment at Wiiverly and

Newark, in New Jersey, which followed, their militaryappearance, called fortli the attention of eager
spectators and admlreia.
At the return of the regiments to New York they

marched in double llle from the ferry and up
Broadway to their appointed rendezvous of reception.The imposing appearance of the men
by gas light, when tne glare of a thousand
lamps lend an cnchautlng feature to every
spot of Broadway was really magnificent.
They were cheered and applauded a hundred
times while they passed the different streets, and
even from the windows of upper stories, which
one would Imagine should be vucated at so late an
hour, they were continually greeted. The steady,
massive throng formed by them Rave the whole
body the appearance of one irresistible column,
and they never appeared to better advantage than
last night on Broadway.

lames Pulton Anderson.
James Patton Anderson, Major General in tholate

Confeuerato army, died at his residenco near

Memphis, Tcnn., yesterday morning, lie wns
carried off by an attack of pneumonia. He
served in the war against the Union, behaving
with great ability, a Confederate despatch
speaking of him in these terms:.1"Major Generall'atton Anderson, one of tho bravest, coolest
aud most skilful of our young oflleers, has been
assigned to the command of the Florida district,
whither he has proceeded." He graduated ut
West Point frc-m the Stat* of Tennessee, and separatedfrom the Union army, in which his promotion
whs satisfactory, on the declaration of the
war of secession. General Anderson attainedthe rank of chief of Iiinernan's division,Hood's army, in August, istit. He was
severely wounded lii the head at the battle of
Jonesboro, and arrived in Americus, Ga., some short
time subsequently. At a later date General Andersonwas relieved of his command in Florida and
sent to Tennessee. A Uulon oitloer, writing at
Jacksonville, Flu., on the 7th of April, 1881, spoke
01 the General's action In the following words:.
Major General Patton Anderson, commanding the

Confederate forces In East Klor!rta, went yesterday to
our linos a ilav; of truce covering a most courteous
letter to iirlRsidler General Hatch. Accompanyingthe letter he sent a complete list of our wounded
In his hands, so prepared as to show the
character of their wounds, Ac. He also expressedthe hope that such a list mi^ht be
the means of allnylng anxiety on the part of the
friends and families of the wounded prisoners.
Most triad am 1 to chronicle an act so courteous
and humane as thin, albeit a rebel general is its
author."
He maintained his character for dash, generosity

and love of his fellow men to the last.
