The Rambler Wins bv Nearlv* J

Four Hours.

Strong Breese and Rainy Sqnalla.Fair Test of
the Speed of the Taohti.The Accidents

and Delay*.Commodore Voorhis'
Challenge to Mr. Forbes.

Newport, r. L, Sept. 21. 1872.
The Rambler and Madeleine arrived early this

morning, after having been two nights and a day
making the race for the Commodore's Challenge
Cup over the course from Brenton's Keef Lightship
to Handy Hook Lightship and return. The Kambler
won the race by nearly four hours and remains in
peaceful possession of the cup for the season of
1872, as by deed of girt two victories exempt the
"Victor from farther challenges for the season. It
is seldom that yaobtsmeu have the luck to get such
a breeze an the Kambler and Madeleine
experienced during the race, as it gave a

fair chau* of testing the speed and
sea going nusllties of the yachts. The

' Madeleine wu» very unfortunate, parting *he
Icech of her malnsMl when about two miles
ahead; aud she also met with several other misbaps,such as parting the sheets of her Jib and the

) flying Jib, splittng her foresta.vsali and tearing out
of the deck the starboard eyebolt holding the foreHailsheet. The Kambler was delayed nineteen
minutes repairing the throat halyards, which
fhafed away. These accidents show how thoroughlystrong all rigging ant canvas should be to
stand a blow at this season of the year.

club topsail, forestaysail, jib and flying Jib. The
Madeleine also had a working foretopsall set. Just
after crossing the line both yachts sent up the Jibtopsnil,and the Rambler also sent up a small foretopsail.The wind was then about south by east,
and they were both on the port tack at 9:25. The
Madeleine found her club topsail of very little serviceon the wind, and when taking it down the
club fouled the main gaff and snapped it in half.
This damage was soon mended by bending ou a
new stick. The Madeleine then set a working maintopsail.At 9:30 Point Judith bore northwest half a
utile distant, and the Rambler was about a mile
astern in the wake of the Madeleine. The weather
now began to thicken and

name up and wet our canvas. At 9:45 the Ramblerlowered her club topsail and set a small one.
Point Judith was then bearing north, about three
miles distant. The breeze kept freshening and haulingmore to the westward, heading us off our
course to Montauk. At ten A. M. the Madeleine
clewed up her foretopsail, and the maintopsall and
flying jib were also got out of the way. We lost

! sight of the Rambler then in a rain squall, which
headed us off bo that we could not point better
than west and west hull south. At 10:15 the squall
subsided; we set the Hying jib, and sighted
the Kambler about three miles astern, with
her topsails taken In. The sky now began to
clear up a little, and the sun wade a kind of half
attempt to break through the cloudy atmosphere.
The wind went back a couple of points to the
nouthward, and we headed about southwest by
west. The tide was now running ebb on our lee
bow, setting us up to windward. At 11 A.M.
we sighted the lighthouse on Mori tank on our
weather bow, bearing south-southwest, Watch Hill

Shearing northwest by north, and the southerly end
of Itlock Island iM-aring southeast about five miles
distant. The Rambler was then altout three and a
half miles astern of tlu Madeleine, in her wake.
The breeze begau to haul again to the westward,
and we were pointing west by north. At Watch
lllll bore north by west, with the weather still

We lost sight oi the Rambler In the rain. The
wind had then hauled round about west, and
shortly a!terwards filed out altogether, and we
were rolling about in a heavy swell. The weather
cleared up a little and we sighted the Rambler
about two miles astern. We set topsails and
caunht a light breeze from the southwest. The
Rambler set staysail and jib topsail about two r.
M. The breeze came np a little fresher, Montauk
then bearing south southwest, and the Rambler
gradually closing up towards the Madeleine. The
Rambler took down staysail and stayed at 3:10,
heading towards Montauk. and the Madeleine attemptedto follow suit at 2:14, but missed
stays; tried again, and succeeded In 2:22,
beading southwest by west. The Rambler was
closing up in the light breeze, and was now about
three-quarters of a mile to leeward. At 2:51
the Kambler stayed ami stood to the eastward, and
the Madeleine tacked at 2:55, with Montauk
light bearing south by west. We now came in for

with the wlnrt about southwest and freshening. At
9:16 the Rambler took in her jlbtopsail, and the
Madeleine went on the port tack, heading west by
north, with Montauk about a mile and a half distant,bearing south by west. The Rambler tacked
a few minutes afterwards about a mile to leeward.
Montauk wa* now pretty well disposed or, and at
3:4o tne Rambler tacked off short, followed by the
Madeleine, which was again forging ahead. At
3:52 the rain still kept falling, and at 4:04 tne
Rambler stood in shore on the port tack.
The Madeleine stnyed to the westward
at 4:20 and set jibtopsall. At 4:55 Rambler
tacked off shore. It whs now clearing up to windward,and there was a good fresh breeze. At 5:12
the Madeleine stood off shore, with the Rambler
abont two and a half miles dead to leeward. The
Rambler stood in shore at 6:30, and the Madeleine
also at 5:4M, heading west by north, with the wind
southwest hall west. The Kambler stayed at 6:15,
with her atarl>oard tacks on board. The wind was
now hauling more to the westward. The Madeleinetacked at 6:45 and made a good stretch, headingsouthwest. There was not so much sea now

At 7 P. M. we saw a thunder storm to the northwest,but It passed northward of ua. It sow began
to breeze up, and we clewed up both topsails. At

quarter, about a nilleanda half distant, standing
inshore. The Madeleine stayed at ":'M and set
topsails, heading soutnwest on starboard tack. We
flighted tne Hhlnnlcock light hearing west,
and Moutauk bearing northeast by east.
The Madeleine tacked again in shore at 8:06,
and passed the bark A. Jnrkson on the starboard
tack. At 8:H0 she tarked oft shore, and at 9
she tacked attain In shore. The breeze now beganto freshen up, and we took in topsails

The two yachts were then pretty close together, the
Madeleine being about hall a mile ahead. They kept
about those positions until daybreak, hany on
Friday morning, about eight A. M. the Kambler
was about hall a mile astern of the Madeleine, when
the threat halyards gave way, and down came her
mainsail. This accident delayed her about nineteen
minute* belore she got the damage repaired.

and at 12:38:2B passed Montauk Point, northwest.
After passing ghlnnecock the breeze freshened considerably,and tfhe took in the topsail and put a
double reef in the mainsali. The Madeleiue came
home under sail, with topsails up, In the early
Part or the evening. She passed Fire Island at ten

M., and at two A. M. this morning
Shlnneoook bore west northwest, about
rourteen nines nisiaui, at sigmou
Montauk deail ahead, and at 6:30 Mqutank
bore west about two miles distant.

THE RACE BETWEEN THE VISION AND
CRACIE.

>

The Oracle's Experiences.Five of Iter
Sailors Overboard and Her Sails In
Tatters.
The following report was made by a gentleman

on the Gracle during the race between that yacht
and the Vision on Friday last, from the stakeboat
lu the Narrows to the Southwest Spit buoy; thence
back to the buoy on Craven shoals; thence to the
Southwest Spit buoy again; thence home to the
stakeboat in the Narrows, and In which contest
the Vision won the Commodore's ChaUengc Cup for
muupn;.
The Grncio crossed the line first, twenty-four

seconds ahead ol the Vision, under close-reeled
imiinsail and bonnet off the jib. About, fifteen minutesulter starting she set her dying jib, and was
apparently increasing the distance betweeu herseliand the Vision. About ten minutes after the
flying jib was'stet the tack rope parted and the sail
was hauled down, a new tack bent and the jib reset.
It had not been llxed Ave minutes when the eye of
the clew tore out of the canvas and the sail was
rendered useless. The tirade rounded the SouthwestSpit buoy, No. 8>i, about a minute ahead of
the Vision; but while endeavoring to trim
the main sheet, with six men hauling, one.
of them lost his balance and fell overboard,
carrying with him four others, and the live men
were lor a few minutes struggling in the water. By
the time they were rescued and the sails trimmed,
and t lie yacht put upon her course, six or soven
minutes had been lost. She was theu kept well to
windward, close along the West Hank towards the
buoy ou Craven Shoal. When off tne hospital she
was a long diBtuuce to windward of the Vision, and
would in all probability have turned Craven's Reef
buoy ahead. The buoy had been described to Mr.
Colgate, while on the judges' boat before the start,
as being painted in white and black stripes, and
there being such a buoy to leeward of
the Craven Shoal buoy, and, seeing the Vision
heading for it, the Graces'*) crew supposed it must
be the right one and kept tier off, thereby losing
the great advantage of her windward position.
The wind at thts time had considerable lightened,
and many of the third reef points of the mainsail
having started oue reefwas haken out; but no sooner
was there a strain on it than a long rent was torn
in up 10 tne iorwaru leacn, wnicn constantly increased.The Craven's Reef buoy was rounded
1 miu. 49 sec. behind the Vision, soon afterwards
the point s of the second reef began to tear out,
and the difficulty Increased during the entire run
to the Southwest Spit buov. About halfway to the
Spit tho outrigger to which the Jibsheets were
trimmed gave way, and the jerk parted the sheets.
Before new sheets could be rove the Vision had
greatly iucreased her lead. The wind had againfreshened and it was blowing harder than at. any
time during the day. Upon teaching the Southwest
Spit it was blowing so hard Hint it necessitated a
close reefed mainsail, hut as the sail was tearing
badly, going free, it would not have stood Ave
minutes on the wind, and there was nothing left
for the tirade to do but run into the Horseshoe and
anchor lor the DtglH, which she did.
