None, eave the
Cross, the symbol of salvation, the sign by which
we will conquer, With it they have ralsed the
standard of eivillzation and gathered around It the
wery savages themselves, eager to hear the sweet
story of Jesus' love fall from their lips. We see them
palling on the waters in South America, chant-
fng hymns to God and to Mary, and the wild In-
dians rush down the mountalns and splash through
the waters, eager to hear the songs telling of Jesua’
love and mercy. None had such power over the
heathen as had the religlous ordera. Behold, for
instance, the case of St. Francis Xavier. How many
thonsanda of converts he made! There was &
fascinating power with him that made all who
came in contact with him love and respect him.
Buch are the religions orders. The fire of divine
love that burned in the heart of a Francls Xavier
and a Vincent de Paul burns as brightly to-day In the
breasta of their spiritual sons and daughters. That
monk or nun of 0ld who went preaching the Goapel
to the heathen or who went establishing hospitals
and taking care of the sick and wonnded will find
his or her fac-sfmilé in the monk and nun of to-
day. We have amongus in Brooklyn such menand
women, who, having rencunced the world, with its
pleasurea and joys, seek peace and qulet
in the shade of some convent wall, but
whose Works stretch far outside of such walls.
Though only & short time among ns, they have
earned for themselves laurels bright, and long
after they have passed away to that holy and
blessed country, which wiil surely be thelrs, will
thelr holy counsels still ring in our ears,

THE MONKB.

In Brooklyn we have three orders of monks—
Priests of the Vongregation of the Mission, Christian
Brothers and Franciscan Brothers. The work done
by this noble band of religlous men must necessarily
be great,

SISTERS OF MEROY,

About seventéen years Iil: & few of theae Siaters
came to Brooklyn. Now the community numbers
nearly thirty. Their convent, which cost over alxty
thousand dollars, 18 situated on Clason avenue,
near Willoughby. They conduct o flourishing
academy of over five hundred puglll. They have
charge of an orphan asylum, to which s attached
an industrial sohool of 140 anholl.rllnlu which they
are taught various branches of industry. The
Sisters of Mercy are very popular in this mnntr{,
nlynd in no part of it are they more so than In Broo
.

SIATERS OF BT. JOSEPH.

Bishop Loughlin invited these BSisters to this dio-
cese about seventeen years On arriving here
they immediately commenced work and soon the
stately convent of St. Joseph, at Flushing, rose,
and with It the popularity of the Sisters. The con-
veut waa planned by one of thelr community and 1t
is most beautifally situated., The edifice most
Bleulng and the entire surroundings seem to

reathe the alr of aceful  seclusion and
blessed retirement sulted to such an institution.
Besldes & boar school at Flushing, they con-
duct three academies—8t, Joseph's, Pacific street,
W. . ; Bt, Joseph's, South Third strest, E. D, an
St. Mary's, Grand street, E. . They also teach at
the following schools —St, James’ Ay street; St.
Anne's, Gold street; Our Lnlf of Meruy, Debevolse
street; 88, Peter and Paul’s, S8econd street; Bt.
Mary's Immaculate Conception, Leonard street,
and 8t. Jngrh':. Pacific strect, They also conduct &
#elect school at Flushing for young boys, as well as
St. Michael's female school at the same place, At
Flatbush they have charge of the female school.
The new Orphan Asylum ior bﬂ!l& which Is a
splendid edifice, sltual on Wyckoif and Albany
avenues, is also under their charge. The comwmunity
now numbers over one hundred,

SISTERA OF THE VISITATION,

These clolstered daughters of 5t. Francls de
Bales, in Brooklyn, conduct one of the most flourlsh-
ing academies In the Btate. The convent and
acudemy are situated at the corner of Pearl snd
Johnson streets. The course of study pursued at
this splendid centre of learning eminently fita the
young Indy for whatever position of life she m.¥ be
intended. The mumber of pupiis is nearly 160. They
also conduct a boarding school at Vilia de Sales,
New Utrecht, L. L, at which place the same course
is pursued. At each place they have splendid
grounds surrounding the convent for the use of the
community, which numbers 44,

DOMINICANESSES,

These nuns have & hospital near Remsen and
Wyckofl streeta under their charge; also an orphan
asylum attached to the Holy Trinity church. elr
convent is at the corner of Montrose and Graham
avenues, The communitys nmmber 60. They con-
duct the German Catholic schools of the diecese.

LITTLE SISTERS OF TIE POOR,

On the 16th day of September, 1 seven of these
Bisters arrived from France to establish a branch
here. They were preceded by a good father, who
fnrcuued ree small houses on De Kalb avenue,
n which they commenced their loved work. 80
destitnte were they of household furniture that
they ate their first meal in America—a loal of
bread which they ana_plenty of freah
water—from the top of a trunk. ey then went In
queat of the maimed, blind, lame and
aged, and before the fourth s aun had set on
their resldence in Brookiyn they had one man and
two old women, whom they cared for and clothed
with loving kindness. The popularity of the Order
#00D rose, and DOW & 00/ ous home has been
bullt for thelr use, In which there are nearly one
hundred and ur't! poor persons supported by these
slsters, Recently a chapel has been blessed by the
Bishop, and now afar off can be seen the cross-
crowned splre of the chapel, while over the Home
stands a splendid atatue of Our Lady. The services
of five doctors have been given voluntarily to the
care of the sick and lnorm of the home.

FRANCIBOAN SISTERS,

The Bisters of the Poor of 8t. Francls came to
Brooklyn gbout seven or eight years ago and since
that time have been In charge of St. Peter's Hogpl-
tal, corner of Hicks and Congress streets. When
the invalld is brought to the door his religion 18
not questioned. Be he Catholic or Protestant he ia
welcomed inside the walls of 8t. Peter's. 1f able
to pay he |8 expected to do 8o, but if not able he is
not required. Over one hundred patlénts are cared
for by these lnvl.nnf Sisters, like ministering angels
comiorting and solacing the patient. A local press
thus speaks of them :—

We see united in them the most rermn humility with
the most heroic courage, lively faith with good works,
praver with charity that embraces all God's creatures,
xeal with prodence, unum.lttl:s exertion with that sun.
shine of the soul whieh poota a sages re fond of paint-
ing, bat wlrﬁh ts enjoyed unl,vnzy { whose lives are
devoted to the services of God and His poor.

The Sisters are very popular in Brooklyn, and the
eltizens of Brookiyn are very liberal In thelr dona-
Liona to them.

SISTETS OF THE QOOD SHEPHERD.

On Aulsntic avenue and East New York avenune
stands the Convent of the (iood Shepherd. The ob-

ct of this Order is to reclaim the fallen female

ack to the paths of virtue from which she strayed;
and po widely known haa the Order become for its
great usaliness to society that there (s scarce a
country in which the Order has not a branch. They
bave been only & few yeara in this ul:{ and were
formerly located at Nos, 4239 and 231 Henry street,
where they have rescued many a famale from o life
of shame and procured her a place In honorable
society. Not long since the apotted fever broke ont
among the inmates, and great was the care they
recelved from the nuns prior Lo transferring them
to the hospital, So great and plous was the care
that they bestowed that pelther sleep nor rest
would interfere with those nurses till some of the
Bisters were struck down with the disease them-
#elves. Before long the fever did ita work, and
among the victims which It carried off there were
two of those noble Siaters, ly & martyr's crown
awalted them, for they fell in the discharge of their
heaven-born charity. The community bpumbers
over fifteen ; the penitents over fty.

By this little sketch of the works of the religious
orders in Brooklyn we see that they are not ldle,
Fully 15000 c¢hlldren are educated by them, while
the sick, the aged, the orphan and the fallen one
are not forgotten, Those desiring an education
suitable to thelr means, If wealthy, can find in-
struction in these schools equal to any lo America,

To the good Mishop, Right Rev. John Loughlin, ia
due the praise of the community for the great en-
cournfemen: lie has given to thoae orders, maki
Brooklyn their home, and to his priests for their
ia\;p in making known the merits of the religious
orders to their parishioners, thus givl them &
hold on the affection of the people not to easlly
relinquished by them. That they continue
this great work they have commenced and brin
forth some more grand results, equal to thosoe tha
the Cathollc Church has scnieved In other places by
the religions orders, and that they may continue to
fourish until this lsland be full of monks and nuns
18 the wish of every Uatholle (o this dlocese,

Infant Creation=The Frobable Origin of
Mankind and the Lower Animals.
To rae Epitor oF THE HERALD :—
Notwithstanding the almost universal belief in a
Creator, and the fact that the account of man's
origin found In the sacred record s commonly re-
celved and accepted, {6 must ocour to most persons
who are not unable or afrald to think that the his-
tory of the creation as given in the Book of Genesls
is somewhat mystical, figurative and allegorical,
and cannot he regarded as actual sclentific truth.
We purpose, however, no quarrel with the grand
old poetic legend of the origin of man and his habi-
tatlon, nor do we pretend to a new inspiration,
We but put forward what we consider to be a
reasonable speculation as to the modus operandi
of the formation of worlda and their (nhabitants,
leaving the time-honored atory of Modes
to the undying admiration of al! ages. We do not
intend to enter into the question as to how or
when matter entered the universe. We see no rea-
#on why matter should not have been co-aternal
with mind; for if we start with the assumption
that mind created matter, we shall stlil have the
question behind us, “Who created mind? We
thunk we are travelling back far enough when we
attempt to concelve the universe containing noth-
Ing but gaseous elements or matter (n solution,
and a gtill more ethereal element, mind, ready to
permeate with instinct and (Intelligence bodles
hereafter to be formed. Probably the morning of
creation commenced with lighting the fires, or the
formation of suns—it 18 quite enough for our pur-
pose, having to do with our own solar system, to
say the pun. Here these questions must be put:—
What is the sun * How was the fire lighted, and
with what fael is it sustained ¥ And we record eur
opinion that the solar body is one of the results of
& vast exploslon of gases, & mighty thunderbolt in-
deed, kept always In a molten state by being im-
mersed in pure oxygen separated [rom the other
gases, and from time to time atoked with planets
and asterolds for fuel. Possibly this globe was
once & misshapen fragment, revolving round the
sun, awaiting the solar appetite for more planetary
or asteroldal fuel, and, obedlent to & law of de-
mand best known Gto solar stokers and
planetary conl merchants, obsequlously supplled
that demand, recelving as her reward the ad-
vantage of belng ‘licked into ghape.”

How came the fertile
soll, the Iathomless seas, the boundless forests and
waving prairies, the myriad forms of life, the
snowy mountains and the regions of lce?
We have sald that the existence of the sun de.
nds upon pure oxygen, and a well-known chem-
cal experiment will prove what combustion In thas
ﬁnu means, how intense are the heat and lignt pro-
uced from hot iron, which In our atinosphere
would speedily become cold and dead, and it ia
therefore easily seen that when the flery projectile
rushed Into space and met with humid gases, neces-
sarily present in vast quantities, entirely freed
from oxygen, this globe, emerging from a solely
fire-sustaining gas, entered the domain of water-
producing elements, Here the cooling process set
in, the world became enveloped In steam, mlﬂ?u‘
changes took piace; the quicklime and other kin-
dred substances upon the surface were slaked and
softened into soil, while the metals gradually
acquired their adamantine hardness in the now
all-pervading damp.
