The fact cannot be disguised. There is a

strong moral and religious as well as physical
element now being infused into the religious
discussions of the day. When a noted orator
of the East was asked, "What was it that made
England the terror of the ocean and the land?"
that orator answered."It was whiskey."
The inquiry now is "What is it that makes the
pious element paramount to every other in
oar social organization t The answer is.

"Woman." In all the progressive moral and
religions movements we find at this day that
woman is taking the initiative.the pioneer
position. It is to be seen in the advanced
stage of the temperance reform, in the admirableBystems of Sunday schools, in the educationand the elevation of the unevangelized
children of the streets, in bringing the waywardand the astray back to the
paths of rectitude and virtue, in clutching
from the grasp of the arch-fiend those timid
specimens of mortality who, once on the
downward track, know no right nor left until
they find themselves in the dark ocean of
hopeless perdition. When woman takes the
helm of morality you may be sure the sterner
craft will be directed in a proper course.

We are pleased to learn from the Christian
Union (Brother Beeoher) that Massachusetts is
coming well to the front in the work of enlargingthe opportunities of woman. The dominantpolitical party at its last State Convention(in Massachusetts) committed itself positivelyto woman suffrage. An able plea for
the admission of women to Harvard College
is made. A new College for Women has been
founded at Northampton by a woman's munificentbequest. In his editorial capacity Mr.
Beecher says he is appalled at the propositionto furnish, by wholesale, writers for
the daily and weekly press as well as of books,
and in his desperation the eloquent preacher
and hearth-side advocate exclaims, "If the
mania for authorship is encouraged to become
an epidemic, Heaven help the editors and the
public." A good many editors undoubtedly
need Heaven's help, but should the Rev.
Henry Ward Beecher proclaim the fact aloud ?
In the meantime, let the good work of the good
women go on. They have proven themselves
the best of artists, writers, poets, lawyers (if
we are to believe Shakspeare), of warriors (if
we are to believe the history of Joan d'Arc),
of mothers (if we may, as we must, credit the
Christian theory of the mother of the Saviour
of mankind).

OBITUARY.
William Auderion, LL.D.

Kev. William Anderson, I.L.D., oue of the moat
eminent of the pulplt-pollilcal orators of (llasgow,
Scotland, has just expired at his residence, ProspectHouse, Duddlngstotu He was In the seveutylourthyear of his age. The disease which carried
Wm off was chronic bronchitis and congestion of
the lungs, from which he suffered for months, but
had only been confined to bed for ten days. With
but slight exceptions he retained his consciousness
to the last, and died In the lull assurance of hope,,saying that "while thankful In his closing hours he
felt no pain, ho longed to get home."

Dr. William Anderson was sun of the Rev. John
Anderson, Keliei Minister, Kilsyth, lie studied at
(iluHgow University, and was called to John Btreet
church, his first and only charge, in 1821, although,
owing to hindrances placed in ills way by the Presbytery,who objected to his using Ills M.S. in the
pulpit, he was not ordained till the following year.Ills jubilee was celebrated in March. 1871, when lie
was presented by the congregation and friends
with £1,200, which he generously devoted to foundingscholarships In connection with the United
Presbyterian Church. He was noted for his Millennarlauviews, and was a powerful and popular advocateof civil and religious freedom. Besides two
volumes or discourses, "Lectures on the Mass,"
he was author or a well-known work on Regeneration,pronounced the best In the language, lie receivedthe degree of LL. D. from Glasgow University
about 1862. Ho was the public advocate of every
advance movement for progress in Glasgow duringhalf a century. lie fought for the cause ol education,ror the voluntary church principle, for the
anti-slavery movement, for the Reform bill aud
other pouular measures, and lor these long before
they became popular and when they were everywherespoken against. From his pulpit usually
came the first peal which awakened Glasgow to
uuy new liberal movement. Those who have heard
him introduce Kossuth, denounce Pio Nouo, expose
Cardinal Cullen, and throw hlmseir on any strong
tide of civic enthusiasm, but named him the Man
ol' the Westland People.

Alderman Hale.
Alaerman Hale. ex-Lord Mayor and ex-Sheriff of

London, has just died in the English metropolis.
Mr. Hale was born in February, 1701, thus being at
the time of Ills decease In his eighty-second year.
He was a member of the Court of Common Council
for several years, and in 186fl was chosen Alderman.In 1868 he became Sheriff of London and
Middlesex, and In 1804 he was elected Lord Mayor.
He was widely known as tne virtual founder of the
City of London School, upwards of thirty years
agro, he having taken the leading part in the scheme

From
that time until his death he was the President of
the school, and was one of Its most munificent supporters.

William H. Walker.
Sir William H. Walker, Knight, an English gentlemanwho was widely and favorably known in East

India naval circles and those of trade, has just died
in Great Britain. He had completed his seventysecondyear at the time or his death. A son of the
late Mr. Benjamin Walker, of Sitttnhourne, Kent,
he entered the service oi the East India Company
at the age or fifteen; from this he retired In 1839,
at the expiration of the Company's charter; hue
subsequently commanded several ships trading
between England and Calcutta. He was a Fellow
of the Koyal Geographical Society and Senior ProfessionalMember of the Marine and Harbor Departmentsof the British Board of Trade. He received
the honor of knighthood last year, in recognitionof his long and able public services under the
Company and the Crown.

Countesa Dash.
We learn from Paris that the Countess Dash has

just died at her residence, at Batlgnollos, of paralysis,brought on by an attack of rheumatic gout,
which had confined her to her bed lor the last three
months. She was seventy-two years of age. The
real name of the lady was the Dowager Marquise
Potolr de St. Marc; the other she adopted when, in
consequence or a reverse or fortune, she devotedherself to literature. Since 183'), when she
published her first work, "Le Jen de la Relne," she
has written an immense number of novels, the subjectof a large portion of (hem being the gallantries
of the Court of Lorti XV.
