The committee appointed by the Commissioners
of Kmlgratlon to iuve»tigute (lie alburn of the
Insane Asylum for Kmigrants on Ward's Island re¬

commenced their labors yesterday at tiro o'clock,
In the office of the Institution. Ttio gentlemen
present and officially engaged in the liiquiry were

Commissioners E. B. Hart, Alexander Krear, James
Lyuoh, Slglsmund Kaufiuauu, Ceorge J. Forrest
and Willy Wallash. One or two physicians were
In attendance who will be called upon at some
other time to give their testimony as ex¬

perts as CO the system of treatment practised
with the insane Inmates. Mrs. Scully, the matrou,
was first examined and gave her testimony In a

¦lightly embarrassed manner, which might perhaps
be expected from a woman In such a position.
^However it prejudiced lier answers somewhat and
perplexed commissioner Hart, not a little. Home
of her assertions were afterwards ilally contra¬
dicted by Dr. Bledell In the divers explanations
which ne was allowed to make; and the contra¬
dictions referred to were supported by the testi¬
mony of Orderly Butler, whose manner was
moat honest aud conscientious. Some lan¬
guage, which had been imputed to Father
ll'rachensky, the Chaplain of tne Islands, by
*)r. Kiedell, as having been addressed to the
witness was denied by the latter as well as by the
reverend gentleman himself. Dr. Kiedell also made
the oharge against the priest of having performed
the ceremony of wedlock between one of he in¬
mates of the asylum and her betrol bed, who cauie

there (Tom Providence for her. Father H. l'racheu-
sky explained this by saylug that the woman was

mid to have recovered; that she was only walling
for Bome Irlend to take Iter away, that she might
'yet Iter discharge and that he could not allow her
to go under the care of her ''iuture one" unless
they should be first united by the connubial tie.
The point of most moment in Dr. Kiedell's admis¬

sions on his recall was that lie acknowledged hav¬
ing kept no history of any of the eased under his
charge, so that when part of them were transferred
to auother asylum he was uuable to put in the pos¬
session of the physician Into whose c.ire they were
surrendered facts concerning their former condi¬
tions. The investigation was adjourned at six
O'clock until next Saturday.

matron, the woman fell down some steps, and when she
vas taken up was found to have a cut on ;hc brow; 1
never struck an insane patient in all my liiis. with the
exception that we were stripping a patient one ilav
an t she kicked me in the stomach and I pushed
lier; I never saw any patient atrttck bv the paidpeople, except tliat sometimes they arc put in thr dark
cell or In a straight Jacket! they never remain tn n?
more ihau an boor and are never put in except hv direc¬
tion of Mrs. Scully.
By Commissioner Lynch.We put the iacket on a

¦woman who huts lier head ugalus: the wall, but It
doesn't 1'j any good; atieirts are never leit without one
of the helpers being present; we take mraislii the insane
wards; 1 set up with the dying In my turn when thev are
cross; when they are mote utild tnoy arc ieit to liieui-
selves at night.

1 MURDER m BARCLAY STREET.
An Italian Woman Stabs a Kewsboy in tho

Back.Stealing Decayed Fruit the Cause of
the Tragedy.An Interview with the
Murderess at the Tombs and the

Dying Boy at Park Hospital.

Yesterday afternoon a boy Darned Thomas Hart,
of 104 Monroe street, aged thirteen years, and
who lias of late (teen leading a vagrant life,
was latally stabbed Id the baolc while In Barclay
street by an Italian woman named Gattarina Mar-
clftauo uirago, living at 200 South Fifth avenue.
The wounded boy is now lying at death's door In
Park Hospital, and the woman Is an inmate In the
Tombs. Tito following are the details of the case
as gathered by a Hrralii reporter :.

TUB OVINrt OOY'B STOUT.
As I was walking in Barclay street this morulug

with some other boys 1 saw a woman with a knlie
in her hand, picking specked fruit out of an ash
barrel, and as I was very hungry, having had
nothlug to uat for twenty-four hours, I got beulnd
her and took soino out of the baskot. Another
woman who was near her saw what i was about
and told her, sud she ran after me

after taiklug to me In Italian, which 1 do not un¬
derstand. l was boru at 04 Monroe street, In the
.seventh ward) in 1859, and am thirteen years
of age. Mir father was a machinist, who went away
to California, and was never heard of. 1 never
saw him. My mother, to support the family,
used to do washing. I weut to the public
school in Monroe street whon I was six for
eighteen months, and at the end of that time my
mothor seut uiv to the Juvenile Asylum, on the
Hudson, at mth street, where I lived pretty happy
for three yoars and a half. 1 left It in August, last
year, and went to live at mv uncle's, who Is a
painter, at 429 Weal Twenty-elgnth street;

arid curse me ami beat me all the time, and was
always Uudiug fault with me aud everything I did.
Then, lo get rid of me, he sent me to the West¬
chester Protectory, where I stopped a short tlmo,
and thev were very kind to me them. Then 1 got
Into A. I . Stewart's as cash bo/. My salary was
$2 06 a week. 1 went to work at J. 0. Worth's coffee
store, at l»3 Dnane street, but I had to teave it be¬
cause » liny reported I did not pick the stones out
of the coffee good. l'heu 1 worked at Moore Broth¬
ers' shoe store at $8 a week, but they turned me
oir and said I was slow. Since that time 1 have
ueeu selling newspapers.

; ver.v poor, and she went down lo the neighborhood
of Washington Market to see ir she could not pick
up some damaged fruit. "While picking some out
or an ash barrel the boy Hart throw some mud at
me aiid stole some tilings out of my basket, and
snatchcd my kulfe out of my hand. He then ran
away, throwing the knife as he ran, which 1 picked
tip, and he was caught by a gentleman and.and.
aud".here she came to a dead stop, for she could
not bring herself to say that she had stabbed the
boy.
"0 Holy Virgin ! what shall I do? Why do they

who was trving to get food for my family. Can I
have my lithe baby, or will tho cold or the prison
kill it ir 1 have it here 1 And 1 am soon expect¬
ing to be a mothor again.

After a lew
minutes she showed her basketful of half-decayed
apples, pears, plums and peaches, which she had
gathered In the ash barrels near Washington Mar*
Ret. "My ntuse in lull is

and 1 have a boy of twelve, with whom I used to go
round in the streets to beg money while he playedtho harp. I have been about thirteen years m this
country, but I can't speak Kngllsli. My husband
and myself were married boiore we left Naples.
Oh, why did we leave beautiful Italy to have so
much misery In this country oil. my poor baby I"
The parting scene which ensued between hus*

band and wife was sad lo witness, the woman
wanting to follow him out of the prison, thinking
that he nad obtained her deliverance; but a touch
oil the arm from the Jailer, With Ins heavy keys

: dangling in one hand, speedily undeceived her,
and, with a cry of desperation aud down-oent
head, she followed him to her cell, there to undergo
the poignant, remorse which attends the impris¬
oned assassin.

THE LATEST BROOKLYN" HOMICIDE.

Mysterious Killing of Patrick Cltllit it-
All Arrcut Upon Suspicion.

The question as to the cause of death of
Patrick qulnn, the laborer who was found
lying dead with a deep cut on trie back or
hl<< head and his face bruised, in the rear of
a tenement house on the northeast corner of
Navy mid Willoughby streets, at an early hour on

Suuduy morning, Is still enveloped in mystery.
The young niau whom Mrs. McCall stated assisted
in getting Quinn to vacate the stoop in front of
her store in Navy street, where ne was last
seen alive about midnight of Saturday, William
Schnlder, Is In custody. He was found in New
York yesterday by a police ortlccr of tho Fourth
precinct and was taken to Brooklyn. He states
that while waiting ror a car to go lo South Brook¬
lyn, where he lives, In Wyckoff street, he saw

Quinn drunk In Mrs. McCail's grocery store, near
the corner of Navy street and Myrtle avenue. Mrs.
McCall wauted to shut up her store, and requested
him lo take the man Quinn out. Schnlder then
walked up to Qnlnu and said, "Let us go; this
lady wants to shut up her store." Qnlnn
benau to growl, but dually walked out
the door, and suddenly struck out at
Schnlder with his flat. Schuloer threw up
his arm to ward off the blow, which, however,
struck him lightly on the face. Quinn then stag¬
gered and loll back to the pavement. At thai mo¬
ment three or lour fellows came up, one of whom,
supposing that the prisoner had been abusing the
deceased, drew off his coat and was about loattack
litni, when Schnlder explained how It had oc¬
curred. omnu then got up on his feet, and Schnl-
der went away leaving him there. That
was I he last he saw of him. On Sun-
day morning, hearing that the police were
after him, und not desiring to be locked up over
night, he went to New Vork, determined upon sur¬
rendering himself the nexi day. This statement

' was made to Captain Waddy, or Myrtle avenue sta¬
tion, ami the Chief of I'ollee.

li seems that on Sunday night a friend of the
prisoner called at the station house and icpre-I sented that schnlder had gone to New York, but
would give himself up the following day. The
Captain told Detective Corr to take the
visitor to New Vork and find Schnlder;If lie tailed to do so lo return
with the man and lock lilm up. The couple then
proceeded on their mission, and visited a num¬
ber of the prisoner's habitual resorts, but with-
out finding lilra. They were on their return to
Brooklyn yesterday morning when they met
Schnlder, who was ou his way to that city for t lie
avowed purpose ol giving himself Into custody,
lie was arraigned before Justice Walsh, who com¬
mitted him to await the result of the Investigation,
which will be held before Coroner Jones this lore-
noun, at ten o'clock.

THE SUPERVISORS OF ELECTION, i
. -

A Busy Bay in the United
States Circuit Court.

A Long List of Supervisors and
Several Objections.

CONTINUED HEARING TO-DAY.

Tlie announcement that Judge Woo Iruir would
alt yesterday In the United States Circuit Court,
for the appointment of supervisors 01 election
drew a large number of wolittciuns to the federal
building In Chambers street. Tlie gathering was

composed of Apollo flail men, Tammanyites and
republicans. Michael Nortou was early In at¬
tendance. Peter Mitchell wan also on hand, and
while waiting for the arrival of the Judge Mr.
Samuel J. Tilden and ex-Judge Syeucer were look¬
ing over law books, preparing themselves, probably,
on some point in reference to the Election law.
Three lists, comprising about tt.600 names, liavo

been sent la to the Court. Tltesc lints represent
the three political parties Into which our local or-

ganUaMous are divided, and from these tlie Court
will be called upon to select l,0.iti persons to act as
supervisors In the forthcoming election.
U had been stated (hat Judge Woodruff would sit

at eleven o'clock, but it was closo upon two before
His Honor made his appearauce.
Judge Woodruff having taken hla seat on tne

bench, the Crier opened Court under a direction
from the Judge to give notice to parties present
that if they had auy business In couuectlou with
the Election law they would be heard on present-
lug their applications.
Judge Woodruff then said that the act under which

the Court was now open provided that the chief
supervisor of tlie election district In which he may
be a Commissioner shall first receive applications
from parties lor the appointment of supervisors of
election for the district for which the Commissioner
was designated, and he shall present such applica¬
tions to the Judge and furnish such information to
the Court as may euabte the Court to make selec¬
tions of proper persons. The Court Is now open
for the appointment of supervisors of election for
the Southern District of New York.
Commissioner Davenport said he had applica¬

tions from three parties.the republicans, Apollo
Hall and Turnmany.aud also a few special applica¬
tions.
Judge Woodruff.If the list of names has not

been made public, I desire now that it he
made public, to the end that if there be auy
objeolion to any one that has not come to the ears
of tne chief supervisor there may bu an opportu¬
nity of hearing what the objectlou is. You had
better read the list.
Commissioner Davenport then read the list, down

to the end of the First Assembly district.
Ex-Judge Spencer said that, so far as lie knew,

the democratic party had selected men from their
own electoral districts in accordance with what
he considered to be the law. With regard to the
lists of other organizations he know of no objection
to any single individual, as the llsls had been in
the hands of the supervisors since Thursday last;
but he objected to any partv being made a super¬
visor unless he resided m the district. "We," ob¬
served ex-Judge Spencer, "have followed that
rule."
Commissioner Davenport.The law does not re¬

quire that.
Ex-Judge Spencer.Mr. Tlldcn and myself have

examined this law very closely, and we have come
to the conclusion that such Is the law.
Commissioner.The majority of the applications

are from persons lu the districts la which thev re¬
side; and though. In m.v opinion, the law In nor. to
this effect, it would be desirable that that should be
the case, as, in that event, the Inspectors would be
better acquainted with persons in that district.
Mr. Tilden.May it please the Court
Judge Woodruff.I beg your pardon, but I did not

Invite now any general objection. At present 1 can
only hear objections as to the appoJlUmcul of any
particular man.
Mr. Tilden.There are, I suppose, two questions-

one as to the construction of the law in regard to
the parties to be represented. We understand
that the parties to bo represented in these appoint¬
ment are the two great parties
Judge Woodruff. I called lor specific objections

to names. nnJ not lor general objections.
Mr. Tlldcn.I am not here to argue ag.ilnst anv

name or in iavor of any name.
Commissioner Davenport continued to read the

lint: havim; read for some time,
The Judge observed that when the list was con¬

cluded he would hear particular objections to
names, and also the general objection referred to
by Mr. Spencer ami Mr. Tilden.

lu l he course ot the reading it was stated tlint a
special application had been sent in from Justice
( ox as a member of the Tammany Ilall General

| Committee.
Mr. Speucer denied that Justice Cox was a mem-

GRASS) PARADE OF THE BROOKLYN MILITIA.

Governor HoAnan and Staff Review the
Second Division, N. O.

There was a great flutter of excitement in the
militia circles of Kings county yesterday, the oc¬
casion being the review of the Second division, Na¬
tional Guard, state of New York, by his Excellency
Governor Hoffman and j^aff.
Shortly after four o'clock the Second division

was formed on Henry street, and the line of march
was taken up. The route was down Clinton street
to First place, Henry street to Joraiemon
street, and thence to the p!aco set apart for
review. The latter site was on the open ground,
west of the County Court House, on Fulton avenue,
Dear Boerum street. Here a rickety stand was

erected, which was supposed to have been intended
for the use of the Mayor, Aldermen, heads of de¬
partments and members of the press. Unfortu¬
nately for the credit or the committee whose duty
it was to sec that these arrangements were ob¬
served, an uncouth, aurly and apparently Inebriated
Individual was designated to guard the slairs lead¬
ing to the platform. The consequence was that
several newspaper representatives were not al¬
lowed beforo the stand at all, their places
being usurped by "small fry" politicians.
The throng about the point of review
was very great, and it required the utmost exer¬
tion on the part or Inspector of Police John S. Folk
aud u numerous detachment of men to keep the
requisite space clear.

THE GERMAN POISONING CASE.
Trial of Frederick Ileggl for the Alleged Mur¬

der of Frederick J. Siegfried.

Testimony for the Defence.The Case
Nearly Closed.

The trial or Frederick Heggl. charged with the
murder of Frederick i. Siegfried i>j poisoning him,
which was temporarily suspended on Friday. In
consequence or the sickness of a Juror, was re¬
sumed yesterday In the Geueral Sesslous, Recorder
Hackett presiding.
District Attorney Stewart recalled Dr. Marsh,

who was examined further relative to the condl-
tlon In which he found the remains of the deceased.
Ho said the coffin was well preserved, and that the
ltd was screwed on tight ; there was no earth Inside
the coitiu; the mucous membrane of the stomach
and the Intestines presented tho appearance of
being Inflamed; the stomach aud body were well
preserved, except the tissues or the baok, which
were softened ; there were no Indications of arseni¬
cal poison, except the apparently inflamed condi¬
tion of the stomach ; under circumstances favora-
ble to Its operation from two to three grains or
arsenic would be sufficient to cause death, other
questions relative to the effects oi arseulc upon the
system were asked and answered.

Dr. Fredorlck Trnohsees was examined by coun¬
sel for the prisoner. In July, 1809, the deceased
<?ame to him complaining that his throat was dry,and that he had pains in the llrer and stomach; he
looked very pale, and was only skin and bone; the
witness gave lilm something to quiet the pain; the
deceased had a hectio cough, aud he (tne witness)
thought lie had consumption.To the District Attorney.I never gave him any
arsenic.
Unibo Furman, a chemist and physician, was ex¬

amined at great length as to the manner In whloii a
chemical analysis or human remains should be con¬
ducted lu efforts to dctcct poison. In all oases
where the lite or a tiuman being Is Involved, the
microscope ought to be employed, because the de¬
tection of arsenic in the fluids and solids of
a dead body is a very difficult problem; it was
not enough to examine a small portion of

a corpse uuless the poison found In one particular
spot was of such a quantity that that quantity of
itself would kill. The wltuess said that Dr. lOnde-
mau, who made ihc analysis of the remains or tho
deceased, to couvince him (the witness) of the
presence of arsoutc, ought to produce tho metal
and show Its crystals with the microscope; then
he ought to reduce it to an oxide aud show the
crystals with the microscope.
Jacob lloiley, a livery stable keeper In Newark,

testified that In August, 18<W, lie drove the prisoner
and Mr. Miegirled from Nowark to Kast Houston
street, New York; before they started Mrs. Sieg¬fried said if the prisoner wauted to ride she would
uot go, and she got out of the wagon; at tnat time
the prisoner went into Mr. Tanner's to return a
chair.
Catherine Tanner, who resides at 110 Springfield

avenue, Newark, said that about three years agoshe had a conversation with Siegfried; she asked
htm if he had any family ; he replied he had but
would uot go to them, because he was afraid that
they would kill or poison him to get his money :
that he had had previous trouble with them, and
that was the reason he went away from them ; the
deceased also toid her he had a good friend in New
York and would write to him to come and visit
him; the deceased looked leebie, and she thought
lie was consumptive.
Klizubeth iirentl testified that in August, lSn.i,

she helped to take care of Siegfried at Hie prison¬
er's house; Mrs. Heggl watched with her in the
night time, and that Mr. Heggl went out to work at
night; she never heard Sicgiried say that he was
poisoned.
Win. I). Andrews, manufacturer of machinery,testified that lleggi had been In his employ lor

nearly tifleeu yeais, und always considered him an
livnest, upright, truthlul, peaceable and kind-
hearted man.
A number of gentlemen connected with Mr. An¬

drews' establishment testified to the same effect.
TUB PRISONER'S STATKMKNT.

Frederick lliggi, the accused, was examined
through the Interpreter, lie said he knew Sieg-Irted lu Switzerland thirty-five years ago, and
never administered any arsenic to him. HegKl had
made a settlement with Caroline Millar, at Sieg¬fried's request, who gave him a power of
attorney to transact business for him. llcggi
went to Newark and found the deceased
very feeble and sick. Siegfried wanted to
sell his mortgages and go to Switzerland,
aud ho asked htm (Heggl) to go with him to New
York aud take care of him, as lie did not want his
owu family to have anything to to do with lilm; he
brought him to his (Heggi's) home aud called Dr.
Kreliblo the next day, wlio prescribed for him; the
deceased told Heggl once that he would leave
something to the child of the younger Mrs. Sieg¬
fried; no conversation took place between Heggland the youug Mrs. Siegfried about the will.
The accused was examined at great length byAssistant District Attorney Stewart in reference to

the circumstances attending the drawing of the
will by a man named Summers, in Newark. Heggl
said he was not present when the will was drawn,
but ieit the house In comoany with Summers
to deposit $2, sot) in the Dime Savings Hank,
which he did in the name of Siegfried and took
out a book-, Moutrled told him to get a lawyer, but
he (Heggl) did not know that tie wanted a lawyer
to draw up»a will; summers told the prisouer that,
Slegirled got up out of bed and Bigned the will at
a table.
The counsel then put In cvidencc the bill of set¬

tlement which ttie accused effected for Siegfried,
the potver 01 attorney granted by the deceased to
the prisoner and read the testimony of Summers, a
notary public In Newark, which was given before
the coroner, Summers having died since that time.
samuel F. Schaffer, the Secretary or the Swiss

Consul, and Charles starkey testified to the good
character of Heggl. The Court then adjourned till
this (Tuesday) morning. The case will be finished'
to-day.
