OPENING OF THE ITALIAN OPERA SEASON.

The Beautj Of $he Metropolis Wel¬
come the ilwN.

SELIKA'S TRIUMPH.

Graceful Floral Tributes to the
Queen of Song.

The Hcene last night at the Academy of Muslo
will long dwell lu (he memory or those who bad
the happiness to wituess it Never perhaps lu
the history of opera iu this country did ail
audience h<> uumerous and brilliant assemble
to welcome an artist to the American stage.
The didiat or Madame Lucca was looked
forward to with unusual Interest by the
puolic on account or the romance that surrounds
the story of her struggles and her triumphs.
Coming to us with a great European reputation
there was a pretty general reeling thai the Ameri¬
can public had nothing to do but aooept the ver¬
dict already pronounced by a competent tribunal
on the vocal powers or the wayward little lady.

In selecting "L'Afrloaine" lor the opening night
the management displayed good sense, for, al¬
though that magnificent work or Meyerbeer has
never obtained much hold on the American public,
every one was anxious to see the one prima donna
who could invest the rOfc or Selllca with absorbing
Interest. The result justifled the managerial
calculations. Public attention was thoroughly
aroused aud every oue who could manage It went
to the great Sellka'a debut to note the impression
she would make, fully convinced that It would
mark au epoch in the history of the lyric stage.
Long before the hour announced for tho opening

or the Academy a crowd had collected at the en¬
trance in Irvioi' "ijce. resolved to hold their
Own agalus! all comei-j luul secufe the best
positions. These were the. unfortunate votaries or
the muses, who, irom carelessness or economy, had
neglected to obtain seat* while there was yet time,
and were uow forced to watch and struggle for
some coigu or vantage. People pushed about in a
most unceremonious manner, aud whoever had the
hardest ribs and the sharpest eiiiows got nearest
the wished-ior entrance.
At last the doors opened and the surging mass

or humanity precipitated themselves into the in¬
terior and were quickly distributed throagh the
house. Those who held reserved seats came in
more slowly, as their locations wore fixed and
there was no need or hurry. Kven this class, how¬
ever, were not long in putting In an appearance,
aud the mass of dark-looking, empty seats
became dotted hero and there with the
white burnous of the ladles. Gradually the large
blank spaces were Oiled with animated human
forms, until the melancholy-looking auditorium
brightened up and bloomed, as If under tho wand
or a magician, with a parterre of brilliant cos¬
tumes. sparkling diamonds, laughing eyes and
beautiful human laces full ot sympathetic life.
Never, perhaps, had the Academy looked so bril¬

liant as it did last night. Every nook and corner
was fllled, and there did not seem to be a spot
where another human being could be conveniently
placed. The richness or the ladles' toilets and
(he general prevalence of full «1 re^s contributed to
give an unusual fclat to tho scene, which
was not without its effect on the spirits or the
uudlence. Mo much had been promised on behair
ofMme. Lucca that expectation rau high, and the
public were ou I heir guard not to be surprised into
accepting the debutante before she had thoroughly
demonstrated tier right to be considered as the
great artiste whose Sellka was without rival. This
feeling was le!t rather than manifested, and in
spite of the joyous look of the house the audience
were reserved aud almost cold in the opening acts.
There was no marked welcome extended to any

or the artists until Madame Lucca appeared on the
scene, ir there was not manifested the kind of
enthusiasm which would have hailed Mine.
Lucca in Italy, I'rance or even Kngland, there was

yet a compensating heartiness In the welcome
tendered lo her that went a far way
to replace the missing enthusiasm. As the
evening wore on the cold and formal spirit or the
audience dissolved, and under the magic influence
of Mme. Lucca's clear, sweet notes the audience
were warmed into admiration and Anally into en¬
thusiasm. Not a solitary flower was cast at her
feel when she flrst appeared, but wheu she
had sung and the audience became con¬
vinced that she possessed all the gifts
and genius that she had been credited with,
floral tributes were absolutely showered on her.
In a) leasi one insiance this statement la literally
true. An enthusiastic admirer in the tipper tier
or boxes threw a huge bouquet with such a true aim
that it landed on Lucca's shoulder. As the bouquet
might lie more correctly described as a bundle of
flowers, the compliment quite staggered the 'ady,
but she rallied and looked up amiably at the mal
adroit, wiu> hastened to disappear as rapidly as he
could. This was about the only contretemps or the
night, as everything went on very smoothly.

In race or the magnificent promises made by the
directors of the Academy the mine en urine, was any¬
thing but impressive, and though there was no at¬
tempt made to Introduce our old Swiss iriend we
feel assured that we have uot yet done with that
marvellously enduring tflouunu-nt of the sceuq
Uiiiflter $#rtj ^ .

What a strange thing is the mind of a great
composer, wheu, after reaching the temple or
lame and being crowned with imperishabfe lau¬
rels, ambition lc.ids him on to mount still higher
and to excel all his former efforts' There are num¬
berless instances or the result of this o'erween-
Mi* ambition. Beethoven is one, and every musi¬
cian knows tint the lire of his genius burned
not so brightly in the sunset or his days
as at the noontide, when he ponrcd forth
symphony after symphony, those Imperishable
works of art. Meyerbeer achieved a renown before
which thai of all other operatic composers must
lade, by his " Huguenots, '' "Propiifete," "L'Etolle
du Nord " aud "Hubert;'* but none of these works
were so dear to him as that which was presented
at the Academy of Music last night. He dreamed
his life uwftv on a work which was to tower above
all others, and this work was "L'Afrlcalne."
All oth 'r efforts ot his mind were Insignificant to
him iu presence of this one absorbing Idea. We
have told before how he sought long and patiently
for a prima donna worthy or Interpreting the
heroine ot Ills work, ami how in Pauline Lucca he
thought lie lound his Ideal.

Hut, all things con¬
sidered, lasi nights representation placed
the work In the light of a novelty.
A new Htid curefullv selected company and
many painstaking rehearsals testified to the
care or the management. As the chorus and or¬
chestra are of more vlial Importance to an opera
of Meyerbeer than to that of any composer.we
may say here that Mr. Mareuek's forces in these
departments were well disciplined, but not strong
enough iu number to Invest the work with that dig-
nit v. grandeur and effect desirable. There were
lortv-foui' Instruments in tlie orchestra and fifty
odd singers, aud or the volume or tone pruduced
by them the orchestra had the lion's share. The

In the fourth act
the impersonation of Sellka by Mme. Luooa reached

a climax of excellence In another love duet, which
drew forth from every hearer a hearty, spon¬
taneous response and made the Academy ring with
applause.
The last great scene, where the lorsaken Sellka,

having in a self-sacrificing spirit, given up her own
happiuess for that or iter lover and rival, sings her
death song beueath the deadly siiade of the Mauca-
ntlla tree, was one to lie remembered. The tierce
Aalatlc passion, that, ttgress-llke, Inspired her even
In the dungeon of the luqulsltlon to attempt the life of
her rival, now sinks Into an abyaaof despair.lighted
only by the memory of Iter lost love. As the lethal
lethargy overcomes her and the Doison steals
through her frame, ecstatic visions or a home be¬
yond the dark river float before her mind. She
sees herself In bright lands, brighter than
evon those of her own sunnv ollme, waudertug
band In hand with the Idol of her heart. Thus
she passes away In a dream, and the light falls on

a glorified face lying l>eneath the deadly upas
when the soul has taken Its flight. It would (>e
difficult, if not Impossible, to give an adequate idea
of Lncca's acting in this scene. It is an epic of hu¬
man passion. Lucca's success was complete.
The next artist In the company who won Instant

popularity was the tenor, Abruirnedo. It Is itaril to
etlace the recollection of Maar.olenl, when ho was
In his palmy days, but the Spanish tnnor accom¬
plished the task. In the duets with Sellka he
uobly responded to the impassioued efforts
of the prima donua. and in that delicious
rnoromu of melody In the fourth act,"O Paradtsot" which is enveloped in a
dtapoanoas veil of string t remolos, his pure, rich,
sympathetic, well-modulated voice was heard to
advantage. His voice has all the etialatd qualities

Mile. Leveille sang the rOle of lnes very com
mendably, and, tnaigrf a thinness of lope In the
upper notes, tier voice Is very pleasing and satisfac¬
tory In opera. Slguor Morlami did not make as
much of tne part of the savage entertain
as his predecessors, Bellini, on the Italian
stage, and Jacob Mullor, on the German.
Nelusko requires a more robust, etl'ective
and passionate singer than Signor Moriaml.
This was particularly evldcut in the dashing
Mepiilstophelian song, "Xing Adamaslor," in which
he scares the sailors almost out of their wits.
Jamet, a true, conscientious artist, made the most
out of the rote of Don Pedro.
The ship scene is a bother to all managers, both

In Kurope and Amerlc*. as the nautical knowledge
displayed by the people on the stage Is generally of
the orudest description. It is no wonder that the
poor ship goes on the rocks after such seamanship
us Is shown by her crew. But Portuguese craft, have
been proverbially unmanageable, and that of
"li'Afrl- catne" 1b, perhaps, no worse than others of
the same Ilk. The mtuor rOles were respectablytilled, and a word of praise is due to Hignor I,vail.
The opera Is a very heavy, rattier cumber¬
some work, and not. calculated to gain
popularity in its general features. Hut the Sellka
of I.ucca Is sufficient to lilt evory scene she ap¬
pears in out of its masslvcness, and build up a fairy
structure of beauty and melody that cannot, Tail to
win the sympathies of any audience.

OF TWENTY YEAES' STANDING.
It la not often that we can take for the text of an

article the flowery and sometime hyperbolical lan.
K>iage of a theatrical advertisement, In which man¬
agers so glowingly describe the attractions they
present and so boldly announce their claims to the
consideration of the public. The headiug of the
present article is a line taken from Mr. Watlack's
advertisement, and we cousider the statement so

modest, and withal so true, that we pause a mo¬
ment in the whirl of business to give it notice. Mr.
Wallack, in announcing his forthcoming season,
states that it will be his endeavor to sustain in the
luture that high art position which has been con¬
ceded to his late father and to himself, under
he title "Wallack's," for twenty years. Most
truly and loyally has that position been striven
for and most appreciatively has the public
ratified the endeavor. The late Mr. Wallack com¬
menced his management of the theatre on Broad¬
way and Broome street at a period when theatrical
affairs were anything but brilliant. His was a her-
oilcan task and could have been accomplished only
by the tact, technical knowledge, firmness, suave
address, strict honesty of purpose and clear-head¬
edness which he eminently possessed. It was not

a path of roses, but a wearying, up-hill road. The
results of his labors were not apparent until long

I after the work had been commenced, and, although
I from the first he had the good wishes and the sup-

port of men of taste, still such men, willing to ap-
'

pear concerned in dramatic matters, were few.
I Courage and perseverance, however, conquered, as

! they always will, and before leaving the old theatre
; Mr. Wallack had firmly established for himself

that reputation which has clung to the name ever
since. In all his managerial endeavors he was
ably seconded by the present Mr. Lester Wallack,
who, from the pupil in such an excellent school,
became a master of his art. Between father and
son so much atrectlonate rivalry to promote the
cause had the best result, and with their united
labors the drama prospered beyond their best
hopes. They were not content with dniug well,
but always strove to do better. One of the happi¬
est consequences of this management was the fito-

but there are those who do not relish this species

of "flrst-clas» entertainment." However, tne ma¬
jority of the audience last evening was, to all ap¬
pearances, not of that character whtcu may be
called critical In anything that relates to order or
decorum, so the galleries may not have been so
much to blame alter all. The house was crowded,
and the play, U continued, will, uo doubt, prove
quite attractive enough to divide the honors with
the llowery Theatre.

The Brooklyn Theatre.
Last evening the seeood week of the season at

Mrs. Conway's Brooklyn Theatre was begun. The
play produced was the "psychological drama,"
"The Bells," as It was styled in the play bill. The
piece has been fully sketohed In the Hbbald, and,
therefore, its plot and situation need not be par-
tlcularly noticed here. The interest of the drama
Is centred In the character of Mathlas
Kant, whloh last evening was personated
by Mr. Prank Roche. The character Is that of a
man In whose mind remorse (called up so dettly

Mr. Itoclie
gave evidence of palnsiaklug to enact the charac¬
ter, and In several scencs, especially the imaginary
trial for murder, was remarkably effec¬
tive, yet it would be too much to ex¬
pect tilui to rival an actor who has glveu
IiIb full attention to the part. Mr. Koche has had
so many characters to sustain during the short
period he has performed this season, and therefore
so little time to devote to a particular part, that It
Is 110 derogation of his ability to say that there are
portions of his present undertaking which lie might
render in an Improved manner. The other per¬
formers have so little to do In the play
that there Is small need to criticise
them.
