TWO RIDERS THROWN-ONE INJURED.

The Quarter-Stretch, the Ladies'
Stand and the Course.

FIVE FOE RACES AND A WALK-OVER

Fanohon the Winner of the Manhattan Handicap,
7o Daniels of the Jerome Stakes, Wildidle of
the Nursery Stakes.Elsie Walks Over for
the Private Stakes.Harry Bassett
Wins the Three-Quarter-Mile Pftrte
and Tammany the Steeple-Chase.

"Opening day is never a brilliant one at a race
mooting," said the Herald reporter's Fidus
Achates, as the pair heard the Broadway pavement
rattle under the wheels of their vehicle yesterday
morning, an hour before noon.
"How is tliat ?»
"Well, you see, I don't count men, bnt the ladles.

Fact Is, that the ladles send oat skirmishers, you
know, and won't hazard an appcarance en masse
the opening day."
Thus chilled and discouraged to his Innermost

core the IIerald reporter looked for consolation to
the sky, or as much of It as looked down between
the tall houses of the great street. It was blue and
tli ere were some white cumulous clouds, with here
and there an ominous gray tinge. A whistling
breeee, a trifle cool, was singing In the reportorial
ears as it murmured in those of the other beings
who thronged this wide path through the city. He
was going to the races, this Herald reporter. Ho
strove to discern upon the visages of those be saw
In that street of business who were going also, but
lie gave it up. They did look so uncommonly Intent
upon business that the reporter laughed at the
Idea of hard work being none anywhere while the
American Jockey Club at the Jerome rark held

The driver of the vehicle, If he commanded the

slowest team out or the Pennsylvania collieries,
yet- knew enough of human feelings to cheer
everybody by quitting the rut of toll and tur¬
moil aud trundling nothward by tlic avenue.
Once there, It was easy to observe that
tue racecourse would have garuisli of color
and fashion along its edges, for before the stone
mansions and such hotels as the Brcvoort many a

carriage coulil be seen awaiting or receiving Its oc-
pauts, who would demand to be driven to Jerome.
Even In the merest passing glance there is some¬

thing Inspiriting in the sight of
LOVELY WOMAN GOINQ TO THE RACKS.

She has not the overpowering air of a divinity in
tulle or an Empress In satin floating on lace trim¬
mings to a ball or the opera and catching every
stray moonbeam or gas gleam In her diamonds.
She Is warmly clad In warm colors, and can smile
and canse the coarser sex to smile without
excessive millinery surroundings. it is a
breezy effect, and the rush of warm color
Induced by the klsslngs of the breeze
would inspirit anyone with a soul two Inches above
the lovel of the earth. As the carriage sweeps
along the avenue It seems as though sailing over a
river with asuiany affluents as the Luapula or the
Lualaba. From every side street pour In rlvnle:s of
wealth, beauty, fashion and manliness to the glori¬
ous stream going rucewards. Then when the Park Is
reached with its sweeping curves green, foreground
of velvet sod, middle distance of Autumn-tinted
trees and background wherein bluffs near at hand
give place to sweeps of upland, with Washington
Heights, Manhattanvllle or the Westchester line to
High Bridge standing against the sky, and the vil¬
lage of Harlem King In a basin below.all lormed a
series of pretty and suggestive pictures to the eye
and the mind.
"Good as a demesne to an English lord," said

PtduB Achates, "is this Park to any one living near
It. All the beauty and the breeze, with other peo¬
ple helping to pay for It."
The eyes cannot linger long on these beauties,

for the carriage soon leaves the I'ark. along with
the hundreds of others which head towards old
Harlem lane, now happily vanished into the new
Boulevard. It is worth while to

LOOK AT THE CARRIAGES,
which, to the delight of the reporter and disgust of
his friend, passed their slow vehicle. The road
wagon. With lt« pair of 3:40 trotters before it and
the faster brace of males upon the seat; the
barouche ami the landau, with their fourfold hu¬
manity of either sex rolling cheerily along;
the English dog cart, with an Irish tiger sealed
behind aiul its twain of festive youths
pulling their ostentatious cigars in front ; the rosy
coupe with Its cosier couple basking smiling
within; the loud four-ln-hand with its jolly passen¬
gers careering duster-clad onward, and the man of
the hard angular face and the leering eye passing
everything ou wheels in his sulky, are seen within
Uve inluutes. Then there are

THE WAYSIDE HOVSBS
whereat frequent stoppages are made to refresh
the Inner man or the horse, and soou afterwards
tne cavalcade Is at the walk going over Macomb's
Dam Bridge, a shaky pontine structure which will
always remind one of the uncertainty of life.
Along another lovely road the course tends, and
finally through a gate bearing in flaunting capitals
the legend.Jerome Park. Here one is beset
by howling niggers, who yell and yearn
to take charge of your animals. The Jehu relieves
the carriage of their presence by a timely flourish
of the whip, and the reporter dismounts to enter on
the duty or the day. It is near the hour marked on
the "correct card" for the first race, and there Is
already a goodly company on the grassy oblong in
front of the Grand .Stand yclept

THE (Jl'AKTER STRETCH.
The men are circulating over the sward, some in

the direction of the pool-sellers and others aim¬
lessly but good-humoredly, and others still looking
ut the horses, who have begun to canter up and
down upon the track. A stream of cavalier-
escorted ladles are wending down from '.he Club
House on the cliff yonder to take their places
on the Grand .stand and the voices of the excited
pool-sellers are heard "for the third aud last time."
when the bell rings and the police captain
ou the track is heard to shout, "Clear the
track, gentlemen!" The reporter retires
heavenward, where the mysterious nieu who
know the pedigree of every horse in the
Union and out of It arc plying pencil on the first
event. It is a mile and a quarter race.so the
hoi sea. with their variegated riders, about to start,
are drawn up In line at the quarter pole, behind
the Judges' stand. The sky is bright, but tncre Is a
dark cloud before the face of the sun.

TJIE RID KLAO OK TI1E STA1ITEK DROPS,
and the horses rush forward In a chorus.«ed
tramp. Jus! as they near the Grand .stand the sun
breaks forth fiom the cloud; the flash 01 sunlight
falls ou the silken coats of horses and riders wlih a
gladdening sheen aud makes the very trail
of dust under their hooft look golden. The
gazing crowd ceem to catch the rush of the
sunlight In their souls, and a ringing
cheer goes up as t!io blooded steeds whirl ar mad¬
dening pace around the curve of the second quar¬
ter. T lie race Is soon won, and the crowd breaks
in across the quarter stretch again. It is pleasant
now to look around aud recognize the faees
of men famous In the aunal* of the
city, tne nation aud the world of sport.
Not wanting either are a few reverses to the pic¬
ture. A-k that detective, of the quiet, bland
smllo and keen eye, whether there a;e any sus¬
picious characters here. He answers.
"There is not a single thief here ; we caught one

just now and sent him kiting."
Which means in effect that they have requestedhim to prey upon pocketbooks elsewhere, and

moved him Gotnamwards ut the double quick. But
there are many ways on the turf or emptying a
portemonnale besides putting a hand in your
neighbor's po< ket and taking his purse out. This
Is a mental note taken ny tin* reporter.
Now comes the second race, which
Is Interesting ; yet, as the ladles
have almost filled their portion of the stand, the
reporter turns his back to the course aud gaz««

smoke and ho forth, l.e simply observes that
tin* darker colors predominate in sacqu'js
and liain and bonnets, relieved occasion¬
ally by Hie display or skirts or lighter hue,
11 ud anon, bright shawl, or a briirht, saucy reather
in a 'luck or a hat destructive or iu< iliUitlous on
the vanity of lite.

There are fourteen starters, and
the excitement Is brought to a high pitch, as they
make a false sturt or two, to be ordered back a(.rain.
They arc off with a grand rush, and their glancing
sides flash back tue sunsrleaius as they reach
for the lead. On they come, tho foieinost
crowding to the inner edge or the course. As tho
foremost gains the Judges' stand three horses close
upon his heels arc seen through u cloud of dust.
There is a stumble, and Iteltnont's llreudalbauo colt
lu seen to lull amid the rushing throng,

young Flanmore. Shrieks are hoard on all sides
from the ladles' stand aud men shut their eyes as
the headlong steeds rush by aud over the strug¬
gling horse upon the ground. Another has fallen
at the same moment, the tilly Katy l'ease, and be¬
fore tho boy Shields can rlso the colt (Jalway has
struck him with his hoof, breaklug his collar bone. It
Is the work of nn instant, and all save the fallen
are many lengths ahead. To the Joy of all they rise,
horses aud rlaers. The boys are looked to at once,
but the two riderless horses sniff the air and follow
at a gallop the others around tho track, keeping up
gamely to the end, and being with diltloulty
captured afterwards. The boy Hanmore was,
happily, unharmed; but tho poor lad Shields,
In spite of his pluck, grew very weak soon after,
and was oarrlcd fainting away. Tho fourth race

U forfeited to KIslo and the filth Is a steeplechase.
One of the horses In this chase threw his rider, but
the latter remounted and followed the ruck, amid
much appluuso. Thus ended tho first day of the
Autumu meeting.

THE RACING.

The track waa In exoellent order and the time
made was very respectable, tout none of thegraceswere remarkably .ast. Six events came off during
the alternoon, the Aral being the Manhattan!Handl
can, one mile and a quarter; tho second the
Jerome Stakes, for three year olds, a dash of tw

miles; the third the Nursery Stakes, for
olds, a dash or a mile; tha fourth, the Private
Sweepstakes, for foals of 1868, a daah of four miles,
the fifth, a dash or three-quarters of a mile for a

purse, and the sixth, a handicap steeplechase,
ubout two miles and a half.
The Manhattan Handicap had twenty entries,

nine of wnlcli came to the post. These wore John
O'Donnell's chestnut Ally Fanohon, by Australian,
dam ldlewild ; D. McDanlel A Co. 'a bay colt Tub¬
man, by War Dance, dam Lass ol Sidney ; M. h.

THE PATENBURG RIOTS.
The Bodies of the Murdered Men Raised tad *

Post-Mortem Examination Made.Continna-
tion of tbe Investigation.Some Inter¬

esting Evidence Produced.Who
Axe the Guilty Parties?

Fi.UMINUTOv, N. J., Oct. t. 18TI.
Hie investigation Into the cause of the I'atentmnr

riot was resumed tills morning iu the tlrand Jury
room of the Court. The pleasant little apartment
was as usual well filled with spectators, the inter¬
est in the fray by no means seeming to be abating.
Early this morning au order came from Governor
Parker directing a post-mortem examination to be
made of the bodies of tho murdered men, and Dr.
0. It. Sullivan, with auotlior surgeou, on receipt of
the order, started to execute tho mandate oi the
Governor. As the bodies were buried, it will be
necessary to ral*c them in order to make the an¬
amination, and the doctor will not probably return
until late to-night.
In the court room twelve prisoners were brought

up, all white men, and they were seated in a cor¬
ner In the position in whioti a jury gouerally is ar-
raugsd. They are all quiet-looking men, but de¬
termined enough to stand up for their rights when
assailed. They paid deep attention to tho evi¬
dence all through the day, and did not let a word
that dropped from the witnesses escape them. Th®
Inquiry is conducted with discrimination, dignity
and intelligence.the counsel on both snlea
being men of more than ordinary ability.
For the prisouers there appeared Mr. Kuhl, a light-
haired, keen-looking gentleman; Mr. John T.
Bird, a gentleman with a heavy, dark uiustaene
and whiskers, and Mr. Coukllug, a rising lawyer,
who bears a striking resemblance to Justice Birby.
Mr. Chamberlain, the District Attorney, a mlld-
mannered man, and Mr. Allan, a portly gentleman,

and a persuasive voice, have charge of tho interest®
of the State, and Mr. Justice Dunham presides over
the proceedings with great dignity. Seated near
the witness chair, the Sheriff, Mr. Rlttenhouse, la
constantly seen, and notwithstanding the charges
made against him, he looks as little like a coward
aa ono could well tmagtne. In the background a
crowd or gaping villagers make up the picture.
Andrew Strceter, a small, fuzzy-faced man, wa»

the first witness called. When he came upon th©
stand a farmor near me remarked, "He Is as black
politically as the ace of spades, and he will go hard
against the Irishmen." The result of his examina¬
tion proved this, as he displayed considerable
eagoruesH to render hts testiinouf in f&vot ?
