There were fourteen proposals to Bell bonds to

Uve government, embracing offerings amounting to
$3,188,100, at prices ranging from 111.49 to 113.37.
The Treasury accepted three millions at prices
ranging horn 111.49 to 113.20.

MONET STRINflENT.
The gold clique conccntratcd their operations to¬

"The close" has
become a very indefinite expression of late,
although, strictly speaking, it is three o'clock, the
hour when the banks arc supposed to end their
business. Recently, with the excitement and ac¬
tivity in money, accounts are suffered to remain
open a half to three-quarters of an hour beyond
lime.

Dry (rood# were fairly active, though the auction rooms
have ceased to be the great centre of attraction in this
branch of trade. In breadstuff* there was a rather better
buslncy, holder* giving way a trifle, while the upward
tendency in the rates ot freight was chccked. Whether
this check prove temporary or otherwise will be a mat¬
ter of no little moment to shippers. The demand for
room was about as active, but shippers determined to
pay no more, If so much, as they paid yesterday. Corn
was lower, though a good business was done, and chiefly
forexport. Oats were still in buyer's favor. Themovement
iq provisions was still sluggish, but the pork market
nevertheless ruled stronger. Lard was lower, with in"
creased disposition on the part of sellers to realize. There
continued a lair demand for cotton both for spot and fu¬
ture, and price* showed considerable improvement. No¬
thing special transpired In the grocery market; refiners
ol suiiar are pretty well supplied and are looking for lots
at easier prices: but there seems to be no disposition on

the part ol sellers to make concessions. In the petroleum
trade there was decidedly more activity to-day ai.d orices
were again liUher. Exporters are taking advantage of
the present offerings, expecting still higher prices, which
Inevitably will follow as long as affairs continue In their
present state at the creek. There was much more doing
