Final Session of the Amtriraa Associa¬
tion Yesterday at the Kings County
Inebriates' Home.
The American Association lor the Cure of Inebri¬

ates held its final annual session yesterday at tlte
Kings County Inebriates' Home, situated off the
Riverside road, in North Fort Hamilton. The follow
ing members of the association were present:.Dr.
Joseph Parish, of Philadelphia, assisted by Dr. D.
O. Dodge, of Ilinghamton; Dr. Bur, of
Binghauiton; Theodore L. Mason, consult¬
ing physician; Dr. Lewis D. Mason, attend¬
ant physician; Rev. J. Willet, superintendent; Mr.
William M. Thomas, of Brooklyn: l)r. Paul D. Mar-
mon, of Klngsburg, N. Y. ; Dr. Murphy, of Philadel¬
phia. and Commissioners Ferguson and Prentice.

I he formal opening of the meeting took place about
half-past eleven o'clock A. M. Dr. Theodore L.
Mason, presiding as chairman, read a written decla¬
ration explanatory of the use and value of the
institution, and proving that, inebriety was a
crime, which eventually culminated in disease
and frequently in Insanity. Dr. Lewis D Mafon
read a statement proving that sleep was the llle
of the inebriate, and showed that bromide or
camphor was more powerlul in producing sleepthan bromide of potassium, and served as a recoin-
mendable cure for delirium tremens. Dr. Harris
and Dr. Willard Parker were appointed as a com¬
mittee to apprise the State and other commis¬
sioners of corrections and charities of these im¬
portant facts. After the transaction of some
further business the meeting was brought to a
close, and adjourned until the first Tuesday of
October, 1873. Before leavlnjr all went through the
Institution, and expressed themselves pleased with
its construction and adaptation to tne objects in
view.

Pursuant to an order Issued by Brigadier General

Ryder, commanding the Fifth division N. 0. 8. N. Y.,
a special court of Inquiry met at Melrose,
Westchester county, yesterday, for the purpose
of eliciting the real circumstances attendant
upon the alleged outrageous conduct of Companies

A and o, of the Third regiment, while travelling in'
the cars of the Ilarlem Railroad Company ea the
2«th ult. The Military Court, which convened at
the Armory of Company G, was presided over by
Lieutenant Colonel Hatch, of the Third regiment,
Captain C. W. Storms, of the same organization,
officiating as Judge Advocfete.
The first witness called was William Groshon, thef

conductor df the train on which the militia dis-
ported themselves In such an unseemly manner,,
who, alter being duly sworn, testified as follows:-^
I was conductor of the Ilarlem Railroad train
which left White Plains at half-past twelve o'clock
p. m. on the 20th day of September; saw a party oi

; soldiers, numbering about fifty or sixty, get
on board the train at West Mount Vernon;
there were some among them whom I took to be
officers; I km certain there was a first lienteiiant
in the ear in which the fighting toot place ; one ol
the commissioned officers subsequently left the
train at Fordham, in company with a man who wn<

j hurt; so far as I could see the commissioned offl-
i cers were endeavoring to quell the disturbance,

should think there were between twenty and
thirty of the soldiers engaged in the fight; did not
go Into the car while the fight was going on, as i*
was not sal* to do so; saw muskets raised and

| bayonets drawn out of their sheaths ; when I saw

I brakeman the signal to run down, so that the latst
1 car would stop about where they were standing In
i order to get them In that car; they started In all

directions and entered all the cars; there were
four or five passengers in the last: car, where 1 in¬
tended putting the soldiers: the cars are made to*
seat sixty persons; I told the officers to fill np the
rear car with men ; immediately after leaving the
West Mount Vernon depot the disturbance com¬
menced ; most of the men in the car where tho
fighting took place were Intoxicated : there were a
lot of men on the rear platform scuffling, and one

Off the train ; he pulled the bell-rope, which had the
effect of stopping the tram; I then got off and slg-
nulled the engineer to go on; when the train
started I got on the front platform of the
rear car and tried to collect fares ; some paid
their fare and others took no notice ol
me whatever, as they were busily engagea in
the mclle ; did not have an opportunity to ask for
their fares again ; tried after we left Woodiawn to
collect the fares of the soldiers in the rear car, but
could not; then went ahead Into the smokiug car
and collected fares from several soldiers who were
there; the men did not get through the melee until
we arrived at Tremont, where the polioe too*
them off the train ; while the fight was going
on one of the brakemen locked the door or the

of them seemed to be using their muskets as

saw blows struck with muskets; l>ef.k'cen West
Mount Vernon and Woodiawn, where tlie worst o<
the tight took place, I saw a mau having his head
and hands covered with blood ; one man seemed to
he perfectly crazy; they took his musket away
from him, and he was hound to have It again;
the cushions in the car were cut; one
lamp was smashed, a window glass broken,
and the panels of the car dented in several places,
besides the cushions and floor being covered witli
blood; the car had to be left in the yard next day
to be eleaned and overhauled; the cuts in the
cushions appeared as though a bayonet had been
thrust through then;
