The fire which broke out here last night was got
under control at two o'clock this morning, but uot
until great destruction had been accomplished.

The beautiful block erected by Mr. Michael Schwartz

was entirely destroyed, with all the contents; only

the front wall remains standing. The store of

Fogg & Bridges, hardware dealers, adjoining on

the south, was also entirely burned out, and the
next, occupied by Willlam E. Mann, druggist, was
artfally burned. The firat block north, ocotipied
by the China Tea Company, Eastern Insurance
om.r and other ofices, was but slightly in-
Jured.

THE LOUISVILLE HORROR.

The City In a Flurry Over the Death of
Notte and His Family by the Falling
House=The Contractor nd Architect
Arrested=—A Warning to Builders.

LouvisviLLe, Ky., Oct. 12, 1872,
The public excitement concerning the fatal con-
sequences of the fall of the bullding In course of
erection on Market street last night continued to-
day. There 18 strong determination on the part of
the people to hold the responsible partles to

8 strict account for the death of five

Persnnl. The reported death of one of the
)oy# taken out alive 18 incorrect. A rule was issued
in the City Court to-day against the owners of the
gro perty requiring them to show canse why the
ullding shonld not be torn down. John Andrews,
the architect, and John Hehl, the contractor, were
arrested on warrants charging them with the
murder of Henry Notte, his wife and two children,
who were crushed by the walls, The accused were
held to ball in $5,000.
The mortar used in the building was of a*
wretched character, belng little betfer than wet
sand. The rear portlons of four houses were
erushed by the falling walls. In the second house
west of the new bullding a whole famlly narrow]|
escaped. The Coroner’s inquest I8 adjourned unt
to-morrow morning at ten o'clock, In order to ob-
tain further reliable testimony a8 to the cause of
the disaster. The victims will be buried to-mor-
row.

The appearance of the remains was sickening.
The heads of all were crushed in & fearful manner
and the faces were badly cut and mashed out of
resemblance to human features, The catastrophe
has created a deep lmpression tnwu?nnm. the com-
munity and the résult, no deabt, willbe the organi-
zation of a system of bulldln%snd inspection, The
loas on the building will reach $60,000,
