UNITED STATES COMMISSIONERS' COURT.
Charge of Shipping Fireworks 'Without

Properly Marking the Boxes.
Before Commissioner Gsborne.

The United States vs. Joseph B. Purdy..'The de¬
fendant, as already reported in the Herald, is
charged with having shipped on board the steamer
Henry Chauncey for Panama two cases of fireworks,
without Indicating the character of the contents on
the outside of the boxes. Yesterday the case was
again resumed, Mr. De Kay appearing for the prose¬
cution and Mr. Goodrich for the defendant. The
Urst witness examined was Simon Tilghman, a por¬
ter In the employmert of the defendant. Witness
packed the two cases; Mr. Purdy had no knowl¬
edge whatever about them; it was the duty
t»f the shipping clerk to mark the
t*>xes and or the witness to pack the
goods ; a cartman was engaged at the corner of Wil¬
liam street and Maiden lane to take the doxcs to
the wharf of the Pacific Mail Company ; witness did
uot tell the cartman that tho boxes contained uni-
iMellas: the cartman did not make any Inquiry as
to what the packages contained.
John Mulligan, the cartman who brought the

goods to the wharf, deposed that the clerk at the
wharf Inquired or him what the packages contali^d,
eaying at the same time that he knew Mr. Purdy to
deal in fireworks; witness, in answer to this, said
that there might be umbrellas in the boxes for all
he knew ; the boxes resembled umbrella cases, and
the witness thought they were too light for fire¬
works; lie knew that Mr. Purdy did not Bell um¬
brellas.

Mi. De Kay, Assistant District At torney, moved
that the defendant be committed ror trial.
Mr. Goodrich, counsel for the defendant, moved

for the discharge of the defendant, contending that
no case for his committal had been made out.
The Commissioner reserved his decision for tho

purpose of considering whether fireworks are not
Included by the statute which prohibits the ship,
ntent of benzine, oil of vitriol, coal oil, gunpowder
and other goods of like character.
Swearing In Deputy Marshals and Su¬

pervisors of Election.
Yesterday Commissioner Shields swore in about

two hundred special deputy marshals, who are to
do service during the registration and election.
These appointments fill un the vacancies caused by
the omisslou of some of those who had been pre¬
viously commissioned.

COURT Of GENERAL SESSIONS.
Alleged Kinbiiilrwtiit-ArqiltU) of th«

Accused.
Before Recorder Uackeit.

The trial of Joseph P. Pagnan, charged with em-
beicEieiuent and grand larecny, which was com¬
menced ou Friday, waa resumed yesterday.
The complainant, Charles Knox, testified that

the accused had been in hiB employ as confidential
clerk and bookkeeper for twenty years, at his store
In Broadway, and that upon Inspection of the cash
book and ledger In connection with Mr. William
Sullivan found that. $a,673 09 had been received
by Fagnan and entered by him in his own hand¬
writing, and that he never accounted to him (Kuox)
for the money, but fraudulently appropriated it to
his owu use. He further swore that when the ac¬
cused was charged with this offence lie admitted
that he had taken It, and said he was sorry and
wanted to know what be was going to do with him.
Mr. Townsend cross-examined the complainaut

at great length, and brought out the fact that he
gave a general release for l^floo to the accused of
all claim he had upon him on receiving deeds of
two houses from Mr. and Mrs. Fagnan, which tliey
owned in Brooklyn, lie said he did not remember
that Fagnan, in the presence of a lawyer named
Dickersou, asked him to return a memorandum
book, which lie handed to him the day previous at
his house In Brooklyn].
Mr. Sullivan, the book Keeper oft,he complatnant,

testified as to how ho discovered the alleged fraud¬
ulent entries.
The defendant testified In his own behalf, the

substauce of his statement being that lir. Knox
was In the habit of borrowing sums of from |2fi to
$100 from time to time, and that he Inserted the
amounts in ins private memorandum book and In
posting the ledger deducted the amounts, making
them correspond. He said Mr. Knox borrowed the
little memorandum book from him at his house lu
Brooklyn, aud when asked lor it a day or two alter
he (Mr. Knox) pretended he knew nothing about it.

A lawyer named Dlckerson swore that ne was In
company with Fagnan when he visited Mr. Knox,
and that he heardthe accused ask him what he had
done with the little memorandum book given to
him the previous day, and that Mr. Knox responded
he knew nothing about it.

A great number of witnesses were examined on
both Hides as to the character of the complainant
and the accused. The gentlemen called by the
prisoner's counwel testified to the excellent reputa¬
tion of Mr. Faguan lor Integrity, while some of the
defendant's witnesses Bwore that Mr. Knox's repu¬
tation for truth and' veracity was not very good.
Some or these witnesses had had legal contro¬
versies with the complainaut, ami others were hat¬
ters, rivals in business with Mr. Kuox.

District Attorney Sullivan, produced rebnttlng
evidence upon this branch or the case, a large num¬
ber of gentlemen testifying to the truthfuluess and
business integrity of Mr. Kuox.
The Jury rendered a verdict of not guilty, which

was the signal for manifestations of applause by
the friends of the accused, who upon the announce¬
ment of the verdict, was discharged.

The Jones* Wood Homicide.
Late in the afternoon a young man named James

Kelly w«s arraigned at the bar charged with the
murder of David Dorian on the 7 th of September,
1871, at Jones' Wood. There was no delay occa¬
sioned In obtaining a Jury, Mr. Howe not having
Interposed any technical objections on the part of
the accused.

journed.
