THE TWEED INDICTMENTS.

The moment the deors of the room 1n which the
@ourt of Oyer and Terminer holds it8 sesslons were
twown open yestorday morning an impatiently
spager crowd, which had been for a conslderable time
waiting ontelde, rushed in and flled the room to it
amnost capacity. Motley as this agsemblage was in
«<haracter, the double rows of handcufed offenders
" @rfall grades, seated on one side of the room, under
the watchful guardianship of several deputy sher-
e, presentod o more striking contrast to the as-
semblage of leading mempers of the Bar occupying
the senta asalgned to these legal defenders ol life
and liberty. Among these was the Nestor of tne
New York DBar, Charles ('Conor, collly hnpassive
a8 ever, though he'did relax alittle from his cus-
somary atern irlgulity npon the warm handshakings
<ended nim by his legal colaborers, Next eon-
aplcuour among the group was David Dudiey Flelq,
the beaming smile—a cruel, c¢vnical sort
of smile, many might interpret it—for which he
s #o noticeable mantiing his features. And then
there was Mr. Fullerton, ready to tell all he kuew
about law, and Mr, Beach, a model of classle lmper-
tnrbability ; Mr. Peckham, the reform barrister ; Mr,
Clinton, whose very silence Is elogquence, and Inst,
and not least in legal as well as physical abilitics,
Mr. Garvin, the Digtrict Auttorney. Occupying the
‘bench was
JUDGE BRADY,
a8 learned ag he is courteous and sternly unrelent-
ing in hig adminlstration of justice, Those score
and more of Jail birds, those murderous nssailants,
burglare, thieves and plekpockefs; those wanton
wilfs of our modern metropolitan life, had not
drawn together this large and nrusnal assemblage.

orderly house, and Nelson Green protested his in-
nocence of o4 charge of pocket-nicking. The Giry
peosous confessing thelr guilt were Ienry Lowen-
thal, & boy aged seventeen, charged with lavceny,
and James Howard, who acknowledged the theft of

two banjos from & brother-in-law. The iwo latter
were remanded for sentence, and the District At-
torney inatructed to arrange the times of tilal for
the others.

Thin case was next called on motion to qunash the

Counsel in this case nltogether ignored the pres-
ence of the satellites of the District Attorney and
would move an afidavit questioning the jurisdic-
tion of the Court, On Lhe first day of the terim the
Distriet Attorney moved that the case of Mr.
Tweed be set down for trial, and -counsel did not
know until the papera announced it, that yester-

day was set down as the day for trial, by order of
the Court, and the District Attorney allowed the
motion to be adjourned In econsequence for o few
days, There was no indlctment in this Counrt, ex-
cept one which eould be quashed. 1t was found on
the 15th of Beptember In General Scssivns, The
defence did not

FICE JUDGES,
but the prosecution picked sensons and judges, in-
Hulting certals judges. i« being supposed impar-
tlal decision could not be bhad before the Juige
then eitting in Genernl Sessions, Mr. Twced's
counsel suggeated the transfer of the In-
dictment to the Oyer and Terminer. In
February Mr. Tweed was surprised to find him-
gelf in the General Bessions on five wmplified wnd
enlarged Indictments, covering those uow in the
Oyer and Teriainer. It was then discovered that
two of these new Indictments were superseders of
the ndictment io this Court, which should, there-
fore, be quashed. [His Honor would perceive the
gross ignorance of whoever was the faiher of theve
mdictments, and who ought to be put in the pillory
that the professlon might gaze upon him, for having
caused, for political purposes, & citizen to be ar-
raigned on three Indictments, when he ought only
to be Indicted for one. The indictment in this
Court was for larceny; yet subsequently, in Feb-

ruary, for the same offence, they Indict him for
forgery and cheat ln the General Sessions, und heid
him to ball, contrary to the statute. In thils
present alleged indictment the le are muade
to ocoupy ten paﬁeu in describing the offence in
the first count, which was that Mr. Tweed obtuined
the Mayor's dgnature to a blank certificate of the
Board of Audit in reference {o clalms sgainst the
county, which was attached to the bill and Mr,
Watson's !;ranx FaF-er. containing the aggregate
awmount, the whole forming s creditor's claim, The
gecond and third counts described the lssuing of
the drall on the Comptrolier's order; the warrant
wie mude out payable to Keyser & Co. The fourth
connt deacribes the criminslity of Mr. Tweed in
that he took the warrant so conutersigned
took sald warrant back so obtained. The truth
was that the warpant Wps obtalned through

WATRON'S PRIFIDY,
The warrant was not negotiable until slgned by
the payecs, Mr, Tweed I8 charged with “iraaiu-

lently obtaining said warrant,” although it was
then a8 worthless as yesterday's newspaper, “und
did eonvert It to his own use.” But an unen-
dorsed warrant could not be converted to any
one's use unless hy forgery, and  they
allege forgery In the February indictment.
Never were such croel instruments of the current
law used so recklessly.

Flushing, L. L, generally a ‘gulet village, was
unususlly moved yesterday by an event which,
although oceurr!ng In this obscure corner, hias n
significance that commands the atteutlon of the
whole American motherhood, Nine young ladies,
without anything in their social condition or cir-
cumstances to induce the act, withdrew themselves
from the world and through the services of the
Catholle Church erated th Ives to a life of
devotion such as their Superlors might ask of them,
The event is one unusoal even In this country,
which has been singularly the field of remarkable
religlous movements, Independent of creed or
Wect, we cannot avold recognizing in this the great
promise of the Christlan dispensation. There
has gone through this land & complaint,
especiially directed towards New Engiand of the
recreancy of our mothers, Amerlcans as aclass are
brought up in indiffercntism. We canuot call them
infidels, but they are without any active prineiple
of bellel which would lead them into any church or
commuuity of religions people.  American children
are mostly brought up, not vnder the Infduence of
houie or the direction of their parents, but In the
Infunence of a system of public education which
fgnores Christianity and leaves them at the mercy
of any wave of excitement that may happen to oc-
cupy she hour, The Christian mind will see in this
event- of yesterdny the great resources of the
Catholle Churgh, ‘1hese young women who yes-

terdny touk upon themeelves vows which sep-
arate them [rom the world become the mothers
of those children whose natural guardians have
falled through iditterence or ignorsnce to supply
thil training 20 necessary for seif uvnmmenf in
matared life. They are virtually the Mothers in
Isracl, and snpply that want which I8 almost nui-
versally recognized in this country of muternal
rcenns(. Even tu their disciplive, where the young
upil 18 taught to address the hls'neat puthority in
he house in which she is pinced, the fumillar name

of mother recalis home, and when ad-
