UNITED STATES CIRCUIT COURT.
A Violator at tl»c Shipping t«w Con-

vldfd.An Important Cane.
Before Judge Benedict.

Yesterday morning the case of the United State*
vs. J. Anderson, charged with a violation of the
Shipping aot, particulars of which have been fully
reported in the Hkkald, was resumed. Testimony
In tlie case belli# closed,
Mr. Robert Andrews, counsel for the defendant,

proceeded to sain up the lacts of the case and also
to draw the attention of the Court to some ques¬
tions of law. It appeared from his statement that
the defendants went out in a boat to a Gorman
vessel that was lying in the bay. They boarded her. i
One 01 the prisoners got on the deck and the
otner was on tue r ill, when they were arrested by

a police offlccr. At the time of the arrest the cap¬
tain of tne v KBt'l was not on board, but the siitp
was uuder the control of the mate, and counsel
argued, thereiore, that in the absence of porinis.
nion irom the tap tain t .ere was no reiusal on the
part of the uiate to allow tlie deiendants to go on
board. Ho also urged that the vessel bad not
rea lied her destination ut the time she was
boarded by the prisoners, as she tlten
lay out in the stream, and was finally
moored at the foot ol Forty-second stieet.
The act did not contemplate the inillctlon of any
punishment on unauthorized parlies boarding ves¬
sels without the permission of the master until
the vessel had reached her tlnal destination, and
when the prisoners went on t lie vessel she had not
yet reached her final destination. While the vessel
was in the stream she was a foreign one, and, con¬
sequently, there was no luitadlction in the Court,
ami In fact no violation <>l M*e Shipping liftw a?t.
General Duvies, nited fttatea Assistant District

Attorney, replied very brietly ou tiie part of the
government.
Judge Benedict charged flic jury that If thev be¬

lieved the defendants went 011 board the vessel
without the authority of the mate, even in Hie
absence of the master, they should And the deiend-
ants guilty, as he held that the mate, for all pur-
i)OS"M 01 this action, was, in the abscuce of the
t'aptain, commander of the snip, lie also charged
the jury that the vessel had, lu his judgment, ar¬
rived at her place o destination at the time the
prisoners boarded her.
The jury having consulted for a few moments,

without .caving their box, louud the deieiidauts
guilty.
Mr. Andrews noted some exceptions to His

llouor's charge, and he will make a motion In ar¬
rest of judgment on some law points which lie lias
raised. Ibis is the tirst conviction under this new
law. '1 he defendants are supposed to have been
boarding house runnels.
A Past Office Employe Sent to Prison.
Edward I)e Lacey, who had been employed In I he

Post Offlco Department, and who had pleaded
guilty to an indictment charging hlin with having
embezzled letters, was sentenced by Judge Bene¬
dict to three years' imprisonment at hard labor in
the Penitentiary.

The case came up
again 011 a motion to continue the Injunction, it
was uig"d lor Mr. Millard that Messrs. Paulson A
Co. having tailed in business and being unable to
lullll their contract Hie right ol publication re¬
verted to liiin. in opposition to this it
was contended that under the new
Copyiight law the Court had no jurisdiction, the
statute having est ablished the (rated Stales court
us tli'J proper Court of jurisdiction; and firihor
thai Mr. Be rare liad obtained the rlgut of publication
by assignment. The answer to this was that the
assignment was not complete, not having been
properly reeotded ; anil further that the right, of
publication was purchased at a chattel mortgage
sile, which, coming under the head of personal
effects, rendered it void. Judge Duly reserved his
tftjelsion.

Wife Murder.

Before Recorder Hackett.
The trial of Mark Flanagan, charged with the

murder ol his wile, lu August last, by cutting her
In the neck with a l.nile, was resumed yesterday,
before Recorder Hackett, in the General Sessions.

CONTINl' ATlClN Ol" THE TESTIMONY.
Ortlcer Petor Sheridan was examined. He aaid

lie was called to arrest the prisoner on the evening
of the l&tli of August ; he foiiud him lu a back room
of the apartments occupied by his family; his wife
was lying 011 the floor, Mrs. Graham leaning over

her; the oillcer was Informed that the prisoner
stabbed his wile; ho asked Flanagan why lie had
done it; he did not answer lor somo lime, but said
she had driven him crazy; Mis Graham's daughter
handed the officer the knife, which he brought to
the station house.
The cross-examination was unimportant.
By consent, Dr. Cusiiman's testimony, taken by

the Coroner,| was read. He made a post-mortem
examination of the body of Mrs, Flanagan and
found a stab wound on the rig it side ol her neck,
three quarters oi an inch in length and another
one-half an men above, and other incised wounds
on tiie chin and neck. In his opinion death was
due to internal hemorrhage, the result of a stab
wound In the neck.
Patrick w. King, the brother or the deceased,

was called, but being nuablft to testify as to wnether
the pilsoner quarrelled with her lor some time pre¬
vious to the killing h . was not examined.
Mr. J. K. (irablli, ihc junior counsel lor the de¬

fence, opened the case, stating that he would ad¬
duce competent evidence to show that his client
was 01 unsound mind at the tim: he committed the
act.

The fli st witness called ior the prisoner was Mary

Buckley, who lived in the tenement house wncre
Fiaua/au anil Ins family had apartments. She a.iW
the pRsonei In ilts, and then he acted as if lie was
alt cramped up; nis tongue was paralyzed, aud
uiter lie g<it, over th.'iu he would complain of being
greatly directed in Hie hcr-1; after («? had the tits
lie seemed to bo bewildered and had a poor
memory.
Mis. Hart testified that she was ru inmate of this

tenement houso, and knew 01 the prisoner having
tits; lie wan always talking about ids head, and
Bald he thought lie was going to die soon. This
witness gave a similar description of his appear-
anee to tnat gjven by 111c other witnesses, anil said
ho Inoned as ii h<; was crazy.
Mary Flanagan, the prisoner's daughter, who ap-

peared to be very intelligent, spoke or the ills
winch her lather had, and testified thai lie had
about twelve or thirteen of them during the six
months previous to the killing. (She Said that her
latner was kind to Hie children, but not ver.v kind
to her mother} lie did not qnan-el with her much
during the time lie htvl the periodical fltt. In an¬
swer to the Recorder she said (flat when under the
Influence ol liquor her rather would strike her
mother, and lor six months previous lot ie killing
lie drank lager, which was prescribed lor him.
Mark Flanagan, Jr., a bright bo.v, fliteen

years old, the son of 111° prisoner, was examined
as to his father's coildlt.on When 111 the fits.

Dr. Kenen fmlta testified I hat last February he
was railed 10 treat t)ie Pttsotoer Tor a fle«li won ltd
over Hie Hgiii eye, which was Inflicted b> his wiie,
who knocked him on the head with a pitcher. The
Doctor dnMsed the wound, which seemed to be a
scalp woutld. Doctor also testified to symp¬tom.1) of ins iiiity eXhiiut'jd by the prisoner.

Dr. John J. Mason was the next witness, lie de¬
tailed the appearance of tne prisoner when lie
called at the state Hospital lor treatment, and
from the prisoners account of his symptoms he
(hi-< noetor) coneiiidt d t mil he Was affected with
cerebral congestion of an epileptic form. The lasi
time lie >mv the prisoner was 011 the 12th o; July.
The Doctor said that, from what he knew oi ti'.e
condition d(. the prisoner, and judging from the
evidepee, lie J)ellevcd I mnagan had w lint Wfts
known as "vatl.!^-. pileps.V, and lie believed he
al.o liad "masked" cfSIfpsy. He made two cx-
aminatlonsoi the prisoned at the Tombs with the
ophti ilmeseopi-, and it wa* Jils opinion that the
brain was congested.

Dr. snld that- le
believed that at 1 lie time the prisoner -ytabued his
wne he was insane, lie did not wish, ho.yever, to
