Who does not comprehend the
important part which the New York Chamoper
layed at the opening of that wart Is it not
Mstory that the fnancial polley of its members
suggested to the government what really formed
the national poliey durlng the adminmtrations of
Chase and Fessenden? ‘I'he great trinity which
managed that war is broken by death and dlscase.
Without Stanton, Seward and Chase the bruver:
and blopd of thousands would have gone to a debit
sccount of the great struggle. War and diplomacy
were great combloations, but finance gave muscles
to the one and nerves to the other, And I
repeat. 1t s history that the New York Chamber
of Commerce designed and fostered the lnancial
pnllu{ of the Lincoln adminiatration. Commerce
and trade rule the world, It is not the throne, bat
the Bank of England that is feared ; not the bafls of
the Kaiser so much as his ﬁold bills; not the tears
of battle so much as the Thiers of peace; not the
Lord chanceilor, but the Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer; not so much the viliage Hampden as tho
village storekeeper, who in fair ight hag honorably
fought his way to the eat of lederal
finance. All this power has been the growth con-
gequent upon the unlon of telegraphs and radl-
ways—of magnetlsm aod steam—the growth, -
deed, of & few yeara, A gentleman nesr me in-
formed me the firat Board of Trade was devised by
the Protector Cromwell, who, In 1866, directed his
son ftlehard to convene thirty or forty merchants
from various citles to meet some of the foriner
gentry and devise ways to promote the trade and
navigation of the—so runs the phrase—English He-
publi.  But no doubt there were Boards
of Trade in Phenicia, Tyre, Zidon, Alexandria—
commercial citles that entered the great cemetory
of natlons, because then poiitiesl economy, like
government, was only for the favored few, and wers
monopolies, unlike those which Boards of Trade
and Legislatures made for the masses now. The
first Board of Trade may have been in the shipa of
the nauts—those eminently “naughty’’-cal
men. e allegory of Jasom 18 almost the only
commercial one in mythology. What was his voy-
age for the golden flece but the modern
scarch for wealth—modern wealth that |Is
guarded by the dragon of clrcumstance, whose
teeth sown beget fortnitons eventa? His sorceress
wife Medin, who tanght him how t0 conquer the
dragon, was political economy, which, alas! some-
tlmes destroys It own twin children, the girl pro-
tectlon, and the boy free trade, by not alwiys con.
forming them to surroundings. Ah, you say, this ia
poetry, but it has 1ts ner philosophy. Yetl add
practical suggestion. You are urging TeRA about
canals, rallways redress, of panics and the lke,
oone thing more, Let every local Chamber of
Comnmerce or Board of Trade force its Congressman
to vota for a new Department of Minlstry to create
asecretary of Trade and Navigation, to be known
Ly that name and to have exclusive and jealous
care by governmental administration of sll thosa
great [nteresos so lovally guarded by the Chamber
of Commerce and the Nnt.onal Board of Trade.

At high noon yesterday, while the managers of
¥ho Prospect Park Falr Grounds were ia ocomclave
at $h0 rooms of the Club in Brookiyn, with the rsin
patioring against ‘thieir windows, disousalug the
question about & postponemont of the ihet day's
trotg—the drivers of the horees cngaged in the an-
finished trot of the day before were harncesing
their antmats and getting ready to warm up for the
séttioment of thetr race, the track being in good
order and no raln flling. The @rivers' brought
their horses on'tho track, gave them a few turms
around the courss, then blanketed thetr boautios
and begam to Inguire where the judges were
who were to declde the race, After walting nearly
&n hour an agent arrived from Brooklyn stating
that the Wrotting had besn postponed until Mondav,
This intelligence threw & greater damper over those
Interested In the postponed trot than all the raln
that had dropped on them during the morniag;
for be it understood that while the rain fell fast in
Brooklyn very lttle desocended In the’ vieluity of
Coney Island, and the track was Iin as good ocondi:
tion to trot on as it was she day before, as the time
made by tho hordea when they did trot will fally
prove.

Annoancoments were gent to sil the prinecipal
places In New York and Brookiyn of the postpone-
ment, and then a few of the executive commities
of the association repalred to the yrack, where, to
their astonlshment, they found the drivers and
owners of the horsea of the postponed race clam-
orous for & start. The committee At once agreed
to let the race go on, and appointed new judges,
thome who served the day before not coming to the
grounds, Messrs. Morton, Conley and Van Brunt
were appointed to judge the afalr, and a more
patisfactory trio never appeared inoastand. It
would be well, lndeed, for the Imtereats of the
trotting turf if these gentlemen could be induced
to serve in this capacity more frequently.

The attendants st the Falr Grounds wore made
up prideipally of persons who had money in the
pool-box from the day before, and were anxious to
kngw whether they would be winners or losers on
the result. The sky was overoast, but the rain
kept off untll the trot began. All the horses ap-
peared in good condition, and their drivers secmed
to be eatisfled with them while scoring. The
backers of Den Flagler were very confident of him,
and Iald thelr money out freely at odds, while the
Philadelphians were very willing to back Nettie at
the odds given, 'Theo 2 in the firat heat
trotted yosterday bhetween these two was the most
exolting and close that wad ever seen. The horses
ware yoked nearly allthe way.

OUR NAVY YARDS.

' A Glance Over Brooklyn, Boston and Portsmouth
Navy Yards—The Improvements and Pro-
posed Changes—Naval Orders and
Vessols Awaiting Commission.

ARer a long absenoce, your reporter visita tho
Brooklyn Navy Yard with mooh personal [n-
terest, akin to pleasure, for he has always been
treated with courteay and peliteness from thoso
fu suthority, frem the Commodore to the youngost
master's mates ; and to see onoe more familiar faces
aud ronew friendly grectings are more thaiu worth
the frip over tho East Raver, to say nothing of
jotsing down naya! ltems of those (aod the duties
they are at) he has known for years,

‘Thé entrance of the yard has Httle changed. Oid
Captain Waugh slill stands at his post, & weather-

sorvides, ‘The big tank house 14 on the right, but
behind it may be noticed an engino-nowse, with all
the latest styles of steam firo engines. Horsea
roady harnessed, and water warm, five minutes
wouid find these powerful appliances at any part
of the Navy Yard ready to put out five with seventy-
five pounds pressure of steam; and, wondarful for
the time of old Ohaunocey, could he come baock, the
telegraph wire hag boen placed, with fire Alarma,
at & hall dozen stations, so that directions where
togo are given when the fire Is first dlscoversd.
Around the mustering house you observe that the
unsightly cobble stones have been removed; a
bright green gress and bedd of flowers greet the
eye—a most pleasant change, and the ofcer who
did it aeserves many thanks. The mustering
houso, 'or clvil engineers’ ofces, has gained &
Blory, and eavors now of the Bhanghac style,
though, doubtiess, it Is fat with Internal busl-
neas, The heretofore unsightly anchor park, with
anchora lying flat on the ground, has been Aar-
ranged with a tier of fine anchor racks, upon
whichk the anchors, large and small, from
10,000 pounds to 100 pmmdll, have been
closely hung ocuupimz much less space and
far more available when required to be removed.
This was one ol the improvements of the yard done
under Hoar Admival M, Bmith's command, and at
the suggestion of the former equipment officer.
The Iarge receiving store |8 now principally occu-
pled the BEquipment Department. The Con-
struoction Department has ove lower wing. The
Engincer De”artment ocouples a smail portion,
but the latter will soon remove to their commo-
dious new muachine shop, over by
and opposite the foundry.
