The Troubles in Roumania=—XMr. Pelxotto
as United States Consal.
To Tux EDIToR oF THE HRERALD :—

Those who have watched with pleasure the
liberal course of the HRRALD In dealing with ques-
tions of a race or of a rellgions character were aston-
lshed to ind in this morning's issue a letter from
Vienna, headed “'An Improper Representative—
Mr. Peixotto, R".low. as Uniced States Consul at the
Roumanian Capltal," The writer, who betrays a
mulice and vindictiveness denoting his sympathy
with the spirit of perseccution, seems anxious to
attack the admimstration becauss of ita alleged in-
terference in the lnternal aifairs of Roumania. Hia
informant, whom he designates as 4 “‘Roumanian

gentleman temporarily residing én the French oapl-
tul,* charges against Mr, Peixotto that *‘he impres-
A8 the Ronmanian people as stending in the light of
an oppressor.,” Yet the writer speaks of Mr,
Pelxotto ‘48 a man of intelligence, of gentiemanly
demesnor and an exceedingly kind disposition.
He would, doubtiess, under ordinary clrcumstances
and at any other point, make n very good repre-
aentative, Bnot at Duoharest he cannot be consld-
ered the right man In the right pisce."

If the administration invites attack because of
the designation of a geotleman whom Mr.
Pelxovto’s assuilant characterizes as “‘a very

good rewresentative” as Comsul at Bu-
chareat, that (8 @a heinous sin, for which
lat  the administration  justify itaelf, In
met, and I sepeak from knowledge, Mr.

Pelxotto's residence at Bucharest as Unlted States
Consul has redected great credit apon our country.
His moral induence has been exercised in behalf of
& sulfering and oppressed people, His presence at
Bucharest and his soclal relations with the Prince
and the leading men of the city have been the
means of check “F popular outhreaks against the
Jews; nnd Mi. Peixotto has usually taken the lnte
tintive and socurad the co-operation of every Con-
sul at Bucharest, He has rendered services to
humanity for which he deserves the respect of
every honest man, and has in no instance commit-
ted his government to an act which the polioy of
the State Department condemuns.

1 08K your attention to the detais of the ontrages
agniust the Jews of lsmadl aud Oahuol in January
and Pebroary, 18723 to the letter of the Consuls,
dated Aprll 18, 158725 to the letters of the Secre-
Lary of State, dated April 10 and May 19, 18725 to
the actlon of the Hritish, French and Itallan goy-
ernments uniting in a remonstrance against the
wrongs and bitter persecutions of the Jowa., Oor-
talnly the action of Mr. Peixotio i3 justiled by the
extraordinary corisis and desarves to be warmly
commended rather than to be critioised. The con-
currence of the other Consuls and the approval of
thelr governments do eertalnly dewract from the
enormity of his offence agalnst Roumanisn inde-
pendence, and our Consul at Bucharast oppresses
the Roumanian people.

Important Address=The Expulsion of the
Jesuits from Germany and the Xavier
Alumni Sodality.

Cor unum et unima na.

At o meeting of the Xavier Alumni Sodality, held
on Sunday, October 6, 1872, it was unanimously re-
solved that an address should be prepared and
published and a copy forwarded to the Superior
Genernl of the Jesuits, expressing the indignation
of the Sodality at the recent persecutions ol the
order in Germany. The committee appointed have
prepared the following adiress:—

To the Very Reverend PETER BROKX, Superior-Gen-
eral of the Soclety of Jesus:—

VERY REVEREND FATHER—The religious persecu-
tions inangurated by the government of Germany
must surely excite the condemnation of all just
and liberiy-loving men of whatever creed or nn-
tionality., As Catholics we feel particularly moved
to indignation and sorrow at these blowa directod
ut our Holy Church, eulurinating, as they so re-
cently have done, tn the decree cxpelling the So-
clety of Jesus, and, In the lungnage of the act, nll
“orders akin to It, and congregavions of a similar
chiaracrer,”

Without alieging a apecifle charge and permitting
opportuuity of refutation; witihont consulting the
dudires of the people, but In epposition to the
wisnes of, at least, a large proportion, thus to pro-
acribe, at a moment's warning, an entire class, on
account of religlous opinion, 18 surely a despotic
step, unworthy of European eiviissation and pro-
phetic of danger to the future liberties of Germany.

In tue hour of complete and ungnestiongd
military triumph, with no neod to [ear internal
aissensions, with a people eager to resume the
relations ol peace, and to cement fraternally the
unification ol the empire, the tmperial Cablnet have
undertuken to assall the religlous raith of more
than twelve milllons of the people, depriving the
atandard bearers of that faith u{’ their Ilberty of
thought and speech, and exiling them from thetr
homes, from their churches and schools, and wll
thelr benevolent institutions,

The guavantees of the constitution are disre-
garded, the natural and nplienable rights of every
man overridden ; the laithiml god patriotic services 4
and sacrifices of the Catholic eommunity durin
the late war are ignored—thelr youth are deprived
of their best instructors, the peopie of thelr most
valued spiritual consolers—and (nstitutions de-
voted by private free-will offerings to the uses of
education and ral:fwml worship, to the care of the
gick, the poor and the uniortunate—the rearing
of consclentions and nseiul citizens, the preven-
tlon of crime and the caltlvation of virtne, are
closed by the State towards whose wellure they
were established. Under the sweeplng language
of the decree even ordera of holy women, devoted
*o works of charity, have been broken up and ex-
fied to other lands,

These are already the actual results of the unjust
and Indefensible measures of the hnperial govern-
ment, in their endeavors to strike at the Catholie
COharch, and to establish the new doctrine that
States have the right to define and reconstruct the
religious faiths of their inhablitants, Frederic the
Great, who laid the foundations ol the present Ger-
man Empire, was wiser far when he declared, In
%Penk.lug ticularly of the Jesuita:—"In the

reaty of Bresiau I giaranteed the starus quo of
the Catholle religion, and I have never found better
priests in every respect. 1 am determined to re-
taln them In my state.”

We feel, indeed, that In the trials of the Church
the Soclety of Jesus has well deserved the testl-
mony of truth and gratitude from every Catholic.
Founded simultaneously with the so-called Re-
formation, it bas been a strong arm of delence of
tne Charch In its resistance to the growing unbe-
lief and materinlism of the subscquent centuries
down to this very bour. It has borne the brunt of
every battle. Oiten stricken down, sometimes ap-
parently annihilated; yet, with the eternal vigor
of truth, though crushed to earth, It has always
again arisen. Its misslonaries have penetrated
beyond all others to the most remote recesses of
the Elobe, carrylng with them to barbarlan nations
the knowieuge of Christianity, the iluminations of
gclence and the improvements of the uselul arta.

What country owes to the Jesults a greater debt
thanourown? To Its farthest llmits, In many
cases, their footsteps have first led the way.

aristocracy, ded valuable discoveries to sclence,
and everywhere gzeslously carried forward the
work of the sanctification of souis. Opposed
with calumny, exiled, put to death, Lhls herole
order has given testimouy a8 none other, In mod-
ern times, of (ta unselffah sincerity and ita devoted
ardor wherever the glory of (lod was at stake. Re-
jecting, as they obllga themselves to do, earthly
distinctions—t a8 they can only do, that no
end can justify the slightest oifence against the law
of God, they have yet heen siandered as the repre-
sentatlves of the most unscrupnlous craft, and
hated, reviled ana persecuted, by turns, on every

nd.

The people of this land can judge the Jesulta b
their own expertence. If they have ever uttore
doctrinea subveraive of our government, If they
have ever taught that crimes are justified by the
end to be attained, they can claim no sympathy, no
remonstrance from our people. But if, as they
have surely done, heneatn the welght of old-time
prejudices and  watehed on every hand for a
misstep or an objectionable word, they have la-
bored devotedly and uncomplainingly towards the
material wnd spiritaal welfare of the land, spriad-
ing the truths of Christian faith and Christian
knowledge together, restraining, in quiet ways,
the commisslon of erime, enforeing those restridnts
of conscience and lmplanting those principles of
virtue which alone ean make good cltizens and
insure the perpetulty of lllu-rtly—ll they have done
nught of this, they have well deserved that the
American people should rolse, as they have done
a0 many times whea other landa and !:uopien hve
been oppressed, a cry of Indignation and re-
monstrance at this latest outrage on universal
Hherty itanif,

For pirscives we know that they have done this,
andmore, For these holy men have been Lo us, each
und 3°1, falthful teachers, wise counsellors—consol-
ors m our hours of amiction.
