SThe Darkest Picture Yet Ex¬
hibited.

Ho Home and Ho Future for tha Poor Property
Holder.A Widow's Cry of Distress Com-
miasiener Startup and Senator McPher-
lon on the Situation.The Debt of
Jeraey City To-Bay and the Debt
Two Tears and a Half Ago.

Jersey City Is now beginning to enjoy the fruits
of the rule or the King. Last year the taxes were

considered to be very exorbitant, bnt this year
they will prove to be rninous to hundreds. The
rate is fixed and the bills are being prepa'red, bnt
they will not be tarnished to the taxpayers till the
election is past. This is one of the tactics of the
Ring, who dread the consequences at the ballot
box if the people should learn that the city Is drift
ing test to bankruptcy under the present adminis¬
tration. Many a poor man, who to-diy enjoys a

small home, will be homeless and houseless before
the expiration of six months. None but the
wealthy or those in comfortable circumstances can
hold out under the twofold burden of assessments
and taxes levied under the Bumsted charter.
The rate of taxation lor city, county and State

last year in Jersey City was $2 06 per cent; this
year the rate is $3 39 per cent. The city tax alone
Is $2 60 per cent, the county tax SO cents and the
State tax 28 cents. The taxable property of the
city amounts to $ae,000,000. In addition to these
figures must be added the water tax and a poll
tax of $1 for every male citizen. In order to
asoertaln the cause of this steady Increase or
taxation and the present financial condition of the
city the Hkuald representative cal'ed yesterday on
the Olty Clerk, the Comptroller. Mr. Startup, Chair¬
man or the Committee on Streets in the Board or
Public Works ; Senator MoPherson and a civil en¬
gineer, who Is not connected with any branch or
the city government, but who has devoted much
attention to the manner In which the Engineering
and Surveying departments have beon conduoted.
Mr. Startup said that the primary cause of the

increase of taxation wa9 the exemption of railroad
property from taxation within the limits of the
olty. Last year the value of railroad property ex¬

empt from taxation amounted to $6,000,000; this
year It reaches $9,000,000. Since the Pennsylvania
Central was exempted that company has pur¬
chased a strip of land along the line of old South
Third street, or In that neighborhood, from Har-
simus Cove to the hill, and, although the company
receive rents for several houses, they do not pay a

dollar to the city. This very day I have to go to
the Erie Railroad to fight them on a very Impor¬
tant matter. They hare stopped up the creek
which carried off the water from the meadows into
the river because It passed near their carpenter
shop. The stagnant water Is retained on the mea¬
dows and the consequence Is that disease Is spread¬
ing In that quarter.

"But to come back to the fiscal question," said
the reporter, "how much money is due the city on
account of unpaid assessments?"

"That Is Just what I was coming at," was the
reply. "About four millions or dollars. A large
number or property owners have certloraried the
assessments, but they will certalniv have to pay
them some time or another. In the meantime the
city has to bear the load or Interest on these un¬

paid assessments. Most of these assessments be¬
long to Bergen. To show you how much better off
the city is this rear than last year, let me say that
while we borrowed $800,000 last year we only
called for (300.000 this year."
Reporter.is It still the practice In your Board

to levy taxes on the city for street Improvements
which only benefit certain localities directlyfMr. Startup.We abolished that long ago. It was
a wrong and a dangerous principle from the be¬
ginning, and while I am in the Board I shall take
care It will never be repeated. The only jobs now
In progress tor which taxeB will be levied on the
city at large are the Grand street ana Newark
avenue improvements, where the work comes
under the reconstruction clause.
Repoktbr.Now about the Surveyor's account.

At the commencement or the fiscal year a resolu¬
tion was passed by yoar Board providing that the
expenses and salaries or the surveying and en-
glneeriug departments should not exceed the snin
or $&o,ooo a year, whereas, according to the results
figured up from your own minutes, the amount
paid out irom the 1st or April till the present day
reaches the round sum of $100,000. I have these

Sres from an engineer whom I regard as a very
able authority.

Mr. Startup.Well, I regard such an authority as
very unreliable, and I challenge him to prove It.
The amount paid since the 1st of April does not ex¬
ceed $36,000. The bills ror surveying and engineer¬
ing were very exorbitant In my opinion, and dur¬
ing the past six months I cut them down forty per
cent on an average. This reduction, understand
me, was made on bills contracted previous to the
1st or April last.
Reporter.What about the late proposals for the

Walnut street bridge, where the lowest bid was re¬
jected, even though two wealthy men offered to
become sureties r
Mr. Startup.The specifications were Informal,

and we will have to advertise again. The man
could not possibly do the work at that price, and
the Board suspected there was a nigger In the
fence.
Senator McPhersOn expressed his opinion on the

financial condition of the city freely, lie said, in
answer to the question, whither are we drliting ?
"Well, If we remain much longer In our present
conditi in, we will drilt steadily and surely Into
bankruptcy. The only remedy I would offer is
simply to collect the assessments. If I were
asked how to preserve the credit of the
city I would say let us collect our assess¬
ments. If I were in the Board of Works

1 wonld fight for that end day and night. But as
long as the assessments remain uncollected and
the people fear tfiat these assessments will he
thrown on them so long will the credit of the city
be impaired. If we only had a Arm, an honest, a
Judicious administration of our city government,
We should soon tide over all our difficulties. Our
debt say Is ten or eleven millions, of this sum
four millions are due on assessments, and I
know corporations to-day that would be willing
to give five millions for our water works, so
that we would have no debt worth talking
about afterwards. The value or our water
works is Increasing every year. Last year
the city realized $400,000 from that source. If, as I
say, the government were only proporly adminis¬
tered there would be no cause lor alarm. The
worst phase of the case is that between the heavy
assessments and the hlgn rate of taxation many
small property-holders win be ruined."
According to the records In the possession of the

City Clerk and the Comptroller the debt or Jersey
City is now $10,500,000. Of this $:i, 500,000 Is cred¬
ited to the Water Department. When the three
cities were consolidated, two years and a half ago,
the debt was as follows

Here is an exhibit of the Mutilated role that needs

no commentary. A little study of tho' a figures
wilUhowthat Bergen, with the smallest population
of the three cities, was overloaded witu deist, it
was the seat, the home of the King who promoted
the consolidation movement In oruer that the Im¬
provement debt of that district might not be levied
on the property-owners benefited, but on the city
at large. These Improvements were made, first of
all, In the Interest of a few wealthy lamillcs In that
section, and It has since become a household prov¬erb In Jersey City, "No poor inun can own a lot In
Bergen." No man knew better than the head
centre of the ring how to make the Bergen climate
too warm for a poor man, and that section of tha
city to-day is the abode chiefly of mushroom aristo¬
crats, street contractors and ofllce-hoiders. To tho
simple, uninitiated and confiding citizens who en-
Joy the blessings of constitutional government,
elsewhere, not in theory, but in practice, and
whose homesteads no man can take away, an ex¬
planation of the exterminating process in Bergen
may be necessary. Two or three members of the
ring set covetous eyes on a piece of property, say
one to flfty acres. They offer to pur¬
chase at very low figures, and the owners
refuse to sell. A resolution is passed soon
afterwards by the Common Council or the Board or
Public Works on a bogus petition of property
owners authorizing tho grading and paving of a
street, the widening of a street or the construction
of a sewer, or all three at the same time. When
the assessment bill Is rendered the poor struggling
owner, who perhaps has not his lot cleared off,
needs no further notlco to quit; he takes Ills chil¬
dren by the hand and turns his back for ever on
the cheerful spot whero his children drew their
first breath, if he lias a little money left or if lie
bas friends he lights against fortune and holds his
own at least ; If not, he turns westward with his
little ones to that last refuge of the desolato.

That this is no overdrawn picture many a poor

Dan who was comfortably situated In Jersey Citylive years ago knows to his sorrow. That this will
be the late of many more who will be unable to
meet the ex orbltant tax bills now ready, In addi¬
tion to heavy assessments, no man familiar with
the condition of Jersey City will doubt. Take one

MM la point. IB Monmouth street, not Bur from
the Brie Railway, to a mmU lot, thirty by flfty feet,
and owned by a thrifty, industrious widow. For
the poring and improving or the street fronting
her property an assessment of $800 was levied upon
her. The tax bill will amount to at least $86.
These bills the poor woman will not be able to
meet, and so she will bare to sell out her interest

m the property.about $1,000. The actual cost for
paving was $433 ; for sand filling, $70 ; total, $403.
This leaves a balanoe or over $300 on one small
patch to be acoounted for, allowing the surveyor
$7. There are many similar cases, snd yet for a
poor property holder there Is practically no re¬
dress. Goldsmith was no less a prophet than a
poet when he penned the lines:.

m fares Uie land to hastening ills a prey,Where wealth accumulate* and ineu decay.
To many residents of Jersey City these lines have

a gloomy significance. That unfortunate munici¬
pality stands in an exceptional position to-day
among her sinter cities and towns or Hudson
county. Every railroad crossing the county is
taxable in every district excepting Jersey city, and
the taxes in those sections are regularly paid.Even the Morris Canal Companv refuse to pay
taxes, although the Supremo court decided the
appeal on exemption against them. The railroads
are aggressive, and every year brings increased
territory to ihem and a corresponding increase of
taxation to the people. For tins abnormal
state of things the people are Indebted to the
men who represented, or rather misrepresented,
them in the Legislature. Everv member who rep¬
resented Jersey City or any other district or Hud¬
son county In the Legislature during the past live
years, with the exception of four, was owned by
the railroads. Nearly all of those, In both parties,who are candidates for the Legislature at the pre¬
sent moment, are alTected with a singular attach¬
ment lor the railroads. One ot the candidates for Con-
stress was for many years a director in two of these
railroads, and he is now their legal adviser. How he
can advise them and his constituents, when such
opposing Interest is at stake, forms a curious prob¬
lem, even for a lawyer. On the other hand his politi¬
cal oppouent Is charged with having a very warm
sympathy. but that is all.with wealthy railroad
corporations. The success of the lormer would be,
of course, the triumph of the ring, which has
plundered the city and Is virtually waging tbe war
or extermination. The latter, with all his symyathyfor railroads, possesses the singular merit or being
the poor man's mend.

It will ever remain an indelible stigma on the
Board of I'ubllc Worlcs that while they spent their
time In plotting with contractors on street im¬
provements, sewers, floating highways, vertical
pump-<, patent pipes and pavemsnts, and while
they spent millions of the public money, they paid
very little attention to the education of youth.
One new and two enlarged school buildings are all
they can show to cover the multitude or their sins.

OBITUARY.
William Schouler.

General William Sohouler died in Jamaica Pla in,
near Boston, on Friday evening. Ho was car¬
ried off after having enaured the pains ot
a lingering illness with great fortitude and
resignation. Oeneral Schouler was well and
favorably known to his countrymen as a

newspaper editor and press writer and a soldier.
He cauic from an humble and industrious parent¬
age and maintained through life the Idea of progress
by honest, faithful exertion, which was Impressed onhis mind in youth. He was educated in the com¬
mon schools near Lowell, and devoted himself to
newspaper press work at an early age. He ad¬
vanced in nis profession with great credit. He was
at one period editor of the Lowel courier and sub¬
sequently of the Boston Atlas, journals which exer¬
cised a very widespread and decided influence on
the public mind when under his control. Ills
neighbors aud fellow citizens in Massachusetts
respected his enterprise and perseverance, and tes¬
tified their appreciation ol both by elevating him to
State honors with their votes, when the war of
the rebellion was forced upon us Oeneral Schouler
took the side or the Union promptly and with en¬
ergy. He was commissioned Adjutant General of
the State of Massachusetts, and to his tact, zeal, per¬
sonal Influence and administrative ability and
firmness the men of the ancient Commonwealth
wore and are to-day and lorever Indebted ror the
manly, creditable display which their State made
during the great struggle.

Theophlle Gaatlar.
The death of Theophlle Gautler, the French poet,

critic and eminent litterateur and novelist, was
announced to us by cable telegram from Paris. He
expired on Wednesday evening, the 23d Inst.
Theophlle Gautier was born at Tarbes on the

81st of August, In the year 1808, and had thus
completed the sixty-fourth year of his age.
He commenced his studies at the place of his
nativity, and concluded his scholastic course In
the College Charlemagne. Under the guidance and
in companionship with M. Gerard de Nerval, whose
friendship he enjoyed to the hour of his death, he
cultivated the study of the old French dialect with
much interest and great success. During the
earlier years of his life he was impressed
with the idea that he was born.had
a heavenly mission.to be a great pulnter,and made attempts In the art. The
results or bis first efforts discouraged him so much
thut he abandoned his conviction or predestined
vocation and turned his mind and attention to
literature. Here he was at home.on the right
path. In the year 1830 he published a first volume
of "Poesies." This was followed by "Albertns," a
legend in verse. "La C'omf die de la Mort." another
poem, was given to the world in 1838. M. Gautler's
reputation us a writer was then established ; his
talent was in demand and be enjoyed the pride and
reaped the reward or its exercise. In 1838 he be¬
came assistant editor of the Paris Prease (news¬
paper), contributing the criticisms on the drama
and fine arts. This position he occupied until 1865,
when he took charge of the same department on
the Monlteur. His mind was original and exceed¬
ingly proline in its flow of ideas. Novels. ,-aude-
vllles, books of travel and criticisms came from his
pen subsequent to the year 183s with great rapidity
and In a very refreshing and entertaining style.
He was a worshipper or external beauty.a devotee
of the elegant in earthly form. He deified, as it
were, art, and professed his admiration as a sort or
religion. M. Gautier travelled extensively in
Europe and the East and has given account or
loreign experiences in his books.

Robert L. Tottenham.
Robert Loftus Tottenham, a major in the Royal

Artillery of England, died lately at Ferozepore,
India, at the age of thirty-eight years. He entered
the service April, 1864; became lieutenant Septem¬
ber, 1854; captain, April, I860, and major, July,
1872. He served with three batteries of Royal Ar¬
tillery and a detachment or the Forty-first British
lniantry in the revolution which upset the Emperor
Faustln In Hay tl in January, 1x50; landed and
protected the Europeans at Port-au-Prince, and
carried of! the Emperor, his laraily and Ministers,
for which he received the thanks of the English
and French governments.

Henry O. Love, R. NT.
Henry Ommanncy Love, an admiral of the Brit¬

ish Navy, has Just died at Yarmouth, Isle of Wight,
at the age of seventy-nine years. 'He entered the
Royal Naval Academy May 21, 1805, and embarked
December 23, 1808, as midshipman on board the
Dannemark, part of the force employed in the ex¬

pedition to the Walcheren. Prevlouly to proceed¬
ing to the West Indies he assisted In saving from
destruction the Albion, an Indlamau of Immense
value, which had broken from her moorings during
a gale, and had drifted to within a few feet or the
rocks. He served on the West India station
till 1825. He obtained a second promotion
July io. 1826, and was lastly, from Julr 2, 1831, until
paid off, March 13, 1834, employed In command
or the Columbine, again on the west India station.
During the whole of that pe'riod Captain Love did
not lose a slncrle man through sickness. lie was
advanced to Post rank December 5, 1837 ; to Rear
Admiral, August, 1867; Vice Admiral. January,
18»34; and Admiral, July, 1869. Captain Love laid
claim to having suggested trie use or paddles, In¬
stead of wheels, for steam vessels.

Jacqnes Ballnet.
A telegram from Paris announces the death or

Jacques Baltnet, the celebrated French physicist. M.
Ballnet was born on the 6th of March, In the year
1794. He bad, consequently, passed the seventy-
eighth year or his age when his lire labor was brought
to a close. Ho devoted himself to a study or the law
or mechanics at an early age and experimented
towards the perfection or mechanical Inventions.
He unproved the air pump and accomplished other
works which are of groat utility lu forwarding or
aiding the advance of scientific progress.

A Doctor** Dilemma.
Before Judge Thompson.

The cue of Dr. Julius L. Monmomet, who was dis¬
charged from the position of resident physician of
the Brooklyn Homaepathlo Lying-in Asylum be¬
cause he is a Catholic, was before the City Court
yesterday. Judge Fanchen, of the New York Su¬
preme Court, had previously Issued and dismissed

a mandamus In the case, and yesterday the Doc¬
tor's counsel applied to Judge Thompson for a writ.
The Court ordeied that an alternative mandamus

issue directing the officers of the asylum to rein¬
state the Doctor, or show cause to the coutrary on
Saturday next.

Allegod Judicial Ignorance.
Before Judge McCue.

Counsellor Dainty yesterday asked for the dis¬
charge of a boy named Mathew Maloney, who bad
been committed to the Penitentiary for six months

by^ustloe Oertum, of East New York, on a charge
of petit larceny. This Oertum took issue with
Judge Moore, of the Kings County Court, for dis¬
charging several prisoners whom he had commit¬
ted, on the ground that the commitments were
defective, and publicly questioned Judge Moore's
legal knowledge. Counsellor Dainty yesterday said
that Oertum was Incompetent and had com¬
mitted the boy Maloney because he hap¬
pened to be near a store from which some
money had been stolen. The point raised in the
case, however, was that thn commitment was de¬
fective, as it failed to set forth the name of the
owner of the money alleged to have been stolen.
