THE EXPULSION OF FRINGE NAPO¬
LEON.

(From the Ualignanl of Oct. 14.]
This affair has now come to a termination for

the moment by the forcible expulsion of Ills Im¬

perial Highness from the French territory, he and
the Princess Clotilda having been accompanied on

Saturday morning by gendarmes to the Swiss Iron-
tier on their way to Praiigina, whcnce they had
come prior to entering France.
The rh&teau of Miilemont, belonging to M.

Maurice Richard, is situated at about a mile and a

hall from the station of Garanciiire-la-Queue, on
the western line from Paris to Graudvllle. At that
resilience on Friday M. Patinot, Chief du Cabinet
to itio Prefect of Police, waited on the Prince,
armed with the following document:.

The other bowed to that observation and with¬
drew, In order to refer to the government, and
took with lum tbe following protest, drawn up by
the Prince
Prince Napoleon has read the copy of the decree fYom

the Ministry of the Interior, dated the 10th of October,and banded to him by M. i'atinut, and to that notification
the I'rineo makes the following reply'the t'rince has cotne to Miilemont with the Priness
Clotilda, his wife, on an invitation from his friend M.
Maurice Klchard, and at the same time to attend to his
private interests as lather of a family.The Prince is a French citizen.
No law has pronounced his exile, nor has any been

pa«sed against him or the Princess.
Tho Prince is a member of the Council General of a

French department, and exercises the attributes belong
ins to that position.
The Prince and Princess exhiblteu at tho frontier pass¬

ports regularly delivered h.v the compeUut authorities;
that of the Prince, by order of the French government,
1 made out for France; It has been successively tUid by

the French ngents at Turin, Brussels, Loudon and, on the
8th of the present month, at Pontarlicr.
Tho passport delivered to tho Prim es* emanates from

the Minister fur France at Brussels, bears the date of the
14th October, 1871, and Is made out for France aud ling-
land. It is, tlierelore, by a material error aud In contra¬
diction with all tbe enunciations of the document indi¬
cated, that the docrec ironi the Ministry ot the Interior
declares that the passport presented at the Irouiier was
only delivered for a determined case.
Under these circu instances the Prince opposes the exe-

cutii n of the decree issued against his person, and de-
clvrns that to cause his Individual liberty and his l ights
as a citizen lo bo rcspected be will immediately appeal

to tho judicial authority, the guardian of the laws ot the
country.
The f'rluce imitcs M. Patinot to commnnlcate Imme¬

diately this reply to the government.
NAPOLEON (JEROME.)

Another attempt was afterwards made by the
police to seize on the person of the Prince, as at
about .seven in the evening M. Clement, Commis¬
sary of Police in Paris, presented himself, accom¬
panied h.v gendarmes, at the park gate of M. Mau¬
rice Richard's residence and summoned him to
open tlicm in order that the sub-Ministerial dccree
ought he put in execution. The Prince called the
attention oi tho agent to the lact that by virtue ol'
the law of 184'J on the state ol sletfe no perquisition
or arrest can be made at a domicile after sunset
without a special order from the military authority.
M. Clement accepted that reply and the Prince and
Princess still remain at Miilemont. "There is rea¬
son to hop j," observes the Gauloti, "that night
will bring reflection to tho government; in the con¬
trary ease Prince Napoleon and the Princess Clo¬
tilda will he apprehended and conducted by the
gendarmerie to the rrontier, as their Highnesses
are resolved to only give way to lorce."
On Saturday morning all the guests at Miilemont

and the household were up early, and breakfast
was prepared at an hour far before the time gene¬
rally lixed for that meal. The l'rlnce, being well
aware that his arrest had been ordered, sat down
and wrote the following letter, addiessed to M.
Gr< vy, President of the Chamber

Mili.kmont (Seine-et-Oise), Oct 12.
Monsiim'r le President.A violation of law bus been

committed against my person; I am the victim ot an
abase of power; I prosecute the reparation of it before the
competent authorities of France, and I address myfelt to
you as President of tho National Assembly and of the
Committee of Permanence, persuaded that, in spite of
oppo.-ite opinions and political hatreds, there will he
found a sentiment of justice which is ucver invoked iu
vain before a French Chamber.
The facts are as follows;.
As a French citizen, in full exercise of my civil and

political rights', returned, in 1871, Councillor General of
a department, Corsica; finding niyscll bevoud the French

territory, I resolved to scrupulously respect legality; nml
passports being required iu Frauce since the revolution
of September 4, I addressed myself to the French au¬
thority, the Consul General of Geneva, the place nearest
to my residence.
That functionary replied that he could not deliver to

me a passport without referring to his government, and
some days after he informed ine that be was authorised
to give me one, which says :."Good for entrance into
France, delivered by order ol the government (October
15, 1871, valid for one year)."

I will not recall the puerile persecutions of which I was
the object in Corsica; tor they did uot extend to a viola-
tion of the law in my uerson.
As the validation ot my election was capahlc of creat¬

ing difficulties. I did not Choose to he the pretext for dis¬
turbances, and I gave in my reMgtmtion.
This year my fellow citizens re-elected me, and rnv elec¬

tion was validated without opposition.
Finding myself, therefore, both rlt factn and rfe Jure In¬

vested with n mandate from universal suttragc, I had
reason to believe that the government did not contest my
civil umi political rights.

MANUFACTURING VOTERS.
Scenes at the Naturalization Office*.The Sub¬
jects of Effete Despotisms of Europe Seek¬
ing the Free Citizenship of the West.

During the past week the rooms of the Hupreaie
Court, General Term, were thronged with a rude,
barbarous looking crowd. Sturdy, bullet-headed
fellows.some with the wild look of idiots,
others with the bewildered air of recent
immigrants; somo with an air of mischief
pervading every lineament; some German; some
Danish, Swedish, French, but mostly Hibernian,
all rough clad, have invaded the sacred pre¬
cincts of this Court for seven or eight days past,
at the rate of hundreds each day. What do they
want? The eleotion approaches, and they want to
be "natherallzed," "naturlzed," as one green son
of Erin called it yesterday."Make meself a native
American born, sure : and if certificates will do tt, I
want 'em." These newly enfranchised sons of the
old sod yearned for their first ballot with a

patriotism and a sense of patriotic doty that
enter into the souls of the natives only once In a
while when reform "uprises" against Tammany.

I They patiently or impatiently endure vexation
and trouble, the law's delay, the lnsolencc of office
and other slights that patient merit from the un¬
worthy takes, in order merely to obtain that right
to the suffrage which Americans apparently would
not turn the comer to secure. It was a very en.
cou raging sight to see for one who loves the coun¬
try. At a time when the experiment of universal
suilYage has almost failed it revives patriotic hopes
and aspirations to see these crowds of newly fledged
Americans seeking against such troubles aud veia-

At the semi-circular desk outside the railing
seven clerks are tftsy Ailing up blank forms at the
solicitation of the crowd of applicants, who crowd
through the wide open doors. One foreigner for¬
gets to uncover in the sacred presence or justice,
aud instantly three ol the bulldogs of the court
room are bounding toward bim. "Take yer hat
off!" they all ere in unison, with a vehemence sug¬
gestive of nothing less terrible than a Guy Pawkefl
explosion. Having narrowly escaped destrnction
by the timely removal of his explosive hat, the
frightened applicant turns to one of the bulldog*
for information :.
"What do ver want ?" says Bulldog No. 1.
"I wants mcin naterallerlzatlon bapers," respond*

the frightened applicant.
"Well, ware* yer blanks ?" says Bulldog No. 3.
"I hat) kelns," says Dutchy, forgetting all hi*

English in his lright,
"You come here 1" says the remaining Cerberus,

taking him by the lapel; "here's the man you
want to see aud leading him roughly to the semi¬
circular desk he thus introduces him to the Irish
patriot whose duty it is to make out forms for such
irightened applicants "Lookee here, Tommy,
here's a nice pill for ver. Do him up in a small
packagc, will yerf" and then the Cerberi playfully
descend on another applicant, who has forgotten
his hat.
The way in which these pills are done up in smal)

packages is about this:.Tommy, the clerk, says to
the Pill whom he proposes to do up:.
"Well, young feller, where were you bornT How

old are you now / What's your business? How long
have you been in this country? That's right; sign
your name there. That's all. Now git out there
and wait till your natnc is called."
Presently Mt^jor General Ward, the bald-pated

clerk, calls the name and further questions him,
and then he Is turned over to Judge Curtis, who
gazes upon him with an indifferent stare, such as
Justice Mtareley might have turned npon "Nathaniel
Daniel," signs his name to the papers, and at the
impatient wave of the judicial hand moves on to
the high official who carries the Bible, and who sa¬
lutes him alar off with the cry, "Now come right
along, gemmcn; take hold of this here book," and
thus, having secured the right hold upon it, tnrng
him over to another clerk to be sworn. Then being
enjoined to "kiss er book," the frightened appli¬
cant, now bewildered with his change of nationality
and lus irrevocable renunciation of allegiance to
everybody, goes into the room of the Clerk of the
Supreme court, where Thomas Boese and three
assistant clerks with noses and brawn suggestive
of muscular Tammany put. him through another
oath and make the arat onslaught of the occasion
on his pocket.
"Take hold of the book. Yon. do slomly

swear you renonce allegence sever all from princes,
potentates power- special Ernp. of Germany, selp
you (iod.kiss the liouk seventy-live cents."
And then he's as gootl a citizen as anybody, and

walks away with the bulwark of liberty and the
palladium of human rights in his breast pocket.
The enforcement of uie law requiring the presen¬tation of naturalization papers by everv foreign-

born voters lias set all formerly naturalised
citizens to looking up their old papers. Many have
been mislaid or destroyed, 'and they consequently
have to call upon the Clerk of the Supreme Court
lor duplicate copies. This duty, coupled with that
of searching tor the record of previous naturaliza¬
tion, comprises the heaviest work of the clerks at
present, notwithstanding the steady stream of ap¬
plicants seeking their first papers.
