PUNERAL OF A PIONEER PBIEST.

Obuqnlei of the Lnt« Rev. Father Mc-
CSuire, Pastor of the Chnirclt of St. John
the Kvangellst, South Brooklyn.
Nonrnfol Crowds Viewing the Re-
mains.The Requiem Mass.Funeral
Sermon by the Rev. Father Malone.
The funeral of the late Rev. Father Hugh McGnlre,

who died on Friday last, took place yesterday after¬
noon from the Church of St. John the Evangelist,
South Brooklyn, of which deceased had been for
many years the pastor.
During Friday afternoon and Saturday tho re¬

mains lay in one of the parlors of the pastoral resi¬
dence, and thousands of the parishioners called to
take a farewell look at the familiar face. On Sun¬
day the remains lay In state in the church, and
crowds ol people from all parts of the city flocked
thither out of respect to the memory of the vener¬
able old man, who, for forty years, had been a
faithful and zealous missionary.
Yesterday morning a solemn requiem mass was

sung In the church over the remains, which, en¬
cased in a handsome rosewood coftlu, heavily silver
mounted, were placcd in the chau"cl, in front of
the altar. The entire sanctuary was draped in
mourning, and the same sad emblem appeared all
round the church. Nearly a hundred priests from
Brooklyn and New York attended I ne obsequies,
occupying seats in and arouud the sanctuary,
among them being the Rev. Father Curran, of New
York; Rev. Dr. Frlel, Rev. Father O'Louglln, of
Antrim, Ireland; Rev. Father Brennan, of New
York; Rev. Father McSberry, Rev. Father Purcell,
Rev. Father Klely, Rev. Father McGuirc, of New
York; Rev. Father Fagan, Rev. Father Farrclly,
Rev. Father McDonald, Rev. Father Corcoran,
Rev. Father Rattlgan, Rev. Father Dohcrty, Rev.
Father MeNamara, Rev. Father Kearney, Rev.
Father McNamee, Rev. Father MeGoire, assistant
pastor, St. John's. Ac.
The celebrant of the mass was the Rev. Father

Michael llickle, assistant pastor of .St. John's;
Deacon, Hev. Father Maurice Hickie, of tho Church
of the Nativity; Sub-deacon Rev. Father O'Brien,
of the Church of the Assumption ; Chauters, Rev.
Father McElroy, of tne Church of Our Lady of
Mercy, and Rev. Father Tatr, of St. Patrick's; Mas¬
ter of ceremonies, Rev. Father Sheridan, of the
Cathedral. The service was very solemn, and must
have deeply impressed the large congregation in
attendance.

THE FUNERAL PFRMON
was preached by the Rev. Father Malone, who de¬
livered a brief but touching eulogy of the deceased.
There was not much apparently, he said, to speak
about in the llle of a priest, even of a priest scv-
eutv-five years of age, more than forty of which
were passed in the sacred ministry. The
venerable priest over whose remains the Church
was now performing the last sad rites was a
simple man all through his life; aud though en¬
dowed with mental faculties of the highest order,
and with physical strength that few men pos¬
sessed, yet we had in his life only the continued
exercise of those holy functions for which he was
consecrated to God. Vet there was something pe¬
culiar in the life of the deceased, and something
(hat to us at this day ought to be of the greatest
Interest, even though throughout his whole minis¬
terial career we could not point to the achieve¬
ment. of any of those tilings which the world most
applauds. It was something to have been one of
the pioneers of the Catholic Church in the .State of
New York. Father McGuirc, as most of them
knew, was educated and ordained a priest at
Pans, and, having come out here to America to
settle some business matter pertaining to bin
family In the stuto of Georgia, lie went ou the
mission In that fctato and labored with his wholo
heart ami might. He was then a young man, full of
life and energy, and zealous to put forth the whole
strength of his mlud and body in the scrvico ol his
Master. He soon came to New York and was re¬
ceived liy llishop Dubois, who sent him on his first
mission to that" part of the Stute now known as
Ogdensburg. He was then the only priest in that
section of the country, and hundreds of miles were
the area of his mission. Many a time he himself
used to tell of his journeys of thirty, fllty and sixty
miles while here, to say mass or administer
some of the sacraments. Removed fron this
place, he was sent to Elizabeth, N. J., which was
then a part of the diocese of New York.
Here, too. the same laborious life awaited him.
Ills next mission was to the Ht. James', New York
city, and alter remaining there a while he was
sent to the parish ol ht. Patrick's, Brooklyn, where I
he built the present church of the pariah, which
would remain a monument to his zeal and labors
for years to come. Ho then came anioiig your¬selves, ami you all know how he loved to spend the
last years or his Hie with a growing congregation
around iiliu t tint was mostdear to him becausc It
was mostly Irish.for he always clung to the people
ol his native country. It was they, be used to suy,who helped him to build churches in hi« younger
yrais. and It was through them that the Church of
God was spreading In the New World. But sad
as was this occasion to all of them,
vet It might suggest many grateful
thoughts. There was a cheerful side to death,
when wc remembered that beyond this world there
was everlasting peace and Happiness, and an
eternal reward lor having fought, the good fight to
the end. Their late reverend pastor had closed his
lite possessed of the same burning love for religion
which had Inspired nim In his young manhood to
bravo everything to save souls. In t lie fulness of
Ins years, with the labors ol life fruitful all around
him, he humbly received tho sacraments of the
Cnurch at the hands of his young assistant priest
and then calmly breathed Ins soul in'.o the hands
of Ids ('rem or.
For a lew hours after the conclusion of the cere¬

monies tlie remains were still leit. in front of the
altar, and thousand-* visited the church to take a
last lurewcli. The funeral procession, consisting
of about ilfty carriages, was formed about three
o'cl«ck, and the remains wero thcu conveyed to
Flatbusii Cemetery, where they were interred.

BPIUIDE IN A CELL.
About one o'clock yesterday morning Margaret

Johnson, an English woman, thirty-three years of
age, who had Ween arrested on a charge of intox¬
ication. committed suicide by hanging herself in a
cell of the Eighth precinct station hoiwe, with her
apron, one end of which she secured to her neck
and tied the other to the crossbars 01 the door.
The body was sent to the Morgue, where Coroner
Young will hold an inquest.
