Progress of Lieutenant Wheeler's Expe¬
dition!

Salt Lark City, Utah, Oct. 28, 1872.

YELLOW JAOK IN CONNECTICUT.
Yellow Fever at Stonlngton on Board a
St. Domingo Trader.A Suicide's Novel
Method of BUfeetlng His Own Destruc¬
tion.

New LoNDONV-Conn., Oct. 20, 1872.
The schooner Crown Point, of Newburyport,

Mass., from St. Domingo for Boston, was driven
Into Stonlngton yesterday by the heavy gale. To¬
day she was boarded by the authorities, aud it was
found that there were two cases of yellow f6ver on
board in the persons of seamen named Brown
and Uicndoir. Both have been sick about two
weeks and will probably die. The vessel was at
once quarantined; but, though every urecaution
has been taken, there is much excitement exist-
in?, us communication has been had between hor
aud the shore.
Tate last niglit James B. Dimock, an engineer in

the employ of the Vermont Central Kailroad, com¬
mitted suicide by drowning, lie attached a piece

of railroad iron, weighing sixty pounds, to his body
and holding It in his hands, walked to the end of a
wharf and jumped overboard. His body was re¬
covered. Depression, consequent upon ill health,
was the cause.
Captain John Gann, or Narragansett. R. I., while

sailing on the Thames Kiver in a small boat, yester¬
day afternoon, was knocked overboard by the
boom and drowned.

CALIFORNIA'S DEAD SUBSIDY SCHEME.
Han Francisco, Oct. 28, 1872.

The City Attorney sent a communication to the
Board ofSupervlsors to-uight, giving his opinion tbat
the Board has no legal power to withdraw from be¬
fore the people the proposition to vote a subsidy of
$10,000,000 to the San Francisco and Colorado Rail¬
road Company, notwithstanding the directors of
said company have publicly abandoned the scheme.
He holds that ttie question must be decided by the
people by vote on the &th or November, other
leading lawyers here concur iu this opinion. As all
parties, however, agree that the scheme is dead,its rejection at the polls is deemed a foregone con¬
clusion.

OUR INLAND COMMERCE.
Pithy Resolutions or the Buffalo Board

or Trade.
Buffalo, N. Y., Oct. 29, 1872.

The Board of Trade of this city, on a motion to
reconsider the resolutions passed a few days since
regarding the bridging of the Detroit River, re¬
affirmed the same, with the following addition
Resolved, That bridging the channels of the Detroit

River west of Stony Point ii objectionable only as part
ot the system for bridging the main channel between
Stony Island and Canada.
The Board of Trade also adopted the followingresolution
Resolved. That tho action of this Hoard hat always been

In favor or Iree trade and tree commerce between the
Htatcs, and In favor of all facilities tor our inland com¬
merce, such as bridges and tunnels when required by rail¬
roads, and froo canals to secure cheap transportation ;
and that the first duty of parties interested is to examine
and Ami whether a tunnel is practicable, and when it is
practicable the river should be tunnelled as moun¬
tains are, and when not practicable bridges should
be permitted, and only justifiable on the ground 01' greatpublic necessity to facilitate our Inland commerce. Upon
no other ground do we believe that our great natural
channel-ways for inland commerce.now creator than
our foreign commerce.and its sources should ever be
bridged.

SOLDIERS' AND SAILORS' MEETING.
A well-attended meeting of the soldiers and sail*

orsof the Twentieth Assembly district was held
last evening at Brevoort Hall, In East Fifty-fourth
street, near Third avenue. Among those present
were William A. Darling, General George H.
Sharpe, General Henry E. Davles and a number of
Post Office and Custom House employes sitting
well in front.
General Sharpe addressed the meeting and de¬

nied the charge that General Grant was a
nepotist or a drunkard. He said that it
was the Providence of God which had fol¬
lowed Mat Morgan, tho "blasted" English artist
of Frank Leslie's Illustrated Newspaper, when a

Eoor irishman had knocked him down and beat
1m ignomlnlously. (Cheers from the Irish portion

of the audience.) This English artist had been In
the habit of slandering General Grant by represent¬
ing him as reeling drunk constantly, and when
Morgan, intoxicated as he was, found himself In a
cell for his conduct, Providence must have fur¬
nished him with a little boll of his own. General
Grant was no nepotist, and had placed his foot as
he would on a spider's back on the bodies of Judge
Dent and Mr. Corbln, both brothers-in-law of the
President.
Mr. William A. Darling then followed, and said

that be expected the honest democrats of the dis¬
trict to send him to Congress, ana allow Fernando
Wood, the Illustrious politician and adroit schemer,
to stay at home. The speaker said that he was
glad to And that he had to fight Fernando Wood
single-handed and alone, ax he did not want to go
to congress from the Tenth district unless by an
honest majority of the voters of the district. A
glee club then sang a glee, and other speakers fol¬
lowed, after which the meeting adjourned.

THE UNITED NATIONALITIES.
Oran(I Rally of the Foreign Popula¬
tions in Support of Grant and Wilton
at the Cooper Institute.-Speeches In
Blany Languages.
There waa au immense assemblage of the various

foreign elements of Mew York city last evening In
the big hall of the Cooper Institute to express their
determination to vote the Grant and Wilson ticket
next Tuesday. The movement waa engineered by
General Slge) and others and is intended to form
the basis of a permanent organization to be known
as the United Nationalities. And judging from the
numbers and enthnslasjf of lost night's gathering,
such a purpose will probably be eminently
successful. It Is scarcely possible to enu¬
merate all the various races that thus
met in conclave. There were Germans,
Italians, Swiss, French, Hungarians, Poles, Hpau-
lards aucl Scandinavians, and probably scattering
cliques of several other alien nationalities. The In¬
stitute was adorned with admirable taste and never
looked brighter or more cheerful. The platform
was a blaze of flags, draped together In friendly
embraces, and all round the outside of the hall
were stationed pennons and banners and trans¬
parencies with legends in many tongues and deco¬
rated with wreaths of flowers. On either side of
the speakers' desk had been erected a gayly-col-
ored column, bearing at its summit a garland of
flowers. The most conspicuous feature of all, how¬
ever, was a portrait of General Grant, with the
Stars and Stripes araped from It on either hand.
At a little after eight General Slgel called the

meettng to order and made a not very long speoch
In English explaining the ob'ects of the United Na¬
tionalities. They differed probably among them¬
selves in opinions as much as In origin, In educa¬
tion and In experience, but they were all a unit on
the question or supporting the national ticket of
Grant and Wilson and or the Congressmen nomi¬
nated by the republican party. They perhaps
thought that the administration had erred In some
respects during its three years and a half or power,
but as a general thing it had done right and had
been true and loyal to the best Interests of the best
people In the country. General Slgel denounced
the coalition between Greeley and the democrats
in terms of tne most vigorous invective, and
characterized it as the last effort of
the people In the South to sever the
Union, which had cost snch terrible and
enormous sacrtflces or blood and treasure. Let
this last attempt 01 the rebels to destroy the repub¬
lic be overthrown and the ftiture or the country
was safe and reconciliation would be possible and
right; for the Southern people would then see that
nothing remained to them but to submit when
they found that their Mends in the North were
not so numerous as they still seemed to hope.
General Slgel nominated Mr. Emit Sauer as per¬

manent chairman, a choice which was hailed with
rapturous applause. Mr. Sauer made a few re¬
marks in English, acknowledging the honor done
him, and pledging his support to Grant and Wilson.
The remainder of the speeches were in foreign

languages, and among the orators were Slgnors
Tinelll and Pratl, Marcus Otterbourg, Mr. Vogtits
and Dr. Marklewicz. The points were hailed with
frequent and vociferous cheers, though It Is but
fair to suppose that but a fraction of the audience
knew at any one time what was being said.

THIRTEENTH ASSEMBLY DISTRICT MASS
MEETING.

A mass meeting In ratification or the democratic
ticket, national, State and local, was held last
evening at Olympic Hall, 231 West Sixteenth street.
Christopher Fine called the meeting to order and
David Freeman presided. Mr. Freeman stated
that Abraham R. Lawrence, the democratic candi¬
date for the Mayoralty, would be present later in
the evening, his absence being causcd by his hav¬
ing to attend a meeting at Harlem and a few other
meetings in various parts or the city. Before Mr.
Lawrence put in an appearanc e addresses had
been delivered by Mr. Corbet t, or Syracuso: Mr.
Gerry, General Splnola, John Kelly and Ely P.
Norton, all or whom spoke well and folly on the
issues or the campaign, explaining especially the
peculiar combinations in regard to the Mayoralty.
At a late hour Mr. Lawrence arrived and was re¬
ceived with cheers. He spoke briefly, pledging
hlmseir to the support or the entire ticket or the
party and to a just administration or the duties or
Mayor, should ho be elected to the Chier Magis¬
tracy of the city. He did not believe that New
York was a penurious city, and he was satisfied
that the laborer should receive a proper remunera¬
tion for his work; nor did he think that reform in
the administration of city affairs meant that tho
poor man should bo kept waiting for his wages.
Reform meant that a stop should be put to the
wholesale plunder of the city treasury by "Rings,"
that procured money dishonestly and used it tor
dishonest purposes. After some remarks from Mr.
Woltman tne meeting separated.
THE PROPOSED REPUBLICAN RATIFICATION-
The committee selected by the Republican

County Convention, on Monday, met yesterday at
Republican Hall, Twenty-third street and Broad¬
way. Eighteen members were present. Tho ob¬
ject, as announced by the Chairman, was to carry
out the orders of the Convention of Monday by
determining upon the place and necessary ar¬
rangements to be made for the proposed ratifica¬
tion meeting, to be held on Saturday evening next,
in favor or the republican municipal candidates.

Various snb-coinmlttecs were appointed.commit¬
tees on resolutions, speakers, music, fireworks,
Ac. A delegation oi five were present from the
Sailors and Soldlors' Convention to confer with
the committee 011 tne propriety of holding a parade
and torchlight procession In connection with the
ratification meeting or Saturday next. They wero
referred for a decided answer to Mr. Murphy,
President or tho Republican County Convention.

WASHINGTON.

Claims Disallowed Before the British-
American Commission.

THE SOUTHERN CLAIMS COMMISSION.
Washington, Oct. 29, 1873.

A Deputy Cabinet Meeting.
The only heads of departments at the Cabinet

meeting to-day were Secretaries Flah and lielknap.
The Treasury Department was represented by As¬
sistant Secretary Richardson ; the Interior, by
Assistant Secretary Cowan ; the Justice, by Annuit¬
ant Attorney General Hill, and the Post Office, by
First Assistant Postmaster General Marshall.
The Late Raid Into Question

Ot Nationality.
The recent report that an armed band of Ameri¬

cans had Invaded Mexico, murderod tho Alcalde
and burned a number of houses was given ont by
the State Department, it Is alleged, in the interests
of the Secretary's foreign policy. The official des¬
patches show that the invasion was by Mexicans
resident on the Texan side of tho IUo Grande. The
State Department, however, maintains that they
were Americans, on the same ground that Ameri¬
can citizens living abroad are regarded as owing
allegiance to tho country in which they reside.
The Haaie Towns and Oar Commercial

Treaty with Prussia.
The Hunseatlo cities, Hamburg, Bremen and

Lubec, forming what has heretofore been known as
the Hanseatic Republic, have, in consequenoe of
tho consolidation of the German provinces, been
placed under tho provisions of the treaty of com¬
merce and friendship existing belweon Prussia and
the United States. When the Northern States of
Italy.Lombardy, Sardinia and Naples.were
united the State Department decided that, as the
ruling power was resident in Sardinia, the treaty
with that province should bo regarded as binding
on the other provinces. The minor German princi¬
palities, it is now contended, have merged their
nationality la the German Empire, and are conse¬
quently bound by the provisions of the treaties ex¬
isting at the tlmo of tho union. The question is
now pending before the State Department, and in¬
volves the collection of tonnage dues on the Ger¬
man line of steamships.

TUe Southern Claims Commission.
Tho Southern Claims Commission to-day heard a

claim amounting to $55,ooo of the estate of the
lata Robert M. Aiken, of Alkeh's Landing, Va.,
where the exchanging of the Union and Confed¬
erate soldiers took place. Mr. McCauley, a neigh¬
bor of Aiken's, appeared and recited various acts
of disloyalty on the part of deceased, whose loyalty
had been testified to by General Lorenzo Thomas
and his son, and by General John E. Mulford, of
Richmond, formerly United states agent for the ex¬
change of prisoners.
The Commissioners to-day decided that they will

not reopen any cases which they have reported to
Congress as disallowed, except under the sumo cir-
Btances as courts of law grant new trials.vb;., the
discovery of new and material evidence not known
or attainable at the time of the original hearing.
Tho British Mixed Commission.Claims

Disallowed.
Tho American and British Claims Commission to¬

day disallowed the following claims which had
been submitted on their merits:.

J. W. McDonald, against tho Unltod States,
claimed $-250 for the alleged wanton destruction of
his property in West \ irglnla by Union soldiers.
There were depositions to Hhow his property was
not destroyed or injured, but that he was removed,
for a military reason, outsldo the military lines.
Jonn 1Teuton Rogers, against the United States,

claimed $l3,ooo, for the rent of his stores in Mem¬
phis and damages by reason of removal of goods,
breakage and loss and Interruption or his business.
According to the brief ol Mr. Ilale, agent and coun¬
sel of the United States, the claim was without
foundation, utterly fraudulent, and sought to bo
sustained by perjury.
Thomas McMuhou, against the United States,

claimed over }8o,ooo, for property destroyed by tho
bombardment of Fort Pickens, and
Jacob T. Moore, who claimed $uoo for live mulea.

Increase of Expenses and Receipts In the
Poet Office Department.

The forthcoming report of the Postmaster Gen¬
eral will show that the expenses of the depart¬
ment were increased during the past year as com¬
pared with the preceding year by about $2,500,000,
mainly for Increased transportation and other
postal facilities, foreign and domestic, and that the
increased receipts have nearly kept pace with
the expenses, the Increase being a little over
$2,000,000.
Effbrti to Reinstate the Assaulting Naval

Cadet.
Strong efforts will be made for the restoration of

Cadet Midshipman Dlggs, recently dismissed from
the Naval Academy for assaulting Cadet Midship¬
man Conyers (colored). The authorities are not
disposed to reinstate him, as the assault was with-
-out provocation.

Roman Consul General.
The President to-day appointed William B.

Crosby, of New York, to be Consul General at
Rome.

Consular Pees and Salaries.
The report of the Fifth Auditor will show that the

fees of Consuls for the year 1872, over the previous
year, in excess of their salaries, were over $70,000.

Cabinet Rumors and Movements.
[Washington (Oct. 28) correspondence of the Bos¬

ton Traveller.] .

The rumor that the resignation of Secretary Fish
is an event dally to be expected is somewhat con¬
firmed this morning by the statement of a Cabinet
Minister that the matter has been quietly consid¬
ered in diplomatic oircles for some days past,
although no positive .iteps havo yet been taken to
bring about such a result. The placing of Minister
Washburne in Mr. Fish's place, however, and Mr.
Fish in Minister Softener's, is purely voluntary
and extremoly considerate on tho part of a few
newspaper correspondents. I have good reason to
believe that the President has not yet decided
whom to appoint to positions not yet made vacant.
In conversation with an intimate friend a few days
ago Mr. Fish said he had made up his mind before
the settlement of the Alabama claims difficulty to
resign his position when everything In connection
with those claims and the San Juan boundary
should be satisfactorily adjusted.

Conveyance of Goods In Bankruptcy
Case*.History of a Promissory Note.
A Caution to Counties to Look Sharp
After Their Bond Issues.

WASHINOTOK, Oct. 89, 1872.
No. 175. Jenkins vs. McClallen.Error to the

Circuit for the Northern District of Illinois..This
vu En action by the plaintiff as assignee In bank¬
ruptcy of Johnson A McClallen, a firm of Chicago
merchants, to recover of the defendant (a brother
of the junior member of the firm) the value of cer¬

tain goods conveyed to him as security for an ad¬
vance made to the Ann after it became embar¬
rassed in circumstances. The claim is that the

goods were not delivered to the defendant
untU alter the insolvency of the Arm,
and that the conveyance was therefore
fraudulent as to creditors and void. The defence
was that the bill of sale was made at the time of
the advance for which the security was given, and
that it was accompanied with such a delivery of
the goods as rendered the proceedings void. The
Judgment was against the assignee, whu here in¬
sists that the Court below erred in Instructing the
jury that the rights of no one had intervened be¬
fore the defendant took possession of the goods,
and in refusing to instruct that becautto the goods
were not delivered at the time of making the bill
ol sale the latter was void. Submitted on printed
briefs for plaintiff in error by C. Bently, attorney,
deiendaut not appearing.

A
private detective was commissioned by Mr. Warren
some three months ago to look after the move¬
ments of Hoctor, aud this otllcer wormed In rased
Into t lie confidence of the shop walker, and finally
caused him to relate the manner of his stoaliugs.

I'or souio time It was
thought a change in the management hud caused
this, but it is now believed the Urm was being ex¬
tensively roblied. The case is surrounded with
mystery, the police naturally not wishing to give
any Information on the sub|»ct until they are thor¬
oughly satisfied they tiavo learned all the particu¬
lars. Captain Irving seems confluent a large pro¬
portion of the stolen property will be recoverod
and the really guilty parties arrested.
