'Fhis last order to 0C8 was
vountermanded through the carelessncss of the
‘operator, and according to the dispatch the eon-
duetor gave orders to run to Monmouth junction
insteall of ‘Paylon, The following 18 a cepy of

No. 668 ot Jamesburg. Mect extra No.
615 at Dayton, then rn to Monmouth

junction "off of all extras. Run to Dayton
O of train No. 80." These Were the orders, but
the operator [ssued them as follows:—*'Meet ex
No. €15 at Dayton, then run to Monmouth Junction
off of'irain No. 80." It will be seen that some of
the ‘most important parts of the despateh were
pmifted, which was the meaus of causing the col-
lision. Immediately after the collision the boiler
of the locomotive of train No. 068 exptmll!cd,
illing instantly Christopber Beckman, the fire.

THE FUNERAL OF MRS, GREELEY.

Services at Dr. Chapin’s Church.
The funeral obsequies of Mre. Horace Greeley took

the largest church gatherings ever known in this

city, at the Church of the Divine Paternity (Fonrth

‘Universalist), of the corner of Forty-fifth street and

Fifth avenue. The galleries and alsles were thronged

half an hour before the time appointed, mostly

with ladies, though a great number of the literary
and political friends of Mr. Greeley could be dis
covered here and there thromgh the crowd. The
seats in the centre of the chureh were set aside for
the uge of the bereaved family aund their mere fnti.
mate friends,

At afew minubtes past eleven the cortege, con-
glsting of about twelve carriages, left the residence
of Alvin J. Johnson, on Fiity-sewenth street, where
the body of deceased had lain since her death, and
proceeded 1o the church. Damring the morning the
friends of deccased had thronged the parlors,
taking thelr last look upon the features of the
beloved ope, and it was long after ihe
gtated hour that the casket could be closed. The
funeral procesgion arrived at Dr. Chapin's church
gt a few minutes past twelve. The people had
guthered in almost o dense mass on the steps, and
it required some efort on the part of the
police 'to open o way for the pall bearers.
The casket was carried up the aisle lollowed by
these gentlemen us pollbearers :—Augustus schell,
Joha E. Willinms, Waldo Hutching, br.

The organist, Al-
bert J. Helden, performed the Funeral him-ch,
by Beethoven. After the dirge Dr. Chapla

read selections from the Scriptures for the com-
forting of the pereaved, beginning with “Hlessed
be Uod, the Father of all mercies,” and (-.tuslnE
with Paul's invocation, “Thanks toGod, who givet
us the victory,”

Dr. Chapin then dellvered the luneral sermon.
He sald It was not an occaslon for much specch,
for words cannot soothe the mourners’ sullerings,

they describe thelr feclings Al
that could be sald wae ecmbraced in  the
words of S5t. Paunl, which had just been read,
“Thanks be to God which giveth us the victory."
He then rocecded to describe the nature
of the victory relerred to. Tears, he said,
were a4 blessing, and he thanked God for
the tears shed at the grave of Lazarus, for those
which Christ wept over Jerugalem and In the
garden of Gethsemane. He spoke of the Chris-
tinn's gorrow, which is not without hope; he does
not abandon himself to grief, but feels that there
i still gomething worth hving for; he has faith In
the power of God and in His Infipite, «l-
ving goodness, and while his heartstrings
are wrung he can st “Father, not
my will, but thine be done.” This faith
brings the only consolation. When we begin
1o realize our losa there is the simple assuraunce
that although they will not return to us we can go
to them. Tnese are the only words of
consolation he (the speaker) could utter.
We must not look backward, but upward, and
find onr consolation there, The speaker then re-
ferred tothe sullerings and patience of the deccased
in beautiful terms, and her abiding faith through-
out all her suerings, and at the close of the ad-
dress offered prayer,
The benediction was then pronounced, and the
body was conveyed to Greenwood lor burial, fol-
lowed by a long line of carriages. HKey. Mr.
behweitzer conducted the exercies at the grave,
wluch were very brief.
