Chsequies of Major General George
6. Mcade.

Procession to the Last Resting Place—
The President, Generals Sherman and Sheridan
and Others Present—The Order of March.

PHILADELFTIA, Nov. 11, 1872,
vnuyuwm. honored the memory of the hero of
Wettysburg, whose funeral took place to-day, by a
general suspension of business and the dlsplay of
monrning emblems. Everywhere in the city draped
panners waved and an alr of gloom prevatled. Al
slong the route over which the melancholy cortége
passed thousands of people asgembled and testh-
@od by their qulet, sympathetic demeanor their
4 respect for the hero who waved the
mnt perilons time and hurled back the tide
of rebel invasion. Early this morning the body of
the ilustrious deceased was removed from the
Rpouse to St. Mark's church, where it was placed in
front of the altar, guarded by a detall of troops
pelected by General MeDowell. Long bhefore haif-
past ten, the time fixed for the service, the church
wa# packed with people, The oMciating clergymen
prere Rev. Mr. Hoffman (rector), Blshop Oden-
imér and Bishop Whipple. The first-named
lehop read prayers and the latter made an ad-
direes culogistic of the deceased,
THE FUNERAL FROCESSION
pommenced moving abont hall-past eleven o'clock.
and took nearly one hour to pass a given point,
The national, Btate and city ofleials vied with pri-

wate citizens in honoring the dead. The coMn was
earvied on a gun carriage drawn by six horses and
followed by a horse led with the saddie and the
accoutrements of the deceased. The cofMn was
covered with the American colors and a sword
and wreath on top, General Grant, in citizen's
dress, rode lnan open carriage, accompanied by
George H. Stbart and other gentlemen. Gen-
erals Sherman and Sheridan and other army
wfficers appeared In full uniform. The procession
Was yery imposing.

The Helmont _ollection.
This evenlng Mr, Belmont's collection of patnt-
ings, which has attracted so much attention during
ihe past fortnighs, will be wmold by suction
at Clinton Hall. ‘The pale will be one of the princi-
pal events of the art sesson, as 18 expected,
owing to the reputation which these palntings

no doubt be somewhat clouded by the sad fate
which has befallen Boxton, but the wide conglders.
tion enjoyed by the Belmont gallery among art
collectors will no doubt sufiice fo bring together
#nch an assemblage as Wwo¢ rarely see at
public sales. We have alveady spokem In
terme of c¢commendation of the collection
a8 & whole, and eingled out several of the most Im-
portant works for special notice, The number of im-
portant works le, however, ro great that we could
not possibly do mere than mention a few among
those that are congldered most worthy. Owing te
the difference of style and subject it would be al-
most impossible to make comparisons between the
different works withont dolng injustice to some one,
Most of the European schools are represented by
pletures of considerable merit, and some of the
examples-are not nnworthy to rank with the best
efforts of the artlste whose signature they bear.
