Examination of Connecticut Companies
Show Losses of $3,000,000.

PROPOSED INCREASE OF IMANCE RATES.

The excltemcnt among the insurance officials
was yesterday unabated. Later returns from their
Boston agents In many eases gave more cause for
hope to some companies, -and showed their actual
losses to be less than at first estimated, while
others were grieved to learn that they were more

heavily Involved than first despatches Indicated.
Broadway, where most of the companies' offlce8
are situated, was the

almost, and Insurer# and Insured alike partook of
the excltemcnt. The publication in the
yesterday of the losses did not appear to satisfy
the patrons of tue various companies, who crowded
the offices to learn by actual investigation of the
solvency of the concerns In which they are Insured.
Insurance brokers and other officials hurried about
¦with anxious visages in search of the latest intel¬
ligence, and hundreds expressed their fears for the
stability of companies known to be solvent pre¬
vious to this latest disaster. There were many
rumors afloat as to the condition of some com¬
panies who declared on their bulletin boards that
they were not seriously affected. One gentleman
Stated that he knew of his personal knowledge that

a number of companies had placed their losses at
one-hair what they actually sustained. Said he
"I tell you, sir, you cnu't

BELT UrON ANY OF THESE COMPANIES.
There Is th» Company, who say their loss
Is but $100,000. I would make affidavit It is
$200,000. Many of these companies will require all
their surplus and nearly all their capital to pay
losses, yet they profess to bo solvent and able to
reinsure their risks. They continue to take new
risks without making up their Impairment, and
may go up In a balloon any moment when a pres¬
sure oomes." This view of the case was taken by
others, who said that

THK PUBLIC WOBIjB HAVE NO SECURITY
anttl the Insurance Department of the State over¬
hauled the companies aud compelled them to make
ap their deficiencies.
One great cause of the large losses to the com¬

panies Is the rivalry that had existed between
them. They have carried on a

REGULAR CUTTHROAT DAME
to deprive each other of the business and have
been very careless In the selection of risks. lor
several months there has been a marked competi¬
tion between the Boston aud New iork companies,
lor the business of the great mercantile houses that
have been just swept out of existence, as it was
considered a safe risk. Boston companies, how¬
ever, excelled New York companies by giving
cheaper rates and the New York companies were
driven Into securing factory and mill risks instead,
consequently our companies corns out less dam¬
aged than the Boston companies, many of which
havesuspended and are irretrievably lost by put¬
ting their lalth In granite and Mansard roofs. The

COMPANIES KNOWN TO nAYE SUSPENDED
are the Humboldt and the International, although
rumors respec'-lng the collapse of others last even¬
ing flew around thick and fast, and reporters had

» busy time chasing the canards and running tbcin
down to find them untrue. The International, at a
meeting of Its Kxecuttvo Board, was forced into a
receivership, two elements contending for the se¬
lection of the receiver. The officers selected Mr.
John Camerdcn, but the Court appointed Jarvls
Slade, who justified in bonds of $100,000 and yester¬
day assumed charge. The capital of $500,000 is in
shares of $50 each. The company has invested In
real estate at 179 Broadway, where the otnee Is
situated. It claims a surplus of $450,000, and says
it can pay all claims In full, have enough to rein¬
sure its risks and a balance of twenty-five or thirty
per cent to divide between stockholders.
The rumor of the suspension of the Corn Ex¬

change Is premature. They place their assets at
$270,000, losses in Boston at $100,000, wnlch re¬
duces assets to $170,000. Allowing $eo,ooo for rein¬
surance, $110,000 would be leit for stockholders. At

« meeting of the stockholders and directors held
yesterday the Boston loss was subscribed in full,
and the company continue on their old capital and
surplus.
The Hanover, for the safety of which fears were

entertained, has a surplus, after paying all losses,
of $300,000; but $100,000 to keep that line of secu¬
rity unbroken was subscribed and paid In yester¬
day.
The exact amount of salvage, which will reduce

or increase the estimated losses, lias not been
ascertaiued; but a despatch from a leading Boston
underwriter yesterday placed it liom eight to
fifteen per cent.V

WHAT OFFICERS SAY.
Yesterday afternoon a Herald reporter called at

the offices of the Humboldt, Star, International,
people's and Hoffman Insurance Companies it
having got abroad that these companies had sus-
oended. The rumors in reference to some oi the
companies having suspended were totally ground^less, as the reports will show.
The International Insurance Company has sus¬

pended, and Mr. Savage, the President of the coin-
oanv assured the Herald reporter that It
would be able to pay one hundred cents for everydollar of its indebtedness.
The Humboldt Fire Insurance Company has also

suspended and appointed Mr. Mulligan as receiver.
Thafoilowln* is the statement:.Assets, $-75,000,liabilities, $200,000. Tho reason of the small assets
of this company Is that for sometime J,rev'ou®*2the Boston fire its losses were very heavy, and
consequently Its losses In Boston have a gi eater
effect than they would otherwise have bad. The
President does not think that the J.®able to pay any more than seventy-lve rents on
the dollar and thinks that doing that much will be

their loss Is so small. Those who have ipst.tholargest sums complain bltterlj that not only nave
they been too casly in giving insurances, but that
the rates are altogether too low Tor the class or
property insured. Thus large sums have been lost
where they shoald not have been, and *}*Wtlierthe companies nave learned a lesson from Boston
which they but imperfectly understood when the
Chicago disaster occurred.

MEETING OF THB KIRS tWDBRWRITERS.
A meeting of the underwriters was held yester¬

day, Mr. Garrlguo, of the Oermanla, in the chair.
The question ofpremium rates was referred to the
Committee on Kates and Survey, with a view

^
of

considering wnether it is advisable to amend the
rules of I860 and 1870, which rule at present ; in the
meantime these rates are to be tue standard
tor all risKs. From the Secretary, Mr. Hens-
bow, ol the Long Island, It was ascer-
talaed tliat the proposed increase or
rates to one per cent does not meet
with much fhvor, as it was found to work badly In
the past. The subjcct of Increasing tho rates on
Mansard roofs was relerred to the same committee
for a report, and a committee of live was appointedto prepare an address to the citizens against the
erection or these combustible structures, ihe
officials appear much alarmed at the Increasing
number of Mansard room being constructed, and
many companies decline to lnsuro thoiu oxcepi at
a high rate ol premium.

HANSARD ROOFS.
At a meeting of the Board of Fire Underwriters,

held yesterday afternoon, the members or tho
press were requested to mention, tor the enlighten¬
ment of the reading public, the report on Mansard
roofs made to the Board or Fire Underwriters in
the month of November, 1870.

. ,This committee, composed or experienced civil
engineers, reported that In the prosecution of their
duty they caused a careful survey to be made ol
sevfcral large buildings that had been erected In
New York during the previous four or five years,and that the/ nad selected the buildings
named below as specimens of what con¬
stitutes a Mansard roof. It will be seen
that tho list Includes stores, dwellings, hotels
and manufactories, but does not embrace buildings
occupied as asylums, hospitals and for publio
purposes, which will hereafter be spoken of. The
Mansards on these buildings aro constructed en¬
tirely or wood and covered on the outside with
slate, rastened to wood, but leaving considerable
surface of wood exposed, and much more t>o than
would be the caso with an ordinary wooden

was convluccd that their had been a great neglect
or duty on the part of tho officials charged with
the supervision of the erection of buildings, but on
reierring to tho law they found the following, sec-
tion 15 of the laws of 1866

SKI'. 13. All side or party and front or roar walls not
corniced, ami where no gutter is required on any build¬
ing over liitecn teet hlgli, shall bo built up and extended
at lea-st twelve inches above the roof, and shall be
coped with stone or Iron, provided that where partitionwalls are carried up, and whero Mansard or French
root* are built over a hotel or block of houses
the partition and division walls may be carried
up above tho roofing and coped with some Ore
preof material, or shall be carried up to tho under side
oftha root-plunking; and the roof-planking must, in all
such cases, have a spacc ot nt least lour Inches left, ex¬
tending the entlro lenpth of the wall between
the ends or sides of said planking, filled up to the
top of the planklug with good mortar, and the xlatlug or
other root materin I may then be curried over the tame.
This they consider equivalent to doing away with

coped or fire walls upon every building with aI Mansard roof. They reported that they could see
I nothing In the law to prevent one from building ?

three, four or even five stories of wood on top of
their house*, provided they were covered with
slate.
The committee further state that when they con¬

sider the fact that a majority ol roofs are put on
houses without having tke safety wall run up to
their full height, they see no way or protecting
the buildings from destruction should one or
them take fire. Thev a!so state that those who
are familiar with the construction of Mansard
roofs in Paris, where they originated, know that it
Is required in all cases that the walls should extend
above the horizontal and also the slope of the
roof, and are never allowed to be nncoped. Wood
is never allowed to be used in their construction,
except as inner planking. The plea that has been
been put forth that coping such walls
destroys the architectural beauty of tho
bulidlng can be most easily refuted by
examining such buildings as the National Park
Bank, tbe Equitable Life Insurance Company, the
N«w York Herald and several others, all highly
ornamental, and where the copings have been
made to add to the architectural effect and at the
same time afford a perfect protection. The roofs
of all these buildings are entirely constructed of
iron and stone, without any woodwork being used,
the plastering even being on Iron lathing.
In speaking of the economy of building cheap

Mansard rools the report ot the committee says:.
"False economy has more to do with this flimsyclassor buildings than anything else, good archi¬
tectural effect being secured at the expense or
safety, and by endangering all surrounding prop¬
erty. It does not require a prophet to predict that
circumstances might arise by which entire rows
could be destroyed, as the so-called copings would
Interpose no obst acle." In referring to some of
the hotels, dwellings, asylums, Ac., of New York
the reports says that "these tops are nothing less
than huge tinder-boxes."
Franklin and Devonshire streets, Boston, are

notable examples or this class of defective build¬
ings. in a region where millions ot dollars ol
valuable property are exposed to loss by a singlefire. Parts or White street, in tills city, aro alsosubject to the same criticism. New York under-

; writers are all, more or less, Interested In thesu! sister cities, and how can they exclaim against the
insecurity or buildings In them ir they do not first
set their own houses lu order? From what has

i been stated it must be evident to all members of
the New York Hoard that their only safety lies In a
radical change of the law relative to the construc¬
tion of this important part of buildings in New
York and elsewhere. The committee, In conclusion,
recommend tho following, alter the word Iron, lu
fifth line of section 15 of the law:.
Provided that where Mansard rooft are placed on

dwelling* where the root is not over ten leet in heightthe radugs, frames, rafters and sheathing may be of
wood ; provided, in all case?, the coping on the face of
the roof is not less limn twelve Inches in depth; but, In
all cases, division walls mutt be carried through the roof
and coped n the usual way.On all other building) Ihe casings frames, rafters and
backing ot tbr Mansard r«ofs must be of Iron or other
heavy metal ; ceilings to all walls to extend through the
roof a- least twelve Inches.
Alteration.'.. Where olio or more buildings are altered

hereafter to be covered under one root the divld.n?
walls ot the utne shall be carried through the root a d
coted at least twelve inches oil tho top, as well as ou t .o
face at every fitly leet.

WHAT COHSAI^TES INSURANCE.
TO THE RDITOR OP THE HERALD:.
The history of the three great Area that have oc¬

curred in the United States during the past few
years.viz., Portland, Chicago and Boston.reveals
this fact for the serious consideration of all who
seek true indemnity against loss by Are, which is,
that small companies, of (200,000 and $300,000 capi¬
tal, do not offer sufficient guarantee against loss that
any prudent business manor others connected with
him through commercial relations should accept.
Many, whose nroperty was destroyed by these
great Arcs, are to-day hopelessly bankrupt through
the inability ol companies in which they placed
their insurance to meet their losses. The reason
of this and the remedy, to my mind, seem clear.
We will take, for instance, Chicago. How many
companies of small capital found themselves In¬
volved after that disaster ten times the amount of
their capital stock f
But, It may be said, that such extensive confla¬

grations are rare, and, ordinarily, the danger of
this inability to meet losses does not occur. True,but they do occur, and scarcely one year has passed
since Boston followed in the wake of Chicago.
Agents naturally seek all the business they can
find, as on the amount they obtain depends the
ratio of their Income. They may be governed by
the ordinary rules of underwriting, by not carrying
too heavy lines on oue block, but, as evidenced
In the Area alluded to, streets do not limit
the extent of fires, and no certainty
exists that policies In such companies are
worth the paper they are written on. Companies
to give the public true insurance against loss, to be
fully prepared to meet any exigency, should have
large capital, and 1 believe the best interests of
stockholders and or the pubMc would be served ir
companies of small capital would consolidate. The
expenses of conducting a company of $6,000,000
capital are no more than lor oue of $200,000. While
this course would dispense with 'he services ot a
great many salaried officials, It would be money in
the pockets of stockholders and give the public
greater security and place underwriting on a firmer
Basis.
In case an extensive conflagration should come

npon this city, sweeping block alter block before
it, whose policies would afford the greatest feeling
or security.those of small companies or those
whose assets are connted by millions f This is a
¦abject which, 1 believe, should be seriously con¬
sidered and discussed.

CUSTOM HOUSE AFFAIRS.
The Effect of the Boston Fire on the
Wool Market.Six Million Pounds of
This Staple In Bond.Immense Advance
In the Price of Leather,
The great conflagration at Boston has had Its

effect on the Custom House by making the business
of "withdrawal from bond" somewhat livelier. The
wool market especially was made very active,
owing to the complete annihilation of that staple
article by the fire. From caroiully prepared statis¬
tics on Hie In the Audttorjs division of the Custom
House, it appears that the stock of raw unmanu¬
factured wool In bond and available for immediate
use is about six million pounds, Including grades of
all kinds. The enhanced value of this merchandise
since the past forty-eight hours is no less than from
ten to twenty per cent.
The same may be said of leather. Not only have

imported skins advanced largely In price, but do¬
mestic stock has gone up in proportion. Importers
of French calfBkins and English leather are ship¬
ping largely to Boston and to those places hereto¬
fore supplied by that city.
The very great bulk or goods In our bonded ware¬

houses will have to be withdrawn now, In order to
supply tho burned district with new stock to con¬
tinue business.
Otherwise everything is very quiet at the Cus¬

tom House.

THE RECENT FIRE IN TWENTY-8E7ENTH
STREET.

Investigations of the Ca*e.
The name of tho man who was burned to death

during the fire at 257 West Twenty-seventh street,
a few nights ago, was Adrian Dyer. He worked at

repairing furniture, and^being in hi^joom at thj
time thenreTiro&el&f, was unaVie to escape and
consequently burned to death. Deceased, who
W&s Rbout sixty years of age and a native of North
Carolina, had never been marrjod. He left several
bank books showing small deposits in the savings
institutions.
The origin of the Are, concerning which therS

appears to be some suspicion, will be thoroughly
investigated by tho lire Marshal. Coroner Schlr-
mer has the case in charge. The remains or Mr.
Dyer were yesterday removed to the house of a
Mend, 161 west Twenty-seventh street.

EXPENSIVE BAGGAGE BURNED UP.
Early yestorday morning a baggage car of the

Adams Express train on the New Jersey Railroad,
while passing through Newark, from Philadelphia,
en route for New York, was discovered to be on
fire. It was promptly detached and run on a side
track and the flrenion called out. These soon ex¬
tinguished the flames, but the baggage was pretty
well burned up. It consisted of costly freight, sucn
as ladles' dresses, brandies, choice cigars, Ac., and
Is computed to have been worth from $8,ooo to
$lo,ooo. A spark lrom the locomotive Insinuated
itself through a crevice and touched a bale of cot¬
ton ; henco the lire.

GRAND TEMPERANCE DEMONSTRATION.
The Sons of Temperance In Connctl.Ad¬
dresses by Dr. Hall anil Mr. Hepworth.
Music and Recitation.

A grand temperance demonstration nnder the
auspices of vat ions divisions of the Order of Sons
of Temperance, was given at Association Hall, cor-
ner of Fourth avenne and Twenty-third street, last
evening. At the hour announced for the opening,
eight o'clock, the large hall was comfortably filled,
representatives from the various divisions being
scattered through the audience, and by their re.
galia adding liveliness to the scene.
The programme was lengthy, and inoluded

music, both vocal and instrumental, and addresses
by gentlemen prominent for their advocacy of the
temperance rctorm.
Mr. Charles E. Gildercy was called to the chair,

and after a few remarks expressive of his pleasure
at being called upon to preside over so large and
respectable a meeting or the supporters of temper¬
ance, announced an overture on the organ,
"Crown Diamonds," by ProfeRsor Antonio L.
Mora. This was followed by prayer and a song,
entitled "My Lovely Child, Good Night," sung by
Miss Maria D. Moore, in an admirable manner. An
address was then delivered by Kev. John Hall,
I). D. Uo opened by seating that he
had been engaged as a substitute for Dr.
Taylor, who had been called elsewhere, and
this substitution had suggested to him the train of
thought he proposed to follow ont this evening.
He related the anecdote of the Scotch lord wnoso
housekeeper feared she would not have beds
enough for all the company he had invited, and
who advised her to provide plenty of whiskey and
the guests would provide beds for themselves. As
the hard floor of a Highland castle was a poor sub¬
stitute lor a comfortable bed, so was alcoholic
stimulant but a poor substitute for the many
good things of llie. He protested against
its being made the base of hospitalityand or good fellowship. He called the
attention of the audience to the poor wit. th$
coarse mirth and the shabtyr, Wear-eyed drollery
so much appreciated by men In their cups, show¬
ing the debasing tendency of drink in our social
relations. He portrayed the ill effects or usingalcohol as a stimulant when weary and depressed,
refuted the argument used by liquor sellers and
others, baaed Ou the amount of money paid by
them to the government, by showing the other
side and how much expenditure of money, aside
from health and life, followed on the traffic. He

PHILADELPHIA'S TAMMANY EXPOSED
How the Affairs of the Quaker City Are

Alleged to Have Been Conducted.
Philadilfhia, Nov. 12, 1872.

The Investigation into the charges of corruption
and bribery In the City Councils commenced today,
and so far the testimony shows an amount of ve¬
nality rivalling that exposed In New York last
year. The testimony or a reliable witness, fully
corroborated, shows that there was a wood paving
ring designed to defraud the city; that a large
sum of money was raised for the purpose of
bribing members of the Councils to vote for
the wood pavement on Broad itreet, that the
affair watt concocted and carried on in the oitlce of
one member or the Councils, and that when a
member threatened to go bauk on the whole con¬
cern threats were made to kill him. The testimony,so far as taken, Implicates many outsiders. It Is
believed that those who are exposing the affair do
so at the risk of their lives, some or those Impli¬cated In It being also Implicated in the brooks,Mara and Dougherty atralr.

ADVERTISING BOGUS DEGREES IN GERMANY.
PHILAOKLPIIIA, Nov. 12, 1872.

C. H. T. Collis, City Solicitor, has received a let¬
ter rrom the American Consul at Hamburg stating
that advertisements have been published in Ger¬
man newspapers offering to procure degrees from
the University of Philadelphia for $120 in gold. Ho
has notified the Consul that the charter of tho so-
called University has been repealed by an net of
the Assembly, and that all auiJi advaiUftcuisnta
should bo dUiegardcd.

AN ELECTION CONSPIRACY FRUSTRATED,
The Parity of the Ballot Bos Vtatfft-
.¦t*4 la Hew Jam7.Iherlff Bete*

The subject which engrossed public attention la

Jersey City during the past few days next to thai
of the Boston Are was the conspiracy In the Board
of Canvassers to count out Sheriff Relnhardt and
count in William Van Keuren, the Hackeusack Dock
candidate. The Board had partly accomplished the
object of the conspiracy by throwing out the returns
of a district which gare Relnhardt aoe majority,
and they were about to complete their work when
an Injunction from the Supreme Court was served
upon them by Mr. Llpplncott, counsel for the
Sheriff. The service of the paper oreated
a great uproar, and several members o£
tho Board called out to the clerk to
continue his work despite the order of tho
Court. Another member insulted Judge Newklrk,
one of the associate justices of the Oyer and Ter¬
miner, who was standing In Court at the time, and

a third vociferatod, "What do wo care about the
Supreme Court ?" The scene which followed this
open deflance or the Supreme Court was the most
disgraceful ever witnessed in tlie court rooia
where the Board was in Besslon.
Yesterday morning Mr. Leon Abbott applied be¬

fore the Supreme Court, in Trenton, for a writ oi
mandamus on behalf of John Relnhardt, Sheriff ol
lludson county, to compel the Board of Canvassers
of that county to receive the returns of the Sixth
precinct, Second Assembly district: First or%>
cinct, Filth Assembly district, aud Fourth ward,
city of Hoboken, in all or which place*
Relnhardt had majorities tor the office of Sheriff
of Hudson county, and lor which he was a candi¬
date. The Board of County canvassers refused to
receive the returns oJ the ward aforesaid on tho
grounds that there was gross informality in the
manner in which the election was conducted, and
that the returns from the otuer preomcts were not

Sresented in a proper form.
lr. Abbott, in the course of his argument, said that

such a case as this was never presented bolore la
this Court, and never will again If the Court inter¬
pose its strong arm »ud stop such stupendous and
ontrageous attempts at iraud. He said tho
Board of County Canvassers assumed to de¬
cide the election out or matters entirely
outside theif legal line of duties, by castiug
out votes legally cast. They did not reject the
votes or any district whero Van Keuren had a ma¬
jority, although informalities ol a more serious
character were discovered In these districts than
in thoso which thoy had decided to reject. This he
contended was evidence of a deep design. One ol
the Board of County canvassers (Frank U. Wood),
it was showu by affidavit, solicited a bribe aud
wanted the Sherltr to come down, so that Bern¬
hardt would not be counted out. Aud it
was also alleged that a secret consulta¬
tion was held In one of the back
rooms adjoining the C<*inty Clerk's office, betweea
Matthew ISrwln, Frank B. Wood and the County
Clerk, lor the purpose of concooting schemes to
defraud Uelnharat out or the oihco or Sheriff
After a very able argument Mr. Abbott concluded
by asking tho Court to grant a peremptory
mandamus and show these Hudson county oan-
vnssers that their arbitrary acts have not the sanc¬
tion of the law, and that their attempt to Interfere
wltli thfl purity of the ballot box is strongly cou-
demneiT. . -r~ ;

Mr. Linn, of Jersey City, oounsel ror defendants,
stated that the Court could uot grant a peremp¬
tory JWftn^mu* ; that, Inasmuch us the delcndauta
had not been p?6ved to have refused to perlorm a
specific act, that they were not guilty of negli¬
gence In the discharge of their duties; that
they assembled together as a legally authorised
body, and had not concluded their labors prior to
the application for mandamns In this case. He
said that there was no evidence of such fraud as
the counsel for the relator alleged ^as attempted
by somS of (he members of said Board 0/ caff-'
vassers. Under t£cae vjrQUlflstanccs he asked that
the application for mandamus be dismissed.
After a short consultation by the Court Chief

Justice Beaseley decided that it was tiie unani¬
mous opinion of the Court that a manufUQOji
should be granted compelling the Board ot Can¬
vassers to receive the votes in the disputed dis¬
tricts and abandon the erroneous principle oi
going outside the returns, which they have no

right to do.

Confldently relying on the zeal and
patriotism ever displayed by our people in every
national undertaking, we pledge and prophesy
that the centennial celebration will worthily show
how greatness, wealth and Intelligence can be
lostered by such institutions as those which have
ror one hundred years blessed the people of the
United States.

THE LAW OF REVOLUTION-
Mr. John Stuart Mill and the Interna'

tlonal.
The Nottingham branch of the Worklngmen'a

International Association has recently published a

pamphlet entitled 'The Law of the Revolution,"
embodying Its political programme. A copy har-
Ing been forwarded to Mr. J. S. Mill, he has ac¬
knowledged the receipt in the following letter to
the secretary of the society:.

Avignon, Oct. 14, 1872. ¦»
Dear Sir.I have to acknowledge your letter ol'

August 27, and to express through yon my thanks
to the Nottingham branch of the International
Workingmen's Association for the copies of their
programme and of your able pamphlet, which theyhave done me the favor to send, in the principles
of the association as set lorth in the programme I
find much that 1 warmly approve and little, if any¬
thing, from which 1 positively dissent; that, from
the generality with which those principles are laid
down, It is impossible for me to say to what extent
1 should concur in the practical measures

mthe association would propose in or-
o~ bring the principles Into operation.

A remark, however, is suggested to mo by
some part of the phraseology, both of the pro¬
gramme and of the pamphlet, whicli 1 should think
it wrong to withhold. What advantage Is there in
designating tho doctrines of the association bjr
such a title as "The principles of the Political and
Social Revolution?" The Revolution as a name for
any set of principles or opinions Is not JSnglish. A
revolution Is a change of government effected by
force, whether it be by a popular revolt or by a mili¬
tary usurpation, and as "the man" in English always
means some particular man, so "the revolution"
means some particular revolution, such as the
French Revolution or the English Revolution ol
1688. The meaning intended to be conveyed by
"the principles of the Revolution" can only be
guessed at from a knowledge of French, in which
language it seems to mean the political ideas ol
any person of democratic opinions who happens to
be using it. I cannot think that it is
good to adopt this mode of speech from
the French, it proceeds irom an Infinity
of the French mind, which lias been one main
cause of the miscarriages of the French nation in
its pursuit of Ubertyand progress, that of being led
away by phrases and treaty abstractions as if they
were realities which have a will aud exert active
power. Hitherto the character of English thought
lias been dinerent; It has required proposition*
that express definite lacts, not vague words which
only seem to have a meaning. There Is no real
thing called "the Revolution," nor any "princi¬
ples of the Revolution." There are ma.xlms which
your association, In my opinion, rightly considers
to be essential to just government, aud there Is a
tendency, Increasing as mankind advances In In¬
telligence and education, towards the adoption of
the doctrines of just government. These are all tho
facts there are In tno case, aud the more clearly
and unambiguously these, and nothing nut these,
are stated, tho better people will understand ono
another, and the more distinctly they will see what
they are disputing about, and what they aro
avowed to prove, w hen, Instead of this, men
range themselves nnder banners as niends
and enemies of "the Revolution," the only
important question which is just and usofut
is kept out of sight, and measures aro judged, not
by their real worth, but by the anology they seem
to bear to an irrelevant abstract. The otherwlso
very salutary Intercourse which has grown up ol
late years between portions of the English and
French working classes will be dearly paid for 1/
tt causes the advauced politicians of this country
to abandon one of the best characteristics ol tho
English mind, and replace It by one of tho worst ol
the French. I cannot conclude without expressing
the great pleasure with which I have seen the full
and thoroughgoing recognition by your body of the
claim of women to equal rights lu every respect
with men. and of minorities, proportionately to
their numbers, with majorities; and its advocaoy
of the federal principal for the security of thlfl
last. As a further means to the same end, pro¬
moting at the same time other ends not less valu¬
able, I would Invito the attention of your associa¬
te tho improvement of "proportional represents.*
tlon." I am, dear sir. vouia very slnceroiy, __
