What the
pjood aud truthful Winslow meant by "ilio little
ilielp aside" which had the excellent efl'eot of mak¬
ing the game last an entire week la rather a mys-
jtery. It may have been some good, substantial
^ide dish that came as near being of the pumpkin-
jple order aa the pastry and vegetable knowledge of
the "Fathers" went at that particular time. At all
tvents, It must have been oi a quality to fill a fol¬
low up to the muzzle, so that the "fowl" was really
the smallest portion of the victuals consumed. We
are led to take this view oi the matter from that
lactthat not only did the sturdy llradford and his
friends live tliankBgivlnf;ly ou the fowl and the
"little help aside" lor several days together, but,
like their descendants nowadays, they couldn't
forego the idea of having company. Winslow re¬
marks on this point:."At which time among other
recreations we exercised our arms, many of the
Jndlans coming among us< and amoug the rest their
greatest King, Massasoyt, with some ninety men,

It was pre¬
ceded by a feast. It may have been a punishment
lor their having iudulged for ,¦ w»ck in the feasting
of the 11 rst occasion that the Pilgrims'good luek
abandoned them a UtVe over aycar aitorwards.
A ship sent out with m< n and supplies irom Kng-
laud went to the bottom: a drought prevailed, and
the crops turned out bad.

Mission and Home for Women, viTo Water street,
first to the iuinates, and, alter they have Unlshed,
to a number or the same class who arc invited.
There will also be entertaining exercises or various
kinds, but, owing to the nature of tue institution,
uo visitors will be expected.
At St. .lofoph's Home lor the Aged, No. 209 West

Fllteenth street, about one hundred aud ilfty old
people will i»e treated to an excellent dinner, be¬
sides winch there will be the customary religious
exercises.

lum, No. 05 West Tenth st' eet, will, if t he weather
be pleasant, attend service at the Church of the
Strangers iu the morning. At two o'clock a gene¬
rous dinner of turkey, chickens, pie, pickles, Ac.,
will be furnished them by Mrs. Charles S. Spencer.
A welcome is extended to visitor?. There are
about t wo hundred children now in the asylum.
The little children or the Sheltering Arms, at

Tenth avenue aud 129t.h street, will bo treated to a
bouuttrul least, and will lu other ways be made as
happy as possible.
At the Home for Training Young Girls, at Sev¬

enth avenue and Thirteenth street, a nice dinner
will be provided, and a sociable time will lie Imd in
the evening. Fifteen girls, otherwise homeless,
are now supported at this lustltution.
The old people ot the Samaritan Home for the

Aged, iu Fourteenth street, near Ninth avenue, a' e
to have an extra dluner. The inmates number
about forty meu mid women.
The service of the holy communion will be ad¬

ministered In the morning ut the Midnight Mission,
No. -'do (irecne street, by the Rev. Thomas Gallau-
det, I). I)., ol St. Ann's Protestant Episcopal Church.
A capital dinner will be served at hall past twelve
P. M. to the inmates of the Home, twenty In num¬
ber. Active preparations are making lor a social
time in the evening, with games, music, refresh¬
ments, Ac.
The Association for h« Iteneflt. or Colored Orphans

will provide a Thanksgiving rewist lor about *250
children iu the asylum at 14U<1 street and Tenth
avenue.
The Protestant Episcopal Church of the Holy Com¬

munion, at Sixth avenue and Twentieth street,
distributed on Wednesday evening bountiful
supplies of poultry, meat, plea, Ac., to about eighty
or ninety or the poorer families of the church, that
they may have their Thanksgiving dinner at home.

THE LIVINGSTONE EXPEDITIONS.
rFroin (he Pall Mull Gazette, Nov. 12.JThe opening meeting of tlic session of the IJoyalGeographical society was held last nljr'it, and Sir

Henry Hawllnson, the President, dellveied ttic
lnaugnral address. Ills tlrst topic was the explora-
tion of Airica. In dealing with this subject Sir
Henry reviewed tlic relations between the Society
and Mr. .Stanley, and took the opportunity of again
bearing testimony to the high character of Air.
Stanley's services, fie said as the Council honestly
considered Mr. Stanley's Journey to Lake Tangan¬
yika to lie in its results the most Important uco-
graphical achievement or tho year, they had only
discturrged their strict duty in awarding him tue
Victoria Medal lor 1873, while at the same time
they were doing honor to Livingstone and pro-
moting the great end or African discovery. With
respect to Lieutenant Dawson's expedition, sir
Henry Rawllnson said that the judgment of the
Search and Keller Committee, which wai generally
concurred In l>y the public, had since been (neatlyforttiled bv letters received from Dr. Livingstone,in which he deplores the breaking up or the oxpe*dltlon, and shows how valuable would have been
to him the arrival of t he oUlcers at l nyanyembe,and how he proposed subsequently to have utilised
their services. At. the same time sir Henry held
that it was onlv fair to Lieutenant Dawson to say
that no imputation whatever rests upon his
courage or his honor. Ho seems to have retired
from the field owing to a wrong impression ot Dr.
Livingstone's character, as well as under u mis¬
taken view of his relations with the society. As to
Livingstone himseir. sir Henry Kawlinson said that
the Geographical Society never doubted or his well
being, since continuous native reports or his wan-
deriligs lu Mauyeuia were transmitted lo thctu byDr. Kirk, and since tiler had inherited rrom their
late President a belief In the Doctor's vitality
as a standard article or luith; but their
confidence was hardly shared In by the
public, and hence arose the unjustifiable sneers
and doubts with wuicli the announcement of Mr.
Stanley's success und the Iir.it publication of the
Livingstone despatches were lu fuinc quarters re-
c<*lved. It should be understood, however, oncc
for all, that there was not the remotest ground
for questioning the accuracy oi Mr. Stanley's state-
mont. Sir Ileury Hawllnson then discussed at some
length Dr. Livingstone's geogrnpln ul discoveries,and stated that Mr. J. Young, or Kelly, had taken
upon lumsell the expenses uI the proposed "Liv¬
ingstone Congo Expedition" to the extent ol £1,500
or £'2,000, and. If necessary, tills i?rnnt would be
supplemented by subscriptions irom tne put>llc and
ov a contribution irom the funds oi the society. He
also mentioned that, in the hope that some means
may be found of opening a direct communication
wti'h Livingstone while sir liar tic Frere Is at Zan¬
zibar, the Council had decided upon giving Sir
Partlc a discretionary power over ttie relief fund
to the extent of £l,'»o*>, to be applied lu furtherance
of Livingstone's explorations and in taciiitatlng
his return to the coast. In order further to
strengthen Sir Bat tle's hands it had also been re-
solved to accept the services of a young naval
oilleer. Lieutenant V. I.ovett Cameron, who offers
lo go out si once to Zanzibar and there hold lilni-
seii in readiness to conduct stores and supplies lino
the interior.

at Ebensburg, Pa*

A HORRIFYING CRIMINAL RECORD

A Faithful Wife Brutally Murdered
and Burned After Eleven

Years' Separation.

A Fox Hunter Accidentally Discov¬
ers the Burning Body.

TEE ASSASSIN TRACKED IN THE SHOW

Bigamy and Lesser Crimes
the Primary Cause.

Hi3 Savage Ferocity in Prison
and Efforts to Escape.

FIRED UPON AND WOUNDED BY THE SHEKIFF

An Affecting Meeting Between
tlie Culprit and His Child.

The Execution Accomplished-
Moore Refusing to Confess.

Ebkksbuko, Pa., Nov. 27, 1972.
Michael Moore, ono of the most hardened crimi¬

nals of tlie present age, was legally strangled Here
to-day lor the murder of his wife, Annie Moore, at a
remote place called Mineral Point, on the 1st of
March last. I think that Cambria county, whore
tiio execution too* place, has about as good show¬
ing of dark, bloody deeds as any piece of territory
of its dimensions iu the country.the Betsey Hold-
en tragedy, that occurred upwards of twenty years
ago, when an old, feeble woman of that uumc was
most frightfully butchered by two brothers named
Flanagan; the beating out of the brains of Mrs,
Paul and Mrs. Munday, In Croylo township, In 1805,
by the notorious fiends, Buscr and Hauser, and the
cowardly shooting to death of Edlnboro Smith, in
Jackson township, In 1865. All these are well re¬
membered here for their heart-chilling character¬
istics. But these horrors are more than paralleled
by the brutal and unnatural killing of the woman
Annie Moore at the time and place already men¬
tioned.

THE SCENE OP THE MURDER,
Mineral Point, is a station on tlie Pennsylvania
Railroad, about seven miles east of Jonustown.
On tho morning of tlio 1st day of March
a young sportsman named John Sliiron was
out fox hunting. The trail led to the sum¬
mit of a neighboring mountain, where Ills foot¬
steps were arrested by the presence of copious
quantities of blood and marks in tho snow
of two persons having engaged lu a violent strug¬
gle. There In the snow lay a piece or flesh, which
tho young man turned over with his foot, and found
attached to It a switch of woman's hair, with two
hairpins in It. On the ground close by lay a broken
pair of spectacles, a set or artificial teeth and
pieces of combs. Tho place was dismally silent
and gloomy, and Shiron was seized with terror
and started to go away, when he saw a pile of
brushwood slowly burning and what appeared to
be a human body In the flames. He went off to
Mineral Point, told his story, and a party of eight
men, headed by young Sliiron, returned to tho
snot. On the way thither they picked up a piece of Ja scarf, a garter and a whita stocking, the men,
on reaching the Are, smothered it with snow, and
dragged out the body. It was burned black, and
presented a horrible appearance.

TUE l.EUS WERE BURNED OFF
from the knees down, as wore the feet, and there
was only a small piece of clothing on her person,
and that over her abdomen. The men knew at
once that the body was that of a woman; and over
the surface of tlie snow the lootprints
of a man and also those of a woman were
discernible. They were unable to distinguish
her features, as her face was burned ;o a crisp, her
tongue protruded from her mouth and her hair
was burned completely off. The sight was enough
to make a man of strong nerve shudder, and many
of them did so as tuey gathered up the remains
and prepared them lor burial. .

FOOTPKlNTS IN TL1B SNOW.
These were very distinct, and oue of the men

measured the Imprint of the man's foot and fouud
it to l>e eleven inches in length. The marks of the
woman showed that she wore rubbers, and new
ones, lor tlio trade mark was distinct in the white
surface, some of the men started to follow up
the tracks, and they were traced and found
to lead to the residence of Michael
Moore, a disreputable character of the neighbor-
hood. Ills house was Invaded, but tho man was
not to be found. An inquest was held in Johns-
town over the remains by Coroner Harrold, and a

large number oi witnesses examined. The dellbera-
tions of the Jury resulted In a verdict to the effect
that Michael Moore, the accused, was the author of
the murder, and subsequent testimony developedthe fact that the victim was Anule Moore, Michael's
lawful wile. 'Ihc country was scoured lor the I
murderer, but no clew to his whereabouts could
bo obtained. Finally Chler of the Police or
Pittsburg, John Irwin, came out and was
put on the trac k of the murderer. 11c effectod his
arrest soon an or, and conducted his prisoner to
fcbeusburg, where he was safely lodged iu tho jail at
that place, lie protested his innocence of the
crime to tlie ofllcer, and made not the least show
of resistance, Intimating that at tlie proper time
h" would clear his skirts completely or the charge
some one had trumped up against htm. Just alter
his arrest ho was visited by a merchant from
Johnstown, named J. J. Murphy, who knew
Moore quite Intimately and who had gained
his confidence by numerous favors he had
time and again (lone lor him. To this gentle¬
man the prisoner handed a bagjMKO choc*, slating
that he had a trunk at the Altoona station; that
he would be under obligations to Mr. Murphy It lie
would go down and secure it and keep It sale in
lus possession until he got out of prison, litis
check secured the trunk, which, upon being
opened and its contents exumined, fully convinced
every one that Moore was the murderer of the wo¬
man.

WHY HE MUKDF.REn HER.
In October, 1853, Michael Moore was married to

Anne Bovle. They lived together lor almost two
years when Mrs. Moore left her husband, on the
around ol brutal treatment. She told her neigh¬
bors that she intended to go to Philadelphia to
live, and this she did. assuming tho uamo ol
Lizzie Stevenson, under which name she re¬
sided in the Iioupc of a gentleman named
Mi'Fetrldite tor the poriod of eleven years. Some
tioio alter she had quit her husband, perhaps four
or Ave jears, Moore mado inquiries of some of her
rrlends as to licr whereabouts, but they knew
nothing or her, and thereupon In- seemed to settle
down to the ract that she was dead. At least he so
reported, und early in the year 1801 was married
to oue Miss Connor, with whom he lived up to the
time of his arrest and by whom he had one child.
In the latter part or last year Hev. P. Oarvey, a
Catholic clergyman, who bad performed the last
marriage ceremony, received two letters,
addressed In his care, to Michael Moore,
one of the letters the Priest read at
bis request. It was addressed "My dear hus-
band'' and signed "Anne Moore'' and dated
"Philadelphia." The good rl<rg> man thereupon
tieaan to question Moore, who declared that this
thing had been put up on him; that his first wife
was dead; but tlio priest following lilni up at
lenirlh made turn admit that the woman whom tho
letter was irom was his wife, but that ho had been
led to believe her dead ror many years. Subsc-
uucntly Kev.

Seeing that he was determined that none should
enter his cell, and tearing that If not at once re¬
moved lie might by some means offcct his escape,
the Nlioritf fired three shots at the prisoner from a
revolver.

We now have
the promise or three rival publications to supply
this want. First, and already Issued, Is Dr. P. B.
Hough's "American Constitutions," with elaborate
introductions and notes in the case or each State,
embracing an account or each succcsslvo constitu¬
tion adopted, and the vote upon the lejcctcd ones.
This work iorms two bulky volumes or nearly 000
pages each, illustrated by the engraved seals olihe
Slates, and published by Weed, Parsons A Co.,
Albany. Next, we are promised a collection of all
the constitutions in one volume, to contain, like
the preceding, the latest fundamental law of the
reconstructed States, and to be issued shortly by
A. S. Barnes A Co. And still another edition of
American constitutions is in the government press
at Washington, which Is to contain, In a quarto
volume, all the Colonial charters and successive
constitutions of cach state, from the earliest period
to date.
