I will state that what I have done I have
done solely in the interest oi right, and from the position
1 have taken In the matter 1 cannot and will not swerve.

IMPORTANT EAILEOAD CLAIM.
Meeting of the Trustees of the Eric ami
Atlantic and Great Western Uail-
roads.
The Boards of Trustees of the Eric and the Atlan¬

tic and Great Western Railroads held an Impor¬
tant meeting yesterday afternoon at the olllce ol
Mr. S. L. M. Barlow. Both companies were repre¬
sented by counsel. The object of the meeting was
for the pnrpose of arriving at some means of set¬
tlement of an outstanding claim between the two
roads, and in which the Atlantic and Great
Western road Is the claimant to an amount
miming between eleven and twelve hundred
thousand dollars, incuned by the foimcr manage¬
ment of the Krlc road. Judge Hitchcock was
charged hv the meeting to draw up a lease pending
r lorec'osure: and a committee was then ap¬pointed, consisting of gentlemen from both sides
for the pnrpose or amicably settling the
taking It from the Jurisdiction of the Coui t in Ohio,where proceedings have been begun, but which
will remain in abeyance until It is known positivelywhether anything tending towards a ad¬
justment of the matter can be arrived at. Should
this amicable settlement not be consummated the
foreclosure will take effect.

ALLEGED ASSAULT BY RUFFIANS AND
E0BBER3.

Antc-Mortein Statement.
Coroner Young on Tuesday night was called to

Bcllevue Hospital to take the ante-mortem state¬
ment of Anthouy Eaton, a man sixty years of age,
whose home Is in Hunter's Point, L. I., who had
been badly beaten by blghwaymcu. Eaton said
that at about nine o'clock on last Saturday morn¬
ing, as he was passing the corner of Broadway and
Thirty-fourth street with a carpet bag In his hand,
he met three or lour men, who tried to take his
ban from him. Resisting with all his
power, the highwaymen knocked him sense¬
less from behind. Subsequently, he was re¬
stored to consciousness In the station house.
Afterwards he was taken vo Hunter's Point, 1*1.,and from there to Bcllevue Hospital on Mondayniirht. Mr. Kiton has no recollection ol the partieswho assaulted him. The jury found "that Mr.
Ka'.on came to his injuries by being struck on the
back of the head, at the hands of some personi or
persons unknown, on Saturday evening, November.In isi'2.'' Three or four men have been arrested
on suspicion of being concerned In the assault on
Mr Eaton, who was brought over to this city fromhis home, that his complaint might be taken, to theetiect that the accused panics may be held to await
an examination.

MEETING OF THE SOARD OF HEALTH.

At the regular meeting of the Roam of Health,
held yesterday afternoon, a communication was
received irom Commissioner Van Nort in reply to
one Bent to him by the Board of Health respecting
the paving of North Baxter, Mulberry and Park
streets. Mr. Van Nort explained that the only
thing that could be done with these thoroughfares
by his department was the Ailing of them in and
grading. The power to order the paving, making
.f gutters, Ac., rested with the Common Council,
and they bad not yet taken any action in the mat¬
ter. Copies of both letters were then ordered to
be sent to the Common Council.
Commissioner Baku offered a resolution that the

Sanitary Inspector should be desired to made a

thorough examination ot ail the schoolhouses in the
city and report their condiUon to the Board.
Commissioner gross immediately bristled up at

this very necessary and truly sanitary resolution.
The discussion on the subject lasted some tune,

but the measure was Anally passed. Commissioner
Cross had some idea that Commissioner Barr was

aggressive to the Board of Education, of which
body the latter gentleman is a member; but if the
sehoolhouses arc in a goe<l condition the Hoard of
Education should have no objection to the presence
of the Hoard of Health within the walls. The fol¬
lowing is the report ol the Sanitary Committee on
work done in the several bureaus under the Board
durmg the past week:.

THE FUTURE OF THE LIBERAL REPUBLI¬
CAN PARTY.

Letter from the Chairman of the National
Committee.

The following letter in regard to the ftiture of the
liberal republican party, addressed to Jacob K.
Freese, editor of the Trenton (N. J.) State Sentinel,^
baa just been published:.f

New York, Nov. 23, 1872>
My Dear Sir.I have yours of the 8th inst., sett¬

ing lroni me the intentions of the "National <&m-
niittee" with reference to the future of the liberal
republican party. It seems to me that tiDje only
can fully answer your question. Clrcumatanccs
must determine our future. In my own Judg¬
ment we have made a gallant dght% which
may yet prove to be the skirmish, preced¬
ing a great victory. We were deleated because
no great issaes divided the political parties, and
mere personal arguments were uot sufficient to
bring out tiie popular vote or to cause a change of
administration. We made a pkatfurui at cinutn-
nali looking to certain reforms. At Baltimore the
democracy took the liberal platform and the
nominee. At Philadelphia, the republicans
adopted substantially the Bamo platlorm und
narrowed the tight to one of men, not principles.
There being then nothing more important than
individual political Interests at stake the moneyed
Interests ol the country were thrown with the
party in power and against any change, and thus
at -the beginning the heaviest artillery was
placcd against us. United to this the democ¬
racy were apathetic; first, because no vital
principle awakened an interest in the con-
tett, aud second, because years of hostility
to Mr. Greeley begat lndiiterence In an encounter
merely personal between him and General Urant.
We did not fall because our nominee was unpopu¬lar, lor 1 to-day believe that no man in the United
States can boast of so many personal friends aB
Horace Greeley, and no one lives who is more be¬
loved or esteemed than he Is for a character
princely In its unselilsh record and Its loyalty to
every moral law which governs human conduct.
It is true that In the heat of an angry contest he
was calumniated and misrepresented, but all such
attacks were made only by the miserable gad Hies
that skim over the sound aud healthy flesh of the
body to tiud some festering pimple to assail and
feed upon. We lalled, because we were engaged in
a combat not vitalized by any issue sufficient to
make a distinct line between Irieuds and foes.

It Is yet loo soon to determine as to 1 he future.
If General Grant lalthfully carries out the pledgtBof his party, which are substantially the same as
those made by the liberals at Cincinnati, he maybe the real, though not to us the accepted, agentof reform. Ifueneral Grant carries out the meas¬
ures of our party, consistency, if nothing else,may compel our approval. We cannot honestlyassail him il lie does for the nation that which we
claim to be right. It remains to be seen what
General Grant will do In this direction. He has
begun well in the Civil Service line in Philadelphia.Will he contiuue on tins road of reform ? II so, we
must applaud him. If lie do not, we must resist
like honest men who claim to batlie for the publicgood.
When Congress meets I presume the leaders of

our party.Messrs. Sumner, Trumbull, Schurz, Tip¬
ton and tiie many others in the two houses.will
"point the way" before ub. It would be prematureaud imprudent to indicate any course till these
able aud honest men have had time and oppor¬tunity to speak. The liberal republicans can do no
better than to be passive for the present and to
watch events. If we have forced the enemy, in
self-defence, to adopt our own code of politicalmorals, then we have already won the victory,
even though other hands than those which we
would have chosen execute the reform. Hut if the
party in power prove by their recreancy that the
vows made in the storm are to be broken in the
sunshine, then it will be in order to send everyliberal republican again to his proper place to
prove by future efforts that the liberal victory has
in truth been only postponed. 1 remain yours,
very truly, ETHAN ALLEN,Chairman National Committee.

CONFLAGRATION IN SCRANTON.
Total Destruction of the Lackawanna

Valley House«
SCRANTON, Pa., Nov. 27, 1R72.

The Lackawanna Valley House, one of the largest
and fluest hotels in this city, was destroyed by fire
before daylight this morning. The hotel was
crowded with guests and the cxcitcmcnt was in¬
tense, men, women and children being frantic
with terror; but no lives were lost. The Are was
first discovered by one of the newspapercarriers, who immediately gave the alarm. The
flames were seen Issuing from the observatoryIn the centre ol the house, anil it was hoped that
they would be confined to the roof. The lire,however, gained with great rapidity, and the roof
soon Tell to the floor beneath, when the total de¬
struction of the hotel became inevitable.

'ihe Fire Department worked with the greatest
energy and were successful in confining the tire to
the hotel. Most ol the furniture was saved and
the greater rart of the personal cfTects of the
boarders.
The loss to the building is estimated at about

$25,000. It was owned by Mr. Roliin6on, of
New York, and was Insured in the Brewers'
and Maltsters' Company, of that city. Mr.
Baldwin, proprietor ol the house, loses
$lo,ooo on stock, and is insured as follows:.North
British Company, f4,ooo; .i:tna, $3,000; North
American, $2,ouo: Franklin, $1,000. Several of the
guests lost persoual property, amounting in the
aggregate to $5,000, Two large clothing stores on
the first floor were damaged by water to the
amount of several thousand dollars, all of wiiicli isInsured.
The origin of the fire Is a mystery, but is snp-posed to have originated from a oefectlve Hue.

Several firemen were injured by falling timbers.

was placed at my disposal, and arrangements mads
(or me to leave Greenbush for Kalcigh on Monday,the 18th inst., for the purpose of presenting to the
proper authorities there the documents in my pos¬
session. Just as I was about to leave a despatch
whs received announcing that Judge Watts, of the
Supreme Court, had discharged the prisoners rr<>ra
custody, as there was not the slightest evidence,either positive or presumptive, against them.

Dr. smith was once rector of St. John's church,
Troy, where his family was well known, and where
his daughter Frances married. No lady In l'roy, an

May. The latter however, Instead or closing
their places of business, continued to vend
their liquid wares, nnd ivr lliis they were Indicted,
on the testimony of llic anti-liquor men, byth«
grand Inquest which convoncd lost weelf. Jlaylnffhastily reviewed tuclr previous action, the Ease-
chester authorities granted the necessary license*
to the defendants on luesdayof this week, with
full knowledge that all of the parties had been in¬
dicted. On leing arraigned the accused pleadedguilty, whereupon the Court decided that undeff
the new law the now licensed defendants had beea
guilty of a misdemeanor only, and imposed a flna
