Let the own-
era of tnis property, including the State, tranafer
the title on all their interesta to a company
ol responaible gentiemen of eatablished reputa-
tion for probity and financial ability upon
condition that the work be completed in a satis-
factory manner within a specified period, and bo
therealter used within certain prescribed limits
a4 to tolls and general management; and I enter-
tain no reasonable doubt that a company ol gen-
tlemen of the character can be found, and that
when the company i8 organized and (1 possession
and ownership of the property, upon the termsa
anil conditions just stated, that the government
ad, If needed, could be obtained, in the way ol &
guarante¢ upon the first morigage bonds ol the
mmpln{. to A suMcient amount to complete toa
canal. To this extent, and this only, 18 there any
real hope of government ald In this enterprise.
While it 14 & work of national importance,

scclamation, and for o time it seemed as if his
election was  assured, The Convention, how-
ever, took a recess after this proceeding, and
a great deal of logrolling was accomplished belore
the reassembling in the afternoon, when the bal-
loting was commenced. Four hallots were had; in
the first three of which Dr. Vinton received the
most votes, bhut not suflicient to secure lis eiec-

There was some lvely discussion in the House
to-day, Mr. Roosevelt, from New York, opened
with & spirited rald on the Board of ublic Works
of the District of Columbis, offering & resolution
that the Commitiee on the District be direoted to
ascertain and report what ils present labilities
are, Including the liabuitics of the Board of Public
Works, and what further sums will be required to
complete the work undertaken by the Board. By
an act of Congress the debt of the District of Co-
lumbla should at no time exceed $10,000,000. Mr
Roosevelt makes (i appear that the Improvements
will not coat less than $20,000,000 when completed,
Mr. Starkweather, Chairman of the Committes on
the District, moved that the resolution be
referred Lo the Committee on Appropriations,
but Mr, Roosevell made A strong appesal to the
House not to allow the thing to be smothered up.
Mr. Starkweather sharply replied that he did not
object to having daylight or moonlight or any kind
of light on the aubject. Mr. Dawes camo to the
rescue of the Board, but could not save it. When
Mr. Starkweather's motlon was put to the vote it
seemed nd I purty lines wouwld be drawn, but it
turned out otherwise, The motion was defeatoed
by ninety-one nays over seventy-four yeas, and Mr,
Roosevelt's resolution was adopted,

Next in order was the discussion on Mr. Sco-
fleld's blll, to authorize the Secretary of the Navy
to bunld ten stemm war vessols of lrom. General
Nogley said we were lable to  forelgn dis.
turbances at any moment, and was for bailding
tho vessels ot once, withont losas of time.
Fernando Wood took -ocecasion to revive the Bt.
Domingo quagmire to attack the Secrgtary of the
Navy for having bullied Hayti, while, said e,
American citizens wera left without protection in
Cuba," He, however, expressed his willingness Lo
vote for the bill aa well as all its amendments,
Mr. Hale, from Maine, again rose in defence of his
amendment to the effect that the Secretary of the
Navy be inatrucsed to have five out of the ten war
vessels butlt by private contract. He extolled
what ne considered the superior advantages of pri-
vate yards over government vards, saying that the
latter could not compete with the 16rmer o8 re-
gards cheapness and despatch.
