TENNISON'S TROUBLES.
The Descendant of the Arohbishop of Canterbury

Freed in Oomrt and Immediately After¬
ward Rearrested.Something Bo-

hind the Scenes.la He Craiyl

PouoHEEKFsiE, Dec. 20, tnt
The case or Henry Porter Tennison, the alleged

lineal descendant of the AxchblBhop of Canterbury,
who was arrested In this city on a charge of
bigamy, assumed an entire new phase to-day, and
uow the people are excited to wonderment as tm
what will tarn up next. It will be remembered
that when he was indicted his case was set down
for the December Sessions. In the interim tke
greatest effort has been made to secure sufficient
evidence to couvlct him or the charge preferred
against him, but the attempt has been, In a great
measure, unsuccessful. The alleged first wife is In
Ireland, and her presence is necessary to convict
him. In tho Court or Sessions to-day, Judge Henry
M. Taylor presiding, Tennlsun's counsel, William J.
Thome, moved that the prisoner be discharged on
his own recognlzanoe, In accordance with tho
statutes, the people not being ready for trial.
District Attorney Goffln and Hon. Allard Anthony,

acting for the people, presented Ave affidavits to
show cause why he should be held longer to await
the arrival of the necea iary proof. Conaidorabto
argument followed, when, finally, the Court de-
dcciued to discharge tho prisoner.

SBT KBKH AND HKABKESTBD.
Tennison was all this time in Court, and a quiet

but apparently deeply interested looker-on. As
soon an tho Court announced his discharge ho
started to go, but, to the surprise of every one In
tlio court room, his progress was arrested by
Sheriff lltchor, who Berved another warrant ol
arrest upon him. Tennlson looked at his counsel
Mr. Tborne, with surprise, but the latter nodded
his head "all right," when the prisoner went along
wi th the Sheriff quietly back to his prison home.
The new proceeding against this now notorious

individual is an odd document, and of such inter¬
esting nature that we give it verbatim.

On the approach oi the officers they ran away, fear¬
ing to be arrested. Tliey-professed to kuow tho
real criminals well, but did not know their names.

He stated that ue had accompanied
a friend, whose name he did not know, to Mr.
Ulack's place, where his Mend sold the watch lor
$15. Mr. Black, who Is a very respectable gentle¬
man, gave ball in the sum of >1,600
to answer the ci.arge. Meanwhile the "friend"
of one o the girls mentioned, who was seated in
the audience, was arrested, by order of the Justice,
and the three were Intormed tlmt they would be
locked up as witnesses. This caused an immediate
flutter among them, and alter a hurried consulta¬
tion they concluded to tell all the truth, which
they accordingly did, and the guilty parties are,
no doubt, ere this arrested.
