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The tidings that have rcached as within the past
ttonth from the broad bosom of the Atlantic have
been filled with tales of fierce storms and merciless
hurricanes.news of wrecked vessels, shattered
bulla, hairbreadth escapes from starvation and
death; the suirerlng of crews and the terror of
helpless passengers. Every fresh arrival brings
an addition to these stories of disaster, making
the year 1872 as memorable in the history of such
heart-rending narratives. These tidings do not
possess much of the pleasant and poctical tinge
so often given to the pictures of the sea in her calm
moments; but they bring so many talcs of priva¬
tion, exposure and escape, frequently of death,
that vhey keep aM in ratuful suspense that the next
lnah may not be news of the unwelcome climax of
a greater ocean horror than yet has marked the
Winter now upon us, where brave men and cour¬

ageous women. wife, husband, brother, sister,
the child and In fa nt.are engulfed by the in¬
satiable sea, over which the "waves alone can
ehant a requiem."

can know, but they arc many, and from pnre and
stern hearts go up petitions that what is to come
May not be so fearful as that which has already
reached them. The terrors or the ocean, with its
privations and disasters, that at times] are the lot of
those that go down to it as a matter of business or

pleasure, yet fearing the stirring majesty of its
ieep waters, have a vivid realization in the perils
.t the steamship Adriatic, of the White Btar Line of
Transatlantic packets, that arrived In this port
from Liverpool and yuccnstown on Saturday even.
Ing, after a voyage of little over fifteen days, and
greatly more so as, in the hours when accident first
tectol them, they met and rescued the crew of the
sinking ship Allan, from Bathurst, New Brunswick,
lor Liverpool,

AT NIGHT, IN MID-OCEAN,
when hideous death was staring them to the face
and no help at hand to answer their prayer*. The
Adriatic had before buffeted the wild wa**«, bat
the story her commander, Captain H. H. l orry,
tells of the late voyage, robs the vividly-colored
picture of the sea's serenity of much of its spark*
Hoc character. What thoy experienced aud what
111* Allan's crew passed through, what continuous
.torn* and accidents were their portion, was told
with earnestness, yet with a glow of satisfaction
that once more they were safe.
The Adriatic left Liverpool on Friday, 0th inst.,

with forty-seven cabin passengers, eleven of whom
were females, and 141 in the steerage, the sexes

among these being about equally divided,
waM-g 288 persons in alL. She bad a full
sargo. No more pleasant company ever

gathered in the salon of any ocean
iteamship than those who at this time bade their
Iriends goodby, while they turned and gazed
toward aud in imagination over the distant sea,
thinking of the time wlieu they should be gliding
ap the magnificent bay of New York, and through
its deep and rapid pass, the Narrows, on towards
the end of their voyage. Little did they then think
at the anxieties and sore misgivings then in store
for them. Down St. George's the Channel the good
teasel steamed with ordinary weather, reaching
Queenatown In excellent time and receiving add!-
tlonal passengers, leaving that place in excellent
trim for the work to be done. At twenty minutes to
four P. M. of the 7th Fastnet was abeam, and all on
»oard settled down to take matters easily and plan
how they could best pass the time that would hang,
at the best, heavily upon them, however propitious
were both wind and weather. Strong head winds
were experienced all that night, with head seas,
and these seemod not to surprise 'the passengers,
but gave

always noticeable at the commencement of sncb a

voyage. From Fastnet up to noon of the 8th 197
alies had been recorded. The next twenty-lour
hours was worse than the preceding, furious gales
Orom the northwest, with heavy head seas, that
portended mischief, and so retarding the vessel's
progress that only 160 miles were run up to the
Kb. The ugly gales and still uglier seas which they
caused made the experlencod officers believe that
the passage would prove tempestuous and of longer
duration than ordinary. That night Neptune was
less wrathful, and the morning of the loth broke
with more favorable prospect, the gales moderat¬
ing, but leaving an unpleasant reminder of their
violence In a heavy northwest swell, which had
the effect of rendering everybody uncomfortable,
aud making it a decidedly clever matter lor one to
retain his seat at the table, and dangerous to
remain on deck. To the noon oi this day
aw miles had been run in the twenty-four
taours. which intelligence was received with con¬
gratulations by the passengers. Shifting winds
from north to south marked the next day, when,
despite the drawback. 2^7 miles were made, but
up to the 12th, at noon, In the twenty-four hours
ttie distance marked was reduced to 17.1 miles. Tho
terribly higli head sea almost staggered the enor¬
mous steamship,and the

her bow angrily. Now tho conviction grew upon
every man and woman at all gifted with ordinary
reflection that bad weather and a passage of more
than the u.«Lal stormy nature awaited them. All
that night the slant waves io.se higher and higher,
dashing against the iron sides or the craft with a
lorce that awed all on board at the mujesty of ex¬
cited nature. This was but the forerunner of
the terrliile to come. Officers, from the Cap-
tan down, were a41 on duty, and the
seamen aiert to obey such orders sb the nature of
the position demanded. The night was or the
darkness o( pitch, and the wind tore through the
rigging with a roar and whistle that was
appalling. Approaching midnight the waves
ran mountains high, when, between that titue
and one o'clock on the morning of the 13th, one
more angry sea tnan all the rest swooped down
upon the steamship Tore aud aft, carrying away
two and part or the third of the propeller blades, an
Injury so irreparable that the officers lor a moment
were struck with amazement, aud the passengers,
when learning of It, stood aghast.

And at twenty-five minutes to seven o'clock the

same evening the Adriatic was pausing Sandy
Hook, and the anxieties of the pact were almost
burled lo the joy of the preaent.

How the Allan was Wrecked.
The story of the nhipwreck which left the Allan,

of Glasgow, a floating raft, and which came near
destroying the lives of her twenty men, was told
by Captain Francis Locke. He said the Allan waa
built twenty-two yeara ago, and waa a fall-rigged
ship, 175 feet in length, 38 la breadth, 24 in depth
of hold, and 1,000 tons register. Captain Locke
has commanded her seven years. Sho was loaded
with deals and timber. She sailed from Bathhurst
ou the 16th of November, carrying the following
crewJames Beggs, aged twenty-six, mate; Jo¬
seph Malt, aged twenty-four; William Shortland,
aged twenty; J. V. Merger, twenty-three; John
James Murphy, thirty-one; Thomas Barton, fifty;
Edward Hughes, thirty-three; Thomas Oeorge,
twenty; James Carrlgan, fourteen, all (torn Eng¬
land ; John O'Brien, aged twenty-four; John Mc-
Carby, twenty-flve: George Murphy, twenty-one,
ail from Ireland; James Edwards, aged twenty-six,
an American; Mark Gustaven, thirty-eight, and
Edward Forster, twenty-two, from Sweden; Charles
Algln, twenty-nine; Henry Peterson, twenty-
eight, aud Jacob Klmsch, twenty-nine,
from Germany, and William Dcnk, from Scot¬
land. Thoy were all saved as noted, but
had they remained twenty-four hours longer in the
wrecked vessel they would have perished. The
Allan was on her way to Liverpool, and bad pasted
through the Straits of Uelllsie. The voyage was
pleaeant until the 2f>th ult. There was a terrible
gale on that day. It slormed against the sides or
the vessel, and with one tremendous crash It car¬
ried away the rudder, the lee bulwarks, the rails,
and burst open the water ways and covering
boards. It seemed as l( the winds

into a hundred pieces as the furious waves dashed
over their very shoulders. They thought their lust
hour had come. They clung to the rigging. As
the high waves came rolling toward the ship,
lashed t»y the wind, they expected to be dashed Into
the boiling, seeti.iug sea. They suffered unspeak¬able agony.
"We arc lost,"'one of the men cried, in a rcll of

terror, "look at this wave."
The wave came and tolled over them.the shiphart fallen deep into iho trough of the sea, hut tli«ywithstood the shock bravely. The next wave

came, and the next, and every hour brought the
danger of instant death. The captain ordered the
men to the pumps, aud they worked day and
night, Their heai u iu them as iu« burrMM

increased In fury, an (he clouds became blacker
and the sky more threatening. The wind howled
and moaned and whistled mournfully, as Its angry
gusts swept over their heads,

blinding their eyes, and almost luting them from
their feet despite their desperate efforts to the
contrary. It passed through every fibre ol their
bodies; and when the blast had spent its lorce ttiey
were cold, their fifteen were bloodless and the heart
had scarce strength enough to beat. Nigbt came,
and they were wrapped in darkness. Morning
dawned and no aid near. Another night.cease¬
less working at the pump*.bitter grusts of wind,
the roar of tne mighty oc?an. unavailing prayers,
and still no sail in sUht. On the 30th tney made a
rudder with a mainyard. it served very well until
the nlgbt of December I, when the gale increased
and the pea began to tear away the stern. What a
night! It seemed as if all the power* of sky and
earth were let loose. There was a furious hail
sqnall, and the hailstones rained upon their heads.
The cottlng sleet poure 1 down and tore their laces.
They thought they could not live, and still the
storm grew fiercer and fiercer.

It was a ship no more. The tempest had washed
the galley overboard, crushed the bouts ami gutted
the lorecastlc. The brave captain despaired not.
He had not had an hour's sleep lor a week, and
still be struggled on. The crew could not but obey
him, aud uiter unnumbered hours of urguisli and
weary watching aud feverish waking of the brain,
tne Adriatic came to their rescue. "A sail a sail!"
the captain cied, "We are saved." The noble
steamer came nearer tue wreck. Lilc was aguin
beaming beiore them.

"SAVR OCR LIVES,"
the captain said calmly. The sturdy old sailor
could not Show his emotion.
Then, as narrated, Captain Perry rescued Captain

Locke and his crcw. Thoy were kindly cared for
until the arrival in New York. Their faces thrilled
with joy as they sot foot again on the hospitable
shores of America.

FOUNDERING OF THE SIEAWitR ST. LOUIS.

Arrival of tho Captain, Officers and Pareengers
in This City.Story of Her Loss.The Ship's

Log.List of Her Pas-cmgers.

The steamer George Cromwell arrived at this port
at an early hour yesterday morning, bringing from
Key West the captain, otllccrs am! passengers of
the well-known steamer St. Louis, making In all
about forty souls, which recently foundered off
New Orleans while on her passage from tliat port
to New York. In spite of the bitter blasts ol the
northern wind a considerable number of relatives
and friends had gathered at pier No. 6 East River
to welcome back to the land of the living the ship¬
wrecked mariners. Among the first to descend the
ship's side was Captain Whitehead, the late com¬
mander of the ill-fated St. Louis, and whose cool
bravery and admirable conduct canned the saving
of every Ufe entrusted to his care. After the cap¬
tain followed officers, crew and passengers, who
soon separated to their varions debtinations. Mr.
Seaman, one of the owners of the Cromwell line, to
which the lost steamer belonged, after welcoming
the captain and officers back, requested that they
woold come to the office of the company, at 80
West street. Seated around a stove, in a snug
office, they told the story of the vessel's founder¬
ing to Mr. Seaman. As a representative narra¬
tive the following graphic description from the
captain's Hps te'l* the talc of the loss of tlic noble
craft with her valuable cargo. The statement of
Captain Whitehead was fully confirmed bv ttie first
mate, first and assistant engineers and several
others of the officers.

THE CAPTAIN'0 STATEMENT.
I left New Orleans In command of the St. Louis

at a quarter-past eight o'clock on Saturday morn¬
ing, the 7th day of December. After unmooring
from the levee wc touched on what was supposed
to be the wreck of the steamer General Grant,
which was burned and sunk some years ago; we
came off, however, without any apparent damage
and preceeded down the river, crossed Southwest
bar and went to sea at twenty-live minutes past
eight P. M., with a very light wind.
Everything went wcil uutil Sunday evening, at

twenty minutcx past eight, when the first assistant
engineer, in making tils usual examination of the
machinery,
DISCOVERED A LEAK IN THE UTPEB COMI'ARTME» T,
near the stern. He found at first his feet were
wet, and then waited a few seconds to see If the
water rose, before making his report to the chief
engineer, but it Increased with great rapidity and
was Immediately reported to the chief engineer
and myself. So rapidly did the leak gain on ns
that on returning immediately to the compartment
it was found nearly Oiled with wat :r, which subse¬
quently by its force broke the adjoining bulkhead
down, so that it was also filled with water.

TUE TEHKIBLE lUKSSritL OK WAT} R
also filled and pushed through the second bulk¬
head and caused the water to rush into the tire
and engine rooms. Thd two steam pumps were
started, also the deck pumps for each compart¬
ment, upon the receipt of the first report as to t'ae
leak in the arter compartment, and ail being in
first rate reralr worked well.
The water steadily gained on us at the rate of

nearly a foot an hour and soon put out the fires in
the main boilers, and alter this the two donkey
pumps continued to work until the water rose to
the donkey boiler, which was on the between
decks. The deck pumps were also worked by the
crew until the time when we found it necessaryto abandon the ship. I can honestly assure you
that there was no excitement on board, and things
were as quiet as they are at the present moment
Id this office. Tito moon shone out gloriouslv over
our sinking craft, ana every soul tried to do his
best to save the sliip. However, by midnight we
had all come to the conclusion that we murt soon
forsake her and take to the boats.

MANNING TUE riVE lifeboat?.
Meanwkile our Ave boats were lowered and

towed astern, ready lo be drawn alongside as re
quired. All the boats were in excellent order aud
well found wiih oars, Ac. Eight men were told off
into each boat, and water, bread, biscuit *, cheese,
meat and blue lights for signalling purposes were
placed in each, accompanied by a lamp.
No attempt was made ut crowding the boats,

and. as before stated, there was no excitement,
while the discipline, I arn proud to say. was per¬
fect. 1 had provided nivstlf with, a pistol, and
would have shot the first man who had commenced
any mutinous conduct; but this precaution of
mine was entirely unnecessary. At two o'clock In
the morning we abandoned the ship, the water
being above the between decks, and her founder¬
ing being then merely a question of time. We laid
by the sinking steamer till we saw her engulfedlu the water, which happened at hall-past five
o'clock In tho morning, Just as the moon went
down. Having rlga^d up temporary Bills In the
five lifeboats we set, sail for Tortugas. According
to my calculations the St. Louis sank 170 miles
from Southwest Bar. The boat in which
I was contained a lady passenger, Mrs.
ITirsch, of New York, who had two chil¬
dren, one in arms, and the other of about
two years, who, after we had been out for some
hours, suffered couslderably from exposure to the
weather. The second boat was commanded by the
first mate, the third boat by the chief engineer, the
lourth by Die second ma'.e and the filth by the
quartermaster and steward.

interrupting himself, here is an extract of the log,which tells its own story of our life In the boats, to
which I will only add that the Kecord, formerly
the John II. Rlgserson, bore down upon our little
flotilla, attracted by the fivo lamps burning in
each boat, and which presented an unusual sight
in those wafers. Wo had found fh<> lamps of great
use In the dark hours of tiie night by rlgnalllng to
each other, one wave of the iainp meaning num¬
ber one boat an i so on.

Ou Monday, having rigged tcwpouwjr sails, we

ran for Tortngaa, the breer.e increasing, with a
rough eon, nil the boats well managed uud be¬
having well; all In line, making six knots
an hour; got a good observation at noon.
Tuesday, December 10..This day opens with a

gloomy aspect; no sail in Bight save the little fleet
of Ave boats scudding in close company before a
strong gale ana rough sea. The boats shipped
several seas, wetting everything, but were aept
well bailed out.

TUH HORRORS OP TIIB NIGHT.
At half-past five P. M. night closed in with a

gloom of horror, but the clouds broke away and the
moon enabled the boats to keep together with the
help of signals from each other. Ail went well
unuer the circumstances.

A SAIL IN S1UHT.TUBY ARB RESCUED.
At half past eleven P. M. the good ship Record

hove in sight, and attracted by the lights in the dif¬
ferent boats, hove to and took all saie on board,
where we received the kindest treatment.
At four A. M. Wednesday wind increased, with

very rough sea, and the following morning we
saiely arrived at Key West, where Oaptaiu White¬
head provided lodging and clothing for the desti¬
tute party.

CONTUSION OF TUB CAPTAIN'S STORY.
Had we not, continued the captain, had the good

chance by the mercy of Cod to mil in with the
Record few of us might be here to tell the &le, for
the weather was becoming very boisterous and our
boats were shipping a great deal of water. As it
is not a single lile lias been twcrUlccd. Captain
Duuiaresq, of the Record, winch vessel >3 owned in
Liverpool, transferred us to a pilot boat off Key
West, where we soon obtained oomfortable quar¬
ters. All that was saved was the log and a few
nautical instruments, winch were needed lor navi¬
gating our little fleet of boats.

The St. Louis was au iron steamer ot 1,060 tons

burden, and was built for the Cunard hue, at
Dumbarton, in Scotland, in 1853, ana was called the
Catnac, and after making several voyages to this
city and liostoii, was employed in carrying the
mail between New York and Nassau. During the
early part of the war she was run ashore, while
under the command of Captaiu l.e Mesurier,
the present captain of the Cunard steamship
Algeria, at Nassau, and was sold us a wreck.
Some pui ties from the North having got her off the
beach, she was taken into Port Royal harbor,
wliero she receive I some temporary repairs and
then proceeded North. Here she was (ltteil up, her
name changed, and was purchased b.v the Mer¬
chants' Steamship Company, ol Uoston, ami event¬
ually went into the New 01 leans trade. St.c was
destined, however, to change hands once more, and
entered the New Orleans steRm fleet, owned by
Messrs. II. ti. Cromwell A Co., ot this city, who kept
her constantly at work iu tiic same trade. She was
in exceedingly good order, having been thoroughly
overhauled not long since. She was inspected by
the United States Steamship Inspector on the lid
ol September last, and also recently by the New
York Shipmasters' Association, who rated her for
live years to come, on account of the excellent
coudition of her hull. A part ol her machinery was
new some two years ago. She was brig rigged,
aiul o[ the following dimensions:.Length, 214 leet;
b( am, 30 feet; depth of hold, 18 leet. She had two
euglnes, with 48-inch cylinders and 35-inch stroku
ol piston. She was insured by her owners for
$140,000. About $u,000 worth of specie was lost ou
board her.

MUSICAL REVIEW.

The advent of Santa Clans brightens np alike the
shelves ol the music publisher and the counters ol
the toy manufacturer. A large number of mnaical
works of the most approved holiday t>pe have been
Issued within the past fortnight and in most in¬
stances they evidence taste and real merit unusual
with compositions or publications to be found at
other seasons. The music publisher* are, Indeed,
not behind the dealers in books in supplying mate¬
rials for elegant presents. Prom Europe, however,
come the best specimens of the music publishing
art We have no houses here, as yet, to compare
with Peters, of Lelpsic; Breitkopf A llaertel and
Schott.
Ernest Relnking, Fourth avenne, has some of the

latest publications of these houses. The prettiest
and most elegant publication of the season la the
"Salon Album," in Ave volumes. It is a thesaurus
of brilliant effective salon works, lit for the library
of a Mills or Pattlson. The first book consists ol
four transcriptions by Alfred Jaell.No. 1, "The
Merry Wives of Wludsor;" No. a, "The Wedding
March" of Mendelssohn; No. 3, selections from
"Tannhauser" and "Lohengrin," and No. *,
"Norma." The second book consists of tran¬
scriptions by the same eminent pianist.No. 1,
"Fhusi-," wo. 2, 3, 4, "L'Afrlcaine;" No. 6, "Romeoand Juliet." There is not a weak or uninteresting
number in these two books. Jaell writes very ef¬
fectively and brilliantly, and these transcriptions
are within the reach of any goo<l amateur player.
The tnird and fourth books consist of transcrip¬

tions and other works of Joachim Raff. The tran¬
scriptions are:."Life's llanptucss," by Uecthoven;
Muck's "Orpheus" ("Che Yaro St-nza Kuridlce"),
"Magic Flute," "1 Am Not Angry," by Schumann:
the llnale to the second act of "Trovaiore" and
the llnale to the second act of "Tmvlata." The
original compositions of lierr Raff are a galop,
"Valse Impromptu," "Polka de la Relue" and
"Fautasle Polonaise." The transcriptions of Bee¬
thoven, (iluck and Schumann are written in a
rather pedantic, coldly classical style, but Verdi
does not receive full justice at the hands of Ucrr
ltaff. As for the "Traviata" fantasia we preler
Harry Sanderson's transcription of the same
theme.
The dfth book Is the most ambitions of all and is,

perhaps, only practicable for a first class plaoiat.
There arc four works.Liszt's transcription of the
celebrated "Miserere" of Allegri, and "Ave Veruni
Corpus," by Mozart; reminiscences of the SLxtine
Chajiel during Holy Week; a TarautWla, by Bans
Von Btllow ;Carl Tausig's transcription of Wagner's
"Kaiserinursch," anu Rubinstein's "Concert
Etude," No. 2. These mimes represent the greatest
pianists that ever lived and are, probably, the best
selections that could bo made of their individual
Btyles.

Even an
organ grinder, outside a Koweiy store, ob¬
tains a few pennies, maigre tlie absence of tho
monkey (star performer). Would it be too much
for a composer to ask for a sllghr percentage on
the many thousand dollars made on a work by
publisher i But we suppose mush publishers will
Iridiguarvtly repudiate such a suggest ion. Them
Is not In the entire world such another class of
downright.(well, there Is no use in entering into
details).as the levllug music publishers ol New
York. They will publish a work by some American
composer; tills work will have an imiiiei.se sal-;
they will pocket the proceeds atid bamboozle th.i
composer, or tel! him blandly to suo ;or his inoner.
The en'Ire system as arranged by th« portentous
Hoard ol Music Trade leaves composers out in the
cold, and Is a terrible monopoly. Music publishersnowadays treat composers as oWlii ni slaves, an l
lord It over them to their lulk-st bent. Whether a
piece sells or nut the result, is tho same. Hnameiul
misrepresentation carries the m neyeU represen¬
tative through with impunity. Music publishers
have a peculiar method of' business of their own, o.i
the principle, "llc.nls, I win; tails, you lose." Such
is the opinion o! every Ameneau conn user wlw
