Two ex-
United States Senators figure by name on the lst
of stockholders, but a douht exists in the minds of
Dr. Durant and others whether they ever Baw a
sbarc of the skock of Crédit Mobilier or received a
dollar's bepeft from it

It 1s proper to state, In this connection, that the
Oakes Ames contract, the transfer and the list of
stockholders appended to the contract as pub-
lsted in the HemriLD, were copies from court
records, where they were putio evidenoe by Dr,
Tuomas C. Durans.

One of the greatest operations performed {n the
coustruction of the Unlon Pacific Rallroad was the
famous cont ract by which Oakes Ames agreed with
e company 10 bulid and equip 607 miles of that
rond, AD exact and complete copy of that contruct
appears below, It s duled the 16th of August,
807, Following the contiract I8 the graceful as-
signment, ouly two mouths afterwards, of the
whole thing into the poascsalon of the Crédit Mo-
bilier of America. The writer has Lthe highest au-
thority for stating in the HEmALD that the Ames
contraet received the assent of all of the etock-
hoiders, and upon each certificate at the time of jts
fssue was conspleuously stamped the following In
red ink :~*The shares herein mentioned are subject
to an irrevocable proxy to the seven trustecs, to
which it was assigaed, for the term of the agree-

ment of October 16, 1567."

The Question of the Speakership—Trouble About
the Head of the Fouse—Tinkers-in-
Ordinary to the Metropolis—0Our
Little Dogberries in Danger.

In that event
he will be relleved from the necessity of assigning
any particular man to the Chairmanship of Ways
and Means and by common cnstom to the leader-
ship of the party in the Assembly. If Mr. Cornell 18
left unembarrassed Pierson will be Chalrman of
Rallroada, Prince of Judicinry, Alberger of Canals,
and Fort, of Oswego, of Commerce. Where he I8
te find material for a Chairman of Ways and
Means 18 not so realily seem, for it 18 ex-
pected of the member holdiog that position
that he wil De always ready, not only
to defend hie party when attacked, but
in turn to attack and destroy It assailants.

Destroyed by Fire and Rebuilt Bettor
than Beforc—Iilsner's New Slaanghter
ing Establishment=A Complete Bulli-
ing Fitted Up with ail Modern Im-
provements. !

tie, averaging dresaed, two thousand pounds each.
The same.gentlewnan likewise made o very foelung
