Another protracted day's session in the Stokes-
Piak trial has brought thie case well into the de-
femoe.

witnesses, especially that of Miss Hall, of the style
of pistal Arst discoverea behind the sofa ln the par-
Mor and the pistol which was put in evidence as the
pistol fazally fircd by Stokes. Miss Hall did not

thvely recognize the prosecution pistol as the

#bhe found behind the sofa, and hence the
wheory of two pistols to earry out Stokes' defence
that Fisk had fiyst drawn upon him. The question
WAy arise in the minds of the jury—Were there
two pistols drawn, one by Fisk and one by
Biokes ? but on this point the medl-
sal  evidence glven on the former
frisl subverted the idga that Fisk could have been
I & position to hold a pistol in his hand to fire at
Stekes above him from the direction of Btokea’
bullet which put an end to his victim. Bealdes, the
evldence of actual witnesses who were in & posi-
tion to see Fisk draw a plstol, had he done 8o on
the occasion, haa been uncoutroverted. This part
of the detence—the question of two pistols—and
the alleged drawing of a plstol by Fisk upon Stokes,
%0 make the fatal act of the latter a necessity in
mell-dofence, was only 80 much & part of the evl-
dence a8 depended upon what amounnt of credence
the jury might have thought proper to have at-
tached to it as coming from Stokes' own lips., This
point pomewhat turns, with what welght remalns to
be peen, upon the evidence of

HENRY DE CORLEY,

who on the previous trial was a witness for the
prosecution, not called on that slde this time, and
now taken up and prodoced on behalf of the pris-
sner. His testimony wae romewhat Important to
the defence, as will be seen by areference to it, as
ke distictly and positively asserted that he bad a
pistol given him by one of the witnesses, a Misa
Hall, which was not the one exhibited as that
with which Btokes did the shooting. His prescnce
and evidence caused somewhat of & sensation In
Court, and after he had been sworn the gpectators
seat eagerly forward to catcn every word that he
might atier.

The Proccedings Yesterday.
OROSE EXAMINATION OF TIX PRISONER.

The proceedings in the Stokes murder trial were
resumed at the usual honr, before Judge Board-
Eman, In the Oyer and Terminer. There was & large
srowd of people in attendanoce,

The prisoner, Stokes, went agnin on the witness
stand, Mr. Beach, for the prosecution, not having
fnished cross-examining him at the time of ad-
journment yesterday.

TYNDALL ON RADIATION.

Finh Scientific Leoture of the Professor
at Cooper Institute=Interesting Experi=
ments With the Thermo=-Electrie Pipe.
The Afth of Professor Tyndall’s lectures on sclen-

tific snbjects was given last evening before a large

and appreciative audience at Cooper Institute, The
lecture in this, the last of & wery instructive
serles, was devoted to the region of radiant action
heyond the vigible red of the spectrum, which was
illugtrated by numerous heautiful and interesting
experiments. The position and the magnitude of this
uitra-red radintion was pointed out, Experiments
on the heating power of the total radiation from
the eléctric lamp were described and executed,
slowing by the concentration of such rays
that metals may be lused and burned
aud  combustible hodles wset ablaze.
