Upon by Stokes' Counsel.

Another protracted day'B session in the stokeH-
Ptak trial baa brought tbe ease well Into the de¬
fence. The line upon which the prisoner's counsel
are new prepared to light it out to the last on the
mw departure Is developed. There was on the
tret trial a discrepancy in the description given bjr
witnesses, especially that of Miss Hall, of the Btyle
sf pistol first discovered behind the sofa in the par¬
lor and the pistol which was pat in evidence as tne
pistol fatally fired by Stokes, lfiss Hall did not
positively recognise the prosecution pistol as the
tat she found behind the sofa, and honce the
theory of two pistols to carry out Stokes' dcfcncc
that Fisk had first drawa upon him. The question
¦tay arise in the mlmis or the jnry.Were there
two pistol* drawn, one by Fislc and one by
Stokes ? but on tills point tho medi¬
cal evidence given on the former
trial subverted the ldpa that Fisk could have been
la a position to hold a pistol in bis hand to fire at
¦totes above him from the direction of Stokes'
ballet which pat an end to his victim. Besides, the
evidence of actual witnesses who were In a posi¬
tion to see Fisk draw a pistol, had he done so on
the occasion, has been uncontrovertcd. This part
Of the delence.the question of two pistols.and
the alleged drawing of a pistol by Fisk upon Stokes,
to stake the fatal act of the latter a necessity in
self-defence, was only so much a part of the evi¬
dence as depended upon what amount of credence
the Jnry might have thought proper to have at¬
tached to it as coming from Stokes' own lips. This
point somewhat turns,with what weight remains to
he seen, upon the evidence of

DBNHY DB CORLBY,
who on the previous trial was a witness for the
prosecution, not called on that side this time, and
now taken np antt produced on behalf of the pris-
sner. His testimony was somewhat Important to
the defence, as will be seen by a reference to it, as
ho distinctly and positively asserted that he bad a
pistol given him by ono of the witnesses, a Miss
Hall, which was not the one exhibited as that
with which Stokes did the shooting. His presence
and evidence caused somewhat of a sensation In
Court, and after he had been sworn the spectators
.out eagerly forward to eaten every word that he

Tbt Proceedings Yeiterdaf.
CROSS EXAMINATION Olf TDK PRISON Ell.

The proceedings in the Stokes murder trial were
resumed at the usual boor, before Judge Board-
nan, in the Oyer and Terminer. There was a large
.jrowd or people In attendance.

ter, and for Your Honor to decide as to the legality.The reason why I mentioned the subject at all was
that the foreman or the Jury stooped over and
asked me to put a question to the witness. I think
it improper lor jurymen to put their questions
through counsel, and that Is the reason 1 spoke.
Mr. Tremain.The answer or the gentleman is

entirely satisfactory.
Mr. Beach.I have no such sera pies as ray asso¬

ciate. I will put any question suggested to mo by
a Juror.

The Foreman.One or ffwe of us would like to

know if, when Stoke* went to the Hoffman House
to get tlioae papers, lie put the pistol in bis pocket
at that time.
Mr. Beach.Will you answer that question, sir?
The Prisoner. with pleasure; 1 carried the pis¬

tol with me all <iay; did not put it in my pocket
when I went to the Hoffman House.
Mr. Beach.That's all, sir.
This ended the eros*examfnaff»n, which was one

of the moat rigid and thorough that any witness
had ever been subjected to. it must be said that
Stokes stood the ordeal with Spartan courage, and
was not once tripped up by counsel, nor did lie
once lose his temper.
Mr. IVemain next commenced to examine the

witness on the re-direct.
Q. Was this Ring, the colored boy, a servant of

Mr. Piskf A. He was, sir.

A. On account of ill health,

by advice or a physician, and with my concurrence
and approbation.
After a lew more questions put to the witness

by the prosecution His examination was con¬
cluded.

THE MINUTES 0> "THE dKANIt JVHV.
Mr. Beach read part or the minutes ol the Grand

Jury, after having offered It in evidence, which
rurmshed the names or the witnesses who had ap¬
peared before that body to help Flsk in getting an
indictment found against the prisoner. Among
the names were tiiose or William Fnllerton and
Nelly Brady.
Stokes was put again upon the stand by Mr. Tre¬

main and asked who was the William Fullerton ap¬
pearing on the minutes. A. That gentleman there
(pointing to one or the counsel for the prosecution).
Mr. Fuiiertou.I protest. I want to be put right In

this matter, ir 1 was brought into that thing it
was only by process ol law, after three snbpa-nas
had been served upon me. 1 persistently reiused
to answer any questions as to what took place be¬
tween Mr. Stokes and myselX while 1 was counsel
lor him.

MR. FlTI.l.ERTON EXONERATE!*.
Mr. Tremain (with a bland smile).We mean no

reflection upon you. sir.why, certainly not. Pooh I
Everyone knows that the Fullerton mentioned is
yon.
The Court.I don't think that the matter requires

any explanation from Mr. Fullerton.
Mr. Fullerton.Your Honor will see the use that

will be made of this circumstance hereafter. If I
am to be arraigned I want it to be understood that
I was dragged before the Grand Jury, and aid not
go there voluntarily.
Mr. Tremain.We don't arraign you. We arraign

nobody.
Mr. Beach.I move the last answer or the witness

be stricken out.
It was stricken out by order of the Court.
q. Who is the next witness. Alexander B. Slsson?

A. The keeper of houses of 111 fame at Hoston, and
who was indicted for.I thins for perjury.
Mr. Beach.I ask that this answer also be ruled

out, and that the witness be not allowed to vitupe¬
rate and malign the character of these witnesses,
who nave no opportunity or defending themselves.
The answer was stricken out.
Mr. Tremain.I propose to show, Your Honor,

that also the witness named Nelly Brady is and was
a notorious prostitute.
The Court.I do not think it is proper to prove it

by the prisoacr.
Mr. Tremain.that, furthermore, she was the mis¬

tress of Fisk.
The Court.I cabnot admit Jt as proper testi¬

mony.
Here a rcccss was taken for half an hour.

AFTKR RECESS
Mr. Tremain arose and aald that he had nut the

slightest intention of attacking Brother Fullerton.
only the lemalea whose names appear as tho Urand
Jui/ witnesses.
Mr. Fullerton said the explanation waa satisfac¬

tory in so far as Mr. Tremain w*s concerned.that
the remarks of the other counsel drew lorth his ex¬
planation, and not what Mr. Tremain had said.
Mr. Townsend here got upon his foot, and said if

the gentleman alluded to what ho had said in his
opening he (Mr. Townsend) had nothing to with¬
draw. He meant everything he had said.everyword.
Tne Court.Gentlemen, I wish you would cease

these personalities.
IT MAKES HO DIFFERENCE.

Mr. Fullerton.It makes no difference what the
counsel states or does not state.what be asserts
or withdraws.
Mr. Beach.I desire to ask the witne&s (Stokes)this one question.Did you, on or about the 1st or

January, 187a, say to John K. Kimble that Fisk was
a damued blackmailer and that you would shoot
him? A. I might have said be was a blackmailer;I don't remember.
Q. Did yon say In a pistol gallery near Twenty-second street in thin city, while practising, and as

you shot off a pistol, that that was the way youwould serve Fisk ? A. I never discharged a pistolIn this city in my life, and never was in the gallery
spoken or, nor in any other gallery whatever.

Q. Never ? A. Never.
y. Oh, excuse me; you did once or twice. A. Ah,

yes; 1 wasn't thinking or that.
SENATOR RAMSAY'S TESTIMONY.

Joseph H. Kamsay, or New Jersey, sworn.He
testified that Mr. Flsk used to be a director In bis
railway compaay; lie had known Mr. Flsk since 1868;Flsk was present In the omce or witness twice
during August, 1S60; a private Interview took
place between the deceased and the witness; in myopinion Flsk was a reckless, unscrupulous man.
and willing to reoort to any means to accomplishhis purpose.

MR. BEACH TAKE* FTtH.
Cross-examined by Mr. lieacb.I cannot call to

mind who I have heard speak of Mr. Fink's charac¬
ter and temperament or disposition; I don't knew
that 1 ever personally was aware or Mr. Fisk's
being engaged himseir in violent actions; Mr. Van
Valkenburg xald that he tried forcibly to enter and
take possession of the offices or the Albany and
Susquehanna Railroad; I cannot mention anyother persou who gave me the same information.

FRANCIS M. BIX BY.
This witness merely corroborated the testimony

given by Stokes as to the latter's visit to his office
and the few words of converaatlon that took placebetween them.

RtTPm F. ANDREWS.
Mr. Andrews testified substantially the same as

Stokes as to the latter culling on him alter leavingthe office of Mr. Bixhy, and repeated the conversa¬
tion testified to by the prisoner.

OEORUE COTTRKM-
Mr. Cottrell testified as to the sending of the

telegram by Stokes, In relation to the horse-racing
case.

jonN L DOTY
corroborated Stokes as to the same matter.

UEOROE H. SMITU'S
deposition on the same subject was then read byMr. Tremain.

CtlARl.M A. COLE
is bookkeeper in the ofllce of the Western UnionTelegraph Company; he had the original of the tele¬
gram sent by Stokes on tho 6th or January; wit¬
ness produced a number or telegrams, and read
the one sent by Stokes to John L. Dety on the flth
of January; he also road a telegraphic notice sent
to the office or the company for their guidance bythe operator at Ung Branch, which stated thatMr. Out/ was not there,

Vr. Doa Pornoa here read the testimony of
AM ASA HPKACHK,

of Rhode Island, who wan President of the National
Trottiug Association during January, 1872, also In
1871. The testimony corroborated that of Stokes,
in which he mated that he made complaint against
a decision rendered in the case of the trotting
match iu which he aud Henry H. Smith were the
interested parties. There was an arrangement
made between Stokes and the testifier by which
the prisoner was to appear in Rhode Island dur¬
ing January.

DANIKI. P. INO Kill AM, JR.,
rcmemoered seeing Stokes In cnatnherlin A
Dodge's on the day uf the shooting, and his speak¬
ing to bun about a man he had to go down town to
see; and he also said something about a horse
matter.

nENRY ne coriey'h testimony.
This witness was culled for the prosocutlon on

the former trial, but they relused to place hiui on
the stand this time. He was called for the defence.
1 was porter man at the Qraud central Hotel; had
been there two years and up to the 6th of August
last; remember the circumstances of the shooting;
I was standing between the parlors 200 and 207, on
the second floor; my post was in front of No. 207,
south of tho elevator; just before the shooting 1
was standing near the elevator, talking to Jenny
Turner, the girl.

Tlio witness then proceeded to describe the re¬
port or the pistol shots; his meeting Stokes, who
passed him near the head of the staircase, saying,
"There's § man shot, get a doctor." anil to assl.st-
MgMr. Klsk to parlor 217. He said that he did not
seo the boy Thomas Hart, who testified for the pM-
ple, in the hall at all. When Stokes was brought
into the room to be Identified by Pisk the ortlcer
said, "Mr. Klsk, is this the man who shot you?" to
which Fink replied, "ics, Stokes." ana Imme¬
diately hung ins head; he said not another syllable.

AN0T1IKK riSTOf.
The witness then described the pistol that was

given to him by Miss Hall, found in one of the

Sailors; it was a small weapon, fancy, with ivory
andle, and a piece of very beautiful workmanship.
He was here shown the pistol taken trout Mokes

and asked if It was tlie same one. A. "Never, sir;
1 know It very well; it Is nothing like the one
given mo; I am mcst positive on the subject."
There was slight commotion occasioned in

Court by the latter portion of the testimony of this
witness.
Witness.I had a conversation with the boy

nart, who said that he was making plenty of
money: he said also that one of the bullets lound
would (it In one pistol and not in the other.
On cross-examination Mr. Beach took Stokes'

pistol In his hand and approached the witness to
within a foot, stood in front oi him, and asked his
questions In such a fierce, loud tono that the wit¬
ness lookod hair frightened, aud it was the im¬
pression in Court that ho was about to assault him.

Alter having asked the witness a lew questions
the Court adjourned till Monday morning at the
usual time.

TYNDiLL 01 RADIATION.

Fifth Scientific Lecture of the Prafrnor
at Cooper Institute.Interest inn Experi¬
ment* With the Thcrmo-Eleetrle Pipe.
The fifth of Professor Tyndall's lectures on scien¬

tific Rubjccts was given last evening before a large
and appreciative audience at Cooper Institute. The
lecture in this, the last of a very instructive
serlen, was devoted to the region of radiant action
beyond the visible red of the spectrum, which was
illustrated by numerous beautiful and interesting
experiments. The position and the magnitude of this
ultra-red radiation was pointed out. Experiments
on the heating power of the total radiation from
the electric laiup were described and executed,
showing by the concentration of such rays
that metals may be lused and burned
aud combustible bodleB set ablaze. The
particular constituent of the radiation
which produces these effects was sought after and
demonstrated to t?e.the ultra-red undulations, A
means, by the thermo-electric pipe, wa> described
of filtering these invisible waves from the total
radiation and operating upon them alone.

luminous rays of the sun were provedIncompetent to heat water or to melt ice, andtherefore they do not produce the vapor necessaryfor rain, nor do they melt snows, and the glacierswhich give rise to tho Rhine and Rhone and
other rivers. The physical identity of lightand heat waa then Illustrated, and these
UghUcRS waves were proved capable of re¬
flection, refraction, polarization, depolari¬zation, circular polamatlon and double
refraction. The lecturer threw a great deal of in¬
terest into this subject which requires considerable
study to understand, and by the lucid manner in
which he treated it made his experiments compre¬hensible to the medlocro mind. Among the audi¬
ence were a goodly sprinkling of our most cele¬brated scientific men, and frequent rounds of ap¬plause greeted tbc success of tiic most difficult ex¦*ixime#U.

TO THEIR INCREASED VIGILANCE.
Everybody, or rather almost everybody, with a

taste for amusements of a sporting nature, is aware
that the psactico of fighting game cocks Ib greatly
admired and widely patrouized In this day and In
tins country, and, though tho Southern States
have a justly wide reputation for indulging liberally
in the exciting pastime, New York stauds prom¬
inent In this respect. In your city the sport
flourishes, and it can never be suppressed, despite
the interference of many meddlers. The same is
the case In this section. Right under the shadow
of the capital, and where the supposed wisdom of the
State annually eomes together, tho grand old
sport has a prosperous existence. When fully at
its height lawmakers and lawbreakers talk freely
upon the different combats. And men in business
circles, holding high social positions, know a game
bird from one of Indifferent strain. Tncy are as
well posted on the rules governing tho proper
manner of conducting a nirun as they are on the
price or stocks.
