relieved from his present exacting duties by elec¬
tion to the Senate.
A Weir Departure by the Credit Mobi-
llera.A Plain Unvarnisncd Tale to be
Told to the Marines.
Letters have been received here to-day an¬

nouncing a complete change in the Credit Mobilier
investigation, instead of endeavoring to prevent
M disclosure of tbe damaging facts which are sure
4o be made known, the parties implicated will
obange front and demand an opportunity to tell
tlielr little stories, which have meanwhile been
carefully concocted and made to tally with each
other. The letters which Dawes, Garfield and
other recipients of the enriching stock
wrote last Summer denying all knowledge
of It will be kept out of sight, and
tbere will be a general confession In the style
of an old-fashioned Methodist love feast.

Army lar|MBi Aiblag tor Relnfbrce-
menti For Thetr Corps.Store Doctors
Than Soldier*.
The army surgeons are urging an increase of

their corps, and tbey invite attention of Con¬
gressmen to the fact that ISO civilian doctors
have to be employed to care for the sick at the
hospitals of the different forts and posts. It is
also true, however, that there are more snrgeons
In this city than enlisted men on duty, and that 11
some of tbem could be sent from their cosy quar¬
ters to attend to the post hospitals on the fron¬
tiers, there would not be such a number of
civilian doctors needed. The medical "ring" here,
of the navy aa well as the army, should
be looked into and razeed at once.

Powell's Picture of Perry's Victory*
Powell, the artist, has arrived here, with his

palette, painta and brushes, anxious to complete
his painting of Perry's victory, so Moran's great
picture of the canyon of the Yellowstone, for which
Congress paid $10,000 last Summer, was taken
down down from the blank space at the back ofthe
northeast grand staircase, Senate wing, and
Powell's canvas la to be unrolled In its place. It
remains to be seen whether Powell will persuade
Congress to increase the sum of $26,000 voted for
this picture, the greater portion of which In has
already received.

Nevada's Electoral Vote ta Danger.
Mr. J. H. Mills, of Nevada, arrived here to-day

with the Electoral vote of that State for Grant and
Wilson. The envelope was addressed to Vloe Presi¬
dent Colfax, but that functionary wat not here to
receive it The State Department, in the person of
the Secretary, was unwell, and not able to relieve
Mr. Mills of his burden. To-morrow is the last day
of grace, and unle s the State Department is able
to attend to this duty Nevada will have no voice In
the Electoral College. Mr. Colfax has shown but
little desire to receive the envelopes which contain
his political and official death warrant.
Contemplated Change In the Whltkey

Regulation*.
The Commissioner of internal Revenue contem¬

plates a change in the whiskey regulations on tbe
1st of January, under which alteration an allow¬
ance of one fermenting period, but in no case more
than forty-eight hours, will be made upon the
opening of additional tubs before those additional
tubs arc Included in arriving at the producing
capacity. Heretofore additional tubs have been
included rrom the moment they were opened.
Tbis new ruling will be prospective from the 1st of
January, but In no case will be retroactive, or, in
otber words, will relate entirely and only to the
products of January and future periods.

o legacy 01 Succession Tax.S'cat J
In case of a devise or property left In trust to

provide for the support of domestic animals the
Commissioner of Internal Revenue decides that
there is no legacy or succession tax. This question

of Fourth and L streets, in Sacramento, Cal., for
the sum ol $30,000. A new government building
is to be ereotcd on this property, which fronts 180
feet on L street, and loo feet on Fourth street.

T11E I'KR^ONAL HISTORY OF THIS OLD MAN
Is so full of interest that we cannot refrain from
giving a few of its main Incidents. Prince Louis
Lusignan was born in Cyprus, April 19, 1808, and re¬
ceived rrom his father an inheritance which
amounted to about six million pounds, mostly in
money. This fortune had been placed for sale
keeping in the hands or bis uncle on tlie mother's
side, Athanasius, Metrlpolitan or Nicomedia. On
Easter Sunday, 1821, Athanasius was arrested bythe Turkish Governor, and, together with the Pa¬
triarch or Constantinople, put to death. The entire
fortune or Prince Louis was confiscated and he
hlniseir barely escaped with his llle, owing to the
exertions or the Spanish Minister In Constantino¬
ple and the good oitlces of some members of the
British Bible Society then In Turkey. Alter wan¬
dering about for nearly a .year Prince Luslgnanwent to Athens and entered the Greek service.In the year 1823 he came to St. Petersburg andoffered his services to the Russian government onthe following conditions:.
First..To receive no pay nor m»rk of distinction for hisecrvlcet.
Second..Nat to become a ltuulsn xubject
The conditions were accepted, and PrinceLuslgnan was assigned to service In one or the

regiments with the rank of Captain. Since enter¬
ing service the Prince took part In nearly everycampaign made by the Bnsslan army. By degreeshis means of living became well nigh exhausted,and ins efforts for recovering his lost fortune fromthe Turkish government met with cont'nual ob¬stacles till a few weeks before the war betweenFrance and Germany, when Napoleou III., throush
one of Ills ministers, offered to use all his influ¬
ence to recover the property of Lusignan on con¬dition or receiving 10,000,000 francs ror his ser¬
vices in case of success. Prince Lusignan on thisoccasion received an autograph letter from Na¬poleon, In which the above-mentioned conditions
are referred to. The war with Prussia, however,gave the hero or Sedan something else to thinkor besides saving the property of the Luslgnans.Palling fortune and money embarrassments
promoted his son to commit the crime or rorgery.lie has been round guilty and condemned to exileIn the Ura' country. The decision or the Courtwill be submitted to Ills Majesty the Czar, and
some mitigation of the punishment is hoped for.

THE N^7 SYNDICATE"
Secretary Boutwell's Present

Position.

WILL THE 8YWDI0ATE BE RENEWED?

Senator Sherman to Hate Xr. Cameron'a ChAir¬
manship of the Foreign Relation! Commit¬

tee to Make Boom for Xr. Bontwell to
Head the Committee on Finanoe.

To thi Editor op thi Herald
"1 am very decidedly o( tbe opinion, though I

do not wish to be quoted as saying it, that Mr.
Secretary Bontwell has pretty sharply violated
tbe law in bis operations with the Syndicate."
Thus said a distinguished chairman of one of the
most important House committees of the present
Congress.

It will be remembered that an effort was made
during the last session to legalize the Syndicate
Job, and that it utterly failed. A resolution giving
it a thin coat of whitewash was, Indeed, reported
from the Ways and Means Committee and
rushed through the House under the pre¬
vious question gag rnle, but the Senate re-
fused to touch it. In short, the scheme was

barely tolerated. It was not in any scuse legal¬
ised or even endorsed. It was utterly repudiated
and condemned by the people and press, and
barely tolerated by the Secretary's political
Mends in the lower House of Congress. The Sen¬
ate has not thus far investigated it.

SECRETARY BOUTWELL'S PRESENT POSITION.
In view of these well known facts Mr. Boutwell's

present position becomes a matter of great public
interest. Is he preparing to repeat the Syndicate
operation » If the scheme was such a great benellt
to the country as he pretends, why is the repe¬
tition so long delayed f What Is tue real cause of
the delay T Why has the funding of the new loan
by the Syndicate plan been suspended for one
whole year if the plan itself was honest and fair
all round f
Fourteen months ago Secretary Boutwell was

about the worst lightened man to be found in or
about the national capital. The Herald had given
his Syndicate scheme a thorough exposure; repub¬
lican members of Congress talked about impeach¬
ment for violations of law, though they knew party
rules would not permit such an act of justicc. At
all events the Syndicate transactions were abruptly
terminated and the corps of Treasury oiHcialB
stationed In London was recalled.
Though the Syndicate managers were perfectly

willing to keep up the profitable operation or ex¬
changing their certificates of deposits of gold in
banks where no such amounts of coin existed for
interest-bearing bonds, Mr. Boutwell was too badly
frightened to prolong the profitable pastime. It
was thought best to hold up until public opinion
could have time to cool off, and until the Preslden
tial election was over with. The ring managers
were temporarily shutout or the national Treasury,
and an attempt was made to pacify an outraged
people. A resolution giving the Job a thin eoat of
whitewash was rushed through the lower House of
Congress, but the Senate refused to sanction it in
any way, either directly or indirectly; una there
the matter now stands.

OBHTACI.KS m A BENKWAK
Though the Presidential election is over an<l past,and the Bouse of Representatives has given Mr.

Boutwell's Syndicate scheme a thin coat of white
wash, there are yet several obstacles in the way ol
its renewal. Public opinion has not yet coolcd down
to the proper point where such a Job would be
sale. Tne Senate Finance Committee has not yetbeen heard upon the subject, and investigatingcommittees abound. But the principal obstacle is
nothing more or less than the Massachusetts
Senatorial election. Secretary Boutwell is
a candidate for the .Senate, and does
not dare to start another Syndicate jobuntil after the Senatorial election. His
friends expect to caucus him into the position or
chairman of the Senate Finance Committee in
plaw or Senator Sherman, who is to be compen¬sated with Ui4 onaPrmanship of tlie For Igfl ilclif-
tiona Committee, that Senator Cameron says he
does not care to keep. For these and other reasons
to be given hereafter the proposed job is delayed;but meantime the parties interested are engagedin manipulating public opinion, or. ratUer, "popu¬larizing" the olu Syndicate, by sending oat manu¬factured "news items" and in a hundred diirercut
ways known to experienced and well paid lobby¬ists. Here IB one of their items:.
Secretory Boutwell, in his statement before the \vMy«ami Means Committee, gave a history of the arrange¬ments which he made in this country und Koropc to nc-

f;otlutc the funded loan. He also stated in reference tolia future plans that he had a verbal proposition rroulJay Cooko A Co. to negotiate the loan in precisely the
Mine Manner an they negotiated the other. Ttiey hadalso iniornied him that the Rothschilds had agreed to gointo the negotiation and strengthen it by their influence.He understood that they had an Idea that wlicn they shallhave disposed of the live per cent bonds ihev can go onand dispose of four and one-third per cents in the same
way. fie thought the government had already lost hvthe delay In negotiating the new bonds, And, in nis lodg¬ment, it would bo better to dispose of the remaining tlx e
per cent bonds now than 19 wqjt.

WHAT IT IS FOR.
The substance of the above was given out at the

Treasury Department immediately after Assistant
Secretary Richardson's remrn irom Eirope,nearly
a year ago, and it has beeu seml-ofllcially promul¬
gated, with a tolerable degree 01 regularity, nearly
every month since. Its object is to huuibug the

fieoplc into the belief that the Syndicate fufliliiitfob of 1871 was a fair and honest business transac¬
tion, beneficial alike to the taxpayer aud bond¬
holder, though rather hard on the poor Syndicatebrokers, who were compelled td perform the la¬borious and responsible task of hanging one sot orbonds over their counter ai»«'. taking back anotherfor the mere song of three million dollarscommission.
The lOT.g and short of the whole story is that Mr.P.oatwell's proposal to renew the Syndicate looks

remarkably like a Job. By the plan proposed It
will actually cost more to convert sixes into the
new fives than we shall save in interest in four
years; besides, it creates a great financial crushingmachine, to be worked at the pleasure of the ring,
quite regardless of the business interests of the
country. It Is a mistake to think or engaging in
any great financial transactions at this time, when

There are several thousand responsible bankers

In the United States. Let us have, therefore, "a
competitive examination," and ascertain who will
transact the business the best and cheapest. At
all events, no repetition of a mere pretence of
throwing it open to the public will be tolerated.
It will be remembered that Secretary Boutwell,previous to his arrangement with the Syndicate,offered the loan to bankers In general, or to a largenumber, at one-quarter of one cent commission;but before mauy bonds were disposed of he put thewhole business exclusively Into the hauds of his
friends, the Syndicate operators, at terras that arcunderstood to have netted them a commission 01
0110 and one-half per cent, besides incidental pro¬fits, or aoout six times more than he offered wtienhe threw the business open to public competition.It will also be remembered that Secretary Bout¬
well advertised his first offer of one-quarter of one
cent commission far and wide; bnt that the indi¬
cate arrangement, about six times better for the
operators, was conducted with the most profound
secrecy, and it was not. until the terms were pub¬lished In the Hekai.d that the people had any ideaof their nature. In fact, the nature and extent or
tne Syndicate encroachment upon the taxpayers'treasury would be to this day a profound secrethad it not been for the Hiikalo's explorations or
tne Fifteenth street financial labyrinth.As we arc to have a new Finance Minister gomenine weeks hence, whether Mr. Boutwell goes tothe Senate or not, It would seem to be the pan of
wisdom for the present Secretary to let ills succes¬
sor cotnmcuce the business. Let the Job be post¬poned. X.

Amusements,
Edwin Booth m "Hlehkrd III."

The prodoction of "Richard III" at Booth's The¬
atre last nlsrht, with Mr. Edwin Booth in the title
part, was the occasion of a large gathering of the
tragedian's friends. We have not seen a better
house at any of the theatres this season, which is
saying much, for some of them have been very
great, both In numbers and quality. The first thing
to be said of the performance, though the least
gracious, 1s that Richard cannot be numbered
among Mr. Booth's greatest parts, great as It Is in
oomparisoojvlth what It would be In the hands of
any other actor. Thiols especially true of the flrsl
act; but the thorough lack of support Is perhaps as
much the cause of this apparent weakuess as his
own lack of sympathy with the brutal Instincts of
the violent and deformed creature the English
once called King. Never was actor so feebly sup¬
ported, and with a sort of poetic jus¬
tice the feebleness of the others returned
upon him to mar Ills work. The Lady Anne of
Miss Ellen Morant was not simply bad.it wait ho
bad that that there was nothing to the part except
words. Nor was Miss Bella Pateman's Queen
Ellr.abeth sufficiently dignified to lift Mr. Booth out
of his extreme necessity of playing to automata.
The Duchess of Miss Mary Weils was better than
either of the others.so much better, Indeed, that
had those been equal to this there would be little
reason to complain. The other parts were fairly
done, Messrs. Hangs, Becks, Fenno and the rest
playing their Indciinite noblemen with sufficient
ability to satiMiv the necessities of the tragedy. Of
Mr. Booth's playing, as a whole, we do not wish to
speak on thin Inst representation this season of a
part In whloh he is so well known. It was full of
bis peculiar art, clear, finished and concise.
Ills elocution wae never at fault, and bis
stage business was equally faultless. Af¬
ter the first act he sometimes rose to the
highest exhibitions of passion, and we do not
think we should have been Impelled to find fault with
his acting in the early scenes if it had not been for
the unfortunate character of the cast. His love-
making was made to a woman the like of whom no
inan ever courted before, and whom no murdering
king would cure to woo, even were he intent on
crimes and schemes such as those of this hunch¬
backed Englishman. It is certuinly a grave error
to so cast a piece, and If it were necessary to criti¬
cise Mr. Booth's acting, which Is always great
enough to provoke the highest encomiums for his
many tine points, we should do It Independently of
every other part of the picture. At the matinee,
on Saturday, Mr. Booth plays Don Cu>sar de Bar.au
and Richard every evening during the week. There
can be no doubt that lie will continue to nil the
house while he remains at his own theatre, for the
tine touch of his itenius Is such tbat people will Bee
him over and over again.

Lancaster, 22; Ticouderoga, 10; the Mouongahcin,
10; Juniata, 8; the Franklin, 46; the Florida, '24;
the Tennessee, ^4; tlie Richmond, 14; oasipee, «;
Sautee, 60; Constellation, 10, and soine few others.
This would be no mean lotce lo meet, 8 monitors of
20 guns, nearly all 16-Inch calibre, and 422 o-lncu
and ll-tuch guns. Give the command of these to
an Intelligent Admiral who knows how (0 handle
such a fleet, say Admiral David D. Porter, and I
will venture to say with these and the torpedo
corps of the navy, a gun ueed not be fired from
any fort or battery tU*t could be placed at Sandy
Hook. Johu Bu'l, John Crapeau, John Geiuinuor
Johnnv Kussta. either one or all, would never gel
Inside Sandy Hook point, or even over the bar.

If our Legislators want to do something for the
navy why don't they put our monitor system In
order, provide at least twenty of them, to lie kepi
ready for a week's call at the furthest; also bnilc
twenty fast sloops of war, as you suggest, with
not less than ten guns, fitted with every torpedc
appliance and at least ouc of Lay's torpedoes tc
each y Berfldea, have 011 hand flrty of those won
derful torpedoes, also some at each naval station
Whan they wish to concentrate them, say at New
York, a train of platform cars can bring them all
here In eighteen hours, and they can be launched
and soon be at the desired point lor use; and sc
effective are they that you can single out the
enemy's most lormldable ship and destroy her Id
the midst of the fleet.
