Parliamentary Ilow Over the Petitionsfor Dissolution.

HOLD ON LIKE GRIM DEATH.

Successful Tacties of H. Thiers and a Renewed
Lease of Official Life.

Tiie National Assembly has decided by 463

against 190 votes to "take no notice of the potionsfor dissolution".which may sound like a
Hibernian conclusion to a session of unparalleled
violence and uncommon length. In which the
House did nothing else but take notice of the thug
rejected addresses of the people In every part of
the country, liut the House onlv means that It
will not take that particular notice which the
petitioners wish it to take, and will not vote itself
out of ofllco.
The debate closed at two A. M. to-day. and, under

the name of the "SO.ance du 14 Dfioembre" will occupyan Important place tn French parliamentary
history, not merely beoanse or the resolution
taken, hut also because or the very thorough airingthat some conspicuous members have given to
their opinions. It is made more and more evident
that the hostility to parties is aa extreme and uncompromisingas ever; and that Is what the occasionhas nrlnr.lnallv aliown. for the strlctlv narlia-

mentary result that nearly five hundred vote to
Keep their plaoes, while two hundred are willing
to venture new elections, Is of no practical Importanceand can, as yet, lead to nothing.
At the Lazore station In Paris and at the Btation

at Versailles vast crowds were gathered, and it
was evident that the public were in full sympathy
with the excitement of the day. Along the streets
leading to the theatre the windows even were
crowded for hours with gazers. Many workingmenwere out, and otherwise the crowd was of the
uaaal motley material. Inside the Chamber there
was a terrible Jam, and many places were sold,
speculative friends of the powers that be having
secured tickets thus to turn an honest penny.
Some Americans are said to have paid as much as

260 francs apiece for tickets. M. Thiers' private
box was occupied by his wife, his sister-in-law,
Mile. Dosne, and tho Princess TroublUkoy, a Russianfriend of Mine. Thiers. Thiers wisely stayed
away, for he can command neither his temper nor
bis tongue, and could only have got Into a scrape
In a political position where he sympathizes with
the opinions of the party that was ncoessarlly to
be beaten and that is lor the moment in the wrong
because it excites fruitless agitation.
Baron Decazes, Marquis de Morlllan and M. ltaoul

Duval read tbe reports of their several committees
against the petitions. The latter said ol tbe eightysixpetitions before his committee:."Most of these
doenments offer no signs of spontaneous individuality;their text, printed and nearly Identical, revealsa centralized organization of petitioning.
Nearly all of tbe signatures, of which many are evidentlythe work of the same hand, denote a very
slightly developed education. Those who have
signed evidently obey orders; it is at least doubtfulIf they have fall consciousness of the conse-

qnences which the resolution they require you to
take might have Tor France. The petitioning thus
organized with the evident intention of agitating
the country and of weakening, If possible, the authorityof this Assembly, is the work of those same
men who, by all the means in their power, retarded
the convocation of it until February, 1871. Elected
after a series of frightful disasters, forced to acceptaffairs In the state in which a revolutionary
government bad left them, the Assembly has been
Invested, by the confidence of the country, with
the most extensive powers ever received by a

political body. It has constituted a government,
concluded peace, re-established order and credit;
its duty Is not to allow guilty and factitious agitationto compromise the work it has accomplished
in accord with the government which it created.
Your Commission believes that the mission of this
Assembly cannot be considered as accomplished
until tt shall have assured the effective and completeevacuation of French territory; it will then
have to determine how and under what conditions
it will proceed to the constitution of a new
national representation; but, until then, you cannot,without deserting the onerous marnlat imposedupon your patriotism, dream of dissolution.
Similar agitations are not without parallel In our

history; in other times they have been repressed
by atrocious means. We can recall to yonr
memory the law of the 27 Germinal, an

IV., which punished with death any petitioningcalculated to provoke the dissolution ot
the national representation. By the grace of God,
since then oar manners have been softeoed. The
reprehensible manoeuvres by whloh It Is attempted
to disturb the country, which has need of order
>nd peace in oraer 10 worn aua reniaae lisen, ouiy
excite the public conscience and that 01 this Assembly.II you entertain our views you will acceptthe coDCiuslous or your Ktglith Commission,
wltich suggests that you should set aside, bv an
orare dujowr pur ft tim/Us, the petitions whlcli demandthe dissolution or the National Assembly."

TIIB SCENE IN TUB ASSEMBLY.
There was much excitement during the reading

and a lively clamor at the close. M. Gambetta
then ascended the tribnne, and, at the aspect of
the orator who, not many months since, swayed,
single-handed, trie troubled destinies oi France,
the confused hubbub of excited voices began graduallyto subside. But It takes a long time for more
than seven hundred Frenchmen, each anxious to
hear himself speak, to condemn themselves to
temporary silence, and a considerable period
elapsed before complete calm was restored. Meanwhile.M. Gambetta stood tranquilly surveying the
crowded, troubled house before him, and It was
not until every tongue was stilled that
his clear voice was beard Incisively articulating,in a tranquil undertone, the quiet
opening words of his harangue. There was
a calm sense of power about the man that compelledattention and respect; and no trace of passionwas In his voice, ss In sober language he said
that he did nut conceal from himself with what
feelings his presence In the tribnne was regarded
by many eyes, what reception would be given to
the Ideas of which he was the humble bnt firm
exponent, and how it tbereiore behoved him to
be moderate. If his party had uot hitherto touched
the question it was because they had, beginning in
August, 1871, on live different occasions contested
the constituent powers of the Assembly, but bad
never succeeded In getting any such motion placed
on the orders of the day. He stated theseiacts to
prove that the opening or the discussion now ought
not to be laid to his account, and that his antagonistsbad chosen to begin the debate rathei
on the ground of petitions more than a
year old than on any proposition due to

r Parliamentary initiative. u wu m his dm<
conciliatory tones that M. Onmbetta declared

Gambetta asserted that when the electors saw, to

Tneyelected republicans to the Miinicipul Councils, to
the Assembly, to the Councils General. In Juno
last, out or 134 new elections te the
House, lis republicans were returned. The
speaker reverted with especial satisfaction
to the oonstltutton or the Councils General.nowdemocratic ror the tlrat time
since 1780.and declared, amid loud trouical cheers
from the Right, that he saw in that a proof that

the speaker boasted, amid the derlslvs laughter of
the Right, that his party had collected more than a
million or signatures.

the way of petitions. There was once a great Assemblywhloh dissolved itself at the expressed
wish of 176,000 petitioners; bnt at that time the
Deputies wished to lie in concord with public
opinion, with each other and with government.
As for you,*'the orator exclaimed, turning to the
various parties composing the Right, "you are not
agreed in your views of politics, of governuieut or
or relorms; you are ouly agreed not to die".,%vous
n'Steti d'aooord que pour tie pas mottrir." This tellingclimax, delivered with incisive irony of tone,
lashed the Right to fury and proportionatelydelighted the Left. "Do you know,"
the orator exclaimed, with provking quietude.
"do you know what has made this movementinvincible 7 The country vibrated
with joy ou hearing the President's Message; you
were frightened at it, you protested against the
sentiment of gratitude in the country; and then
the country replied to your flghtiDg policy".politiquede combat." by petitions which no order of
the day can stop. For the country knows that it
acts within the limits of tho law; it docs not understandParliamentary finessing; it has arisen br
an instinct of preservation, lor It kuew it was the
Kepubllo which was threatened by your fighting
policy." After giving a definition oi the word
" Radical," M. Gambctta went ou to say that it
was absurd to pretend his party were the enemies
ol the Conservative Republic. "We are so devoted
to the Republic that we wish it to penetrato
gradually lu the consciences and hearts of
all; we wish it to be established by the
authority of its beneficence." Shouts of laughter
from the Right greeted this Hpcech; whereupon
the speaker turned round and said, "You may
laugh, gentlemen; remember, he laughs longest
who laughs last." His manner grew more earnest
and impassioned as lie went on, and tho interruptionscontinuod to inereuso in equal ratio, "in
voting the order of the day the Assembly would
only secure an armistice, lor the country would
continue to fight with legal weapons until the day
came when the Deputies themselves would be glad
to obey und to separate. There can be no order
without confidence, no confidence without settled
government; the monarchists are incapable of
louuuuig ii monarcuy, lur nicy uavc uui> a aing tu

accept It or a people to ratily It; their only chance
la to wear out and enervate the country so that It
may throw Itself Into the arms of a saviour."
This was the line of strong argument
adopted, and It was wound up by the
slgnllicant sentence, "But It la not among your
families that the Bavlour would be sought. How
are foreign nations," M. Gambetta continued, "to
support France when the very existence of governmentla imperilled every other day, when every
journal in Europe calls out lor the dissolution of
the Chamber?" He then referred to tho rumors of
coups a\:taC, which have lately been rife; and althoughhe profeaaed not to place any credence In
their probabilitv, the very suggestion of the idea
Beemed to drive the majority of his hearers mad,
and he was interrupted at every other word. There
are, Indeed, many thlugs which, however well they
may be known, must never be mentioned. "Unia
the speaker's reference to published reports aBbut
General Dncrot was received with great dissatisfaction; and his citations from MM. Dufaure and
Moutalenibert were interrupted because they were
thought to be the expression of his own Ideas.
1 fancied that the manner In which he was worriedled him to close somowhat abruptly;
but he gave full emphasis to his last tellingwordH:-r"The day is not distant when you
yourselves will be prepared for scU-sacriflco. Today'svoto will enable the genius of universal snrfrageto recognize her own children. She will
choose between those who have wished to retard
and those who have wished to hasten the ultimatetriumph ol the Republic." With this threat
M. Gambetta left the tribune, to be warmly shakenby the hand, after French fashion, by all his
friends.

It was the dnllcst speech I ever heard from hlra.
He wanted, obviously, to be moderate and parliamentary,and thus lost the electric exaltation of
stylo, in virtue of which, as an orator, he la nothing
U not violent.

TUB POSITION OF THR RIGHT.

When it was proposed to adjourn till Monday he
said:.1"I implore the Assembly, In the name of our
commerce and of the enormous transactions of this
time of year, to sit through the night il necessary
that it may be known definitely without delay what
we are to do."

Gambetta. These two young politicians are fierce
rivals. Duval is a red-haired man and a thoroughgoingsupporter of the extreme lUght, and his opponentof the Left is of the swarthiest type. Both
are highly admired in their respective parties.both

M. Le lioyer pointed out to the Assembly the fact

M. Dufaure closed the debate by appearing for

He only
admitted the sovereignty of the people on election
day. Arterwards that sovereignty was delegated
to the Assembly, which was a far better Judge than
the petitioners could be as to when its career of
usefulucss was over. (Trlumphaut cheers on the
Ktght hailed this official declaration, which almost
endorses the ducal argument against universal
suffrage, that a grocer enn have no political sagacity.!The contrary doctrine bad produced infiniteevil in France for eighty years. Far was It,
however, from tho intention of the government to
deny the right of members to suggest that the
time for a dissolution had come, or of petitioners
legally aud respectfully to support that opinion.
M. Dufaure closed adroitly in adopting for tbe

government a formula, or "ordrs du your," that
satisfied tho night, but binds nobody for the
future. There were many projects, and the rurals
wanted to refer to the presence of the enemy lu
the countrv and extend the function of the House
to the full payment of Lite indemnity. Thiers' interestIs to kick the door open for dissolution, ir necessary,aud this Is tully accomplished; so when the
Christmas holidays are over we may hear oi this
subjeet again.

This shows
that the certificate of balances made to
the Chamberlain from January 1 to June
1, 1872, contained no mention of any credits of
additions to tbe principal sums on deposit in those
depositories. These certificates have been filed In
the Comptroller's office weeklv for years past, and
in no case has his request of December 16,1871, to
add interest to principal been complied with.
The Chamberlain donles the assertion that the

Interest accrued on those deposits (which have
been closed by reason of non-compliance with tbe
laws of 1866) is actually In the treasury, for It has
not been puld to him, nor does any record appear
npon his books or vouchers ef any such transaction.
